It can be observed from the above that the performance of RSETIs in conducting training programmes is unsatisfactory in districts like (1) Navsari, (2) Rajkot, (3) Dangs,  (4) Bharuch, (5) Banaskantha, (6) Surat, (7) Narmada, and (8) Porbandar.  The Directors of these RSETIs were requested to gear - up their machinery, so that the performance can be improved in the remaining period of the year.

Besides, the RSETIs have been undertaking the locational training programmes at various places in the district under “Mission Mangalam” project undertaken by the Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Limited, a company promoted by Government of Gujarat.

* Out of 12 lead districts of Bank of Baroda, it has set up 17 FLCCs in its 10 lead districts (Valsad - 2, Surat - 2 and Vadodara - 2).  Bank of Baroda has also set up 4 FLCCs   in other than its lead districts viz. Jamnagar, Patan, Mehsana and Amreli.

Dena Bank has set-up 5 FLCCCs in the State of Gujarat, which are required to be converted as per the Model Scheme of Reserve Bank of India.  Bank has taken-up the matter with their Corporate Office for policy decision and approval from Board of the Bank.  The detailed guidelines and approval from Corporate Office is awaited, which is expected during March, 2011.  On receipt of approval from Board, all the FLCCCs as per the Model Scheme would be set-up in the five districts.

In 127th SLBC meeting, the representative from Bank of Baroda informed that they will set-up FLCC in Dangs and Tapi districts by the end of March, 2011.  SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested Bank of Baroda to inform the latest status of opening of FLCCCs in the above-mentioned districts and also probable date / month when the existing FLCCCs set-up by them would be converted as per Model Scheme of Reserve Bank of India.  

Bank of Baroda vide letter dtd. 14.02.2011 has informed that FLCCC at Narmada has been converted as per RBI Model scheme on 6th  December, 2010 and FLCCCs at Surat, Godhra (Panchmahals) and Dahod would be converted by March, 2011.

The representative from Bank of Baroda is requested to apprise the House about opening FLCCC at Dangs and Tapi districts.

Similarly, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested State Bank of India in regard to conversion of their FLCCCs as per the Model Scheme of Reserve Bank of  India.  Here too, the response from State Bank of India is not received by SLBC and therefore the representative from State Bank of India is requested to apprise the House in the matter.
2.3
Providing tool-kit to the beneficiaries of BPL families trained by RSETIs under "Manav Kalyan Yojana"                                    

While discussion on status of training programmes conducted by RSETIs in the Agenda of setting up RSETIs and allotment of land by State Government in 127th SLBC meeting, Shri P.K. Parmar, Chairman, KVIB suggested that the trainees from BPL families should be provided with the tool-kit costing upto Rs.5,000/= under "Manav Kalyan Yojana" to enable him to start economic activities.  It was also suggested that Director, RSETI may be authorised for providing tool-kit to the trained BPL beneficiaries.  He requested SLBC to send a formal request to Commissioner, Cottage Industries, Govt. of Gujarat to authorise Director, RSETI for providing tool-kit to the trained BPL beneficiaries.  Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested the Commissioner, Cottage & Rural Industries, Govt. of Gujarat to consider the Director, RSETI as an authorised entity for providing tool-kit under Manav Kalyan Yojana.

The representative from Cottage & Rural Industries is requested to apprise the House in the matter.

Delay faced by the Banks in obtaining order in Application filed before the District Magistrate under Section-14 of SARFAESI Act, 2002 for physical possession of secured assets                                                                                              
In the 124th SLBC meeting, the matter regarding delay faced by the Banks in obtaining orders for police protection for seizing charged properties under the SARFAESI Act, 2002 sponsored by State Bank of India, LHO, Ahmedabad was discussed and it was advised by the Chief Secretary, Govt. of Gujarat to set up a Sub-Committee of SLBC under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat comprising representatives from 3 Lead Banks and Legal Department of State Government to look into the matter.

Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter No. GMO/124/SLBC/662/10 dtd. 5th May, 2010 followed by letter dtd. 24th May, 2010 requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department to convene the meeting of Sub-Committee.  The matter was again followed up by SLBC vide its letter dtd. 9th June, 2010 and requested to expedite convening the meeting of Sub-Committee.
As there was no representation in 125th SLBC meeting from the Revenue Department, the Chairman of SLBC had requested the Secretary (EA), Finance Department to pursue the matter with the Revenue Department from their end.  Accordingly, the Finance Department arranged a meeting with the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department on 07.08.2010 at Gandhinagar.

The Principal Secretary, Revenue Department suggested to send a proposal by SLBC to draw attention of the Collectors regarding provisions of the SARFAESI Act, 2002.  In this context, the Provisions contained in SARFAESI Act, 2002 regarding the assistance  to be provided to the Secured Creditor (Banks and Financial Institutions) in taking possession of secured assets are as under:

As per the provisions  of Section-14 of the SARFAESI Act, District Magistrate is to assist the Secured Creditor in taking possession of secured assets.

Section-14 of the SARFAESI Act reads as under:

”Where the possession of any secured assets is required to be taken by the secured creditor or if any of the secured asset is required to be sold or transferred by the secured creditor under the provisions of this Act, the secured creditor may for the purpose of taking possession or control of any such secured asset, request in writing, to the Chief Metropolitan or District Magistrate within whose jurisdiction any such secured asset or other documents relating thereto may be situated or found, to take possession thereof, and the Chief Metropolitan Magistrate or as the case may be, the District Magistrate shall, on such request being made to him-

(a)
take possession of such asset and documents relating thereto;

and

(b) 
forward such assets and documents to the secured creditor
The problem faced by banks while approaching the Office of District Magistrate with Application under Section-14 is the inordinate delay in passing order and handing over the possession of secured assets to the secured creditor.

The usual practice of the office of District Magistrate is to issue notice to the borrower and  lengthy hearing. Hon`ble Supreme Court has held in Indian Overseas Bank v/s M/s. Sree Arvinda Steel Ltd, that Magistrate is not required to give notice to borrower or to third party.  The practice of issuance  of notice and hearing is causing inordinate delay in getting possession of the secured assets, which is against the objectives of the enactment of SARFAESI ACT by the parliament and also against the spirit of Supreme Court decision in Indian Overseas Bank v/s M/s. Sree Arvinda Steel Ltd.

As there was no competent authority present from Revenue Department in 127th SLBC meeting, the Additional Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Government of Gujarat in the said meeting had informed that they have already taken up the matter with Revenue Department and would continue to pursue the same.

SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat and the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Government of Gujarat to inform about the action initiated on the captioned issue.

Finance Department, Government of Gujarat vide its letter dtd. 18th February, 2011 has requested the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat to send Action Taken Report to SLBC, however, the same is not received from Revenue Department, nor the Revenue Department has responded to SLBC letter.

The representative from Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat is requested to apprise the House about the action initiated by them in the above matter.

Payment of Crop Insurance Claim to the Agri. Borrowers on account of wrong remittance of insurance premium by Dena Bank, Mota Samadhiyala Branch, Dist : Amreli                            

Dena Bank, Mota Samadhiyala Branch in Amreli District has made clerical mistake in reporting Block Name i.e. Khambha Block instead of Dhari Block while submitting declaration along with insurance premium for Kharif Season - 2008 in respect of 8 farmers-beneficiaries (Total sum insured Rs.4,27,100/=) and through oversight remitted the premium under declaration of “Khambha” block (of their residence village) instead of “Dhari” block (where the land is located), whereas the insurance premium amount deducted and remitted to AIC of India was as per the norms.  Now, the farmers of Dhari Block got the insurance claim for the Kharif Season - 2008, whereas farmers of our Dhari Block in whose cases the Block was mentioned by mistake as Khambha Block did not get the same benefit.  The AIC of India Ltd., Ahmedabad vide their letter No.AIC/2010/6090-5 dtd. 14th June, 2010 have informed about their inability to consider the said claim.

