EXTENSION / ENHANCEMENT OF REWARD

Ramesh Nischal, R/o B-130, Lajpat Nagar-I, New Delhi, which will hold good for a period of one year with immediate effect for any one who may give any information/clue(s) about the kidnapped person. 

As and when any information/clue(s) regarding the above said missing person is received, the same be sent to Inspr. Web Site, SCRB, Kamla Market through DCP/C&R as well as in C&T Branch, PHQ. Delhi.

The Commissioner of Police, Delhi reserves the right to decide finally by whom the reward has been earned and in what proportion it will be distributed amongst various claimants, in case more than one claimant come forward for the same.

The earlier order regarding declaration of reward in the above case is hereby cancelled.

A complaint was received in the Cyber Cell of EOW on 03.08.2012 from M/s Kinobeo Software Pvt. Ltd., owners of online sale-purchase portal www.mydala.com regarding the unauthorized purchase of goods on their website using stolen credit card information. It was alleged that one of the users of their website namely Vineet Jha @ Amit Kumar @ Sandeep r/o Mahavir Enclave, Palam Colony, Delhi had been carrying out suspicious transactions using various credit card informations. As the complainant company was using the payment gateway of M/s ICICI Bank, the said Merchant Bank had alerted M/s mydala.com about the said suspected misuse. A case FIR No. 99/12 u/s 420/467/468/471/120-B IPC was registered and investigation taken up by the Cyber Cell of Delhi Police. A special team under SI K.L.Yadav was formed to take up the investigation and apprehend the suspect. 

During investigations it was revealed that the suspect had so far made purchases worth Rs.11,28,260/- from the website www.mydala.com.  In this connection, ICICI bank has already received a chargeback request for Rs. 1,08,397/- from original card holders.  Cyber Cell found out that the IP addresses used in the transactions belonged to one Vineet Kumar Jha r/o Mahavir Enclave, New Delhi-45. Thereafter, a discreet enquiry with regard to the suspect Vineet Kumar Jha was conducted and it was found that he was actively engaged in online shopping and was giving different addresses and telephone numbers for the delivery of goods. During the fraudulent purchases over the past 2 months, the suspect had booked / ordered online several Nokia E-6, Galaxy S-3, Galaxy Note, i-Phones and made payments by using credit card details of persons residing abroad. 
A trap was laid constructing a team of Inspr. Manoj Mishra, Inspr. Vijay Gahlawat, SI Kanhaiya Lal Yadav, WSI Monika, ASI Leeladhar, ASI Sunil Malik, HC Daleep Singh, HC Rati Ram, HC Murari Lal, Ct. Bhim Singh and Ct. Manoj Kumar and the suspect Vineet Kumar Jha was apprehended red handed while accepting the parcels purchased using the stolen credit card information, from the delivery boy. Two Samsung Galaxy Note, One BlackBerry, One DVD Player, One Panasonic digital camera were recovered from his possession. During the course of interrogation Vineet Kumar Jha revealed that he used to mostly purchase electronic items using the credit card information as it was easier to sell them in the open market. 
The accused Vineet Kumar Jha s/o Lalit Narain Jha, age 22 years is a commerce graduate from Open School of Learning, Delhi University. He worked in various call centres in Noida and Gurgaon during the last 3 years and left the job about 2 months back.

At the place of one of his previous employments, he used to deal with online customers of Personal Computers by offering add-on products and services. The customers, under the impression that they were interacting with the supplier of their Personal Computers were quite trusting and provided credit card details for the purchase of online products and services.  Later, he used these credit card informations to purchase online goods.  He chose to use the credit card information of customers residing abroad to avoid easy detection.  Vineet Jha further sold these merchandise items to various people through second-hand goods dealers.  Efforts are on to recover these items.

He was declared P.O by the Hon'ble Court of Sh. Bhupender Singh, MM Rohini Court Delhi on 7.8.2012, in case FIR No. 410 dated 19.6.05 u/s 379/411 IPC. PS Ashok Vihar, Delhi. The team of HC Anil Kumar No.1277/NW with Ct Sanjeev Kumar No 1433/NW received a secret information that a person, who is a proclaimed offender is residing at Gali No. 9-B Fauji Colony, Mukundpur-II, Delhi. Acting on the tip-of, the proclaimed offender namely Rakesh s/o Ramesh was apprehended by the team members.  

In Second case the Spl. Team of P.S Mahendra Park arrested one proclaimed offender namely Bachu Singh s/o Mukandi lal r/o A-1562, Jahangir Puri, Delhi on 11.8.12. The team of HCs Anil Kumar No.1277/NW, Jitender Kumar, 811/NW &  Ct Sanjeev Kumar No 1433/NW received a secrete information about a proclaimed offender. SNATCHER ARRESTED, SNATCHED GOLD EAR RINGS RECOVERED

INTRODUCTION:
With the arrest of  one snatcher  namely Amir S/o Md. Azim  R/o- Jhuggi CD Park, Jahangir Puri, Delhi (age 22 years) the police of P.S. Jahangir Puri, North-West Distt, have solved a snatching case and recovered the snatched gold ear-rings. 

INCIDENT:-
On 11.8.12 at about 7.30 AM, the complainant namely Paramjeet Kaur w/o Sarvajeet Singh r/o- B Block, Jahangir Puri, Delhi age 55 years was going to B-Block market in Jahangir Puri, suddenly two boys came from her back side and one of them snatched her gold ear rings. She raised alarm on which her husband Sarvajeet Singh who was also coming with her at a distance apprehended the above mantioned accused with the help of public persons. where as his accomplice run away. The snatched gold ear rings were recovered from the possession of accused Amir. In this regard a case vide FIR No. 195/12 dated 11.8.12 u/s- 356/379/411/34 IPC was registered at PS Jahangir Puri and accused Amir was arrested accordingly.

INTERROGATION:

During interrogation accused Amir s/o Md. Azim  disclosed that his associate was a JCL. Accused Amir is a drug addict and in the habit of committing crime like theft and snatching. 

INVESTIGATION:-  The case is pending investigation and efforts are being made to apprehend the co-accused (Juvenile). 

RECOVERY:-

Snatched gold ear rings.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSON:-

Amir s/o Md. Azim  r/o- Jhuggi CD Park, Jahangir Puri, Delhi age 22 years is a habitual criminal. He has been previously involved in the following  criminal cases –
1. Case FIR No. 67/12 u/s- 25 Arms Act PS Jahanagir Puri.

SNATCHER ARRESTED
On 12.08.12 at about 7.00 PM  while going to the market Azadpur Sh. Amarjeet was pushed down to ground by some unknown person who also snatched his mobile phone and started running away. Sh Amarjeet raised alarm. Listening to this alarm 2-3 passerby and beat Ct. Satish Kumar chased the snatcher and nabbed with the help of complainant. The snatcher was identified as Satish S/o Rampal R/o H.No. 08-A, Balmiki Chowk, Vill- Azadpur, Delhi who is a school dropout and sells juice near Azadpur. On frisking the snatched mobile of Amarjeet was recovered from the pocket of the snatcher. The recovered mobile was seized and case FIR No. 195/12 U/S 356/379/411 IPC was registered in this regard. The accused Satish has recently ventured into crime and has been arrested for the first time.
