council’s response to:- 

1) Water and the supply of a sub meter

The parish council has decided to seek quotes for necessary work to provide alternative routes for the direct delivery of the utilities to the changing rooms. This will negate the need to have sub metering via the Conservatory.

2) Is there a party wall position?

Yes, the Conservatory (glassed area of the building) was built using the changing room wall as a party wall.

3) Parking – change of conditions to the lease and acceptance of same.

The parish council is content with the current parking arrangements and do not see that changing these as suggested, and at the council’s cost, as being  a good use of public money.  Therefore are unable to agree to the Varrier-Jones Foundation’s suggestion unless either they or the new tenant are prepared to bear the costs of so doing.

4) Change of position for the containers currently standing beside the changing rooms

It was considered that to move the containers, as suggested, would bring them more into the public eye in their current position and as they currently cannot be seen from the Conservatory can see no reason to do so.
