BONNET-STYLE HOODED PULLOVER

18 month size  21” (53 cm) chest,  24” (60 cm) finished width

MATERIALS REQUIRED  
approximately 8 oz sport weight/double knitting yarn, 3 buttons.

GAUGE:  26 sts, 37 rows = 4” (10 cm); 6½ sts, 9 ¼  rows = 1”

A list of abbreviations is at the bottom of the pattern

BACK
CO 78 sts in K1, P1 ribbing.  MT-2.  RC 000.  K even to RC 14.  Transfer all sts to main bed and change to Stockinet.  MT.  K even to RC 70.

Shape Armhole.  BO 5 sts at beg of the next 2 rows. Dec 1 st both sides every 2 rows 4 x. K even to RC 120 on remaining 60 sts.  Remove on WY.

FRONT
Work same as for Back to RC 74, which is 4 rows above beginning of armhole, ending with carriage on right. With a separate piece of yarn, bind off center 7 sts. Remove all sts left of center 0 on waste yarn. Complete the armhole shaping on the right edge. 26 sts remain. Knit even to neck, RC 96, ending with carriage on right.
Shape Front Neck.  Set carriage to hold.  Place sts into hold pos on left side, every other row, 6 sts 1x,  1 st 8x.  This completes the neck shaping.  K even to RC 120 and remove remaining 12 sts on waste yarn.  
FRONT PLACKET BANDS
Work button band first.  This goes on L side for girls, R side for boys.  K side toward machine, pick up 20 sts along appropriate center front edge. Caution. Do not pick up any of the 8 center sts which are on waste yarn. Carriage on left.  K 1 row.  Change to K1, P1 ribbing.  RC 000.  MT-2.  K even to RC 12.  T 10/10.  K 1 row.  Latch off; take first st off on latch tool and slide it down behind the latch. Take the next st off with the latch tool, and pull through first st. Repeat across. Cut yarn and pull tail through last st to fasten off.

Buttonhole Band. Work same as for buttonband to row 5 of ribbing. Transfer the stitches from needles 3, 9, and 15 to adjacent needles, then bring the emptied needles forward so that they will knit on the next row. Work 5 more rows ribbing, ending on RC 10. Complete same as for button band.

Sew base of plackets to the 8 bound off sts at the base of the front opening. Arrange the bands so that the buttonhole band overlaps the button band, and is on top of it. Sew both bands neatly to the garment. I prefer to backstitch this section, but use whatever method you like. You might also find that you get a neater edge if the bound off section is sandwiched between the bands by a stitch or two. Try basting the button band in place under the bind off, overlap the buttonhole band, and stitch in place through all layers.
Join shoulder seams. Hold Back, Purl side to the machine, and rehang 12 shoulder sts. Hold Front, Knit side to the machine, and rehang shoulder sts onto same needles. Bind off together.

SLEEVES
Sleeves are knitted from the top down, and the cap is shaped by shortrowing, starting with the center top section and adding in sts opposite the carriage every row. I prefer to knit 1 row over all of the sleeve stitches, clip the yarn, and join it back in beforeknitting the first short row across the top of cap. Since many people dislike working in yarn ends, I did not put this step in the pattern; it asks you to pick up the stitches, arrange them in holding pattern, and begin knitting from the center. You can work the pattern exactly as written, or knit the extra row along the whole sleeve first. The choice is yours.

K side toward machine, pick up 72 sts around armhole.  MT.  RC 000.  Set carriage to hold. Place 21 sts on each side into hold pos. (all the way forward). K 1 row over center 30 sts. *Return 2 sts on side opposite carriage to upper work pos (halfway back on the bed), K 1 row, wrap first hold pos needle.  Repeat from *15 more times. 5 sts remain in hold on each side. **Return the 5 sts opposite carriage to upper work pos, K 1 row. Repeat from **. All sts are now in work and cap shaping is completed.
RC000. K even to RC 2. Decrease 1 st both sides on this and every following 5th row a total of 12 times.  K even to RC 64 and remove remaining 48 sts on waste yarn.

Cuff. Rehang on 43 needles, doubling 5 sts evenly across.  Carriage on left.  MT.  K 1 row.  change to K1, P1 ribbing.  RC 000.  MT-2.  K even to RC 18. T 10/10.  K 1 row and latch off, same as for placket. Work other sleeve the same.

BONNET-STYLE HOOD

NOTE: Ribbed band around face is made after the hood is knitted. It will be picked up and knit from the waste yarn cast on edge later. 

Cast on 124 sts with waste yarn and ravel cord. Change to main color. MT. RC 000. Knit to RC 3. Dec 1 st both sides on this and every following 3rd row a total of 8 x, then 1 st both sides every 2 rows 6x. Knit to RC 36 on remaining 98 sts.

Remove 32 sts each side on waste yarn.  34 sts remain. RC 000. Knit even to RC 46 and bind off.

Join left back seam. With P side toward machine, pick up 32 sts from A to B. (side edge). Fold fabric so that K sides are together, and pick up 32 sts from waste yarn into the hooks of the same needles. Bind off together to join seam. Repeat for other seam, picking up 32 sts from C to D, hang sts from waste yarn, and bind off together.

Sew hood to sweater. Sew side and sleeve seams.  Work in yarn ends.  Sew on buttons.  Wash and dry completed garment, blocking by method you prefer.
