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INSTRUCTION TO TENDER FOR TECHNICAL BID-COVER -I:

The contractor who intends to get qualified under cover-I for taking up the above work under KNNL should submit through e-portal the details mentioned below along with requisition for blank tender document. The information furnished by the contractor with technical bid condition SHOULD BE SUPPORTED WITH RELEVANT DOCUMENTS. EACH OF THE SAID DOCUMENTS SHOULD BE DULY SIGNED BY THE CONTRACTOR AS A TOKEN OF GENUINITY AND TRUTHFULNESS OF THE DOCUMENTS. The documents without self-attested signature of the contractor will not be considered for technical qualification.

Cover-I (Technical bid) shall contain the following documents.
i) Copy of Registration Certificate  under KPWD/CPWD/MES/WRD.
ii) Details of Earnest money Deposit (EMD) to be furnished.
iii) Latest copy of sales Tax clearance certificate.
iv) Latest copy of VAT registration certificate.

v) Latest copy of the Income tax returns mentioning the PAN/TIN Numbers.

vi) Employees Provident Fund (EPF) registration certificate.

vii) The contractor should furnish the name of the individual/firm with address and telephone No. with place of registration, year of incorporation etc.

viii) The intending bidder/firm/company should have satisfactorily completed a single similar nature of work (construction of RCC road bridge with approaches) costing not less than 80% of the amount put to tender i.e., Rs.80.00 lakhs in any one year of last 5 years. The certificate should be obtained from the officer not below the rank of Executive Engineer and it should be countersigned by the Superintending Engineer of Concerned Circle.

ix) The bidder should have annual financial turnover of minimum two times the amount put to tender in any two financial years during the last five years. Audited balance sheet certified by the chartered accountant along with income tax returns should be enclosed. 
x) Equipment Capacity: (a) availability by owning at least 50% of the required/specified key and critical equipment for this work and (b) the remaining 50% can be deployed on lease/hire basis for all works provided, the relevant documents are furnished.

xi) The evaluation of the technical bid (Cover-I) for qualification will be done based on the information provided by the contractor as per his documents, will be sent for verification, if necessary.

xii) Annual financial turnover and amount of work done of previous years shall be given weight-age of 10% per year based on the rupee value to bring them to 2015-16 price level.

COVER-II SHALL CONTAIN THE FINANCIAL BID: 

The financial bid documents for the above work comprises of financial bid to indicate the amount offered by the bidder for completion of the work on percentage basis based on scope of work, specifications, schedule-A and schedule-B of the contract form, in all respect within the stipulated period of completion.

The contractor should neither make any alternation in the condition of the contract nor stipulate any condition of his own in the financial bid document.

The Cover-I (Technical bid) will be opened first and thereafter Cover-II (Financial bid) of only those bidders who fulfill the conditions as mentioned in Cover–I will be opened subject to the condition that the EMD payment is confirmed in the e-tender portal.

The bidder shall ensure credit of tender processing fee and EMD in to the respective receiving bank accounts of e-procurement on or before the last date of bid submission.

The tenderer is required to ensure browser compatibility of the computer well in advance to the last date and time for receipt of tenders. The Nigama (KNNL) departments shall not be responsible for non-accessibility of e-procurement portal due to Internet connectivity issues and technical glitches.

NOTES: 
1. The enrolled contractor under KPWD/CPWD/MES/WRD, are entitled to tender for the work.

2. The intending bidders are advised to visit the work site before submission of tenders.
3. The successful bidder should produce an additional performance bank guarantee for the difference amount below 90% if the quoted Rates are below 90% of the estimated rates (Updated for the current CSR rates), before execution agreement with KNNL. In case of contractor quoting percentage above 110% of the amount put to tender the amount over and above 110% of the amount put to tender will be withheld during the progress of work.
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4. The necessary Certificates/documents in support of eligibility criteria fulfilled as stipulated shall be scanned and attached to e-tender document. The original certificate/documents shall be produced at least one day prior to opening of cover containing technical bid for verification Scanned signature of the bidder/authorized representative of the bidder shall be attached while uploading bid document. If failed, the tender of such bidder shall be rejected and treated as non responsive. 

5. Any bidder who is otherwise technically qualified withdraws from the bidding process at any stage before a final decision is taken on the tender, the EMD of such bidder shall be forfeited, the name of such bidder shall be removed from the category list of contractors at least for a minimum period of one year in KNNL, besides making such bidders liable for blacklisting.

6. Bidders for the works, who have already executed the works and/or who are executing the works under Karnataka Neeravari Nigam Limited should enclose performance certificate from the concerned Executive Engineer for having satisfactorily executed/ or satisfactorily executing the works undertaken by them under Karnataka Neeravari Nigam Limited.  Such tender received without performance certificates or with unsatisfactory performance is liable for rejection.

7. If any of the dates mentioned above happens to be a general holiday, the next working day holds good.

8. Conditional tenders are liable to be rejected.  The officer competent to accept the tender shall have the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reason whatsoever. 

9. Corrigendum will be published in the website for all modification or correction if any.

10. The intending contractor should note that if any of the lands either in part or parts or in whole required for the work is not yet acquired by the nigam, it shall be the responsibility of the contractor to take possession of such land and start the work by consent of the owners before commencement of work at no extra cost to the Nigam and no claims whatsoever relating to non-availability of land would be entertained. 

11. The contractor should mention their recent correct postal address & mail address in declaration forms.

12. All materials like steel, cement, sand, jelly etc., required for successful completion of work have to be procured by the contractor himself and KNNL will not supply any materials.

13. The contractors/firm shall send the authorization letter for their representatives duly attesting their signature.

14. The tender processing charge paid by the bidders are not refundable even if the tenders are cancelled

15. Incomplete tenders will be rejected.

16. Tender will be opened on the due date in presence of the contractor or their authorized agents in the Office of the Superintending Engineer, KNNL, IPC Circle, Kalaburagi.

17. The contractor should adhere to the accepted action plan submitted by him under any circumstances without linking to the pending bill payment of the work.

18. Typographical errors if any will not be the ground for any claims by the contractor.

19. Tendering by the joint venture will not be allowed. 

20. The contractor should attach his/her scanned signature to the schedule-B before submitting.

21. Total cost of works on hand in KNNL with the contractor should not exceed Rs. 20.00 crores (Rupees              Twenty Crores only) excluding cost of any major works like dam, barrage, lift irrigation, gates. 

22. A monthly construction programme has to be submitted by successful bidder at the time concluding agreement and contractor shall abide to such programme submitted by him

A: Progress shall be reviewed every month. For shortfall equal amount shall be withheld

B: With held amount shall be released when shortfall is made up

C: If the shortfall is not made up at end of tender period , amount withheld will be forfeited

23. If any certificate/information furnished by the bidder is found false, such bidder will be disqualified at the time of evaluation.

24.  Third Party inspection for quality of works as per FD’s circular dated: 17-02-2005 during execution will be conducted which will be basis for making payments for the work carried out.

25. The validity period for E.M.D. shall be for a minimum period of 180 days from the date of opening of tenders. 
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26. As per proceedings of the Government of Karnataka and Government Order No. LD 300 LET 2006 Bangalore dated 18.01.2007 and Corrigendum dated 28.02.2007, 1% of the amount of cost approved as per the tender notification will be deducted from the bill at the time of payment as cess for the Karnataka State Building & Other Construction Works Welfare Board.
