1. Instructions to Tenderers 

1.1      Cover – 1 (Technical bid ) shall contain the following details
i. The intending bidder should furnish the certificate of registration issued by State/Central/ Public Sector Organizations and details of enrollment in CNNL. 

ii. The contractor should furnish the Name of the individual/firm with address and telephone    number with place of registration, year of incorporation etc.,
iii. The application made by the firm/company shall be signed by a person holding the  power of attorney, in which case a copy of power of attorney shall be submitted.
iv. The scanned signature of the bidder / authorized representatives of the bidder shall be attached while uploading the Bid document.

v. The requisite Earnest Money Deposit.

vi. Copy of the Income Tax Return for the last five Financial years.

vii. Copy of Sale Tax Clearence Certificate for the last five Financial years.

viii. Tendering by a Joint Venture is not permissible.

ix. Employees Provident Fund Registration certificate.

a). In respect of Contractors who are not registered with the EPF (Employees Provident Fund) authorities, the contractors should produce an undertaking that he shall within 7 days of the close of every month submit to the Executive Engineer, a statement showing the recoveries of contributions in respect of employees employed are through in and shall also furnish under the provision of the scheme to the commissioner, EPF.

b). However, having given an undertaking to this effect if the contractor does not furnish the information, the Nigama will deduct the necessary amount from the amount due to the contractor. Not with standing the above, the contractor will be liable for any consequential penalty /damages levied by the EPF authorities.

x. The necessary certificates/ documents in support fulfilling qualification criteria stipulated separately shall be scanned and attached to e-procurement document. The original document shall be produced at the time of opening of tender containing the Technical Bid for verification. 

xi. The Bidder should also furnish the list of work on hand with all details. Such as bid cost date of entrustment, stipulated date of completion, actual date of completion, completed cost of work, etc,.
xii. Necessary certificates should be signed by an officer not below the rank of the Executive Engineer.. 
xiii. The intending Bidder/firm/company to furnish list of man power available with him for taking up above work.
The intending bidders are advised to visit the site of work before submitting the tenders. 
2.0. Qualification Criteria

2.1 The following qualification criteria should be met by the intending bidders 

i) The intending bidder/firm/company should have achieved in at least two out of the last five financial years (i.e. 2010-11 to 2014-15), a minimum annual financial turnover of Rs. 652.40 lakhs.

NOTE: - Audited financial statements duly certified by Chartered Accountants shall be furnished.
ii) The bidder should have satisfactorily completed as a prime contractor, at least one similar work of value not less than Rs. 163.10 lakhs at 2014-15 price level in the last five years (i.e. 2010-11 to 2014-15)
NOTE: - The financial figures mentioned above are at 2014-15 price levels. Financial turnover and cost of completed works of previous years will be given a weightage of 10% per year based on the rupee value to bring them to 2014-15 price levels.

iii) The intending bidder / firm / company should have in the last five years satisfactorily executed in any one year the following minimum quantities of the work.

3.7 Tender Transaction fee and Earnest Money Deposit.
i) The contractor should pay Rs 3,26,200/- as earnest money deposit (EMD) in e-procurement portal in any mode of payment such as: Credit Card / Direct Debit/ National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT)/ Over the Counter (OTC) as above.

ii) The EMD amount sbmitted by the contractor should govern the following conditions.

a) The validity of the EMD shall be for period of 180 days from the date of opening of the tender. 

b) The contractor’s bid will be evaluated only on confirmation of receipt of the payment (EMD) in the Government of Karnataka central pooling a/c held at Axis Bank before 11.00 hrs. on the date of the opening of the Technical Bid.

c) The EMD amount accepted in the form of electronic cash (and not through Demand Draft/Bank Guarantee) will be maintained in the Government Central Pooling Account at Axis Bank until the contract is closed.

d) The entire EMD amount of a particular tender is to be paid in a single transaction. 

