GENERAL INFORMATION

ABOUT THE PHILIPPINES

Geography

The Philippines is an archipelago of 7,107 islands and islets located in the southeast coast of Asia. It has a total land area of 300,000 square kilometers. It has three main geographical divisions: Luzon, Visayas and Mindanao.
Population

With a population of more than 92-million, the Philippines is the seventh most populated country in Asia and the 12th in the world. 

The Philippines is the third largest English-speaking country in the world. It has a rich history combining Asian, European and American influences.

Economy

The national economy of the Philippines is the 43rd largest in the world, with an estimated 2011 gross domestic product (nominal) of US$ 224.8-billion, and gross domestic product (purchasing power parity) of US$ 411.9-billion. GDP growth was estimated at 7.1% in the 3rd quarter of 2012.

Main industries include electronics assembly, business process outsourcing, garments, footwear, pharmaceuticals, chemicals, wood products, food processing, petroleum refining, and fishing.

Its major trading partners are the United States, Japan, China, Singapore, South Korea, the Netherlands, Hong Kong, Germany, Taiwan, and Thailand.

Climate 

The first half of the year, from January to May, is the best time to visit the country. November to February is cool, while March to May is hot and dry. June to October is rainy, with the months between July and September characterized by typhoons. Average temperature is 25oC or 78oF; average humidity is 77%. 
Local Time

Time Zone is GMT + 8 hours.

Transportation

Manila is well served by a number of taxi services that can be called 24-hours a day throughout the city. 

The undisputed “King of the Philippine Roads” is the colorful jeepney, adorned with colorful designs. Jeepneys ply fixed routes and are a convenient way of commuting short distances. Makati City has air-conditioned e-jeepneys (electric jeepneys) serving the Central Business District.

Provincial and city buses, as well as railway transit systems, provide extensive public transportation throughout Metro Manila and the rest of Luzon.
Tipping

All gratuities are at individual discretion. Some establishments include a service charge with the bill.

Currency and Banking

The currency in the Philippines is the Peso (PhP) and the Centavo. 100 centavos = P1. Coin denominations are: 1, 5, 10, and 25 centavos; P1, P5 and P10. Bill denominations are: 20, 50, 100, 500 and 1,000 pesos. 
Foreign currency may be exchanged at the airport, hotel, and in most of the large department stores, banks and authorized money changing shops. Exchanging money anywhere else is illegal and the laws are strictly enforced. The exchange rate is US$1 = PhP 40.816 (as of 10 January 2013).

Most large stores, restaurants, hotels and resorts accept major credit cards including American Express, Visa and MasterCard. Traveler's checks, preferably American Express, are accepted at hotels and large department stores. Personal checks drawn on foreign banks are generally not accepted.
Regular banking hours are from Monday to Friday from 09:00 - 15:00.  Most have 24-hour automated teller machines.
Emergency Phone Number

For medical, fire or police emergencies, call 117.

Electricity Supply

220 volts a/c is the common standard. 110 volts a/c is also used, especially in major hotels.
Anti-Smoking Law in Enclosed Places, etc.

Section five of the Tobacco Regulation Act of 2003 (Republic Act 9211) prohibits the carrying of any lighted tobacco product in public vehicles, schools, health centers, elevators, cinemas, malls and in places where fire hazards are present. Smoking is also banned in recreational facilities for minors. Fines imposed on violators of this section range from P500 to P10,000. 
ABOUT METRO MANILA

Metro Manila is the metropolitan region comprising the City of Manila and its surrounding areas. It is composed of 17 cities and municipalities, namely: Manila, Caloocan, Las Piñas, Makati, Malabon, Mandaluyong, Marikina, Muntinlupa, Navotas, Pasay, Pasig, Parañaque, Pateros, Quezon City, San Juan, Taguig and Valenzuela.

Metro Manila is the political, economic, social, cultural and educational center of the Philippines. As of the 2010 census, it had a population of 11.9-million, making it the 11th most populous metropolitan area in the world. Its gross regional product is estimated to account for about 33% of the country’s GDP.

ABOUT MAKATI CITY

The City of Makati is considered the financial center of the Philippines, and is the home of the Philippine Stock Exchange. It is a highly cosmopolitan area, with major shopping centers, financial hubs, hotels, entertainment hubs, condominiums, and exclusive residential enclaves.

Its population is around 500,000, with the number swelling to over 1-million during business hours due to the high number of commuters who work in, do business, or visit the city’s financial district.

Makati started out in the 1600s as a farming community and a pilgrimage center around the Church of Our Lady of Guadalupe, and the Church of Saints Peter and Paul. It was recognized as a full municipality in 1670.

Nielsen Field, the first airport in Luzon, was opened in the 1930s in what is now the Ayala Triangle. The first centrally-planned communities were developed in the 1950s, with the gated villages now among the most expensive real estate properties in the country. Massive development started in the 1960s, making Makati the undisputed financial and commercial center of the Philippines.14.
