SENSATIONAL MURDER OF HOUSE WIFE AT LADO SARAI SOLVED:
HUSBAND-AN AIR FORCE OFFICER AND SERVANT ARRESTED
 
 
            The South District police has solved the murder of Smt. Rekha @ Preeti w/o Sh. P.K. Khuntia r/o F-175 Lado Sarai, New Delhi and arrested her husband Sh. P.K. Khuntia and servant Aman Seth for their involvement in the crime.  Smt. Rekha @ Preeti was found murdered at her residence-cum office in the morning of 11.09.2008 having multiple stab injuries.  The murder was reported vide FIR No. 672/08 dated 11.09.2008 u/s 302 IPC PS Malviya Nagar. 
 
INCIDENT:
            On 11.09.2008, at about 10.00 AM, a PCR Call was received at PP Saket vide DD No. 14, regarding murder of Smt. Rekha @ Preeti at her office-cum residence at F-175 Ladoo Sarai, New Delhi.  Aman Seth, the domestic servant stated to the police that he was working with the family of the deceased.   At about 9.00 AM he was sent to Mehrauli by the deceased to purchase vegetables from the market.   At about 10.00 AM, when he returned, he found Smt. Rekha @ Preeti murdered whose dead body was lying on the floor with her throat slit and  multiple stabbed injuries on the body.  The blood stained kitchen knife was lying beside the body.  A case vide FIR No. 672/08 u/s 302 IPC was registered at PS Malviya Nagar and investigation taken up.
 
INVESTIGATION:
            A team comprising of SI Dalip Kumar-I/C PP Saket, Cts. Pardeep, Shamsher headed by Inspr. Harpal Singh, SHO/Malviya Nagar under the supervision of Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas was constituted to apprehend the accused and work out the case.  It was reported that one credit card, Lap-top and some cash is also missing from the house making it prima-facie a case of robbery cum murder.  A thorough local inquiry was made regarding the strangers coming and leaving the place during the period in which the crime was committed. On extensive enquiry, it was learnt that the servant had left with one bag containing some articles and a shopping bag.  A careful perusal of the scene of crime and changing version of servant Aman raised suspicion on him.
 
On rigorous interrogation, the servant broke down and disclosed that his employer Mr. P.K. Khuntia had strong suspicion about his wife having 'relations' with several of her clients/friends. He discussed the issue along with his servant Aman and persuaded him to join his plan to eliminate his wife.  He also promised Aman to give him a hefty amount of Rs. Five Lacs out of the money he was supposed to get at his retirement from Air Force if Aman helps him in eliminating his wife.  As Mr. Khuntia was a service personnel, he meticulously planned to kill his wife with the help of his servant.   As per plan, Mr. Khuntia left for office at about 7.00 AM as usual and directed his servant to execute the murder as per plan.  After Mr. Khuntia left for office, Aman in a complete state of undress, to prevent his clothes from getting blood stained, entered the room with the kitchen knife where the deceased was sleeping with her three year old son.  As directed by Mr. Khuntia, Aman at once slit the throat of the deceased disabling her to raise alarm.  He then stabbed her several times till she was finished. After killing Mrs. Rekha @ Preeti he took bath, put on cloths and left out with the Lap-top, money kept in purse of the deceased and a shopping bag for purchasing vegetables.  As per plan, he dumped the Lap-top inside the drain at Lado Sarai, handed over the money taken out from purse of the deceased to one of his friends at Lado Sarai and set out to purchase vegetables from Mehrauli.  After about an hour, he came back with vegetables and started raising alarm giving the crime a colour of robbery cum murder of his mistress.  Mr. Khuntia came to his house after he was informed and also joined his servant to give the crime a colour of robbery cum murder.  
    
            The Lap-top, money taken out (Rs. 10,800/-) from the purse of the deceased, the weapon of offence-a kitchen knife-have been recovered at the instance of the servant Aman.
 
Further investigation is in progress.
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
