RUSHVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

1.   ROLL CALL & CALL TO ORDER

The Rushville City Council met in the meeting room of the City Hall Building.  Upon convening, Mayor Curt Lunt directed City Clerk, Stacey Briney to call the roll.  Upon ROLL CALL, the following answered present:  Council Members: Jeff Albers, Brad Dutton, Don Schuman, Bill White, and Larry Wilson. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.  Council Members Kent Cox, Terry Dodds, and Terry Millslagle were absent.
Others present included: Stacey Briney, City Clerk; Brad Thurman, Superintendent of Operations; David Haney of The Rushville Times; and Carolyn Wright representing the Grow Rushville Christmas Promotion.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Curt Lunt.
3.  PUBLIC COMMENTS

There were no public comments at this time.
4.  DISCUSS & CONSIDER DONATION TO GROW RUSHVILLE’S CHRISTMAS                      PROMOTION

Carolyn Wright, representing Grow Rushville Christmas Promotion presented an expense sheet.  Said sheet is attached and a part of these minutes.  Wright stated they tried to keep the expenses down because of the unknowns.  Wright requested One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500) from the city to help with advertising shopping Rushville during Christmas season.  Wright noted they are going to try to do the punch cards again this year to help get people to shop in Rushville.  

Wright reported everything is now Grow Rushville and not the Chamber.  Council Member, Larry Wilson told Wright he really appreciates the expense sheet because the council members can at least see where the donated money is going.  


Council Member, Terry Millslagle arrived at 7:03 p.m.

Wilson MOVED TO APPROVE A ONE THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLAR ($1,500) DONATION TO THE GROW RUSHVILLE CHRISTMAS PROMOTION.  Schuman SECONDED, AND THE MOTION CARRIED WITH AN ALL “YEA” ROLL CALL VOTE AS FOLLOWS:  5 YEAS – Albers, Dutton, Schuman, White, & Wilson; 0 NAYS; 3 ABSENT – Cox, Dodds, & Millslagle.
5.  BENTON & ASSOCIATES – WATER & SEWER UPDATE

Mayor Lunt reported Eddie Peterman has passed his water license test, so the city has someone on board that is licensed.  Mayor Lunt said Peterman is not totally switched over yet, but he is working on it.  
Superintendent of Operations, Brad Thurman reported he has been studying well #8 with Benton & Associates.  Thurman stated well #8 will probably need to be rehabbed soon.

Mayor Lunt asked Thurman if the city crew was flushing hydrants because he saw someone in front of the high school.  Thurman noted they were not, but they have been locating.  Mayor Lunt also asked Thurman if he has done anything with the ISO stuff, and Thurman stated he has not heard about that.  Mayor Lunt said Fire Chief, Vic Menely is supposed to get with Thurman.  City Clerk, Stacey Briney noted Menely has his packet of ISO stuff.

Wilson MOVED TO APPROVE THE CONSENT AGENDA.  Schuman SECONDED, AND THE MOTION CARRIED WITH AN ALL “YEA” ROLL CALL VOTE AS FOLLOWS:  6 YEAS – Albers, Dutton, Millslagle, Schuman, White, & Wilson; 0 NAYS; 2 ABSENT – Cox & Dodds.

7.   ITEMS TO BE REMOVED FROM CONSENT AGENDA – IF APPLICABLE

All items were approved on the Consent Agenda.
8.  DISCUSS & CONSIDER DEMOLITION OF CITY PROPERTY

Mayor Lunt reported he got another bid to demolish the house at 138 East Washington Street, three (3) out buildings, take out the big tree, remove the foundation and/or basement, and backfill the hole.  Mayor Lunt stated the bid was Nine Thousand Dollars ($9,000), and that will give the city a flat piece of property.

Mayor Lunt said he also got a bid for the property on South Liberty Street and the building on Logan Street.  Mayor Lunt noted it would cost Eight Thousand Dollars ($8,000) to demolish the house on South Liberty Street, take down numerous trees in the back, roots and all, take out the small basement, fill in the well, take down the building on 20x30 Logan Street
, and backfill that hole.  Mayor Lunt stated the bid for just the trees was One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500).

Wilson MOVED TO APPROVE NINE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($9,000) TO DEMOLISH THE HOUSE ON 138 EAST WASHINGTON STREET, ALONG WITH THE OUT BUILDINGS, TREES, AND BACKFILLING THE HOLE, AND EIGHT THOUSAND DOLLARS ($8,000) TO DEMOLISH THE HOUSE ON SOUTH LIBERTY STREET, TAKE OUT TREES, TAKE DOWN THE BUILDING ON LOGAN STREET, AND DO THE BACKFILLING.  Dutton SECONDED, AND THE MOTION CARRIED WITH AN ALL “YEA” ROLL CALL VOTE AS FOLLOWS:  6 YEAS – Albers, Dutton, Millslagle, Schuman, White, & Wilson; 0 NAYS; 2 ABSENT – Cox & Dodds.

