Recommendations:
Credit Card
The Village of Slocan has an agreement with FirstData for equipment to process credit card and debit card payments. Payment of Village utilities and property taxes can be made by credit or debit card. This is convenient for those paying with a credit card; but credit card charges and FirstData fees become the responsibility of the Village.

Slocan Hall
Section 7 of the License to Occupy with the Royal Canadian Legion Branch #276 for use of the Silvery Slocan Hall requires that the Legion receive prior approval from the Village for any alterations to the building. 


The Legion has applied for and has received recommended approval from Slocan Village Council for CBT Community Initiatives Funding to enlarge and improve the kitchen facility which includes a full enclosure of the external fire escape.


The renovation project is estimated at $16,000 to $18,000. The CBT Initiatives Funding applied for is $7,000. The Legion will be responsible for raising the additional funds.


Mayor Perriere and the CAO have met with representative of the Legion to review the project.

Summer Jobs
The Village has received approval to hire one student under the Canada Summer Jobs program. The Village had applied for two positions.


The program is for 13 weeks commencing June 3rd. The student will work a 32 hour work week at an hourly rate of $11.00 per hour. The contribution under the program is $5.13/hour. Staff is planning on hiring two students for the summer. Total cost for two students is $7,000.

RV Park 
A May 7/13 report from the CAO regarding the Springer Creek RV Park & Campground contract renewal.


The 2012 agreement was based on 734 hours. The contractor failed to include October hours in their total hours and is proposing that the 2013 agreement be increased to 777 hours @ $15/hr for a total of $11,655.


The 2012 agreement required the Village to pay the contractor a one-time fee of $500 to assist with costs such as business licence, WCB expenses, and promotional expenses. The contractor has indicated that her cost for liability insurance has increased to $800. Staff is recommending that the fee be increased from $500 to $750.
