Based upon what you say, and that Stratfor has said in other contexts,

about the needs of Russia relative to Central Europe, I would watch for

signs of the United States entering some sort of energy collaborative with

France. If the fulcrum westward for Russia is Germany, which because of

its Greens is unlikely to expand nuclear power, in a static condition

Russia has the power to cut off the gas supplies to Germany. France of

course has a robust nuclear sector and seems eager to expand what has

become a strategic tool for them. Bringing new nukes online takes a decade

or more, though. However, if the US decided to export oil (not a typo) or

at least gas to France in greater quantities (perhaps in tandem with green

demand reductions in the US) then France, in a twist of history, could be

in a place to (em)power the Germans, at least in terms of electricity.

A secure Germany, well integrated into the international system, is of

course also Poland's best defense as well. Crazy - or plausible?
