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1 ANNOUNCEMENT AND SPECIAL INFORMATION

Bidders are required to read and understand all information contained within this entire bid package. 1.1 PUBLIC DISCLOSURE
Bid information, including price sheets, will not be available for public disclosure until after award of the contract.  At the time of bid opening, only the name of the bidder and time of bid receipt will be read aloud.

1.2 SCOPE

1.2.1 The purpose of this IFB is to establish a convenience contract for the as needed purchase of Playground Equipment, Various types and Ground Surface Coverings.  This bid is to seek a variety of brands obtaining a bottom line discount from vendors for the equipment and their options.  The variety of equipment may include wooden structures, recycled material products, stainless steel, plastics and aluminum.  It is our intent to award this IFB to multiple contractors based on lowest responsible responsive offer.
1.2.2 Estimated Usage.  We estimate that the purchases over the two-year initial term of the contract will approximate $303,973 based on past usage approximated at $31,000 annually and estimated immediate need equipment cost at $241,973.  The State does not guarantee any minimum purchase.  Orders will be placed on an as needed basis.

1.2.3 Indefinite delivery – indefinite quantity purchases.  In addition to the initial purchase quantity (estimated at $241,973.) identified in this bid document there is no guarantee to the contractor of any additional orders under the awarded contract.  However, the contract will allow the placement of future orders on an as needed basis under the same terms and conditions as those established for the initial purchase quantity throughout the term of the contract.

1.2.4 Term.  From May 1, 2004 to April 30, 2006, or date of award for a two year term with the option to extend for additional terms or portions.  Extensions will be subject to mutual agreement.  The total contract term may not exceed six (6) years.
1.2.5 Purchasers.  The primary purchaser(s) will be the state clients & customers including, State Agencies, Higher Education Facilities, Universities and Political Subdivisions and Nonprofit companies.  Based upon contractors’ agreement, the contract will be made available to political subdivisions and non-profit organizations which are members of the State of Washington Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC).  A list of Washington members is available on the Internet http://www.ga.wa.gov/pca/cooplist.htm  Contractors shall not process state contract orders from unauthorized purchases.

While use of the contract by members of the WSPC is optional, the state encourages them to use state contracts.  Their use of the contract may significantly increase the purchase volume.  Their orders are subject to the same contract terms, conditions and pricing as state agencies.  The state accepts no responsibility for payment by WSPC.

· Ensuring that items received that do not meet the written guarantees and/or warrantees published by the manufacturer are replaced within 45 days after purchaser notification to contractor of problem.

· Returning of the defective products under warranty will be done so at the expense of the Contractor.

	If an item is deemed essential to the purchaser’s operation during the warranty period and is found inoperative due to equipment failure, through no fault or negligence of the purchaser, the following applies:

· Contractor is responsible for providing a loaner equal to the purchased item when requested, until it is replaced or returned in satisfactory condition.

· If, after three (3) service calls for the same fault, the item cannot be returned to full operations, then the item will be replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the purchaser.

· The purchaser shall not be responsible at any time during the warranty period for pickup and delivery charges.

	New and Unused.  All goods shall be new, unused, produced from current production components, and shall be delivered ready for use.  No components may be used that are not offered in the manufacturer’s current parts catalog for the goods.

	Other Service and Order Fulfillment Requirements.  It will be the Contractor’s responsibility to establish a mutually agreed upon method of fulfilling the order prior to actual order placement or delivery, to survey and review the particular installation location to ensure the existing proposed location meets the Manufacturer’s established installation criteria.

Should the proposed installation location not meet established installation criteria, the contractor and purchaser will attempt to locate an alternate mutually agreeable location for the equipment at the particular site or review the requested playground material for other options to be placed on site that meet established installation criteria.

In the event a mutually agreeable location for the equipment, or an agreeable type of equipment, meeting the Manufacturer’s established installation criteria is not available, the purchaser will cancel the order with no further obligations and the contractor must not order or deliver the equipment.

	Packaging.  Unless otherwise specified, goods are to be packaged, where applicable, in cartons meeting federal specifications and shipped on non-returnable pallets.  Pallets shall not exceed 2,500 pounds in weight, 48 inches high and 6 feet wide.

