1.0 INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS :

Clause1. THE TENDER SHOULD BE SUBMITTED IN SINGLE COVER.

1.1 The tender document as shown below are to be enclosed.
1. A Certified copy of contractor registration issued by the KPWD (Class as mentioned in column No-7 and 8 ). 
2. The requisite EMD should be submitted in electronic cash system. 
3. Copy of Income Tax clearance for the financial year 2012-13. (Assessment year 2013-14) along with a copy of PAN CARD.
4. Sales Tax clearance certificate and TIN certificate.
5. Employees Provident Fund Registration Certificate. (Challan in the month of Nov-2014). 
6. The intending bidder should have executed at least one similar type of work satisfactorily to an extent of 50% of the amount put to tender during the last Four years from 2010-11 to 2013-14. Those who have executed such type works only are eligible for tendering. (Certificates should be obtained from the Officer not below the rank of Executive Engineer). 
7. A minimum annual financial turnover from 2009-10 to 2012-13 shall be enclosed, and that shall not be less than the amount put to tender and Audited balance sheet certified by the chartered accountant. (At least three financial years).
8. THE TENDERER SHOULD PRODUCE ALL THE ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS AS MENTIONED IN THE CONDITIONS.



The contractor should have the ownership/lease of at least the following machineries
      Equipments:
1. Excavator.-2Nos.
2. Tippers of not less than 4 Cum capacity.-4Nos.
3. Road Roller.-2Nos.
4. Concrete mixer as per ISI standards with hopper.-2Nos

5. Contractor should have all other materials required for the work such as water tanker, vibrator, centering materials, form work, etc.

6. Engineer, (B.E certificate should be enclosed) for supervision of the work from contractor side-1No.

7. Contractor must submit the above documents of ownership/lease duly attested with the necessary certificates in support of tender document, by scanning and are attached to the e-tender documents. The Documents without attestation will not be considered for technical qualification.

Note: If any bidder fails to satisfy any one of the above conditions mentioned at Para 1.1 above, such bids shall be rejected without assigning any reasons.
1.2 THE FINANCIAL BID IN THE FORM OF SCHEDULE “B”.
2. The Financial bid is to be considered only after satisfying the technical conditions shown at Clause

2.1 If the percentage quoted by the contractor is less than the amount put to tender shall submit the additional performance security amount equivalent to the difference amount through TDR  which should be scanned and uploaded in financial bid only, during the tender process itself.

Note: The contractor who does not full fill this condition, such bids shall be rejected without assigning any reasons.

3. Issuing and submission of tender documents will be as under;

3.1 e-tendering:
3.1.1 The aspiring bidders who have not previously obtained the user ID and Password for participating in e-tendering may now obtain the same by requesting the e-governance office, M.S. Building, Bangalore during office hours.

3.1.2 The contractors can request for e-tendering documents from 12.1.2015 to 16.1.2015 up to 5.00 pm in the web site http;//eproc.karnataka.gov.in/e-portal/index.  Seam link e-tender document can be obtained only on payment (non refundable) as per e- portal towards transaction fee.  While applying, for tender the contractor can pay the transaction fee in the e-procurement portal using payment modes-1 / credit cards / Direct Debit / National electronic fund transfer (NEFT) / over the counter (OTC) on or before up to 5.00 pm hours.

3.1.3 The contractor can have access to e-tender document from 12.1.2015 to 16.1.2015 up to 5.00 pm.

3.1.4 Submission of completed e-tendering documents from 12.1.2015 to 16.1.2015 up to 5.00 pm.

3.1.5 Financial bid will be opened in the under signed office on 19.1.2015 at 11.00AM.

3.1.6 a) EMD will be accepted only in the form of Electronic cash system only.

b) The EMD amount submitted in cash through e-procurement portal will be retained till the completion of the tender procedure and will be transferred to CADA account, after accepting the tender agreement.
3.1.7 The bidders who satisfy the tender conditions based on the uploaded documents will only be opened.  The L1 bidder shall produce the original documents in support of the uploaded documents to enter into agreement.  If the L1 bidder does not produce the original documents for the same then the bid will be treated as non-responsive bid as per clause-26(4) of the KTPP rules.  Then the names of such bidders will be removed from the selected list of CADA enrollment / further their names will be proposed for blacklisting and such contractor is barred from participation in any of the tenders to be invited by CADA apart from the forfeiting the EMD, of the same.

3.1.9 During the time of technical evaluation, if the employer finds that any certificates / information furnished is false, such bidders will be disqualified and barred from the participation of tendering process.
3.1.10 If any bidder fails to satisfy the conditions, such bids shall be liable to be rejected.

4. NOTES:

4.1 The intending bidders are advised to visit the site of work before submitting their tenders.

4.2 The contractor / authorized signatory should attach his / her scanned signature to the Schedule-B before uploading the document.

4.3 If any of the dates mentioned above happened to be a general holiday, the next working day holds good for the process.
4.4 Further information can be had from the undersigned during office hours.

4.5 Conditional tenders are liable to be rejected. The officer competent to accept the tender shall have the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reason whatsoever.

4.6 Corrigendum will be published in the web site/newspapers for all modifications/ corrections if any.

4.7 The intending bidders should note that, if any of the lands either in part / parts or in whole required for the works is not acquired by the CADA. Hence it is responsibility of the bidder to take possession of such land and start the work on his own risk and cost. 
(b)The contractor should note that, the land required for the work is his personal responsibility for everything.
4.8 Contractor should abide by the directions of Government towards recovery of 1% (or as modification by Government from time to time) cess from the contractor bill under the provision of building and construction works (welfare cess vide act-1996).

4.9 The representative of the contractor who will attend for opening of tender should bring the authorization letter from the concerned contractor.

4.10 The validity period of EMD shall be for a minimum period of 180 days from the date of opening of tenders.

4.11 Successful bidders should execute the agreement within 07 days from the date of approval of the tender.  If the contractor fails to enter into the agreement within the said period, the E M D of the contractor shall be forfeited and action shall be initiated for banning to participate in the further tendering of CADA.
