· NOTORIOUS SNATCHER PAPPU @ PAGER AND HIS ASSOCIATE APPREHENDED.

· TWO CASES OF SNATCHING WORKED OUT.

· TWO MOBILE PHONES AND ONE SIM CARD RECOVERED.

A team of officers of the Crime Branch led by Inspr. Akashay Kumar and consisting of SI K.B Jha, HC Anoop Kumar, HC Rajbir Singh, HC Surajbir, HC Rajesh and W/HC Pankaj, Ct. Pradeep Hudda and Ct. Anand under the supervision of ACP/M.C. Katoch have arrested two notorious snatchers and have worked out two cases of snatching of Delhi. Two mobile phones and one Sim card has been recovered. 
Information was received by HC Rajbir of Anti Kidnapping Section that on 13.01.2011 members of Pappu @ Pager gang would assemble at DDA Park, near G.T Karnal Road, Bank Colony. Accordingly a trap was laid and two persons Naresh @ Pappu @ Pager (aged 25 years) s/o Udaibir Singh r/o Kishore Market, Kingsway Camp, Delhi and Rakesh @ Pillu (aged 19 yrs) s/o Jagdish Jhuggi, Kabir Nagar, Rana Pratap Bagh, Delhi were apprehended. Two mobile phones along with one SIM card were recovered from their possession. Accused Naresh @ Pappu @ Pager and Rakesh @ Pillu disclosed that they had snatched one mobile phone from a lady near BBM Depot, Mukherjee Nagar, Delhi in the month of January, 2011and the other mobile phone from a lady near Lady Irwin College, in the month of December, 2010. 

 Naresh @ Pappu @ Pager (25 years) is a B.C of P.S Mukherjee Nagar, Delhi and he has been earlier involved in 8 cases of planning to commit dacoity, theft and Arms Act. He has been recently released from jail. Accused Rakesh @ Pillu is also previously involved in a case of house burglary. Two associates of the gang namely Jitender @ Ganja of Kamal Vihar, Burari, Delhi and Ravinder@Tittu of Model Town are still absconding.

NOTORIOUS GANG OF AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED  –  13 CASES SOLVED

FOUR ARRESTED INCLUDING A RECEIVER OF STOLEN VEHICLES

EIGHT VEHICLES AND A LAPTOP RECOVERED 


With the arrest of (1) Gurbaj Singh, aged 28 years s/o Bhagwan Singh r/o 15, Gopal Nagar, Fateh Nagar, Delhi, (2) Jasbir Singh, aged 30 years s/o Sansar Singh r/o A-118, Hari Nagar, Delhi, (3) Kunal Chopra, aged 30 years s/o Dwarka Dass Chopra r/o 1/215, Subhash Nagar, Delhi and (4) Manoj Yadav, aged 28 years s/o Ved Prakash r/o 117/3, Neb Sarai (near Mother Dairy), Delhi, Central District police has busted a notorious gang of autolifters operating in Central, West and South West Delhi.  6 cars, 2 motorcycles (including one dismantled motorcycle), 1 laptop and 25 keys of different vehicles have been recovered from their possession.  13 cases of motor vehicle theft and 1 case of accident (committed with one of the stolen vehicles) have been solved with their arrest.  

INCIDENT AND TEAM


In view of the increasing incidents of vehicle thefts in the area, a special team comprising of SI Uttam Kumar, SI G.S. Sharma, Ct. Manoj, Ct. Ram Diya and Ct. Mahipal was constituted under the supervision of SHO/Rajender Nagar.  On 13.01.2011, the team was deployed for special vehicle checking at the Bus Stop of Route No. 77, New Rajender Nagar, Delhi.  At about 06.00 PM, one Honda City car No DL-8CB-9322 coming from Ridge Road side was signaled to stop but instead of stopping the vehicle, the driver tried to speed up the car in an attempt to flee away.  This raised suspicion and the barricades placed in a zigzag manner were pushed forward to block the way and the car was stopped.  Three persons were found travelling in the car whose identity was later on revelaed as Gurbaj Singh, Jasbir Singh and Kumar Chopra above.  They were asked to produce the documents w.r.t. the ownership of the vehicle but they could not produce the same.  On further verification, it was learnt that the said Honda City car was stolen from Maya Enclave in the area of PS Hari Nagar, Delhi and the car was being used with a fake number plate.  All the three accused were arrested under relevant provisions of law. 

INTERROGATION


The three were subjected to sustained interrogation during which they disclosed about their involvement in 13 other cases of motor vehicle thefts committed by them in the areas of Central, West and South West Districts of Delhi.  They further disclosed that they used different keys to open the cars/unlock the vehicles.  They used to target the vehicles that were found parked at places from where those could be easily taken away. Once stolen, first of all they used to change the number plate and then they used to take the vehicle and park it in congested streets in Subhash Nagar and Fateh Nagar area.  Further, they used to contact the KABARIS and used to strike a deal with them to sell the vehicles to them.  Further, these KABARIS used to take the vehicles to their Roadside THIYAS and used to dismantle those vehicles and also used to change the engine/chasis numbers of the same as per their convenience and requirement.  

