FUNDING OF DELIVERY ORDERS
FUNDING OF DELIVERY ORDERS

(a)
The Government may issue fully funded or incrementally funded delivery orders under this contract. If incremental funding is utilized on any order, the order shall state both the amount of the funds presently allotted to the order and the ceiling price of the order. The allotted amount shall apply in lieu of the ceiling price as set forth in FAR 52.232-7 for the purpose of determining the Government’s obligation to make payment and the contractor’s obligation to continue performance. The following shall apply:

(1)  The contractor shall perform work up to but not to exceed the total amount allotted to the order


(2)  The contractor shall notify the PCO in writing whenever the contractor expects to expend 85 percent of the total allotted funds within the next succeeding 30 days; unless, the allotted funds are adequate to complete the order. Within this notification, the contractor shall also specify the estimated date on which all the allotted funds will be expended, and either confirm or revise the original estimated date to completely perform the order.


(3)
The Government is not obligated to pay for any costs incurred in excess of the total allotted amount nor is the contractor obligated to continue performance under an order or otherwise incur costs in excess of the total allotted amount; unless and until, the PCO notifies the contractor in writing that the allotted amount has been increased and specifies the amount.


(4)   If after notification, additional funds are not allotted by the date on which all funds will be expended, and upon the contractor’s written request, the PCO will terminate the work on that date in accordance with the provisions of the Termination Clause of the contract. If the contractor estimates the allotted funds will allow for continuance of performance beyond the date specified, the contractor may request a later date and the PCO may terminate the order on the later date.

(5)  Notwithstanding paragraph (4) above, if the Government anticipates funding being available at a later date, the date on which all funds will be expended, the Government and the contractor shall have the right to agree to suspend work for a period of time to allow for funding to become available by entering into a bilateral modification. This modification shall specify the terms of the suspension and the estimated date work may resume.

The Government shall have the right to unilaterally increase or decrease the amount of allotted funds on any order as long as the total amount of allotted funds is not less than the amount presently incurred or for which work is currently in progress by the contractor.

CAC
CONTRACTORS REQUIRING COMMON ACCESS CARD (CAC)

The work performed under this contract will require contractor employees to have access to a Department of Defense (DoD) computer system. In order to gain access, contractor personnel will be required to complete a background check through the Provost Marshall’s Office (PMO) at the Base/Post where work will be performed. The PMO office will send an email to the appropriate designated Trusted Agent (TA). The TA will provide the contractor with a DD 1172 “Application for Uniformed Services Identification Card DEERS Enrollment.” 

Once the form is completed and approved, the TA will enter the information into the Contractor Verification System (CVS). The CVS will create a profile for the contractor employee. Once the profile is created the CVS will send an email to the contractor employee with a link which will provide a temporary username and password to enter the DoD computer system. Once the background check is completed, PMO will send an email to the TA, the contractor employee, and Pass & Id.  Upon receipt of the PMO email, Pass & Id will email instructions to the contractor employee to report to them in order to receive the authorized Common Access Card (CAC). Once the card is established, the temporary username and password will no longer be utilized. Login to the computer system will be accomplished only with the CAC.

Should the ultimate resolution be the removal of the subject employee from the MTVR CLS program, the contractor shall provide a suitable temporary replacement within a reasonable amount of time as agreed on by the host unit and the PCO.

PERSONNEL RESOURCES/MANNING
The contractor shall provide resumes as discussed in the clause entitled “Addition/Reassignment of FSRs” in the following format reflecting the individual’s qualifications and technical experience.

Security Clearance and Date Granted (if required):

Education: Schools attended, degrees awarded and corresponding dates, technical certificates and dates, any additional training applicable to the FSR position.

Work Experience: Starting with the most recent position, list all work experience of sufficient duration and technical proficiency to demonstrate that the employee could perform the work requirements for the FSR position.

Employment Status: Full-time, currently employed or committed for future hire (as of date).

Other: List any additional necessary to substantiate the proposed employee’s ability to meet the requirements as elucidated in the PWS.

EMPLOYMENT OF DOD PERSONNEL
In performing this contract, the contractor will not use a subcontractor at any tier, as a consultant or employ (on either a full or part-time basis) any active duty DoD personnel (civilian or military) without the prior approval of the PCO. Such approval may be given only in circumstances where it is clear that no laws or DoD, or service instruction, regulations or policies might possibly be contravened and no appearance of a conflict of interest will result.

EMPLOYMENT IN FOREIGN PORTS
CONDITIONS APPLICABLE TO EMPLOYMENT IN FOREIGN PORTS

The contractor agrees to comply with any and all applicable agreements between the United States and foreign governments where performance may be required. When a requirement for performance in a foreign country is known, applicable agreements will be secured and furnished to the contractor.

