ii) The tenderer has to produce all the relevant documents as indicated in bid document in original during the opening of the Tender.

iii) In case of the death of contractor after executing / commencement of work his legal heir, if an eligible registered contractor and willing can execute the work at the rates irrespective of the cost of work.

iv) Royalty charges shall be recovered as per the prevailing rates issued by the department of mines and geology.
v) If the percentage quoted by the contractor for the work is below 90% of the estimated amount then the successful contractor shall furnish an additional performance security in the form of Bank Guarantee for an amount equivalent to the difference between the cost as per quoted percentage and 90% of the estimated amount of all items. In case of contractor quoting percentage above 110% of the estimated amount of all items, then the over and above 110% of the estimated amount will be withheld during progress of work.
