12  .SELECTION OF SUCCESSFUL TENDERER:
· After all the areas notified are auctioned, the competent authority will compare between the premium received through e-tenders and e-auctions and record the offers contained against each quarry. The highest percentage offered amongst e-tender and e-auction will be announced as successful tenderer for the specified quarry and a provisional acceptance letter will be issued. 
· The competent authority will accept the highest bids for more than 1 area by the same applicant upon satisfying the cumulative eligibility criteria and decision of the authority in accepting the bids is final and binding.

· If the applicant quotes highest bid in more than one block and fails to satisfy the cumulative eligibility criteria, then competent authority will accept the next highest bidder of such blocks upon recording the reasons.

18 SECURITY DEPOSIT:

19 PAYMENT TERMS:
