TWO STUDENTS, INCLUDING ONE JUVENILE,  INDULGING IN SNATCHING INCIDENTS, APPREHENDED :  SNATCHED MOBILE PHONE AND MOTORCYCLE USED  IN COMMISSION OF CRIME RECOVERED

With the apprehension of two accused, including one juvenile  in conflict with law, the South District Police has busted a group of snatchers and solved several incidents of Snatching committed in various areas of Delhi.  One snatched cellular phone and motorcycle used in commission of crime have been recovered from them.
ACCUSED APPREHENDED:

1. Pawan Kumar @ Manoj age 19 years S/O Sh.Suresh Chand r/oo M-24, Sidharth Nagar, Hari Nagar Ashram, New Delhi. 

2. Harnam (Name changed being Juvenile)
INCIDENT:

For the last few months, several incidents of snatching and theft have been reported in various areas of Delhi in which a group of snatchers including one Sikh boy had targeted persons walking alone on roadside during late evening hours and snatched their cell phones, gold chains and other valuables. In most of these incidents of snatching, the accused have used “YAMAHA R-I” motorcycle, which is comparatively a more high speed bike as compared to other motorcycles.  

TEAM AND APPREHENSION:

In order to bust this group to prevent these incidents, various police teams were formed in South District. A team of Special Staff, South Distt consisting of SIs Jeet Singh, Balbir Mann, ASIs Gyanender, Udai Ram, HCs Ram Kishan, Hawa Singh, Manoj, Raj Kumar, Rajesh, Mahender, Satish, Sheoram, Constables Ashok and Const. (Dvr.) Mahesh under the supervision of Inspr. Vijay Singh, I/c Special Staff and Shri Bal Krishan, ACP, Operations, South also swung into action to bust this group.  


During the course of collection of intelligence, it revealed that the fresh young boys of good families having no past criminal records are involved in these incidents of snatching. Accordingly, sources were deployed in the areas and on specific information, both accused Pawan and Harnam (name changed) were apprehended from the area of Sarojini Nagar Market on 14.04.2010 while they were trying to dispose off the snatched cellular phone.  On interview and verification, the cell phone was found to be snatched from the area of PS Safdarjang Enclave (FIR No.77/10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC dated 06.04.1O PS Safdarjang Enclave).  Accordingly, Pawan was arrested in the above noted case, whereas Harnam (name changed) juvenile in conflict with law was bound down and handed over to his father with a direction to produce him before the Juvenile Board on 15.04.2010.  One snatched cellular phone and Yamaha R-I motorcycle used in commission of crime have been recovered from them.

During sustained interrogation, Pawan disclosed that he has several girl friends and in order to bear heavy expenditure on his girl friends as well as to live a lavish lifestyle, he in association with neighbouring boys have been committing such criminal activities for the last few months.

Pawan is only 19 years old and he is appearing in the examination of BA 2nd year. Harnam (name changed being juvenile) is a school dropout.

Pawan has confessed to his involvement in several other snatching incidents and the same are being verified.

RECOVERY:

1. One snatched cell phone.

2. One Yamaha R-I motorcycle used in commission of crime

Investigation of the case is in progress.

Whereas reports have been received that due to the situation prevailing in the areas of Police Stations specified in the schedule appended to this order, it is apprehended that terrorist/anti-social elements may seek hideouts in the residential areas of the said Police Stations and there is every likelihood of breach of peace and disturbance of public tranquility and also there is grave danger to human life and safety and injury to public property on that account.

And whereas it is necessary that some checks should be put on landlords/tenants so that terrorists/anti-social elements in the guise of tenants may not cause explosion riots, shoot outs, affray etc. and that immediate action is necessary for the prevention of the same.

Now, therefore I N.S. Bundela, Deputy Commissioner of Police, North West Distt., Delhi in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 by clause (b) of sub-Section (I) of the Section 70 of the Delhi Police Act, 1978 (34 of 1978) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. 11036/1/2008 UTL, dated 31.10.2008, do hereby order that no landlord/owner/person of any house/property which falls under the jurisdiction of area of Police Stations specified in the schedule appended to this order, shall let/sublet/rent out any accommodation to any person unless and until he has furnished the particulars of the said tenant(s) to the Station House Officer of the Police Station concerned. All persons who intend to take accommodation on rent shall inform in writing in this regard to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall. The persons dealing in property business shall also inform in writing to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall about the particulars of the said tenants.

