922. County Councillor Report – Cllr Auckland read through the report.  Spike in Crime levels - Due to the reported increased crime levels in the area I have requested that County Highways liaise with the Police to see if turning off the street lighting is having an effect on this increase.  Highway Defects - I have reported a number of highway defects including pot holes and white lining to be included on the list for urgent repair.  Fire Service - The planned closure of Fire Stations and the reduction in fire fighters has been dropped.  Senior Officers and the Combined Fire Authority are looking to come up with alternative proposals for consideration.

923. Borough Councillor Report –  Cllr Boothby read through his report.  The budget for H&BBC is to be set on the 18th February with a council tax increase for Band D at £5.00.  The housing revenue in connection with social need is proceeding with 3 building projects at Groby and Hinckley and the refurbishment of Ambion Court in Mkt Bosworth.  Heath Road, Bagworth – The Local Planning Authority have obtained an injunction in regard to land at Finneys Hill, Heath Road.  The reason for this is that the conditions added to the planning permission granted via an appeal have been broken.  The Planning Authority will continue to monitor the situation.  Crime -  there has been a considerable increase in burglaries around Barlestone and Bagworth.  The Community Safety Team are workin with the Police in putting together a package to increase the number of police on the ground and both marked and unmarked cars around Barlestone and Bagworth.  Bagworth Shop – no date has been given for the shop will be fully stocked and opened.  Cllr Auckland asked Cllr Boothby if he could look into the provision of CTV and speed cameras around the village.
924. Questions from the Public – Members of the Bagworth Allotment Society raised questions regarding the increase of rents for the Park Lane Allotment site and a number of issues including the infestation of rats.  It was agreed that a meeting be held on Monday 8th February 2016 at 10.30 am between the Parish Council and the Bagworth Allotment Society to deal with matters and concerns in more detail.