The above matter was referred by SLBC Secretariat vide their letter dtd. 6th July, 2010 mentioning therein, among others, and giving the reference of letter No.GMO/SLBC-45/669/2009 dtd. 15.09.2009 thereby forwarding the views and comments on the draft procedure for settlement of additional claims, which may arise due to mistake / omissions / commissions of financial institute, wherein one of the comments / views was that while submitting declaration alongwith stipulated premium, a technical genuine mistake may happen such as inter-change of blocks, etc. and such genuine mistake should be considered positively.

While discussion on the captioned agenda in 127th SLBC meeting, the Regional Manager, AIC of India had informed that the matter would be placed before the Committee under the Chairmanship of Jt. Secretary (Agri.), Govt. of India which would decide the admissibility of additional claims.  SLBC requested him to send an interim reply.  Accordingly, AIC of India has sent the interim reply in the matter vide its letter dtd. 27.12.2010.  

SLBC again vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 requested AIC of India to inform about the further developments and decision arrived on the captioned matter.  The reply is still awaited.

The representative from AIC of India is requested to apprise the House in the matter.

2.6
After obtaining order from District Magistrate / Chief Metropolitan Magistrate, Police Authorities are not co-operating with Banks by providing police protection for taking over the physical possession of secured assets                                            

While discussion on the captioned agenda in 127th SLBC meeting, the representative from Home Department, Govt. of Gujarat had informed that they have not received any such complaint from any of the Banks.  However, they have issued instructions to concerned authorities.  He was requested to send the copy of the such correspondence to SLBC.  

 

Accordingly, SLBC has received letter dtd. 27.12.2010 from Home Department stating therein that all the Commissioner of Police, all the Range Inspector General and all the Suptd. of Police have been advised to extend full cooperation to Bank authorities in taking physical possession of secured assets and proper care to be taken to avoid any complaint from any Bank.  SLBC vide its letter dtd. 5th February, 2011 has forwarded the copy of captioned letter to all Member Banks.

Thus, the matter stands as resolved.

2.7
Double Stamp Duty for the property taken in possession by Banks under SARFAESI Act, 2002                                                      

Some of the Member Banks informed that while the purchaser of property under SARFAESI Act, 2002 approaches the Collectorate for registration of Sale Certificate, the double stamp duty has been demanded to be paid by the purchaser as under :


i.
Stamp duty for changing the ownership to Bank from the borrower at the time of taking possession.


ii.
Stamp duty for transferring the ownership to the purchaser for registering the Sale Certificate.
In this context, we may mention that the properties are being mortgaged by the mortgagees to the Bank to secure the credit facilities granted by the Bank to the borrower.  In case of default in repayment, the Bank takes the possession of the mortgaged properties under SARFAESI Act, 2002.  As per the provisions of the said Act, the Bank sells the mortgaged properties through the public auction.  

" In terms of SARFAESI Act, 2002, the sale of the properties by the Bank shall be deemed as a transfer made by the owner himself and purchaser shall acquire all the rights and title of the owner of the securities."

As advised by the Chairman of SLBC in 126th SLBC meeting, SLBC sought a meeting with Shri Saurabhbhai Patel, Hon'ble Minister of State for Finance, Govt. of Gujarat for his intervention in the matter following the decision given by the Revenue Department on the captioned vide its letter dtd. 7th September, 2010.  Accordingly, the meeting with the Hon'ble Minister was arranged on 13.12.2010, however, the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), informed about postponement of the meting and informed that it would be held shortly.

In 127th SLBC meeting, the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Govt. of Gujarat had informed that the meeting would take place after Vibrant Gujarat Global Investors' Summit - 2011 is over.  Accordingly, SLBC vide its letter dtd. 4th February, 2011 and 1st March, 2011 requested to inform about the action initiated in the matter.  

The response to the said letter is still awaited and therefore the representative from  Finance Department, Govt. of Gujarat is requested to apprise the House about arranging the meeting with Shri Saurabhbhai Patel, Hon'ble Minister of State for Finance, Govt. of Gujarat.

Transfer of salary accounts from Saurashtra Gramin Bank to other Banks by Govt. of Gujarat                                                        
While discussing on the captioned agenda In 127th SLBC meeting, the Addl. Secretary & Director (IF), Finance Department, Govt. of Gujarat had stated that the matter has been taken very seriously and added that it would be ensured that this does not happen again.

Accordingly, the Finance Department, Government of Gujarat has issued Government Circular No.MIS-2008-535-N stating that "........ In order to enforce financial disciplines in servicing the dues of RRBs and other Banks, all the Departments / Head of Departments are advised to desist from transferring / changing salary accounts from existing Regional Rural Bank / Banks.  All Government of Gujarat entities are also advised to ensure that concurrence of Finance Department is invariably obtained in all such decisions. "  The copy of the said circular is enclosed as per Annexure -  A.
Thus, the above issue stands as resolved.

3.1   Progress made in implementation of Financial Inclusion Plan (FIP) by Public Sector Banks : Letter dtd. 07.01.2011 received from Shri R. Gopalan, Secretary, Ministry of Finance, Government of India                                                                            

SLBC Secretariat is in receipt of a copy of D.O. letter No.20/60/2010-FI dtd. 07.01.2011 (copy enclosed as Annexure-G) addressed to Chairman & Managing Director of Dena Bank by the Secretary, Ministry of Finance, Department of Financial Services, Govt. of India, suggesting to initiate action immediately on the 14 items contained in the said letter.  The followings are the points which are required to be taken care of from SLBC point of view as per the directives of Union Ministry of Finance :

i.
Overlap of villages : 

(a)
A code of conduct that no bank shall poach on the villages allocated to another bank should be mutually decided in each SLBC by all Banks.  However, the SLBC may allow a swapping of villages on the mutual consent of the banks concerned.


(b)
A plan to allocate all villages with a population of 1000 plus be made in a honeycomb fashion around the FIP village allocated to Banks (and BCs) through the SLBC mechanism.

ii.
Operative Financial Inclusion Accounts : 

Banks should make special efforts in the next few months to ensure that the financial inclusion accounts opened are “active and operative” accounts.  Banks must contact the State Government to ensure that Government subsidies and transactions are being routed through these accounts.  Banks may consider the concept of trail commission to incentivize the BCs to encourage activity in these accounts.

iii.
Monthly progress Report : 

Banks should ensure submission of monthly progress report of the FIPs to the Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India and wherever the Bank is also SLBC Convenor, the complete monthly report for the concerned State should also be submitted.  These reports must also contain progress made by the RRBs.  Banks should also submit the monthly statement of village allocated and covered under the FIPs.


The consolidated action taken report along with monthwise achievement against the plans for villages to be covered by each bank and monthly statement of progress be sent to Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India by the 7th of the succeeding month regularly.  The physical checking of the progress of the implementation of FIPs of the Banks shall be conducted by the officials of Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India shortly.

Iv.
Progress of some Banks in appointing BCs / Technology Service Provider was found to be slow.  These Banks should gear-up to ensure the timely implementation of FIP targets for March, 2011 and March, 2012.