OTC payment procedure

If a contractor/supplier chooses to make payment of EMD/tender processing fees Over The Counter (OTC) in any of the designated Axis Bank branches listed in the e-Procurement web-site (www.eproc.karnataka.gov.in), the contractor/supplier will need to log into    e-Procurement system, access the tender for which bid is being created and then select the OTC option under the payment section and print the Challan shown in that section. The printed challan will have the unique bid reference number and the amount to be remitted. Along with the challan, contractor can choose to make the payment either in the form of cash or in the form of Demand Draft. Cheque payments will not be accepted. The contractor is requested to specifically inform the bank officer to input the unique bid reference number printed in the challan in the banking software. Upon successful receipt of the payment, the bank will provide a 16-digit reference number acknowledging the receipt of payment. This 16-digit reference number has to be inputted by contractor in the payment section of its bid as payment confirmation before the bid is submitted (i.e.) as a pre-requisite for bid submission. 

NEFT payment procedure

If a contractor/supplier chooses to make payment of EMD/tender processing fees using Reserve Bank of India's (RBI) National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT) system, the contractor/supplier will need to log into e-Procurement system, access the tender for which bid is being created and then select the NEFT option under the payment section and print the Challan shown in that section. The printed challan will have the unique bid reference number, account details of Government of Karnataka and the amount to be remitted. The contractor has to submit the printed challan to its bank-branch (NEFT-enabled) and request for an account-to-account transfer, wherein the money will get transferred from the contractors' bank account to GoK's bank account. The contractor should ensure that NEFT transfer instructions are executed and the funds are wired to the Government of Karnataka's principal account before the last date for bid submission and preferably 24 hours before the last date for bid submission. If the contractor's bank transfers/wires the money after the last date for bid submission, the contractor's bid will be liable for rejection. Upon executing the transfer, the contractor's bank will provide a reference number generated by NEFT software as confirmation of transfer, which has to be inputted by contractor in the payment section of its bid as payment confirmation before the bid is submitted (i.e.) as a pre-requisite for bid submission. Also, the account number from which the funds were transferred have to be inputted in the e-Procurement system as part of its bid.

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4. General conditions of Eligibility. 

(1) EMD Payments through e-Payment mode shall be made as one single transaction and payments made in part are liable for rejection.

(2) EMD and Tender processing fee shall be paid through e-Payment using the following four modes of Payment:

1. Credit card payment

2. Direct debit payment

3. National electronic fund transfer

4. Over the Counter (OTC)

(3) Tenders from joint venture are not permissible.

(4) Sub-leasing / G.P.A. of work is prohibited.

(5) The intending bidder should furnish the certificate of registration issued by State / Central / Public Sector Organizations and certificate of enrollment in CNNL.

(6) Bidders shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practice issued by Government of Karnataka.

(7) The Bidder shall ensure credit of Tender Processing Fee and EMD into the respective receiving bank accounts of e-Procurement on or before the last date of bid submission.

(8) The tenderer is required to ensure browser compatibility of the computer well in advance to the last date and time for receipt of tenders.

(9) The departments shall not be responsible for non-accessibility of e-Procurement portal due to internet connectivity issues and technical glitches.

(10) Conditional tenders will be rejected.

(11) The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his tender and the employer will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.

(12) The tender processing fee will neither be refunded nor will be transferred to other works.

(13) The CNNL reserves the right of rejecting any or all of the tenders without assigning any reason and will not be bound to accept the lowest tender.

(14) If the rate(s) quoted by any tenderer for any item(s) is/are below the estimated rates of the department then the contractor shall furnish an additional performance security in the form of Bank Guarantee for an amount equivalent to the difference between the cost as per the quoted rate and the estimated rates. In case contractor quoting rate above 125% of the estimated rates, then the amount over and above 125% will be withheld during the progress of work.
(15) Royalty on construction materials and other taxes will be deducted as per prevailing Government orders.