9.  DISCUSS & CONSIDER LETTING BIDS FOR ROOF AT CITY HALL

Public Building Committee Chairman, Don Schuman reported he had an e-mail from Jim Burke of Hutchison Engineering listing three (3) contractors that specialize in rubber roofs.

Schuman MOVED TO APPROVE HUTCHISON ENGINEERING TO LET BIDS FOR THE ROOF AT CITY HALL AND THE GARAGE AREA.  Wilson SECONDED, AND THE MOTION CARRIED WITH AN ALL “YEA” ROLL CALL VOTE AS FOLLOWS:  6 YEAS – Albers, Dutton, Millslagle, Schuman, White, & Wilson; 0 NAYS; 2 ABSENT – Cox & Dodds.

10.  DISCUSS & CONSIDER PURCHASE OF IN-CAR COMPUTER FOR POLICE

Mayor Lunt reported one of the computers went down and the hard drive is bad, so fixing that computer is beyond hope.  Mayor Lunt noted there are a couple of options but some of the options have been tested by the State of Illinois and failed.


Council Member, Terry Dodds arrived at 7:14 p.m.  

Mayor Lunt stated the police department would like to purchase a Panasonic Toughbook.  Mayor Lunt said the cost of this computer is Five Thousand Seventy Dollars ($5,070) and that is with everything installed.  Mayor Lunt noted there is Four Thousand Seven Hundred Dollars ($4,700) in the drug enforcement and DUI lines, with more coming in.  Police Committee Member, Brad Dutton asked how long it would take to get the computer, and Mayor Lunt thought it should be here in a couple of weeks.  Council Member, Jeff Albers questioned how the other computers were running, and Lunt said he was not sure.  Dutton said he talked with Chief of Police, Chris Edwards about that and Chief Edwards stated he was not experiencing any problems yet with the others, but with computers, you just never know.  A discussion followed.
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Dutton MOVED TO PURCHASE AN IN-CAR COMPUTER FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT AT A COST NOT TO EXCEED FIVE THOUSAND SEVENTY DOLLARS ($5,070).  Wilson SECONDED, AND THE MOTION CARRIED WITH AN ALL “YEA” ROLL CALL VOTE AS FOLLOWS:  6 YEAS – Albers, Dutton, Millslagle, Schuman, White, & Wilson; 0 NAYS; 2 ABSENT – Cox & Dodds.

11.  COUNCIL MEMBER & OFFICIAL’S REPORTS
Animal Control Committee Chairman, Larry Wilson reported there was an Animal Control committee meeting last Tuesday and there was a nice crowd.  Wilson noted there were seven (7) anti and four (4) pros on the cat population.  Wilson said there was a lot of good input with some heated discussions.  Wilson stated the committee and the public discussed the feeding stations and the old ordinance that the city introduced a long time ago.  Wilson said he asked everyone for feedback and the committee will try to address this again some way or another.
Finance Committee Chairman, Larry Wilson reported he reviewed the preliminary report from Bellwether and feels it is a very good report and was money well spent.

Council Member, Bill White reported there are a lot of dead trees on the boulevard and wondered if the city ever did anything with them.  Mayor Lunt said the city does not until they become a hazard in the streets.

Council Member, Don Schuman asked if the house on the corner of Morgan and Clinton Streets was abandoned.  Thurman said as far as he knows there has been no activity around there and the back window is busted out.  Clerk Briney noted the water meter has been pulled.  Mayor Lunt stated he will check into it.

Cemetery Committee Chairman, Terry Dodds stated he would like to go into Closed Session to discuss personnel.  

Dodds reported Greg Hillis of Benton & Associates had been down at the cemetery about the roof on the mausoleum.  Dodds stated the contract time for completion of the roof is December 19, 2014, and Hillis asked if the city would be in favor or extending it because none of the contractors can get to it by then.  Mayor Lunt wondered how long the extension would be, and Dodds said he was not sure, but he wants to have the roof completed by April or May.  Dodds noted he will get an exact timeframe from Hillis.  Clerk Briney was directed to place Consider Extending the Mausoleum Roof Contract Date on the next council agenda.  
City Attorney, Charlie Burton arrived at 7:28 p.m.
City Clerk, Stacey Briney reminded the council of the Humane Society grand opening on Saturday, October 25th, from 2:00 – 4:00 p.m.

Clerk Briney reported they are going to have to look into purchasing a new credit card machine due to some type of chip.  Clerk Briney said the terminals range from Two Hundred Fifty Two Dollars ($252) to Four Hundred Twenty Five Dollars ($425).  Clerk Briney was directed to place Consider Purchasing a New Credit Card Terminal on the next council agenda.  
Clerk Briney stated everyone had a copy of her actual report.  That report is attached and a part of these minutes.  
Council Member, Kent Cox arrived at 7:29 p.m.