	Recall of goods.  In the event any good or component part is recalled by a regulatory body or the manufacturer, or is discovered by Contractor not to be in compliance with applicable standards, Contractor shall immediately notify the Authorized Purchaser of the recall or non-compliance, and shall provide copies of the notice or other documentation. Bidders are encouraged to offer products with recovered material content.  Bids offering products exceeding recovered material content as defined herein receive a preference of 10% in determining the lowest responsive bid for any item or grouping of items to be awarded to a single bidder in accordance with WAC 236-48-096.   EPA’s recommendations do not preclude a procuring agency from purchasing playground equipment manufactured from other materials.  They simply require that a procuring agency, when purchasing playground equipment made from plastic, steel, wood, or aluminum, purchase these items with recovered materials when those items meet applicable specifications and performance requirements.

Plastics includes both single and mixed plastic resins.  Playground equipment made with recovered plastics may also contain other recovered materials such as wood or fiberglass.  The percentage of these materials contained in the product would also count toward the recovered materials content level of the item.  

The recommended recovered materials content levels for steel in this table reflect the fact that the designated items can be made from steel manufactured in either a Basic Oxygen Furnace (BOF) or an Electric Arc Furnace (EAF).  Steel from the BOF process contains 25-30% total recovered materials, of which 16% is postconsumer steel.  Steel from the EAF process contains a total of 100% recovered steel of which 67% is postconsumer.
This procedure will be separate from and applied after any other preference allowed by statute.  To qualify for the preference, bidder must provide with bid a certification of the recovered material content by the producer of the goods, which must also be at least functionally equivalent to all other bid specifications and use requirements.  The preference shall be used for bid evaluation purposes only and the actual dollars bid shall be the contracted amount.  In the event of a tie for lowest responsive bid between products otherwise meeting all bid specifications, the State Procurement Officer shall consider the larger post-consumer material content as a factor in determining award. 
3.8 BIDDER RECYCLED PROCUREMENT EDUCATION STRATEGY

As a minimum, bidder must respond in writing identifying how, and to what extent, your firm presently has the capability of and intends to proactively implement successful strategies to accomplish the following (bidder’s response is not a factor in award):
3.8.1 Educate state agency users in the value, advantages, statutory requirements and cost effective use of recycled contract products and services by:

· Developing plans to proactively work with, and market your products to, state customers in sufficient volume to achieve specific statewide goals for procurement of recycled content products as outlined by RCW 43.19A.070.

· Conducting seminars for key customers at state institutions or locations.

· Conducting optional seminars, where applicable, at off-site state or contractor locations.

· Developing literature and brochures to explain the value and objectives for the use of the product.

· Working with customers to market and strategize ways to integrate products or services into user programs to replace current products or services being used.

· Trouble shooting and problem resolution as customer’s transition to recycled products.

· Providing effective follow-up and communication.

3.9 DEALER AUTHORIZATION

The Bidder, if other than the manufacturer, shall provide a current, dated, and signed authorization from the manufacturer that the bidder is an authorized distributor, dealer or service representative and is authorized to sell the manufacturer's products.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in bid rejection.

3.10 MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP

The Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, equipment and/or services necessary to perform contractual requirements.  Materials and workmanship in the construction of equipment for this contract shall conform to all codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended.  Materials shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of equipment.
Necessary Components.  The awarded contractor(s) shall provide all components, hardware, and parts necessary for proper assembly, installation, and operation, even though certain items may not be specifically described in the IFB specifications.  This includes all fittings, couplers, brackets, adapters, etc.  Bidders shall include the cost of such components, hardware and parts in the Bid price.
3.11 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The state has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the state’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s)
Liquidated damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the state as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

3.14
CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE

A. General Requirements: The state, in conjunction with purchasers, monitors and maintains records of Contractor performance.  Said performance shall be a factor in evaluation and award of this and all future contracts.  Purchasers will be provided with product/service performance report forms to forward reports of superior or poor performance to the State Procurement Officer.

B. Liquidated Damages: The state has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give careful consideration to the state’s requirements and to the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s).