Further at their instance, 6 stolen cars, two stolen motorcycles (including one dismantled motorcycle), one laptop and 25 keys of different vehicles were recovered.  It has been learnt that the recovered laptop was lying in car No DL-7CA-5460 that was stolen by this gang from the area of PS Punjabi Bagh.  Further enquiry revealed that they were using the said car with a fake number plate and had hit another car in the area of PS Vikas Puri and out of fear the accused had left the car on the spot.

1. Gurbaj Singh s/o Bhagwan Singh r/o 15, Gopal Nagar, Fateh Nagar, Delhi is 28 years old and has studied upto class 8th.  He works as a road side motor mechanic.  He had desires to lead a luxurious life but his earnings were meager.  He came in contact with Kunal Chopra and Jasbir Singh, commission agents dealing in sale purchase of cars, who offered him to join them as they were in need of a motor mechanic for earning easy money by stealing vehicles.  He readily joined them and took to crime.

2. Jasbir Singh s/o Sansar Singh r/o A-118, Hari Nagar, Delhi is 30 years old and has studied upto class 9th.  He works as a commission agent and deals in sale purchase of cars.  He has a big family to support and being a single earning member in the family, the economic condition of the family is poor.  He came in contact with another car dealer namely Kunal Chopra and both decided to earn easy money by stealing vehicles.  They also joined Gurbaj Singh with them and took to crime.

3.  Kunal Chopra s/o Dwarka Dass Chopra r/o 1/215, Subhash Nagar, Delhi is 30 years old and has studied upto class 10th.  He works as a commission agent and deals in sale purchase of cars.  He also has some family responsibilities which he was not able to meet in view of poor economic condition of the family.  He came in contact with another car dealer namely Jasbir Singh and both decided to earn easy money by stealing vehicles.  They also joined Gurbaj Singh with them and took to crime.

4. Manoj Yadav s/o Ved Prakash r/o 117/3, Neb Sarai (near Mother Dairy), Delhi is 28 years old.  He is a receiver of stolen vehicles.  A qualis vehicle stolen from Rajender Nagar was recovered from him.

Three cheats arrested for credit card fraud and involved in the shopping at “Croma” in Saket for Rs. 3.50 lacs with a cloned Amex Credit Card faked in the name of a Leading Jeweller of Delhi. 

INTRODUCTION:


With the arrest of three persons namely i) Neeraj Mangla @ Appu, aged 26 years, s/o Ashok Mangla No. 242/296 Gali No. 2 Bhoodh colony, Faridabad, Haryana; ii) Chander Mohan Rawat @ Chander, aged 29 years s/o Trilok Singh Rawat r/o MCF 385, Bhagat Singh Colony, Ballabhgarh, Faridabad, Haryana iii) Amit Sharma @ Vicky, 30 years s/o Ashok Kumar Sharma r/o E-59 Block E, Om Nagar, Molar Bandh, New Delhi, the South District Police has busted a gang of cheats involved in the credit card fraud and took away electronic articles from “CROMA” shopping Mall in the Saket to the tune of Rs. 3.50 lacs with the help of fake/cloned card.  With their arrest electronic articles worth Rs. 1.50 lacs have since been recovered. 

INCIDENT: 


On 12th of January 2011, Sh. Sreekishan Honale, Store Manager, CROMA ( a Sale House), E-150, Saket, a TATA Enterprise, reported that on 24th December 2010 one person with the name of Mr. Pulukuri Abraham along with two of his friends came to shop at Saket Croma.  He purchased various electronic articles worth Rs. 3.50 lacs through Amex Credit Card No. 37691614.  The transaction got cleared and the trio got the articles worth Rs. 1.72 lacs loaded in their Wagon R car.  They further informed that the subsequent delivery of rest of the articles may be sent at A-100, F4, Paryavaran Complex, IGNOU by tomorrow morning.     The next day when the Croma Store officials went to the given address for the delivery, they found the address not existing.  The cell phone which was made available to the Store by the suspects was also found not reaching.  The Store officials got suspicious and contacted to the Bank and found that the Amex Credit Card used at the Store for purchasing was fake one as the genuine card holder namely Sh. Naveen Mehra, a leading jeweller of South Delhi did not purchase anything and he was having his card with him.  Thus the Bank denied payment.  On this the company made the complaint of cheating and a case of cheating and forgery was registered at P.S. Saket vide FIR No. 18 dated 12.01.2011.