PERFORM IN CRISIS SITUATION
CONTRACT PERFORMANCE IN A CRISIS SITUATION

(a)
The contractor shall provide contract support in a crisis situation as directed by the PCO. This support shall be in accordance with the applicable DoD and USMC policies and procedures established for contractor support during crises in effect at the time of the occurrence. See paragraph entitled “Definitions of Terms” below for definitions.

(b)
During a crisis situation, contractor personnel will be expected to deploy with units employing the equipment covered under this contract. All administrative aspects in preparation for the deployment will be executed in accordance with MCO P12304.1, the Contractor Engineering and Technical Services Personnel Manual, (CETS MAN).

(c)
The Government will facilitate the establishment of required lines of communication to allow the contractor to communicate with locations necessary to perform the requirements of the SOW.

(d)
Per the CETS MAN, DoD Instruction 3020.37, Continuation of Essential DoD Contractor Services During Crises, and DoD Instruction 1000.1, Identity Cards Required by the Geneva Conventions, the Government will supply the contractor with the appropriate and necessary credentials and status for performance of the contract in a crisis situation, to include consideration of applicable matters of international law and treaties. Contractor personnel in a crisis situation theater shall comply with the conduct requirements of the CETS MAN and the cognizant Commander’s regulations and orders pertaining to non-combatant personnel. The FSR shall report to the COR or the PCO.

(e)
Contractor personnel will provide technical input and analysis for Government contingency plans when directed by the COR or the PCO.

(f)
Contractor personnel deployed to a theater of operations are subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) when serving with or accompanying an armed force only “in time of war” as declared by Congress. Retired members of the military may be subjected to action under the UCMJ without a congressionally declared war. Contract personnel may have administrative privileges suspended for disciplinary infractions or improper conduct.

(g)
Contractors shall request guidance from a Government media operations center if and when reporters seeking interviews or information on their participation in the mission/operation approach them.

(h)
The contractor shall take all necessary administrative actions required to prepare its personnel for a crisis situation deployment. Some examples of these actions are:


(1)
Inform its employees of their responsibility to adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the theater commander, or his representative, regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons.


(2)
Assist its employees to obtain the required civilian licenses to operate the equipment necessary to perform the contract in the theater of operation.


(3)
Obtain all passports, visas, or other documents necessary to enter or exit any areas identified by the PCO.


(4)
Assist its employees in obtaining security clearances applicable to the level required for performance in the theater of operations.


(5)
Assist its employees in obtaining a complete physical evaluation equal to that similarly assigned Government personnel must pass. Medical requirements shall be completed prior to arrival at the point of debarkation or prior to direct deployment with the unit.

(i)
Definitions of Terms:


(1)
Contractor Personnel: Includes all agents, employees, and subcontractors of the prime contractor.


(2)
Crisis Situation: Per DoD Instruction 3020.37, crisis situation means any emergency so declared by the National Command Authority or the overseas combatant commander, whether or not U.S. Armed Forces are involved, minimally encompassing civil unrest or insurrection, civil war, civil disorder, terrorism, hostilities build-up, wartime conditions, disasters, or international conflict presenting a serious threat to DoD interests.

(j)
To the extent the contractor is unable to obtain or retain the services of qualified personnel to perform in a crisis situation theater, the contract shall not be terminated for default. Every reasonable effort shall be made by the contractor to provide uninterrupted services of qualified personnel.

CONSTRUCTIVE CHANGE ORDERS
No understanding of agreement, contract modification, change order, or other matter deviating from or consulting on an alteration or change to the terms of this contract will be effective or binding upon the Government unless formalized by contractual documents executed by the PCO.

GOV'T CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIPS
(a)
The Government and the contractor understand and agree that the services to be delivered under this contract by the contractor to the Government are non-personal services. The parties also recognize and agree that no employer-employee relationships exist or will exist under the contract between the Government and the contractor and/or between the Government and the contractor’s employees. It is, therefore, in the best interest of the Government to afford the parties a full and complete understanding of their respective obligations.

(b)
Contractor personnel under this contract shall not:

(1)
Be placed in a position where they are appointed or employed by a Federal Officer, or are under the supervision, direction, or evaluation of a Federal officer, military or civilian.

(2)
Be paced in a position of command, supervision, administration, or control over Government military or civilian personnel, or personnel of other contractors, or become a part of the Government organization.

(3)
Be used for the purpose of avoiding manpower ceiling or other personnel rules and regulations of the Government.

(4)
Be used in administration or supervision or military procurement activities.

(c)
Employee Relationships:

(1)
The services to be performed under this contract do not require the contractor or its employees to exercise personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather the contractor’s employees will act and exercise personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the contractor.

(2)
Rules, regulations, directions, and requirements which are issued by command authorities under their responsibility for good order, administration, and security are applicable to all personnel who enter the installation, or who establish any degree to Government control which is inconsistent with a non-personal services contract.
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