The order shall come into force with effect from 22.04.2010 and shall be effective for a period of 60 days up to 20.06.2010 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

Whereas reports have been received that Pan Cigarette and aerated water-shops are kept open till late in the night and the same attract gathering of persons who cause annoyance to the neighborhood and indulge in quarrels having the potential of escalating into riotous situations and also disturb the public tranquility and endanger human life.

And whereas to prevent annoyance to public, human life and disturbance to public tranquility, it is necessary to take speedy measures to prevent the forming of such gatherings of persons in the late hours of the night.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section – 144 CrPC, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s notification No. 11036/1/2008-UTL dated 31.10.2008, I, N.S. Bundela, DCP/North West District, Delhi do hereby make this written order, prohibiting Pan, Cigarette and aerated water shops being kept open after 1:00 AM in the jurisdiction of North West District, Delhi.

The order shall come into force with effect from 21.4.2010 and shall be effective for a period of 60 days up to 19.6.2010 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

Whereas a large number of commercial places/shops have come up in Delhi which are popularly known as Cyber Cafe and a large number of people visit them to use the facilities available in such places including e-mail facility.

1. And whereas it has come to notice that certain criminal anti-social elements/terrorists are using these facilities to mislead the security/investigating agencies, create panic in the public, endanger the security of VVIPs and Govt. Institutions, and help in the terrorist activities directly affecting the security of the State.
2. And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures in this behalf to prevent danger to human life or safety, to thwart/prevent terrorist activities, which may affect the security of the state and disturbance of public and tranquility.

3. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section – 144 CrPC, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s notification No. F-11036/1/2008-UTL dated 31.10.2008, I, N.S. Bundela, DCP/North West District, Delhi do hereby make this written order, for strict compliance by the owner of such Cyber Cafés in the entire jurisdiction of North West District, Delhi:-
a Prohibiting the use of Cyber Café by unknown person and 
  whose identity has not been established by the owner of
  the cafe.
b Maintaining a register for identity of the visitor/user.
c Make an entry in the handwriting of the visitor/user
  mentioning name, address, telephone No. and identity 
  proof. The visitor/user shall also sign. the register
  kept for this purpose.
d The identity of the visitor / user shall be established
  through Card, V. Card, R. Card, D. License, Passport and
  Photo Credit Card (anyone of them).
e The users of cyber cafe are photographed on continuous
  basis and a record of the same is maintained properly.
f Activity server log should be preserved in main server
  and its record should be preserved for at least six
  months.
g If any activity of the visitor is of a suspicious nature,
  the  owner of cyber café will immediately inform the P.S.
  and 

h Record be maintained about the specific computer used by
  the person.
5.The order shall come into force with effect from
  22.4.2010 and shall be effective for a period of 60 days 
  up to 20.6.2010 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn
  earlier.

6.Any person contravening this order shall be punishable
  under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

         Now, therefore, I, Surender Singh Yadav IPS, Deputy Commissioner of Police North-East District, Delhi in  exercise of the power conferred upon me under Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 ( No. 2 1974 ) read with Govt. of India Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U -11036/1/2008-UTL, dated 26.11.2008, do hereby make this written order prohibiting the carrying of any box , including Tiffin box, Bag, Hand bag and any other container capable of  concealing any arm/fire-arm/explosive material inside any place of public amusement including Cinema Houses in the North-East District, Delhi

TWO CASES (1) BLIND MURDER CASE AND (2) CULPABLE HOMICIDE CASE SOLVED, THREE ACCUSED ARRESTED

With the arrest of three persons namely (1) Surjeet @ Bhola s/o Jagbir Singh (2) Anil @ Sunil @ Mota s/o Kishan Lal and (3) Vicky s/o Somnath, the staff of PS Sultan Puri has solved a case of blind murder  and old case of culpable homicide, not amounting to murder.
 
INCIDENT / BRIEF FACTS:

On 15.04.10 at 1.55 AM, an information was received at PS Sultan Puri through telephone by an unknown person that a male dead body was lying in bushes behind Bhalla Factory in Sultan Puri. On reaching at the spot, the police found a dead body of a male person lying in bushes who was identified as Dinesh @ Padosi having stab wounds on abdomen, head, back as well as injuries on head. No eye witness was found at the spot.  Accordingly, a case was registered vide FIR No: 137/10 dated 15.04.10 u/s 302 IPC PS Sultan Puri, Delhi.
 