SLBC vide letter No.GMO/SLBC-79/Roadmap-FIP/276/2011 dtd. 5th February, 2011 has written to all the Member Banks and Lead District Managers in this regard.

All the Lead District Managers have been requested to initiate immediate further necessary action on point No.(b), as above, i.e. Allocation of villages having population of 1,000 plus in a honeycomb fashion to bank branches in the district (talukawise), and furnish the villagewise / talukawise allocation details to SLBC at the earliest.

It is hoped that with the earnest and concerted efforts by the Banks, this Campaign shall be successfully implemented in the defined time frame.

All the Member Banks and Lead District Managers are requested to follow the guidelines issued by Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Government of India on the points mentioned hereinabove.

Member Banks and Lead District Managers are also requested to discuss the issue they would like to in the meeting so that the House can find its resolution.

3.2
Interest Subsidy for Housing the Urban Poor (ISHUP) - the practice for implementation of ISHUP                                               

National Housing Bank (NHB) vide its letter dtd. 31st January, 2011 has informed that a number of meetings have been held by Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation (MoH&UPA), Government of India, together with NHB and HUDCO with various State Governments.  NHB, as a Central Nodal Agency, has been sharing the outcome of the meetings of the Steering Committee and measures being taken by the few Governments towards implementation of ISHUP.  They have shared the following initiatives taken by the Government of Tamilnadu, which has provided fresh impetus to the Scheme:

a.
State Government of Tamilnadu have issued the order in the State regarding granting concessions like exemption from payment of development charges, stamp duty on mortgaging of house site, pattas, etc. (Copy enclosed as Annexure - H).
b.
Target of benefiting 1 lakh families has been fixed in the State.  Subsequent to this, districtwise targets have also been fixed and the officials concerned have also been sensitized about the implementation of the Scheme.

The representative from Urban Housing and Urban Development Department, Government of Gujarat is requested to offer their views about the implementation of the initiatives taken by the Tamilnadu State Government in the State of Gujarat.

3.3
Interest Subsidy Scheme for Housing the Urban Poor (ISHUP)
National Housing Bank vide letter dtd. 18th January, 2011 has informed the decisions of the Steering Committee of ISHUP in the meeting held on 15.10.2010 to review the implementation of ISHUP.  The main action points which emerged out of this meeting are covered for consideration and implementation by the Member Banks.  

a.
It is informed that MFIs/NGOs/SHGs/CBOs may be associated as business correspondent / business facilitator and a fee of Rs.250/- per approved application would be provided to such correspondent / facilitator under the  Scheme.  The Steering Committee raised the facilitation incentive from Rs.100/- to Rs.250/- for the current financial year and depending on response the position on the same will be revisited in the next financial year (the format for claiming the facilitation fee by banks is enclosed as Annexure -  I )

b.
It may also be noted that a common application form was designed for implementing Banks under the ISHUP Scheme.  The same was circulated to all SLBCs vide their letter No.NHB(ND)/HPC/74/2088/2010 dtd. April 01, 2010.  The form has been redesigned and it is also suggested that the borrowers might be required to file an affidavit in relation to income certification, ownership by his family members of the households etc.  As suggested by Steering Committee on ISHUP it was decided that the format might be redeveloped and should be circulated along with the draft affidavit to be filed by borrowers (format of application is enclosed as Annexure - J ).

c.
The Scheme guidelines mentions that subsidized loans under the Scheme would be available to an EWS beneficiary for a house of atleast 25 sq. meters and 40 sq. meters in case of LIG beneficiaries.  The Steering Committee noted that the various claims are either having larger built up area or less than the stipulated requirement.  However, as the guidelines do not provide for a maximum size of plot and the plots do not generate income by themselves a relaxed view can be taken in this regard.  The Committee is of the view that as the construction envisaged is on a plot, the built up area may be considered for the purpose of size determination covering more than one floor if need be.  As regard the maximum size it was decided that this may be left to the judgement of the concerned State Level Nodal Agency which is sponsoring the applications.  Further, regarding the cases where the built up area is less than 25 sq. meters or 40 sq. meters for EWS and LIG beneficiaries respectively, it was decided that given the high cost of land in the urban areas a lenient view can be taken provided the house had the space for necessary amenities like kitchen slab, toilet, etc.

d.
The list of State Level and District Level Nodal Agencies as made available by NHB is enclosed as Annexure - K .

The Urban Housing and Urban Development Department and Member Banks are requested to take necessary steps to implement the decisions taken in the Steering Committee so as to have effective implementation of the Scheme.
3.4.
Lead Bank Scheme - Conducting of State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Meetings                                                               

Reserve Bank of India, Central Office vide their letter No.RPCD.CO.LBS.BC.No.44/02.19.10/2010-11 (RBI/2010-11/343) dtd. 29.12.2010 addressed to the Chairman & Managing Directors of all State Level Bankers’ Committee Convenor Banks, have advised with a view to improve the effectiveness and streamlining the functioning of SLBC meetings, to prepare a yearly calendar of programme for conducting the SLBC meetings.  

The calendar of programme is clearly specifying the cut-off dates for data submission to SLBC and acceptance thereof by SLBC Convenor.  In turn, SLBC Convenor will prepare agenda and circulate in advance without waiting for the data from defaulting Banks / LDMs / Govt. Agencies, whose list will be forwarded to RBI.

Further, it is also emphasised upon the senior level participation in the SLBC meeting.

SLBC vide its letter dtd. 5th February, 2011 has circulated the calendar of SLBC meetings for the quarter ended March, 2011 to December, 2011 amongst the Members.  The calendar circulated to Member Banks is as under.  

Members of SLBC are requested to stick to the calendar and submit the data to SLBC to convene SLBC meetings timely. 

3.5
Executive Summary of the Study Report on Verification of Borrowers and End Use of Funds under Government Sponsored Schemes                                                                                                

Reserve Bank of India, Central Office, Mumbai vide letter No.RPCD.GSSD.No.7002/09.01.24/2010-11 dtd. 24.12.2010 has informed that the Local Board (Western Area) of RBI had suggested that the services of external agencies may be engaged for undertaking verification of the status of borrowers and end-use of funds to evaluate the efficacy of the Government Sponsored Schemes.  Accordingly, the National Institute of Rural Development (NIRD), Hyderabad was engaged and it conducted study and submitted the report.  A copy of the said Study Report is as per Annexure - L . 

The Member Banks are requested to go through the study report for implementation of the recommendations made in it. 

3.6
Hindrance in selling the property belonging to Scheduled Tribes as part of recovery process                                                                
Dena Bank, Regional Office, Vadodara vide letter dtd. 28.12.2010, has informed that their Ajwa Road branch has given advance of Rs.24.00 lakhs to Shri Kanubhai R. Tadvi, Proprietor of M/s. Kuldevi Petroleum by securing immovable properties situated at revenue survey No.191, Devalia, Ta. Tilakwada, Dist : Narmada.  The referred loan account slipped into Non-Performing Asset (NPA) and action has been initiated under SARFAESI Act, 2002 and sold out the property.

In the meantime, an application has been made before the District Collector, Rajpipla for obtaining permission for selling the secured properties on 05.08.2010, as Shri Tadvi (Loanee defaulter) is belonging to Scheduled Tribes category and the prior sanction of Dist. Collector is required as per the Provision under Section 73-AA of the Bombay Land Revenue Code 1879, as there is restriction on transfer of properties belonging to Scheduled Tribes without the prior sanction of the Dist. Collector.