(16) Amount put to tender includes cost of cement, Steel and other materials and labour charges.  The rates quoted must also be inclusive of Sales Tax, Excise Duty, Royalty, Octroi, Quarry fee etc., No extra payment on this account will be entertained.

(17) Contractor has to make his own arrangement for procurement of all materials required for the work.  There is no departmental supply of materials.  Contractor should procure only ISI mark materials and submit necessary quality control certificates from the authorised quality control authority, before execution.

(18) One percent (1%) of the bill amount of the successful tenderer will be deducted towards the construction labour welfare fund as per Government Order LD / 300 / LET / 2006 Bangalore dated 01-01-2007 and Government letter No. PW / 134 / BMS / 2007 dated 27-07-2007.

(19) All scanned documents to be uploaded shall be in original and the Executive Engineer reserves the right to verify the documents before approval.

(20) Further details and information, if any, required can be had from the Office of the Executive Engineer, Harangi Rehabiliatatio Division CNNL, kushalnagar, Karnataka, on all working days during office hours.

(21) If any of the dates mentioned above happens to be a General Holiday, the next working day will hold good in lieu of the date mentioned.

(22) The work includes all lead and lift and work shall be carried out as per the instructions of the Engineer-in-Charge of the work.  The rates in the schedule-B include all lead and lift irrespective of distance and height.  No extra charges will be paid for additional lead and lift.

(23) The validity period for E.M.D. shall be for a minimum period of 180 days from the date of opening of tenders

(24) If Nigama wishes to engage third party inspecting agency for the said work, apart from the Quality Control authorities and field tests of the Nigama and Contractor, then the contractor should co-operate with the third party test and Quality Control authorities.

(25) Any necessary documents can be uploaded in spaces provided for general documents in upload document section.

(26) In addition to the above, all the conditions, as stipulated in the tender booklet of CNNL should be followed.

(27)  No quaries are approved by CNNL for materials

(28) The defect liability period is 5 Years from the date of completion of work. An amount equal to 6.5% of contract value will be withheld as “Performance guarantee” out of the security deposit till the expiry of the defect liability period

1.0. INFORMATION AND INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANT

1.1. INTRODUCTION: 

Applications for Tender (Two cover System) are invited from experienced and competent contractors through e-procurement platform only for the work of Improvements to Road from Athur to Rehabilitation Colony Roads

The intending bidder / firm / company should be eligible contractors of PWD Class-I / Contractors of any State /Central Government /Public Sector organization enrolled compulsorily in category I-A or above category of CNNL,  having requisite experience, expertise and financial capacity, and intend to bid should apply for tender in the manner set out in this Document. The Financial bid Documents of the Technically qualified bidders only will be considered and opened under this procedure.

1.3  INFORMATION TO APPLICANTS: 

1.3.1  Earnest Money Deposit at one percent of  the amount put to Tender should be paid along  with the bids. Security Deposit at 6½ percent of the gross bill amount will be recovered from the contractor from the respective running bills. Besides the balance amount of the EMD due to difference between amount put to tender and the contract value will be recovered in the first running bill of the work apart from the said 6.5% of FSD.

1.3.2 All designs and works shall confirm to the specifications, standards and code of practices and other relevant Indian Standards or equivalent standards mentioned in the contract documents or as approved by the Engineer.

1.3.3 The law governing the contract will be the Indian law. The language in which the contract will be executed and operated will be English.

1.3.4 Name of the bidders who will be qualified in the Technical bid will be announced and only their financial bids will be opened on the stipulated date. 
1.4 Arrangements for Preliminaries:

Contractor should make his own arrangements for preliminaries such as clearing of site marking the central lines etc., without any extra cost to Government.
1.5 Testing of work and Rejection of Defective Work:

The contractor shall furnish to the Engineer-in-charge or his authorized representative, with every responsible facility and assistance for ascertaining whether or not the performance is in accordance with requirements and is in terms of plans and specifications. Tests of materials or work will be conducted by the department wherever felt necessary. The contractor shall furnish such facilities, as the department may require for collecting and forwarding test samples of the work already completed for testing.