1. Delivery Delay damages will be assessed in the amount of 1% of order value, excluding tax per day for failure to meet delivery date as specified by bidder/contractor.  Both the state and the Contractor agree that the above figure represents a reasonable amount for actual damages incurred by the state and is compensatory.

2. Liquidated damages will be assessed in the amount of actual damages incurred by the state as a result of Contractor’s failure to perform herein.

C. Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.
4 BID EVALUATION

4.1 EVALUATION / AWARD

4.1.1 Criteria: State contract shall be awarded to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder subject to the preferences provided by law.  Award criteria shall include all factors identified in RCW 43.19.1911 and the contractual requirements provided herein.  No MWBE preference will be included in the evaluation of bids, no minimum level of MWBE participation shall be required as a condition for receiving an award and bids will not be rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis.

4.1.2 It is the intention to award to multiple contractors in order to obtain a variety of playground equipment and ground surface coverings to meet or clients needs.

4.1.3 Rights Reserved subject to the provisions of RCW 43.19.1911, the state reserves the right to:

a) Waive any informality
b) Reject any or all bids, or portions thereof.  WAC 236-48-094 allows the state to “accept any portion of the items bid” unless the bidder stipulates all or nothing on the bid.

c) Reissue an IFB or negotiate under provisions outlined therein.

d) Award on an all or none consolidated basis taking into consideration reduction in administrative costs as well as unit bid prices.

4.1.4 OSP will evaluate bids to identify the best responsive bids submitted by responsible vendors and not otherwise disqualified.  OSP may award to multiple contractors whose choice of playground equipment may overlap.  The states customers will be provided a choice of playground equipment with features to meet individual agency needs.

4.1.5 Mandatory requirements.  Mandatory requirements are evaluated on a pass/fail basis.  OSP will determine whether vendors meeting the responsibility evaluation score have met all mandatory requirements.

4.1.6 Desirable features.  Those bids meeting all mandatory requirements will be evaluated for desirable features.  OSP will grade desirable features on a point system.

4.1.7 Pricing.  Only those bids which have met the Mandatory requirements and have attained appropriate points for Desirables be evaluated on Price.  OSP will evaluate each item listed in the price section of the IFB.

4.1.8 Final determination.  Prior to award of a contract, OSP may further investigate the apparent successful vendors and request information in addition to that already required in the IFB, when OSP, in its sole discretion, considers it necessary or advisable in order to evaluate whether the vendor meets that applicable standards of responsibility.

4.1.9 Protest of Intent to Award.  Adversely affected or aggrieved Vendors shall have seven (7) calendar days from the date of the Intent-to-Award Announcement within which to file a written protest.  Protests submitted after that date will not be accepted.  Protests must specify the grounds upon which the protest is based.

4.1.10 Award.  After expiration of the seven (7) calendar days of Intent-to-Award protest period, and resolution of all protests, OSP will proceed with final award of multiple Contractors.

4.1.11 Demonstration of goods.  Upon request prior to award, Vendors shall demonstrate any goods offered at a location and time designated by OSP.  Vendors shall supply all necessary equipment, supplies and labor for this demonstration.  Requesting a demonstration is no indication that a Vendor has been or will be awarded a contract.  Vendor agrees that the State shall not be liable to Vendor or Vendors employees, representatives, agents, or any third parties in any claim, action, suite or proceeding for any damages, awards, expenses, costs, including court costs, which arise from or are related to such demonstration or request for demonstration.  Vendor indemnifies OSP from any and all such Claims.  OSP will choose the items demonstrated.

4.1.13
Evaluation criteria.  The mandatory requirements identified of this IFB will be evaluated on a pass/fail basis.  Those bids which do not meet all mandatory requirements will be rejected.  The bids that pass all mandatory requirements will be assigned points as follows:

1) Mandatory requirements will be evaluated on a pass/fail basis.  Bids not meeting all mandatory requirements will be rejected.  The bids that pass all mandatory requirements will be forwarded for Desirable points review.