INVESTIGATION, TEAM AND ARREST:
A team of police station Saket consisting of S.I. Arvind Kumar, 

ASI Virender Singh, HC Babu Lal, Consts. Haffizulla, Sunil Dahiya, Joginder under the supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO/Saket and Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP/Def. Colony visited the store and collected CCTV video clip CD, Amex Charge Slip, Amex mail Copy confirming fraud, ID proof given in the name of Pulkuri Abraham etc. and also collected the details of cell phones used during the commission of crime etc.  During the course of investigation, a few officials of CROMA store were examined and their shady character contacts were also examined.  The team got a clue that a few similar incidents in which fake/cloned credit cards had been used had earlier occurred in various parts of Delhi and NCR.  An incident of fake credit card withdrawal from a famous Mall in Faridabad occurred in the past in which involvement of a particular employee of CROMA had been suspected and he had to leave the job.  Further investigation revealed that acquaintances of Amit Sharma, the accountant working in the Croma centre might be involved in the crime.  On this information the team picked up two of his contacts namely Neeraj, and Chander Mohan and on sustained interrogation they broke down and confessed their crime and arrested during night 12/13-01-2011.  The team further recovered almost the whole lot of cheated property from their possession or at their instances from their houses.  

MODUS OPERANDI:  

On sustained interrogation the accused persons disclosed that they had got the cloned card prepared through Gaurav who used to meet them in Faridabad Badkal lake, and used it at CROMA store.  They had been assured by Amit Sharma, the Accountant in CROMA that a flawless execution of task would be accomplished if they reached to the store in good cloth and in a good vehicle with a proper identification and accurately manufactured cloned credit card.  Neeraj Mangla with the help of his friend Rakesh Aggarwal  already arrested in a cheating and fraud case in Faridabad on 4.1.2011 managed to get a card faked in the name of Sh. Naveen Mehra, the jeweller and reached at the store from Gaurav, an expert in cloning credit cards.  The limit of the card was enough and Amex Credit Card carries a status. Amit Sharma, their accomplice Accountant, got the swapping cleared without raising any suspicion ignoring a large transaction subject to the clearance from higher Manager and supplied the available articles to them without carrying out any preliminary enquiry. The store officials came to know about the fraud only when they found the given delivery address non existing and both the cell phones n
os. given by them, switched off.  The bank also checked the details from the genuine card holder who denied any such shopping.  

PROFILE:

Amit Sharma, a graduate working in CROMA Store for the last one year as 

Accountant and had played a key role in execution of whole plan since the planning till its final execution in association of his old friends. His father had been an officer in Railway Department. Chander Mohan is a friend of Amit Sharma and had worked in a Mall in Faridabad   him and had also been indulged in similar type of cheating there also but later returned the money and matter did not come to the police.  Neeraj Mangla, a graduate and the brain behind the cheating collected a cloned card from his friend Gaurav and used it in the bank.  He had also done similar incidents earlier in Faridabad along with    Rakesh Aggarwal, Chander Mohan, and Gaurav. Rakesh Aggarwal is lodged in jail presently in a similar incident of cheating took place in Faridabad in the month of December 2010.  Mangla is the person who came in the WagonR car along with Rakesh Aggarwal and Chander Mohan and used the cloned card at the Store in Saket and disappeared after taking away the articles purchased giving wrong address for further delivery.

Investigation is in progress and efforts are being done to arrest Gaurav, the maker of Cloned/fake cards.  Rakesh Aggarwal would be arrested from Ballabgarh jail where he was arrested on 4.1.2011 in a cheating and fraud case registered in Faridabad.

                      Whereas report have been received that due to the situation prevailing in the area of Police stations of North-East District, it is apprehended that terrorist/anti-social elements may seek hideouts in the residential areas of the said Police Stations/North East District and there is every likelihood of breach of peace and disturbance of public tranquility and also there is grave danger to human life, safety and injury to public property on that account.

And whereas it is necessary that some checks should be put on landlords/tenets so that terrorists/anti-social elements in the guise of Tenants may not cause explosion, riots, shoot outs, affray etc. and that immediate action is necessary for the prevention of the same.

Now, therefore, I Ram Singh, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division Gokal Puri, North East District, Delhi in exercise of the power conferred upon me under section 144 Cr. P.C. 1973 (No.2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, and Notification No. U-11036/1/2010-UTL, dated 09.09.2010 do hereby order that no landlord/owner/person of any house/property which falls under the jurisdiction of Sub Division Gokul Puri, North East District, Delhi shall let/sublet/rent out any accommodation to any person unless and until he has furnish the particulars of the said tenant(s) to the Station House Officer of the Police Station concerned.  All persons who intend to take accommodation on rent shall inform in writing in this regard to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall.  The persons dealing in property business shall also inform in writing to the Station House Officer concerned, in whose jurisdiction the premises fall about the particulars of the said tenants.  

4.
This order shall come into force with effect from 17.01.2011 and shall remain in force for a period of 15 days i.e. upto 31.01.2011 ( both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

5.     Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

6.        As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the Notice Board of the offices of all Districts, Police Stations concerned and the offices of the  MCD, NDMC, PWD, DDA, DMs, FC, Tehsildar etc.