TEAM/ INVESTIGATION:
A team, consisting of Inspr. (Investigation) Virender Singh, SI Rajesh Kumar, Cts Ashok Kumar, No. 1127/OD, Munnavar Khan, No. 2465/OD, Surender, No. 1275/OD and Rakesh, No. 1026/OD, Delhi was constituted under the supervision of Sh. Dhanvir Dutt, ACP/Sultan Puri. The team made sincere efforts and also deployed sources to find any clue to solve the case. The efforts made by the team gave fruitful results. When it came to notice that this murder had been committed by Anil s/o Kishan Lal r/o Jhuggi No. 302, F-4, Sultan Puri, Delhi and his associates as deceased Dinesh @ Padosi had beaten him with wooden stick and tried to snatch money from him on 14.04.10 at about 2.30 p.m. Accused Anil was apprehended from his jhuggi in the intervening night of 15/16-04-10. Later, on the basis of his disclosure, his associates Vicky and Surjeet @ Bhola were also arrested on the same night and the half piece of brick used for causing injuries to the deceased was also recovered at the instance of accused Anil from the place of occurrence. One of their associates namely Bihari is still at large.
 
ACCUSED ARRESTED:
1. Anil @ Sunil @ Mota (22 yrs) s/o Kishan lal r/o Jhuggi No: 302, F-4 Block, Sultan Puri, Delhi. 
2. Vicky (19 yrs) s/o Som Nath r/o Jhuggi F-7/W-49/264, Sultan Puri, Delhi. 
3. Surjeet @ Bhola ( 22 yrs) s/o Jagbir Singh r/o Jhuggi F-7/W-49/249, Sultan Puri, Delhi 

 
INTERROGATION:

During the course of interrogation, the accused persons revealed that deceased Dinesh @ Padosi had stopped Anil @ Mota on 14.4.10 at about 2:30 p.m. near Sultan Puri Railway Crossing and tried to snatch money from his pocket. At that time, Anil was having Rs. 80/- in his pocket. When Anil objected to this, Dinesh lifted a wooden stick lying nearby and attacked on Anil due to which Anil sustained injuries on his left ear. Anil managed to escape from there and saved himself. In the evening, he informed his friends Vicky, Surjeet @ Bhola and Bihari and they planned to take revenge. They went to Bhalla Factory where deceased Dinesh used to come in the evening. Anil and Vicky were having pieces of brick, Bihari and Surjeet @ Bhola were having knives. In Bhalla Factory, at about 7:30 PM, they located Dinesh and attacked him with knives and brick pieces in order to kill him. When Dinesh fell down after having injuries, they fled away from the spot. 
 
CULPABLE HOMICIDE CASE WORKED OUT.

Further interrogation of accused Surjeet @ Bhola revealed that he along with Vicky and other associates had killed one Sanjay @ Ganji, r/o Mitraon, Najafgarh on 19.9.09 in F-7 Block, Sultan Puri, Delhi who was a B.C. of Police Station Najafgarh. Sanjay @ Ganji used to extend threats to other residents of F-7 Block, Sultan Puri. On 19.9.09, they (Surjeet @ Bhola, his brother and mother) noticed Sanjay @ Ganji sitting in a cycle rickshaw under the influence of alcohol along with one Satyawan. They immediately called other people of the locality and over turned the cycle rickshaw due to which Sanjay fell down on the street. They attacked him with iron rods, wooden stick and brick. Sanjay became unconscious and they all fled away. Injured Sanjay succumbed to his injuries on the night of 19.9.09 at SGM Hospital. A case vide FIR No. 340/09 dated 24.10.09 u/s 304/34 IPC of PS Sultan Puri, Delhi was registered in this regard. Vicky is the co-accused of Surjeet @ Bhola in the instant case also.
 
PROFILE:
1.                 Accused Anil @ Sunil @ Mota is uneducated. His father and mother have expired. He is un-married and a rag-picker. He is having one elder and one younger brother. He has no previous criminal record.
2.                 Accused Vicky has studied upto Ist standard and works as a sweeper in Vimal Hospital, Najafgarh. His father has expired and mother Smt. Premwati is dumb and deaf. 
3.                 Accused Surjeet @ Bhola is uneducated and works as a sweeper. He has father, mother, two brothers and one sister in his family. 
 
RECOVERY:

Half piece of a brick used as weapon of offence has been recovered at the instance of accused Anil in addition to the blood samples etc lifted from the spot and exhibits seized from the mortuary. Further efforts are being made to recover the knives used by the accused persons in commission of the crime.