Thereafter, the concerned authority of Dena Bank had several meetings with the District Development Officer, who is the competent authority in Narmada district for obtaining the permission to sell the secured properties.  However, till date, no response is received from the District Development Officer. 

SLBC vide its letter dtd. 7th January, 2011 has taken-up the matter with the Principal Secretary, Revenue Department, Government of Gujarat with a request to advise suitably the concerned authority to issue the permission for selling out properties, which are under security of Bank, so that undue delay in recovery is avoided and recovery process is expedited.

The representative from the Revenue Department is requested to apprise the House in the matter.

Financing for Internal Lending as Cash Credit Limit to Sakhi Mandals promoted by State Government - Issue relating to waiver of Stamp Duty and Enhancement of Credit limits for  exemption of Stamp Duty to all types of Self Help Groups (SHGs), including Sakhi Mandals                                                       
The SLBC in its 127th meeting had discussed to provide a minimum credit linkage of Rs.50,000/- as part of the total Financial Inclusion package to each SHG / Sakhi Mandal.  Subsequently, the meeting of Special Sub-Committee of SLBC was held on 6th January, 2011 to discuss the mandate for signing Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) of Rs.1,000 crores between SLBC - Gujarat and Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Limited (GLPC), promoted by Govt. of Gujarat. 

After detailed deliberations, the following resolution was passed by the members. 

Pursuant to the proposal of GLPC, promoted by Government of Gujarat for financing to SHGs / Sakhi Mandals by providing credit linkage of minimum of Rs.50,000/- to all SHGs / Sakhi Mandals after passing through grading exercise during the period of next 1 year to the extent of Rs.1,000 crores to 2 lakhs SHGs / Sakhi Mandals by all Member Banks of SLBC in Gujarat, a Special Sub-Committee of SLBC met on 06.01.2011 and discussed at length the draft MoU in line with the deliberations held during the 127th Meeting of SLBC (Gujarat) on 22.12.2010 and -

(a)
approved the draft MoU

(b)
authorised Dena Bank, as Convenor of SLBC (Gujarat) to enter into MoU on behalf of all Member Banks of SLBC - Gujarat.

(c)
authorised Shri Suresh N. Patel, Convenor - SLBC (Gujarat) to sign the MoU on behalf of SLBC - Gujarat.

In Vibrant Gujarat Global Investors' Summit - 2011 held on 12th & 13th January, 2011 at Gandhinagar, the SLBC on behalf of all Banks have entered into MoU with Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company (GLPC), a Company promoted by Govt. of Gujarat for credit linking of Sakhi Mandals / SHGs to the extent of Rs. 1,000 crores to 2,00,000 Sakhi Mandals / SHGs.  For finalisation of uniform documentation for bank lending to SHGs / Sakhi Mandals, a Sub-Committee of SLBC was formed.  The meeting of Sub-Committee of SLBC in respect of finalisation of uniform documentation for bank lending to SHGs / Sakhi Mandals was held on 15.02.2011.  In the said meeting, common application form, uniform documentation, etc. have been finalised.  During the course of discussion in Sub-Committee, it was felt by members of Sub-Committee to enhance the waiver of stamp duty from the existing loan limit of Rs.1 lakh to Rs.2 lakhs.

While approving the same, the members requested the State Govt. that since at present Inter-se Agreement to be executed by the Members of SHGs / Sakhi Mandals is required to be stamped as a General Power of Attorney attracting stamping with Rs.100/-, which is also required  to waive levying of stamp duty.

Further, it was pointed out that the exemption from payment of stamp duty on loan agreement executed by SHGs formed under DRDA scheme and NABARD scheme is upto Rs.1 lakh loan limit only and that too is expiring on 19.12.2011.  Hence, the Sub - Committee of SLBC has requested that matter be taken up with the State Govt. for enhancement of limit from Rs.1 lakh to Rs.2 lakh and the period of validity (which is expiring on 19.12.2011) should be removed.  Moreover, this proposed exemption  should be made applicable to all types of SHGs / Sakhi Mandals without restricting its applicability to SHGs formed under DRDA scheme / NABARD scheme.

The Revenue Department, Govt. of Gujarat is, therefore, requested to look into the matter, as under :

1.
Exemption of levying Stamp Duty on "Inter-se Agreement" executed by the Members of SHGs/Sakhi Mandals.

2.
Exemption of Stamp Duty on all types of SHGs, including Sakhi Mandals promoted by State Government, without restricting its applicability to NABARD / DRDA scheme.

3.
Removal of validity period with regard to exemption of Stamp Duty.

The GLPC had convened a meeting of three Lead Banks and three Regional Rural Banks on 3rd of January, 2011 wherein they have briefed about their desire to enter into MoU with SLBC and as a sequence to that today, a meeting of Special Sub-Committee of SLBC has been convened to deliberate on the issue and also to seek mandate from the members for giving their consent to the draft MoU and also to authorise SLBC to enter into the MoU with the GLPC and to authorise Shri Suresh N. Patel, as Convenor of SLBC (Gujarat) to sign the MoU on behalf of all Member Banks.

Accordingly, the meeting of Special Sub-Committee of SLBC  was held on 06.01.2011 at 10.30 a.m. at Dena Bank, Ashram Road, Ahmedabad to discuss the mandate for signing Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) of Rs.1,000 crores between SLBC - Gujarat and Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Limited (GLPC), promoted by Government of Gujarat.

The minutes of the captioned meeting is as under :                                                                        

The above meeting was held on 6th January, 2011 at 10.30 a.m. at Dena Bank, Conference Room, 3rd Floor, Dena Laxmi Bhavan, Ashram Road, Ahmedabad which was presided over by Shri Suresh N. Patel, Convenor of SLBC - Gujarat. The meeting was attended by Shri Vinod Rao, IAS, Managing Director, Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Ltd., Shri Rajesh Kumar, General Manager, RPCD, Reserve Bank of India, Dr. B.S. Suran, General Manager, NABARD, Shri P. Nanda Kumaran, Chief General Manager, State Bank of India, Local Head Office, Ahmedabad, Shri T. Bala Subramanium, General Manager, Bank of India, Shri S.K. Shaw, Dy. General Manager, Bank of Baroda, GM’s Ofice, Shri O.P. Dua, Dy. General Manager, Union Bank of India, Chairman of 3 RRBs in Gujarat and other senior level representatives from State Bank of India, Central Bank of India, Bank of India, etc.  

 At the outset, Shri Suresh N. Patel, Convenor, SLBC - Gujarat welcomed the members to the meeting of Special Sub-Committee and thanked them for attending the meeting at a very very short notice which was called to discuss the  mandate for signing Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) of Rs.1,000 crores with Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Limited (GLPC), promoted by Government of Gujarat during Vibrant Gujarat Summit - 2011 which is scheduled to be held on 12.01.2011 and 13.01.2011.  While giving the background about the purpose of the meeting, Shri Patel informed the members that during the Vibrant Gujarat Summit - 2011, the GLPC is intending to enter into MoU with SLBC for improving the credit linkage of SHGs / Sakhi Mandals which presently is very less, on an average basis (less than around Rs.15,000/=) and in order to create livelihood opportunities for the poor through profitable, sustainable and scalable ventures.  The GLPC had convened a meeting of three Lead Banks and three Regional Rural Banks on 3rd of January, 2011 wherein they have briefed about their desire to enter into MoU with SLBC and as a sequence to that today, a meeting of Special Sub-Committee of SLBC has been convened to deliberate on the issue and also to seek mandate from the members for giving their consent to the draft MoU and also to authorise SLBC to enter into the MoU with the GLPC and to authorise Shri Suresh N. Patel, as Convenor of SLBC (Gujarat) to sign the MoU on behalf of all Member Banks.