If on testing, it is found that the work is of substandard quality, the same will be rejected and the same is to be replaced with work of quality, as per specifications prescribed in the tender documents at no extra cost. Failure to reject any defective work during the progress of work shall not in any way prevent its rejection at the later date.

1.6  Entering into agreement:

The contractor whose tender is approved shall enter into an agreement within the prescribed time limit there from, failing which the Earnest Money Deposit shall be forfeited and action as described para 36 of PWG 66 will be taken.

1.8. Other Particulars. 

1.8.1 Along with the above, the applicant should scan the following:

b) Companies audited balance sheets for the last three years. In case of a partnership or proprietary firms, the statement should be signed by a registered auditor. 

c) Legal status, place of incorporation, memorandum of understanding and articles of association.

d) Solvency certificate from the banker.

e) Power of attorney of the persons signing the document.

f) Proof of experience in schedule – F.

g) Registration certificates with concerned registering authority.   

1.8.2 The first cover containing the Technical bid with all the above details and Documents along with necessary EMD  duly superscripted as “Technical Bid” and the Second cover containing the financial bid duly filled in  and superscripted as “Financial Bid “shall be put in one cover .

1.8.3 Some of the Schedules may require attachments. Such attachments should be clearly marked in the manner indicated below. Attachment 1 to Schedule ‘A’, Attachment 2 to Schedule ‘A’ etc.

1.8.4 While submitting the Schedules, applicant shall enclose latest copies of brochures and technical documentation giving additional information about the applicant. 

1.8.5 No cost incurred by applicant(s) in making this offer, in providing clarification or attending discussions, conferences or site visits will be reimbursed by the Employer or the Engineer.

1.8.6  Applications for tender shall be submitted in proper format and incomplete offers are liable to be rejected.

1.8.7 The language for submission shall be English

1.8.8 The enclosed schedule should be filled in completely and all questions should be answered. If any particular query is not relevant, it should be replied as “not applicable”. 

1.8.9 Back up by specialized agencies for items of work like sub-surface soil investigations and prestressing operations may be permitted, subject to the specific approval of the Employer / Engineer to the items of specification and the proposed agencies
1.8.10 Contractor shall not sublet any part of the work other than the specialized work without prior written consent of the Employer/ Engineer.
1.8.11 Financial data, project costs, value of works etc., should be given in Indian Rupees only. 
1.8.12 For any clarifications, Executive Engineer, Harangi Rehabiltation Division, Kushalnagara, Somwarapet Taluk, Kodagu Dist. may be contacted by appointment.
1.8.13 The information furnished must be sufficient to show that the applicant is capable in all respects to successfully complete the envisaged work.
1.8.14 All recipients of Technical bid document (whether they submit Technical bid or not) should treat the document as strictly confidential.
1.8.15 The applicant is expected and deemed to have visited the project site before submitting Technical bid & financial Bid.

1.8.16 Even though the applicants were qualified, they are subject to be disqualified subsequently if they have; 

i) Made misleading or false representations in the forms, statements and attachments submitted in proof of the qualification requirements and / or.

ii) Record of poor performance such as abandoning the works, not properly completing the Contract, inordinate delays in completion, litigation history or financial failures etc.,

iii) The applicant shall bear all costs associated with the preparation of submission of his Technical bid document and the employer will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs. 

1.8.17 The applicant, at his own responsibility and risk is encouraged to visit and examine the site of work and obtain all information. The costs of visiting the site shall be at the applicants own expense.
1.8.18 The  tenderers while submitting the tenders for the works shall again be required to provide satisfactory evidence in respect of the information furnished by them in their application for Technical bid regarding their structure and organization, financial position/ arrangement, other resources including personnel and equipment, experience as well as work in hand etc., A legal document in the form of an affidavit to this effect, prescribed in schedule I has to be furnished along with the Technical bid  application.