2) Desirable points review.  There are a maximum of 420 desirable points with a minimum of 252 points required.  Those bids that obtain the minimum number of points will be forwarded for price review.  Bids not meeting the minimum number of desirable points will be rejected.
3) Pricing.  Vendors shall enter a price or percentage (as referenced on the price sheets) for each line item proposed on the price sheet.  The lowest total price for items 8 through 10 which reflects the percentage off list price combined with the lowest total price for items 11 through 12 combined with the highest discount offered for items 1 through 7 and 13 and 14 will determine the vendors who may be considered for award when combined with the highest desirable points review. 
4) Cost Point Calculations.  Cost points will be calculated as follows:

1. The bid with the lowest cost on item 13 of the price sheet will receive the maximum number of points

2. The next lowest bid offering the next lowest cost for item 13 will receive a lower percentage of the maximum points available and so on for the third, fourth etc.

Example: Vendor A submits an item 14 cost of $18,000


Vendor B submits an item 14 cost of $20,000


Vendor C submits and item 14 cost of $22,000

Vendor A earns 300 points

Vendor B earns 270 points ($20,000 divided by $18,000 equals .90%; .90 multiplied by 300 equals 270)

Vendor C earns 243 points ($22,000 divided by $18,000 equals .81%; .81 multiplied by 300 equals 243)

The pricing scores will be added to the scores for desirables to determine the vendors with highest total scores for award purposes.

4.2 EVALUATION CONFERENCE

To aid in the evaluation process, after bid opening, the state may require individual bidders to appear at a date, time and place determined by the state for the purpose of conducting discussions to determine whether both parties have a full and complete understanding of the nature and scope of contractual requirements.  In no manner shall such action be construed as negotiations or an indication of the state’s intention to award.

5 CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
5.1 RETENTION OF RECORDS

The contractor shall maintain, for at least three years after completion of this contract, all relevant records pertaining to this contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual contract performance from the date of contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this contract as well as any efforts the contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s.  The contractor shall also maintain, for at least three years after completion of this contract, a record of all quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in this contract.  The State shall have the right to inspect and copy such records.  If this contract involves federal funds, Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any federal rules, regulations, or statutes included or referenced in the contract documents.
5.2
WARRANTIES AND REPAIRS

Warranty(ies): Bidder will submit a copy of warranty as an attachment to bid and items delivered under this contract will also be accompanied by a copy of the warranty.  Unless otherwise specified, full parts and labor warranty period shall be for a minimum period of one (1) year after receipt of materials or equipment by the Purchaser.  All materials or equipment provided shall be new, unused, of the latest model or design and of recent manufacture.

In the event of conflict between contract terms and conditions and warranty submitted, to afford the state maximum benefits, the contract terms and conditions shall prevail.
Authority; Binding Obligation:  Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor has the power and authority to enter into and perform the Contract and that the Contract, when executed and delivered, shall be a valid and binding obligation of Contractor enforceable in accordance with its terms.

Warranty on Materials, Design, Manufacture:  Contractor warrants that all goods shall be new, unused, current production models, where applicable, and shall be free from defects in materials, design and manufacture.  Where specifications have been made a part of the IFB, Contractor further warrants that all goods shall be in compliance with and meet or exceed all specifications.

Warranty on Service Standards:  Contractor warrants that all services, where provided, shall be performed in a good and workmanlike manner, and in accordance with the highest applicable professional and/or industry standards.

Manufacturer Warranties:  Contractor shall have all manufacturer warranties covering the goods and component parts, where applicable, transferred to the authorized purchaser at time of delivery at no charge.

Warranty of Title:  Contractor warrants that all goods are free and clear of any liens or encumbrances, and that contractor has full legal title to the goods, and that no other person has any right, title or interest in the goods which shall be superior to or infringe upon the rights granted to the State hereunder.

Warranties Cumulative:  The warranties set forth in this section are in addition to, and not in lieu of, any other warranties provided in the Contract.  All warranties provided in the Contract shall be cumulative, and shall be interpreted expansively so as to afford the authorized purchaser the broadest warranty protection available.

5.3
REPORTS

Usage Reports:  The contractor(s) must provide the following report(s) to Office of State Procurement.