Thereafter, during the open discussion, Shri P. Nanda Kumaran, Chief General Manager, State Bank of India, while appreciating the efforts of Rural Development Department, Government of Gujarat stated that in a long run it is going to help the Banks as there would be upliftment in respect of creditworthiness of the people residing in the villages / small towns and the role of moneylenders would get restricted.

Dr. B.S. Suran, General Manager, NABARD gave the brief outlines about the lending to SHGs in general and also clarified the doubts / observations of the Bankers on the proposal of GLPC.

Shri Rajesh Kumar, General Manager, RPCD, Reserve Bank of India also gave his views and clarified that in case it is feasible to go for Cash Credit limit instead of Term Loan, then burden of interest will get reduced as the availment will not be the same throughout the year, as it would be needbased.

Shri Vinod Rao, IAS, Managing Director, GLPC gave his detailed viewpoints about the Project and expressed his happiness that Bankers have come forward in a very positive way to support the cause and this initiative would bring substantial change in the lives of rural fold and empower them to reach the state of Micro enterprises from Micro finance very soon.  He said that GLPC is already in the process of recruiting personnel on a large scale so that for a group of SHG, one identified personnel will monitor closely and it would automatically ensure proper utilisation as well as development of the Groups.  This mechanism through Cash Credit limit would allow greater amount of flexibility of use for funds and periodicity of repayment by the members to the SHGs, as the purpose of internal lending is not only to increase the income level, but to reduce the expenses and to prevent them going back to Below Poverty Level.  

Member Banks opined that SHGs should be adequately educated to serve the monthly interest on Cash Credit limit regularly, so as to keep the account in order, which will make them eligible for Micro-enterprise in future.

After detailed deliberations, the following resolution was passed by the members and it was agreed to go for ratification of the decision of the Special Sub-Committee in the meeting of next SLBC :

Meeting of the Hon'ble Finance Minister with CEOs of Public Sector Banks at New Delhi on 14th August, 2010 - Upscaling KCC in terms of coverage and quantum by 20%                       


NABARD vide its letter No.NB.Guj.PCD/7454/KCC-6/2010-11 dtd. 23rd December, 2011 has informed that the Hon'ble Finance Minister during his meeting with the Chief Executives of Public Sector Banks (PSBs) / FIs held on 14th August, 2010 at New Delhi, interalia, appealed for effective implementation of Kisan Credit Card (KCC) Scheme and stated that much of the credit related problems of the farmers can be taken care by making the KCC and General Credit Card operational in a meaningful manner.  He further urged that Kisan Credit Cards should also be issued to tenant farmers / share croppers and to increase KCCs both in number and in quantum of credit by 20% during the current financial year 2010-11.
Member Banks are requested to initiate action on the appeal made by the Hon'ble Finance Minister for effective implementation of Kisan Credit Card Scheme in the State and to increase KCCs both in number and in quantum of credit by 20% as desired by him.

Progress in Financial Inclusion Plan in the State of Madhya Pradesh
                                                                                                              
The SLBC is in receipt of Govt. of Madhya Pradesh Finance Department letter DO.No.PDF/FIP/-8/DIF/2010/3011 dated 10/11 November, 2010 addressed to the Chairman & Managing Director of Dena Bank by Shri Nitesh Vyas, Additional Secretary, Govt. of Madhya Pradesh, on various matters, through Dena Bank, Corporate Office, Mumbai.

In this regard, it is observed that the Government of Madhya Pradesh has gone ahead and decided to compensate the capital cost partly as capital subsidy to participating banks for providing banking services in 2,615 identified villages and villages having population less than 2,000, but in scheduled area.  In addition, this scheme would further be applicable for providing such services in slum area of the four bigger towns of the State.  The scheme is as follows :

1.
Cost of Hand-Held Device upto Rs.10,000/- per machine subject to maximum of 50% of the total cost of such device for providing banking services through BC model.

2.
Cost of Smart Card upto Rs.60/- per card subject to maximum of 50% of the total cost of such Smart Card for providing banking services through BC model.

3.
In case the Biometric ATM is installed, then the cost of such ATM Rs.1,00,000/- per ATM subject to maximum of 25% of the total cost for such ATM.

The representative from Finance Department, Govt. of Gujarat is requested to provide similar type of benefits to the Banks so that the pace of implementation of Financial Inclusion in villages having population below 2,000 can gather pace.

State Credit Seminar for 2011-12 - Gujarat State
The State Credit Seminar for 2011-12 was organised by NABARD, Regional Office, Ahmedabad on 21st December  2010 at Parekh Hall, Ahmedabad Management Association (AMA), Ahmedabad. The Seminar  was inaugurated by Mrs. Rita Teaotia, IAS,  Principal Secretary & Commissioner, Rural Development, GoG, and presided over by Shri P.L. Behera, Executive Director, NABARD. The other dignitaries present on the occasion were Shri A. K. Bera, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India, Shri Ravichandran, General Manager, State Bank of India, S.K. Das, General Manager, Bank of Baroda, Shri S.N.Patel, General Manager, Dena Bank & Convenor, SLBC and various Senior State Government officials, Bankers, NGOs and the representatives of the  media.

Shri S.G. Siddesh, CGM, NABARD highlighted the basic planning process, methodology and the exercise  involved in preparation of Potential Linked Credit Plans (PLPs) at the district level.  He explained that PLPs are prepared  taking into account the  exploitable potential, available infrastructure and health of financial institutions.  He  further explained that these plans (which form the basis for preparation of District Credit  Plan by Banks) are, thereafter, aggregated into a State level document called  ‘State Focus Paper’. 

The State Focus Paper also highlighted various other related aspects viz.  infrastructure requirements and constraints affecting development of various sectors/ sub sectors. He further added that the Seminar provided a platform for various stake holders viz.,State Government, Banks, NGOs etc., to evolve comprehensive strategies for all-round development of state in general and priority sector in particular.

Agri. Clinic & Agri. Business Centres Scheme - Recent Modifications                                                                                       
NABARD vide letter dtd. 25.02.2011 has forwarded the revised scheme guidelines on Agri. Clinic and Agri. Business Centres approved by Govt. of India.  The major modifications are as under :

The capital subsidy has been enhanced to 36% of total financial outlay (44% in case of women and SC-ST candidates). The interest subsidy provision has been withdrawn. 

* 
The ceiling on total financial outlay has been enhanced from Rs.10 lakh to Rs.20 lakh for individual projects and from Rs.50 lakh to Rs.100 lakh for group projects.

* 
In addition to agriculture graduates, diploma holders in agriculture and allied subjects and other degree holders having more than 60% of the course content in agriculture and allied subjects will also be eligible for the subsidy. 

* 
Payment of back-ended subsidy will be linked to the extension services provided by the agripreneures. For this purpose, periodic/ surprise inspection will be conducted by financial bank, ATMA members or State Agricultural Officers.

Further, Govt. of India desired that special efforts have to be made to boost its implementation by reviewing regularly in the State/ District level meetings i.e. SLBC/ DLCC meetings. 

A copy of NABARD Circular No.255 dated 24 December 2010 containing revised GoI guidelines with a copy of the details of the NTIs in Gujarat State, is enclosed as per Annexure - N for information and necessary action for Member Banks.