Sales and Subcontractor Report

A quarterly Sales and Subcontractor Report (attached) shall be submitted in the format provided by the Office of State Procurement.  You can get the report electronically at http://www.ga.wa.gov/PCA/forms/usage.doc.  Total purchases for each State Agency, University, Community and Technical Colleges must be shown separately.  Total purchases for all political subdivisions and non-profit organizations may be summarized as one customer.  Additionally, all purchases by the State of Oregon or other purchasers must be reported as an aggregate total.

The report shall include sales information (Section A) and amounts paid to each subcontractor during the reporting period (Section B).

Reports should be rounded to nearest dollar.  Contractors will be provided with all necessary sample forms, instructions, and lists.  Reports are due thirty (30) days after the end of the calendar quarter, i.e., April 30th, July 31st, October 31st and January 31st.
6 SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
6.1 PRICING AND ADJUSTMENTS

Unless otherwise stipulated all bids must include unit prices and extensions where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested.  All bid pricing is to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included, for any destination within the State of Washington.  

6.1.1 All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and all contractual requirements.  During contract period:
6.1.2 pricing shall remain firm and fixed for the initial term of the contract.

6.1.3 Adjustments in pricing will:
6.1.4 be considered after firm fixed price period on a pass through basis only.  A minimum of sixty (60) calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Documentation must be based on United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the State Procurement Officer and shall not produce a higher profit margin than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least  365 calendar days thereafter.
6.1.5 During the contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer’s level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price retroactive to Contractor's effective date.

6.1.6 During the term of this contract, should the contractor enter into pricing agreements with other customers providing greater benefits or lower pricing, contractor shall immediately amend the state contract to provide similar pricing to the state if the contract with other customers offers similar usage quantities, and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Contractor shall immediately notify the state of any such contracts entered into by contractor.
6.1.7
Contractor may seek unit price increases reflecting increased Manufactuer’s published list prices for an Extension Term by submitting a written request to OSP, including all appropriate price documentation, within the period specified in the Extension notice.  If approved, the unit price increases shall be firm for the duration of the Extension Term.  Provided, however, no more than one price adjustment shall be allowed during any twelve-month period regardless of the number of Extensions entered into during that time.
6.2 PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE

In an effort to streamline the purchasing and payment process, the State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time, it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all state contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  Please indicate in Bid Submittals which card(s) you presently accept and payment discount you may offer the state.  The current card available for state agency use is a VISA product.

6.3 BIDDER COMPLIANCE

The State reserves the right to consider the actual level of bidder’s compliance with the requirements specified in this IFB, and to consider a bid responsive if it substantially complies with the state’s intent relative to overall bid requirements and specifications.
6.4
REPAIR FACILITIES

Bidder shall provide a list of authorized factory repair facilities, which will honor the warranty of items on contract.  The list will include the facility (ies) name, address, telephone number, and contact person.  Evidence showing qualification of each facility to perform maintenance must be included as follows:

· Names of factory trained personnel at each facility.

· Nature and extent of factory authorized training received and years of qualifying service on the equipment.

Bids that are submitted from manufacturers that require service through dealer outlets must include a letter signed by each dealer certifying full understanding and compliance with bid and servicing requirements.  
6.5
OSHA AND WISHA REQUIREMENTS

Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with the acts and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.

6.6
PURCHASES BY NONPROFIT CORPORATIONS

Recently enacted legislation allows nonprofit corporations to participate in state contracts for purchases administered by OSP.  By mutual agreement with OSP, the contractor may sell goods or services at contract pricing awarded under this contract to self certified nonprofit corporations.  Such organizations purchasing under this contract shall do so only to the extent they retain eligibility and comply with other contract and statutory provisions.  The contractor may make reasonable inquiry of credit worthiness prior to accepting orders or delivering goods or services on contract.  The state accepts no responsibility for payments by nonprofit corporations.  Contractor may not change contracted payment terms for nonprofit orders.

6.7
CONTRACTOR’S REPRESENTATIVE

6.7.1
Designation:  Bidder shall provide name, address, and phone number of contractor(s) representative as required in bid documents.

6.7.2
Responsibility:  Contractor’s representative shall function as the primary point of contact, shall ensure supervision and coordination and shall take corrective action as necessary to meet contractual requirements.

6.7.3
Availability:  Contractor’s representative, or designee, shall be available at all times during normal working hours throughout the term of the contract.