Issuance of Artisan Credit Cards (ACCs)
Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company (GLPC) Limited, a company promoted by the Govt. of Gujarat vide  its letter dtd. 5th March, 2011 on the Scheme of Artisan Credit Cards has informed that in order to provide adequate and timely financial assistance to artisans to meet their credit needs, both for investment needs as well as working capital needs, the scheme of issue of ARTISAN CREDIT CARDs has been introduced.  The scheme of ARTISAN CREDIT CARDs has been introduced by almost all the Banks.  The Artisan Credit Card envisages grant of credit limit upto a sum of Rs.2,00,000/=.  However, the progress in issue of Artisan Credit Cards is not upto the mark in the State, as there are number of Artisans in the State, who have not been issued the Artisan Credit Cards.

Under Mission Mangalam Project, the INDEXT - C has undertaken an exercise for carrying out the survey of an estimated 1,00,000 artisans in the selected 14 urban centres viz. Bhavnagar, Palitana, Shihor, Botad, Junagadh, Surat, Vadodara, Jamnagar, Rajkot, Ahmedabad, Khabhat, Patan, Deesa and Tharad for issue of Artisan Credit Cards.  INDEXT - C is also taking steps for identification of artisans and preparation of  loan applications in the format earlier suggested by the SLBC.  These applications are expected to be sponsored to the Banks sometime from third/fourth week of March, 2011 so that such applications can be considered for sanction from April, 2011 onwards.  It is felt that all out efforts are required to be made by all the stakeholders to issue the Artisan Credit Cards to the eligible Artisans on priority basis, once the applications of such Artisans are being sponsored to Banks.

Finalisation of Uniform Documentation for Bank Lending to SHGs / Sakhi Mandals promoted by the State Government           
The meeting of Sub-Committee of SLBC was held on 15.02.2011 in respect of finalisation of uniform documentation for Bank Lending to SHGs / Sakhi Mandals promoted by the State Government.  Prior to this, a meeting of Sub-Group consisting representatives of 3 Lead Banks (Dena Bank, State Bank of India and Bank of Baroda), Chairman DGGB, representatives from NABARD, Gujarat State Co. Op. Bank and GLPC was held at NABARD on 11.02.2011.  Subsequently, the meetings of sub-group were held at GLPC, Gandhinagar on 19.02.2011 and at NABARD, Ahmedabad on 23.02.2011.  The representatives from GLPC undertaken the field visits on 22.02.2011 to have preliminary assessment of the SHGs / Sakhi Mandals, so as to test the applicability of rating tool in the field by the Bank officials.  For this purpose, a total of 24 SHGs / Sakhi Mandals were visited in Gandhinagar, Sabarkantha, Mehsana and Patan districts.

Rating Tool for grading of SHG / Sakhi Mandal

It has been decided that Banks would consider grant of Cash Credit facility to the SHG / Sakhi Mandal upto a minimum credit limit of Rs.50,000/=, subject to the maximum cap of Rs.1,00,000/= keeping the projected savings for next 3 years (36 months) in view and the Revolving Fund actual received by the Group from the State Government.  The withdrawals of limit upto Rs.50,000/= would be as per the requirement and need of the Group and withdrawal beyond Rs.50,000/= and upto Rs.1,00,000/= may be permitted by the financing branch based on the actual corpus (i.e. Savings + Revolving Fund) multiplied by four, subject to a maximum of Rs.1 lakh.  The enhancement of limit beyond Rs.50,000/= may be allowed after having carried out assessment and subject to availability of drawing power.

The cash credit limit should be reviewed every year.  The revised credit limit will be assessed by the branches in respect of existing SHGs / Sakhi Mandals, which are already enjoying credit limit without carrying out any fresh grading exercise.

The uniform set of documents in the form of booklet has been sent to all the Member Banks and Lead District Managers by the Convenor of SLBC vide its letter dtd. 01.03.2011 followed by E-mail dtd. 07.03.2011.  Copy of the said letter dtd. 01.03.2011, Booklet with its enclosures, Minutes of the meeting of Sub-Committee of SLBC held on 15.02.2011, etc. are enclosed as Annexure - O, for kind perusal of the House.

All the Members of SLBC are requested to ratify the above action of Sub-Committee of SLBC.  The Member Banks are requested to ensure strict and prompt compliance of guidelines by their all branches.  The Lead District Managers are also requested to coordinate with all Bank branches in their respective district and monitor the progress closely by taking-up the matter in DLCC / Standing Committee of DLCC meetings, as a regular agenda item.

Study on Plantation & Horticulture
NABARD, Regional Office, Ahmedabad vide its e-mail dtd. 8th March, 2011 has sent the copy of Study on Plantation & Horticulture for incorporating the same as agenda in the meeting.  The Executive Summary of the above mentioned study is as under :


Executive Summary

� Plantation and Horticulture sector is emerging as a major priority area for the Gujarat State by virtue of its vast potential to attract higher investments, best option for diversification in agriculture, better alternative for economical use of wasteland and improving the income of the farmers.

� Among fruit crops, Mango is the leading fruit crop of Gujarat, which occupies  an area of 1.22 lakh ha accounting for 34.5% of total area (3.53 lakh ha)  under fruit crops. Gujarat contributes about 5% of the total mango production of the country. 

� Gujarat stands at 8th position (5.18% of total area) in terms of area under mango and ranks 5th in mango production (6.32% of total production) in the country.  The productivity of mango is estimated at 7 MT/ha. which is the second highest in the country, the first being U.P.

� Two major mango producing districts i.e. Valsad and Junagadh representing different agro-climatic region were selected for the study. A total of 53 Mango farmers were covered in the study.

� The  cost of establishment of the mango orchards in sample districts, on an average worked out at Rs.12640/- per acre during the first year.

� Economics worked out by the study team indicates that investing in Mango orchard is profitable as it bring huge returns to the farmers on one hand and for the country in the form of foreign exchange earnings on the other hand.

� Hundreds of hectares of waste land have been put under Mango cultivation which has resulted in increase in cropped area  and also farmers income.

� Check dams established in Dharampur (Valsad) have proved to be a boon for establishing of Mango orchards on hillock wasteland areas.  Availability of adequate and good quality water for irrigation is one of the important factor for producing quality mango produce in both districts of Valsad and Junagadh.

� Financing under P&H sector in the State has witnessed a skewed trend during last the years. In 2008-09, the sector witnessed substantial increase when GLC reached Rs.163.61 crore, however, it declined to Rs.130.83 crore during 2009-10.

� In Talala (Junagadh), term loans for new mango plantation projects have been provided by commercial banks and RRBs under NHB scheme.  CCB branches were mainly financing Mango farmers through KCC scheme. GSCARDB branches, which had financed mango projects in a big way in the past have now reduced their lending due to weak financial position of the bank.

� Valsad district is the major mango producing district in the State. However, financing through investment credit for Mango was very low.

� Cooperative banks were extending the KCC loans strictly as per Scale of Finance (SOF) fixed by the District Level Technical Committee (DLTC), however, commercial banks were providing additional 15-35% towards farm maintenance, consumption needs etc. based on credit worthiness of the borrower. The SOF adopted by the banks is based on DLTC recommendations and found to be adequate.

� The credit purveyed to the mango sector is not getting reflected in the present system of data generation by the banks. There is need to streamline data on credit flow to mango separately.

� Bankers were not inclined to provide term loan for Mango orchards owing to long gestation period and tenure of the loan i.e. up to 10 years.

� Processing units also not provided adequate bank credit, due to which, the units were facing problem in procuring the required quantity of raw material during the mango season.

� Banks need to provide adequate credit for various purposes like establishing of Mango orchards, maintenance, installation of on farm infrastructure like tube wells, drip irrigation, processing units and export credit.

� The appraisal of  Investment credit proposals was found inadequate. Post disbursement follow up and supervision was also not done properly by the banks.

� Banks lack technical manpower to appraise projects and extend credit through project financing.  Bankers need sensitization in project appraisal in general and technical appraisal in particular.

� As per the banks policy, the margin / promoter’s share was prescribed between 15-25 %. In practice, the promoter’s share contribution was found in the range of 40-50% in majority of cases visited. This is mainly due to comfortable cash position of the farmers.

� Out of 53 beneficiaries covered in the study, loan amount was misutilized / partially misutilized in 10 cases.
� Overall recovery position of the banks under horticulture finance was found to be good.

� Institutional linkages / coordination among banks and the other line departments like district Horticulture officials/district agriculture officials are very weak which is the main reason for non/slow implementation of many potential schemes of NHB/NHM, State Govt./GoI, Agri Marketing in the sample districts. 

� There is need for dissemination of knowledge and information about various schemes among the farmers through different channels. 

� Extension machinery in the district as well as at the taluka level needs to be strengthened to promote expansion of area under mango and to sensitize farmers on increasing mango productivity.

� The Agriculture/Horticulture graduates may be encouraged to set up agriclinics under ACABC scheme to provide extension services.

� Farmers in Talala (Junagadh) were charged between Rs.200 to Rs.300 per Mango sapling against the normal price of Rs. 50/-. There is need to streamline the supply system to ensure availability of quality planting material to the farmers at reasonable rate.

� In both the districts, majority of the sample Mango growers were not following recommended practices, as they were not sensitized by the experts.  Return from Mango cultivation could increase manifold if recommended package of practices based on scientific guidelines are followed by the farmers.

� Many of the farmers who had adopted inter cropping were not following recommended practices for selection of suitable crop, irrigation and  maintaining of proper nutrient level etc. This has adversely effected the growth of main crop Mango.   

� The production potential in many Mango varieties are declining and in some varieties like Alphonso, it has reached to an alarming level.

� Weather data, market information, crop production related information etc. as well as commodity future market knowledge are the areas where farmers need to give exposure and updated knowledge.

� Need to educate the farmers about adoption of micro irrigation like drip system.

� Prolonged shelf-life of Mango is very important for all the stake holders engaged in this business. Mango fruit should reach in the hands of consumers with an acceptable quality without having much losses.  This can be achieved up to a great extent by adopting the right method of harvesting, post harvest management, efficient transportation, appropriate packaging, pre cooling and through creation of  scientific marketing yards.  Such facilities are lacking and need to be developed.

� Marketing of Mango in both the selected districts was dominated by the Commission Agents and the price spread (difference between the retail price paid by the consumer and the price received by the farmer/producer) was found to be very high. This indicate exploitation of the farmers under the present supply chain system involving too many middle channels like traders, Commission Agents, whole salers etc. 

� Gujarat is among the States which has amended its APMC Act permitting private sector to set up private mandis and allowing farmers to sell their produce outside regulated market yards. The State Government initiative has presented an opportunity to evolve innovative marketing models to enable creation of efficient marketing infrastructure and services.

� There is need to establish Modern Terminal Market for mango produce which may provide facilities like cool chain, electronic grading, central electronic auction, ripening chambers, quality station, laboratory for testing and certification, banking facilities, electronic display boards for auction, agri-clinic and extension services.
� Integration with the farmers through setting up of collection centres at village level can reduce the transportation expenses both for the farmer and the processor / other buyers.

� In order to strengthen the supply chain and facilitate a direct linkage between the corporate buyers and the farmers, there is a need to establish Mango Growers / Producers companies, Federations.

� Financial institutions, concerned Govt. Authorities and other agencies need to pay due attention towards expansion/renovation and creation of ultra-modern marketing system with state of art infrastructure.

The Study Team during the course of field visit, interacted with sample Mango Farmers, Bankers, Scientists of Junagadh Agriculture University, District Horticulture Officers, Representatives of few mango processing units, APMCs in Junagadh and Valsad districts.  Based on interaction, discussions with the different stake holders, the issues emerged, constraints and suggestions are given in Chapter 5 which is as per Annexure - P.
Member Banks and concerned State Govt. departments are requested to go through the Executive Summary and Chapter 5 of the Study Report and initiate necessary remedial measures for redressing the problems of the farmers as mentioned in Executive Summary and Chapter 5.

During the month under review, credit of Rs.39.72 crore was sanctioned Working Capital loans to 208 new units under MSME Sector.  Total Rs.9,090.72 crore was sanctioned in 28,394 a/cs since announcement of the IBA Package.

Incremental working capital limit to existing MSME units to the tune of Rs.10.66 crore was sanctioned in 35 a/cs during February, 2011. Total Rs.3,696.01 crores sanctioned in 9,301 a/cs since 01.12.2008.

During the month under review,  no finance extended by the Banks for restructuring of MSME units. After announcement of IBA package, total 6,777 a/cs were restructured amounting to Rs.1,082.09 crores.

Discontinuation of convening of Monthly Review Meetings on IBA Stimulus Package                                                                                                                               
As per the instructions of Reserve Bank of India, SLBC has been convening regularly the meetings to review the progress on monthly basis since the announcement of stimulus package made by Govt. of India.  So far, 19 such special monthly review meetings have been conducted.  In addition, the progress was also reviewed in each SLBC quarterly meeting held after announcement of Special IBA package.

In view of the recovery in the global economy as well as in Indian economy and also learning about discontinuation of review meetings by SLBCs of other States in the Country, SLBC Gujarat vide its letter No.GMO/SLBC-77/212/2010 dtd. 28.01.2010 sought advice from Govt. of India / RBI as to whether such meetings should be continued or not in the State of Gujarat.  However, response to the letter is still awaited from them.  Since the sufficient time after announcement and implementation of Stimulus Package has passed and the things have improved over a period of more than 2 years' time, we are of the view that now there is no point for convening of meeting on monthly basis.

The House is, therefore, requested to deliberate in the matter so as to arrive at the final decision regarding discontinuation of the same.

The overall achievement in disbursement under Service Area Credit Plan by all the Banks was 72.73% upto the quarter ended December, 2010 as against 61.33% achievement during the corresponding period of the previous year. The highest percentage achievement was recorded in Trade & Services - 87.82% followed by AVCI/SSI - 79.12% and Agriculture  - 66.92%.  

Under Agriculture Sector, as against cumulative disbursement of Rs. 14,187 crores, Rs.9,321 crores (65.70%) was for production credit and Rs.4,866 crores (34.30%) for investment credit.  The performance under Agriculture Sector for the corresponding period of previous year was Rs.10,883.00 crores, of which Rs.7,982 crores (73.34%) was for production credit and Rs.2,901.00 crores (26.66%) for investment credit.

SWARNA JAYANTI GRAM SWAROJGAAR YOJANA (SGSY) : 
The financial targets have been achieved by 55.32% upto the quarter ended December, 2010 as against the achievement of 59.91% for the corresponding period of the the previous year.  

As against the total target of 44,034 Swarojgaris (37,520 SHGs Members & 6,514 individuals) to be assisted during the year 2010-11, total 31,359 Swarojgaaris (16,634 SHGs Members and 14,725 individuals) were assisted.  Out of  31,359 Swarojgaris assisted (71.22%), SC beneficiaries were 3,951 (12.60%), ST were 11,376 (36.28%), Women were 13,962 (44.52%), Minorities were 2,154 (6.87%) and Disabled were 170 (0.54%). 

The total percentage of assistance to SC & ST Swarojgaris comes to 48.88% against the stipulation of 50%.    

There were 908 loan applications of SHGs and 13,770 loan applications of individuals pending at the quarter ended December, 2010.  Besides individual finance, group finance is required to be encouraged by the Banks which ultimately improve the credit linkage of SHGs.

PRIME MINISTER’S EMPLOYMENT GENERATION PROGRAMME (PMEGP)

VAJPAYEE BANKABLE SCHEME (VBS) : 
The achievement of the target stood at 70.99% upto the quarter ended December, 2010 against the 53.42% achievement for the corresponding period of the previous year.  

Out of the total sanction of 24,847 applications (Rs. 170.99 crores), 3,335 applications (Rs.15.88 crores) sanctioned to S.T. beneficiaries, 4,242 applications (Rs.24.44 crores) to S.C. beneficiaries.  However, 23,798 applications were reported pending at the end of December, 2010 which required to be disposed off expeditiously by the banks.  
During the quarter ended December, 2010, the DICs have released subsidy in 20,761 cases amounting to Rs.2,415.24 lakhs, of which S.C. - 3,185 cases (Rs.378.15 lakhs), S.T. - 2,992 cases (Rs.351.68 lakhs), Minorities - 2,177 cases (Rs.274.99 lakhs), B.P. -  5,588 cases (Rs.642.01 lakhs) and Others - 6,819 cases (Rs.768.41 lakhs), which includes 4,492 cases of Women (Rs.419.92 lakhs) and 338 cases of physically handicapped beneficiaries (Rs.60.63 lakhs).

The performance in the districts like Bhavnagar, Dahod, Junagadh, Kheda, Navsari, Panchmahals, Rajkot, Sabarkantha, Vadodara and Valsad was above the average performance. The performance under Weaker Section finance is below the stipulated benchmark in Gujarat State and, therefore, financing to SC beneficiaries will help in improving the same.

The achievement stood at 55.62% of the target as against 58.35% for the corresponding period of the previous year. The performance in Ahmedabad, Anand, Gandhinagar, Junagadh, Mehsana, Panchmahals, Patan, Sabarkantha, Surendranagar and Tapi was above the average performance of the State as a whole.  Lead District Managers of remaining districts are requested to take-up the matter in DLCC / BLBC meetings with the Banks' branches to improve upon their performance in the remaining time of financial year 2010-11.

Banks are requested to ensure that 8,266 pending applications are disposed off by their branches on merits at the earliest.  

GUJARAT WOMEN  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (GWEDC) :

The achievement was 52.24% of the target as against 22.00% for the corresponding period of the previous year.  The performance in the districts like Ahmedabad (128%), Banaskantha (121.43%), Sabarkantha (78.57%), Mehsana (56.25%), Patan (107.14%), Bharuch (74%), Navsari (71.67%), Panchmahals (73.91%), Dahod (55%) and Kutch (105.56%) was above the average performance.  The performance in Dangs (3.75%), Narmada (3.33%), Jamnagar (3.75%), Porbandar (3.75%) and Tapi (6%) districts was very poor. As per the report submitted by the Cottage & Rural Industries Department, Gujarat State, sponsoring under the Scheme was only 52 applications (as against the target of 250 applications), of which 8 applications were sanctioned to the tune of Rs.95.43 lakhs. The achievement stood at 3.20% only.

It is observed that since the introduction of the captioned scheme, there is no adequate number of sponsoring by the implementing agency and as a result, the performance is found to be unsatisfactory.  Looking to the small number of target during the year 2010-11, the sponsoring agency is requested to sponsor sufficient number of applications among all the districts and simultaneously Banks are also requested to advise their branches to improve their performance and achieve the target during the year 2010-11.

The outstanding advances to SC beneficiaries as of December, 2010 was Rs.1,186.43 crores in 1,65,940 accounts, forming 10.96% of Weaker Section advances. 

Similarly, the outstanding advances to ST beneficiaries as of  December, 2010 was Rs.1,566.32 crores in 1,94,430 accounts, forming 14.46% of Weaker Section advances.

Progress under "No Frills Accounts" with overdraft facility and issuance of General Purpose Credit Cards (GCC)                   
As per the information received from Member Banks,  1,56,516 "No Frills A/cs" have been opened during the quarter ended December, 2010.  Banks have provided overdraft facility to 2,29,393 a/cs amounting to Rs.447.05 lakhs.  Total number of "No Frills Accounts" reached 19,15,487 as of December, 2010 with an amount of Rs.11,369.67 lakhs in these accounts.  

During the quarter, 4,565 GCCs amounting to Rs.548.25 lakhs have been issued by Member Banks. The cumulative position as of  December, 2010 reached 33,660 GCCs amounting to Rs.1847.41 lakhs.

Progress under Finance extended to Farmers under "Debt Swap Scheme" as of September, 2010                                                         
During the quarter under review, the Banks have disbursed loans amounting to Rs.3.20 crores to 2,655 farmer beneficiaries under Debt Swap Scheme.  The cumulative disbursement comes to Rs.107.76 crores to 38,526 farmer beneficiaries.

Progress under Finance extended to Farmers under "Agriculture Debt Waiver & Debt Relief Scheme, 2008" as of December, 2010                                                                             
During the quarter under review, the Banks have disbursed loans amounting to Rs.2.48 crores to  337 farmers, who have been extended debt waiver / relief benefit under ADW & DR Scheme, 2008.  The cumulative disbursements under the scheme comes to Rs.414.62 crores to   76,451 farmers.

Progress under "Artificial Recharge of Groundwater through Dugwells" Scheme as of 28.02.2011                                                  
The captioned scheme is under implementation in 112 talukas of 21 districts, out of 26 districts in Gujarat State for 3 years (2007-08 to 2009-10).  Under the scheme, 100%  subsidy is available to Small & Marginal Farmers and 50% subsidy to Other Farmers for constructing structures for recharge of dugwells in their land.  The subsidy released by NABARD is to be credited in the farmer's bank account in a time bound manner is vital for successful implementation of the scheme.

As per the progress report upto the month ended February, 2011 submitted by the Gujarat State Water Management Agency (GSWMA) at Commissionerate of Rural Development, Govt. of Gujarat, there are 2,23,116 farmer beneficiaries identified (eligible) under the scheme, of which 1,81,376 beneficiaries have opened their Savings Bank Account.  Nodal departments have forwarded the applications of 1,71,396 beneficiaries to NABARD and NABARD has released subsidy in 1,57,419 cases.  Subsidy has been credited in 1,28,000 accounts and 7,629 dugwell recharge structures have been completed, as against 7,136 dug well recharge structures completed as of 30.11.2010 (as reviewed in last SLBC meeting).  The Districtwise details are given in Annexure - 28.

Reverse Mortgage Loan (RML) Scheme
The RML Scheme has been notified by Govt. of India on 30.09.2008.  Ministry of Finance, Department of Financial Services, Govt. of India has advised to monitor the performance under the scheme on quarterly basis.

During the quarter, banks have disbursed Rs.129.76 lakhs in 9 accounts and total outstanding loan amount stood at Rs.186.32 lakhs in 23 accounts as of December, 2010. This scheme is not being implemented by all the Banks.  Bankwise details are given in Annexure - 29.
