Sanjeev Bhatia S/o Late sh. Inderjeet Bhatia R/o Vikas Puri, Delhi
Aged 45 years,

He has done his Graduation in Commerce from Delhi University and Post
Graduation in Business Management from Australia. He was running a
travel agency engaged in Air Ticket booking, Visa services, Hotel
booking etc.

INFORMATION

A complaint of Dr. Harbaksh Singh Sethi NRI, aged 74 years, a
Consulting Advisor for the World Bank was received at PS Naraina
stating therein that on 26/11/2009 he contacted and requested the
accused persons namely Sanjeev Bhatia and his wife Topsy Bhatia for
the purchase of Air tickets from Delhi – Tel Aviv- Delhi for 3/12/2009
and return ticket for 18/12/2009. He had given cash of Rs. 95,937/- to
the accused person and got the air tickets of Business class for Delhi
– Tel Aviv- Delhi. In the evening of 2nd December 2009 few hours
before the departure of the flight, accused Sanjeev Bhatia and Topsy
Bhatia informed him that he is urgently required to make payment of
the air ticket for Delhi– Tel Aviv- Delhi by credit card otherwise he
would not be allowed by the Airlines to fly. As the complainant had
fixed up an urgent meeting with officials of Palestine Government and
could not miss the meeting, hence he paid an amount of Rs. 97,650/- by
his credit card to the concerned Airlines.  The complainant was handed
over a cheque by the accused persons for return of the amount paid in
cash by him for the purchase of Air ticket.  But later the said cheque
got bounced.  The complainant contacted them but they deliberately
avoided him and went under ground.


INVESTIGATION

A team headed by SI Sanjeev Kumar under the supervision of SHO/Naraina
Inspr. Rakesh Ahuja started working on this complaint. Sufficient
evidence was collected against the accused persons and a case was
registered vide FIR No.24/11 u/s 420/120-B IPC at PS Naraina. On
16/02/2011 a trap was laid near B Block, Naraina Industrial area and
at about 3 PM accused Sanjeev Bhatia came there and was nabbed by the
local police.

INTERROGATION AND MODUS OPERANDI


    During interrogation accused Sanjeev Bhatia disclosed that he has
done his Graduation in commerce from Khalsa college and thereafter he
has gone to Australia for his Post Graduation in Business Management.
Initially he used to assist his mother in her Garment Export factory
in Naraina but subsequently it was closed in the year 1997. He started
his Travel Agency in the name of Companion Travel Service at Naraina
Industrial Area Phase I and the same was engaged in Air ticketing,
Visa services and Hotel booking etc. In between he came in contact
with another company and started running taxis comprising of Innova,
Ford Icon, Indica cars. He could not do well in this business and
suffered huge losses and has to dispose off these vehicles at a very
low price. He further disclosed that his wife is born in Thailand and
got a Thai passport. Her parents and other family members were settled
in Thailand and having good business there. His wife used to assist
him in his work of Travel Agency and used to look after the office
during his absence. Both these accused persons could speak very good
English and could influence anyone with there talk. They used to
target clients particularly NRI or elderly persons who are taking
international flights and looking for air tickets. They used to take
cash for booking of air tickets and once the ticket is booked, they
used to call the client one night prior to the date of journey and
used to ask him to make payment again through credit card on some
pretext with the promise that the cash given earlier will be returned
by way of post dated cheque. Invariably these cheques used to get
bounced due to insufficient fund. Some time they used to cancel the
air ticket on the pretext of short coming in documents / visa etc and
used to keep the refund with them. They will issue post dated cheques
which will bounc subsequently. He closed his office due to number of
complaints in the recent past and used to operate on mobile.
Information has been collected which shows that more that 25 cases are
pending in various Courts of Delhi and NCR against accused persons for
under Negotiable Instruments Act and u/s 156(3) CrPC.  One NBW was
also issued against the accused Sanjeev Bhatia by Ld. MM Sumit Dass,
Dwarka Court, Delhi and one process u/s 82 CrPC have been issued for
execution. It is gathered that he has cheated number of persons
amounting to Rs. 20 lacs and more.

Further investigation is in progress.

NOTORIOUS CRIMINAL INVOLVED IN MORE THAN 25 CASES OF SNATCHING IN THE
LAST ONE YEAR ONLY, ARRESTED : AN EXPENSIVE MOBILE HENDSET SNATCHED
FROM A DOCTOR OF MAYOR VIHAR AND MOTORCYCLE USED IN CRIME RECOVERED.
    
    With the arrest of one notorious snatcher who has committed more than
25 cases of snatching in the last one year only, the South District
Police has solved sensational snatching case of Police Station Vihar
in which the accused had snatched an expensive mobile handset of a
doctor from the Metro Station, Mayur Vihar, Delhi. Snatched mobile
phone and one Bajaj Pulsar motorcycle used in commission of crime have
been recovered.

ACCUSED ARRESTED:

    Mohd. Shahid age 22 years s/o Layeek  R/o H.N. 27/448, B-27,
    Trilokpuri, New Delhi

TEAM, RAID & ARREST:
    
    In order to prevent the incidents of snatching and to arrest the
criminals involved in such incidents, several teams were formed in
South District.  A special police team comprising of HCs Hashim Khan,
Ranjeet Singh,  Yatender Malik, Constables Dhara Singh and Prashant
Kumar under the supervision of Inspr. Anil Sharma, SHO/Fatehpur Beri
and Sh. Rajender Singh, ACP/Mehrauli was constituted.

The team so formed worked relentlessly and deployed sources in the
area.  The efforts of the police team bore results when in the evening
of 16.02.2011, a secret information was received that a notorious
criminal would visit Sultanpur Metro Station in order to commit a
crime.  Immediately a trap was laid near Sultanpur Metro Station and
on pointing out of the informer, a motorcycle borne stout built youth
riding Bajaj Pulsar motorcycle was intercepted but he tried to flee
from the scene.  Immediately the nearby patrolling motorcycles also
swung into action and accused was nabbed  in  Sultanpur area after a
brief chase. On personal search, an expensive mobile phone handset was
recovered from him. On sustained interrogation, it was revealed that
he had snatched this mobile handset from a doctor about 20 days back
from Metro Station, Mayur Vihar, Delhi.  A case vide FIR No.  28/11
Dt. 26.01.2011 has already been registered in this regard at PS Mayur
Vihar Phase I. Accordingly, accused has been arrested U/S 41(1)
Cr.P.C. and the production warrant is being placed by the Mayur Vihar,
Police Station.

The Subsequent  interrogation revealed that the accused is an active
snatcher of East Delhi and had committed more than 25 snatching in the
year 2010 only. He has previously been arrested in similar offence
vide FIR No. 362/10 Dt 31/8/10, U/S 379/356 IPC and has recently been
released on bail.

    Accused Mohd. Shahid has studied up to up to  5th Class. In order to
meet expenses on various indulgences, he started committing crime two
years ago.

GANG OF BANK ROBBERS / SNATCHERS BUSTED: 3 ACCUSED ARRESTED, 12 CASES OF SNATCHING / ROBBERY WORKED OUT AND CASH RS. 3.5 LACS / ROBBED PROPERTY RECOVERED
 
With the arrest of Tajdar Hussain Khan @ Chhote Jaan (35 years) s/o Inteha Hussain Khan, Ahsan Qureshi (26 years) s/o Mohd. Umar and Sumit Kumar @ Guddu (25 years) s/o Shankar Lal, the staff of PSs Mangolpuri & Vijay Vihar, Outer District have busted a gang of robbers involved in several heinous cases of robberies, snatchings, etc. Cash Rs 3.5 Lacs, vehicles and property worth lacs of rupees have been recovered from their possession. 12 cases of robberies and snatchings of Outer District have been worked out. One Santro Car purchased by the accused persons from the robbed money has also been recovered. 

 

BRIEF FACTS/INCIDENT:

 

On 03.02.2011, a PCR call was received at PS Vijay Vihar regarding robbery of Rs. 8 lacs from Sector-5, Rohini. On receipt of the call, the local police reached at the spot and met Sh. Ashok Kumar (complainant) who stated that he alongwith his wife had withdrawn Rs. 8 lacs from Punjab National Bank, Sector-5, Rohini.  At about 2 pm, when they were about to reach their house, two motorcycle borne persons came and forcibly snatched their bag containing Rs. 8 lacs.  On the statement of Sh. Ashok Kumar, a case vide FIR No. 35/2011 dated 03.02.2011 u/s 392/34 IPC PS Vijay Vihar was registered and investigation taken up. 

INVESTIGATION:

During the course of investigation, the local police procured the CCTV footages from the bank and analyzed the same minutely. In the process of analyzing the CCTV footage, few suspects were identified. The local police developed the photographs of the suspects and involved beat staff to locate the persons matching with the description. 
Immediately, several teams comprising of Inspector Hari Singh, SHO/ Vijay Vihar, Inspector Gajender Singh, SHO/Mangolpuri, Inspector Surinder Singh Rathi, SHO/South Rohini, SI Jasmohinder Chaudhary, I/C PP Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital, SI Sunil Kumar, SI Ajay Karan, HC Sunil Dutt, HC Pradeep, HC Surinder Dahiya, HC Rohtas Singh, HC Rajesh, HC Mahabir Singh, HC Sukhbir, HC Shiv Kumar, Constables Surinder Rana, Manish, Ashwini and Ravinder were constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Om Prakash, ACP/Rohini for identification of the accused persons and to arrest them. Each team was given specific tasks to probe from all possible angles.

During the course of investigation, specific input was received about the image of one of the suspects, who was spotted in the CCTV footages and identified as Tajdar Hussain Seikh of Mumbai, who used to visit Delhi regularly. Further, scientific investigation was carried out, which revealed that Tajdar Hussain was in constant touch with two persons in Delhi when the incident took place.  The location of the said persons was also found to be in the same area at the time of incident. It was further revealed that all the three had left Delhi on the day of incident.  During investigation, the involvement of accused Tajdar Hussain was confirmed in this robbery case.  

On 13.02.2011, a special team was dispatched to Mumbai to arrest the accused Tajdar Hussain Seikh and after intensive search in Mumbai nabbed him. During enquiry, he broke down and admitted his involvement in the crime. He was arrested and produced before the Court of Judicial Magistrate in Thane and was taken on transit remand to Delhi.

INTERROGATION:

On sustained interrogation, accused Tajdar Hussain disclosed that on 03.02.2011, he alongwith his associates namely Ahsdan Qureshi and Sumit Kumar @ Guddu had committed the robbery.  At his instance, part of robbed cash of Rs. 3 lacs recovered from his residence at H. No. B-701, Mercury Co-operative Group Housing Society, Queens Park, Meera Bhyandar Road, Bhayander, Thane, Maharastra.   Further, at his instance his associates namely Ahsan Qureshi s/o Mohd Umar r/o H. No. 142, Gali No. 3, New Kardampuri, Durgapuri, Delhi and Sumit Kumar @ Guddu s/o Shankar Lal r/o H. No. C-1035, Shahid Nagar, Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pardesh were also arrested while they were travelling in a Santro car, which was purchased by Ahsan Qureshi out of the robbed amount. At the instance of accused Sumit Kumar @ Guddu, Rs. 50,000/- and the leather bag belonging to the complainant were also recovered. Besides, at the instance of accused Ahsan Qureshi one motorcycle bearing registration No DL 11 SA 3962 used in commission of crime was also recovered. 
During interrogation, it came to notice that accused Tajdar Hussain & Ahsan Qureshi are close relatives.  Accused Ahsan Qureshi came in contact with accused Sumit Kumar @ Guddu in the year 2006 while they were in Tihar Jail.  After releasing from jail, they formed a gang and started to rob the persons who withdraw huge cash from the bank.  


MODUS OPERANDI:

Accused Tajdar Hussain Sheikh used to remain present in the bank to keep watch on the persons who withdraw huge cash whereas his associates used to remain present outside the bank on motorcycles. After identifying a target, he used to pass this information to his associates who follow the target and commit robbery as soon as they get an opportunity. They further disclosed that they had committed several snatchings/robberies and most of them in the area of Rohini.

ONE “KABOOTERBAAZ”  RUNNING A  FAKE OVERSEAS JOB  CONSULTANCY FIRM AND DUPING INNOCENT PEOPLE ON THE PRETEXT OF SENDING THEM TO SINGAPORE ETC. ON WORK PERMIT THROUGH ADVERTISEMENTS MADE IN NATIONAL DAILIES, ARRESTED : FAKE DOCUMENTS INCLUDING WORK PERMIT VISAS RECOVERED. 
 
             With the arrest of one accused, the South District Police has busted a racket indulging in overseas manpower (Kabooterbaazi) and duping several people on the pretext of giving them employment in Singapore and other countries.  Forged documents related to Employment Visa, Insurance papers, work permit and other papers related to Ministry of Manpower, Singapore etc. have also been recovered.

            Sh. Ajay Singh Negi resident of 1100/16, Street No. 25, Sangam Vihar, a cook by profession read an advertisement in a National English daily on 21.9.10 regarding ‘Overseas Vacancies’ for hotel jobs and computer operators in Singapore.  He immediately contacted on the given telephone nos. and sent his bio-data on the given E-Mail address i.e. overseas job, kumar@gmail.com.  He further contacted the person known as Mr. Jena on his given cell number and fixed a meeting at PVR Saket on 23.9.2010 to pursue the matter further. The complainant also accompanied his other five friends viz. Vijay Raj Bhatt, Krishnendu Bhandhopadhyaya, Abdul Imran, Prakash Chand and Rakesh Kunnjur working in various hotels, restaurants in Delhi and were also aspirants for the overseas jobs.  On 26.9.2010, alleged Mr. Manoj Kumar Jena reached at PVR Saket in his black Opel Corsa car no. DL-4CM 2880 and scrutinised documents of all the aspirants of the job and further told that these documents be e-mailed on his given e-mail address and briefed them about the terms of payments.  He collected Rs. 10,000/ against the supply of a letter of employment through Ministry of Manpower, Singapore, which later turned to be fake. He took next instalment of money from each of them  i.e. Rs. 1,10 Lacs for providing IPA (employment visa for working in Singapore) and next instalment for Rs. 80,000/- for furnishing an Insurance Bond supposed to be mandatory for every work permit holder in Singapore. Thus, he collected Rs. 2 lacs each from every aspirant other than the ticket and miscellaneous expenses.  He even sent two persons namely Vijay Raj Bhatt and Prakash Chand to Singapor but both were deported back to India when they were found ineligible for employment in Singapore by Immigration authorities of Singapore. Their documents were also found forged and incomplete.  Later, he switched off his phones, blocked e-mail address, closed his offices and  disappeared.  This resulted into the complaint lodged at P.S. Saket and subsequently a case of Cheating, Impersonating, Forgery etc. was registered vide FIR No.61 dated 15.2.2011 and investigation was taken up. 

 

TEAM & ARREST:
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            In order to arrest the persons involved in this manpower racket, a team of Police Station Saket consisting of SIs Virendra Prakash, Proshun HCs Balbir, Rajender, Mukesh, Ravinder, Constables Raj Kumar, Umesh and Raj Kumar under the supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO/Saket and Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas was formed.  The investigation was conducted on the basis of e-mail address and cell phone numbers given by the accused person.  The investigation revealed that he was having three offices related to Overseas Job Consultancy at Arjun Nagar, Main Shivalik Road and Luxmi Nagar.  But he closed all his offices once he collected money and the victims deported were back from Singapore.  The victims followed him closely for many days but in vain.  The team so formed collected some useful information about the alleged person and on a specific tip-off arrested him on 16.02.2011 from PVR Saket Complex  when he came to meet one of the victims to collect the money.  

 

INTERROGATION: 
 
          On sustained interrogation, it was revealed that accused basically hails from Nadia District, West Bengal. After completing his graduation from Delhi University, he worked as Quality Controller, Merchandiser for various fabrication units in Okhla, Noida and other parts of Delhi.  He initially worked for a few good Companies dealing in leather business and also owned a fabrication unit in Tuglakabad but failed to sustain good life.  He went to Singapore and met with two persons namely Ram Tilesmin and Manoj Kr. Jena dealing in Kabooterbaazi particularly targeting gullible persons hailing from remote hill areas and Nepal aspiring to work in hotel industries in foreign countries.  He came back to India and worked as their agent and lured innocent victims by giving advertisements in National dailies for overseas employment.  He possesses good knowledge in computer and forged all the relevant documents related to Work Permit  Visa, Insurance Bond required in Singapore, letter of Employment issued by Ministry of Manpower Singapore etc. with the help of computer.  On the basis of such documents, he got money approx. 2 lacs from each aspirant.  In the process, he collected details of 156 aspirants for employment and sent the details of all these persons to his counterparts working in Singapore so that relevant documents could be prepared and they could further be cheated.  He did not collect any Licence to deal in manpower business from any of the offices/departments in India and did all these things clandestinely using different names and different offices in posh localities.  

 

            He enjoyed good lifestyle and moved in luxurious cars such as Opel Corsa etc.  and is married with a Muslim girl with whom he got acquainted in Singapore.  He has been presently putting up with his in-laws in Laxmi Nagar.

            Police Custody Remand of the accused has been obtained and efforts are being made to establish the role of his in-laws and other persons related to ticketing agents and money exchange bureau.

INTERSTATE GANG OF AUTOLIFTERS BELONGING TO HIMACHAL REGION BUSTED : FIVE ACCUSED INCLUDING LEADER OF THE GANG ARRESTED : 14 CASES SOLVED : 2 INNOVA CARS AND 6 MOBILE PHONES RECOVERED

 With the arrest of five accused persons, the South District Police has busted an interstate gang of autolifters belonging to Himachal region and recovered two Innova cars and 6 mobile phones from them.  With their arrest, 14 cases of M.V. Thefts  have also been solved.

BREIF FACTS/INCIDENT: 


In order to prevent incidents of M.V. Thefts and to arrest the criminals involved in such incidents, several teams were formed in South District.  A special team comprising of Inspr. Vijay Pal, SI Mandeep, HCs Giri Raj, Ramesh Kumar, Krishan Kumar, Constables Pradeep, Hawa Singh and Ajay under the supervision of Inspr. Ved Parkash, SHO/Vasant Vihar and Sh. Mohd. Ali, ACP/Vasant Vihar was also constituted.

The team so formed worked relentlessly and deployed sources in the areas.  The efforts of the team bore fruits when on 05.02.11, a secret information was received that some autolifters would come at Nelson Mandela Marg in order to commit a crime.  Immediately, the team laid a trap at Nelson Mandela and started checking of vehicles by putting a picket near DTC Bus Depot, Vasant Vihar.  At about 1.30 p.m., one Innova coming from Vasant Kunj side was signaled to stop for checking.  The driver of the car was asked to produce the documents of the vehicle, but he could not do so.  On verification, all the occupants were identified as Dev Thakur, Ajay Thakur, Amar Singh, Vijay Kumar and Davnesh and the Innova Car No. DL-4C-AE–4396 was found to be stolen from the area of Defence Colony vide FIR No. 18/11 u/s 379 IPC PS Defence Colony.  Accordingly, a case vide FIR No.50/11 u/s 411/34 IPC was registered at PS Vasant Vihar and all the five accused were arrested.

INTERROGATION: 

During the course of interrogation of all the accused persons, it was revealed: 

· Dev Thakur, leader of this gang, alongwith other members of the gang had stolen and disposed off more than 15 luxury vehicles through one Murugan in Chennai and Vijaywada.  

· The recovered Innova car was stolen by thim on 03.02.11 from A-Block, Defence Colony, New Delhi. 

· At their instance, another Innova car No. DL 4C AE 5956 which they had parked in the parking area opposite LNJPN Hospital, Delhi was also recovered. A case vide FIR No. 64/11 u/s 379 IPC was also registered in this regard at P.S. Kasna, Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pardesh. 

· Raids are being conducted to arrest accused Murugan and to effect more recoveries.

MODUS-OPRANDI:


As it is very difficult to prepare duplicate key of luxury vehicle and to steal these vehicles without any authorized key, accused persons used to commit theft of luxury vehicles by adopting an unique modus-operandi. They used to move in posh locations in early morning hours posing themselves as morning walkers and keep a watch on the driver or servant washing the vehicle. As soon as, driver/ servant used to go inside the residence to get some water or any other object, leaving behind the key in the vehicle itself, they immediately used to get into the vehicle and escape with the vehicle.

	A BLIND BRUTAL MURDER CASE SOLVED BY ARRESTING TWO ACCUSED PERSONS.



On receipt of an information regarding lying of a dead body at G-block, Dakshinpuri SHO/Ambedkar Nagar alongwith staff rushed to the spot and found a dead body of a male aged about 35 years lying on the road in pool of blood. He was identified as Ram Avtar S/o Sh. Udai Ram R/o Sultanpuri, New Delhi. There were three stab wounds on the hip and thigh (right side) of the deceased. There was no eyewitness available at the spot and it was a brutal blind murder. A case FIR No. 51/10, U/s 302 IPC was registered at P.S. Dr. Ambedkar Nagar and investigation was taken up by Inspr. Omprakash, SHO/Ambedkar Nagar. 

TEAM AND OPERATION:

After registration of the case Sh. Mahipal Singh, ACP/Ambedkar Nagar immediately constituted a team comprising Inspr. Omprakash, SHO/Ambedkar Nagar, Inspr. Raj Kumar Saha, SI Omprakash, SI Muneesh Kumar, SI Gurjeet Singh, HC Rajender, No. 241/SE, HC Inderjeet, No. 236/SE, Const. Mohar Singh, No. 2366/SE, Const. Mahender, No. 1642/SE, Const. Manish, No. 2917/SE. 

INVESTIGATION:
· During course of investigation it was found that the deceased was a motor mechanic and was in habit of taking liquor. He left his parental house in Dakshinpuri many years ago and started living at Sultanpuri. About 4-5 days ago he came to meet his brother Dharam Singh in Dakshinpuri.

· During course of investigation many local residents, shop keepers and other persons were examined to collect the information. On the next day one local shop keeper who was the eyewitness of the incident was traced. He stated that due to fear of accused persons he left for his relative house in the night. In his statement he stated that accused Nitin @ Nikki and his co-accused who was a juvenile had committed the crime and fled away. 

· After sincere efforts and sustain follow up investigation resulted in the apprehension of accused later identified as Nitin @ Nikki @ Ponda S/o Kamal Singh R/o H. No. G-224, Dakshinpuri, New Delhi.

· Simultaneously the second accused was also apprehended but being a juvenile, no information could be given. 

DISCLOSURE:

On sustain interrogation by the team of P.S. Ambedkar Nagar accused Nitin @ Nikki disclosed that he along with his friend (Juvenile) was standing near a shop in the area. Deceased Ram Avtar came there and started arguing with them under influence of liquor and in the fits of rage he stabbed him. 

RECOVERY:

On his instance the weapon of offence i.e. sharp edged knife has been recovered which was kept hide by the accused in a park after the crime.

PROFILE OF THE ACCUSED PERSONS:


The accused Nitin @ Nikki is working as sweeper at Puspa Bhawan as casual worker. He is stout built and in habit of taking liquor. He is budding criminal and nobody in the area dare to check him. The co-accused who is a juvenile aged 16 years is a student of 10th class and was declared failed in last year who is also in habit of taking liquor and often remain with Nitin @ Nikki.

Murder case worked out

 
With the arrest of Sudhir @ Sudeep @ Manju S/O Kishan Lal  r/o  Village Khojipur, PS Shiveramau, Distt Kannauj (UP), the team of Police Station Jait Pur, South East District has solved the mystery of sensational murder case and recovered one blood stained knife & blood stained clothes of accused. 
INCIDENT 

On 16.02.2011, a call was received at P.S Jaitpur vide DD No. 18 A dated 16.02.2011 reg. murder of a woman namely Ruby at H.No. A-2/214, IInd Floor J.J Colony, Madanpur Khadar New Delhi. The call was entrusted to Inspr. Shahid Khan/Inspr. ATO, PS. Jaitpur who alongwith staff reached the spot and found the dead body of Smt.  Ruby W/o Sudhir R/o A-2/214, JJ Colony, M.P. Khadar was on the IInd floor of the building. Her neck was slit with a sharp edged weapon and a lot of blood was oozing from the neck. Meenu 13 years, sister of the deceased was found weeping along with the son age 2 years of the deceased. She was enquired into and on interrogation she reported that she used to live with her sister Ruby and brother in law in the above said rented house and her mother is also staying with them at present. Her brother in law Sudhir used to work as temporary night watchmen at Jasola. He normally go for duty during night and come in the morning and after coming to he used to drink alcohol daily. Her sister dislikes his drinking habits and most of the time they had quarreled on this issue. Yesterday he went for duty and came in the morning. He demanded money from Ruby for liquor which she refused. On this he became furious and went away abusing her sister and her mother. After a few minutes he returned back to the house and went up stairs immediately, since she was on the first floor to collect water. After some time she noticed her brother in law Sudhir rushing in a huff with a bag in his hand. She went up stairs and found her sister lying on the floor in a pool of blood. Her neck was slit with a sharp edge weapon and there was no life in her body.  She suspected that her brother in law Sudhir had killed her sister Ruby.

TEAM
After registration of case vide case FIR No. 39/11 dated 16.02.2011 U/S 302 IPC PS Jaitpur, Sh. Bal Krishan Sharma, ACP/ Sarita Vihar, South East District, Delhi constituted a team led by Inspr. Surender Singh SHO/ P.S Jaitpur and Inspr. Sahid Khan along with S.I Parvesh Kasana , HC Anil, Ct Ravi to work out the Murder  case. Finally the team succeeded to apprehend the accused and recovered blood stained weapon of offence ie knife and blood stained clothes within 24 hours. 

INTERROGATION
During interrogation Sudhir disclosed that he works as night watchmen in a security agency and performing duty in Jasola Vihar. Since he could not get time in the evening hours, he usually takes liquor in the morning. His wife was against his daily drinking habits and most of the time she quarreled. Yesterday he decided to end this daily episode and kill her in a fit of rage. He also suspects her fidelity.

1. One blood stained knife.

· Involved in the conspiracy of the sensational murder of a Sandal Wood Smuggler of Raipur, Chattisgarh. 

A team of officers of the Crime Branch led by Inspr. Praveen Kumar and consisting of SI Ritesh Kumar, ASI Ved Prakash, HC Jai Prakash, HC Murlidhar, Ct. Vijay, Ct. Sanjay and Ct. Krishan under the supervision of ACP M. C. Katoch have apprehended 2 notorious criminals belonging to a gang of interstate contract killers.  One 9 mm pistol, One 7.65 bore pistol, 4 live cartridges, one Indica Car have been recovered.   The interstate gang is involved in the sensational murder of a Sandal Wood Smuggler of Raipur, Chattisgarh.  

Information was received by SI Ved Prakash and Ct. Sanjay about a gang involved in contract killing. This information was further developed and on 16/02/2011 on specific information, a trap was laid at Sector-11 Rithala, Rohini and one Indica car was intercepted from which 2 persons were apprehended. They were identified as i) Ranbir @ Lala (aged 30 years) r/o Mundka, Delhi and ii) Narender @ Boda (aged 26 years) r/o Qutub Garh, Delhi.  One 9 mm pistol, One 7.65 bore pistol and 4 live cartridges were recovered from their possession.  The Indica car has also been seized.  A case under the appropriate sections of the law was registered.  

Both the accused persons were subjected to intensive interrogation. They disclosed that they are associates of Rajesh @ Mogli r/o Mundka, Delhi, a notorious and desperate gangster and a contract killer who is involved in more than 13 cases which includes 8 cases of murder and 3 cases of attempt to murder of Delhi and Haryana.  He has been sentenced to life imprisonment and on 17/12/2010 was released on parole but since then Rajesh @ Mogli jumped parole and is absconding.  Ranbir @ Lala is previously involved in cases of Arms Act of Delhi.  On further interrogation he disclosed that Rajesh @ Mogli had been contracted for eliminating Rajesh Daggar a notorious Sandal Wood smuggler originally resident of Jharoda Kalan, Delhi and presently based in Raipur, Chattisgarh.  Rajesh Daggar has also been earlier arrested for smuggling of sandal wood in Raipur and Himachal Pradesh.  In furtherance of the conspiracy to eliminate Rajesh Daggar at Raipur, Ranbir @ Lala alongwith Rajesh @ Mogli and 2 other killers went to Raipur in the last week of December and hired a flat. Subsequently Rajesh @ Mogli and his two associates conducted recee of target Rajesh Daggar and on 24/01/2011 they shot dead Rajesh Daggar while he was traveling in his car near Maruti Enclave, Raipur. The Raipur police have been informed about the arrest. 

Further investigation is in progress.

Whereas, there is mushrooming of BPOs (Business Process Outsourcing Centres) prominently known as Call Centres, Corporate and Media Houses in Delhi and other parts of the NCR offering employment opportunity for the youths.

2.
And whereas, the employees including young women from across the country have been staying in various parts of Delhi while their work place may be in the NCR region and their employers are providing cab services for the purpose of picking up and dropping them from their place of stay to office and back.  As these organizations are functioning round-the-clock, the cabs are ferrying employees even at late night hours.  Such employers are reported to have hired cabs on contract basis and have not been able to properly monitor these cab operators and their drivers for ensuring safe and secure transportation of the employees resulting in grave danger to human life, safety and security of the employees, especially of women employees.

3.
And whereas, it has come to notice that certain criminal and anti-social elements look for soft targets, particularly during the odd hours and the women employees who travel during late night hours are vulnerable to crime and criminal acts by such elements, if they are not dropped securely and safely at their places of stay.

4.
And whereas it is rendered imperative to put some regulatory checks on organizations having such service of picking and dropping their employees and the transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards involved in the same so that anti-social and criminal elements may not cause danger to human life & safety and their property and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard.

5.
Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by the virtue of Sec. 144 Cr.P.C. 1973 (No. 2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/(i) UTL dated 09/09/2010,  I, Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas, South District, New Delhi do hereby make this written order that all such organizations like BPOs, Corporate & and Media Houses having the system of picking up and dropping their employees and the concerned transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards in the jurisdiction of Sub-Division Hauz Khas shall: -

a) Maintain a data base of all employees, security personnel, cab drivers and contractual workers working with them for access by the police as and when required.

b) Hire the security personnel and other contractual personnel as far as possible from licenced agencies only.

c)               Ensure verification of antecedents of all their employees including contractual employees.

d) Ensure that women employees are not made to travel alone with the cab driver and a duly verified security guard or a male colleague (regular employee of the company) is invariably deployed in each cab carrying women staff during night hours i.e. 8 PM to 7 AM.

e) Choose the route in such manner that as far as possible a woman employee is not the first one to be picked up or the last to be dropped.

f. Ensure that during the night hours cab involved in transportation of women employees picks up and drops such employees right at their houses and remain halted at the point where a woman employee has been dropped till she confirms about her arrival/reaching at her residence/place of stay through a telephone call.

g) Ensure that, whenever the house of a woman employee is so located that the approach road is not motorable, the duly verified security guard or the male colleague, during night hours, accompanies the employee on foot upto her house and takes a confirmation about her safe arrival.

h) Exercise effective check and control on the vehicle’s movement in order to check any unwarranted activities of the cab drivers, such as picking up strangers, straying away from the designated route etc.

i) Get GPS system installed in the cabs used in the transportation of employees, especially of women employees within two months time.

6.
These orders shall come into force with effect 15.02.2011 shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e.    upto 15.04.2011 unless withdrawn earlier.

7.
Any person/employer contravening this order shall be liable to be punished in accordance with the provision of Sec. 188 of the IPC; and

8.
As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is herby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the notice board of the offices of all DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of NDMC and MCD.

Prohibitory Orders U/S 144 Cr.P.C. for BPOs transport issued vide this office No. 206-305/ACP/Hauz Khas dated 07.02.2011 may please be treated as cancelled.

Sharma Assistant Commissioner of Police West District Delhi do hereby prohibit the following activities within 500 meters of the boundary of any examination center for Central Board of Secondary Education Examinatioin-2011 from 1/3/2011 to 13/4/2011 during the forenoon and afternoon sessions, entire jurisdiction of Sub-Division Rajouri Garden, West District, Delhi.
i. Carrying of any arms, cudgels, swords, bludgeons, guns, knives, sticks, of lathies or any other articles which are capable of being used for causing physical violence,

iv. Raising of any slogans or loud voice facilitating copying in exam from outside the hall,

Such employers are reported to have hired cabs on contract basis and have not been able to properly monitor these cab operators and their drivers for ensuring safe and secure transportation of the employees resulting in grave danger to human life, safety and security of the employees, especially of women employees.

3. And whereas, it has come to notice that certain criminal and anti-social elements look for soft targets, particularly during the odd hours and the women employees who travel during late night hours are vulnerable to crime and criminal acts by such elements, if they are not dropped securely and safety at their places of stay.

4. And whereas it is rendered imperative to put some regulatory checks on organizations having such service of picking and dropping their employees and the transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards involved in the same so that anti-social and criminal elements may not cause danger to human life & safety and their property and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard.

5. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by the virtue of Sec. 144 Cr.P.C., 1973 (No. 2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/(i) UTL dated 09.09.2010, I, Satish Yadav, ACP, Punjabi Bagh do hereby make this written order that all such organizations like BPOs, Corporate and Media Houses having the system of picking up and dropping their employees and the concerned transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards in the jurisdiction of Sub Division, Punjabi Bagh, West District, Delhi shall:

a) Maintain a data base of all employees, security personnel, cab drivers and contractual workers working with them, for access by the police as and when required.

b) Hire the security personnel and other contractual personnel as far as possible from licensed agencies only.

c) Ensure verification of antecedents of all their employees including contractual employees.

d) Ensure that women employees are not made to travel alone with the cab driver during the night and a duly verified security guard or a male colleague (regular employee of the company) is invariably deployed in each cab carrying women staff during night hours i.e. 8 PM to 7 AM.

e) Choose the route in such manner that as far as possible a woman employee is not the first one to be picked up or the last to be dropped.

f) Ensure that during the night hours cab involved in transportation of women employees pick up and drops such employees right at their houses and remains halted at the point where a woman employee has been dropped till she confirms about her arrival/reaching at her residence/place of stay through a telephone call.

g) Ensure that, whenever the house of a woman employee is so located that the approach road is not motorable, the duly verified security guard or the male colleague, during night hours, accompanies the employee on foot upto her house and takes a confirmation about her safe arrival.

h) Exercise effective check and control on the vehicle’s movement in order to check any unwarranted activities of the cab drivers, such as picking up strangers, straying away from the designated route etc.

i) Get GPS system installed in the cabs used in the transportation of employees, especially of women employees within two months time.

6. These orders shall come into force with effect from 16.2.2011 and shall be effective for a period of 60 days upto   16.4.2011  (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

7. Any person/employer/transporter etc. contravening this order shall be liable to be punished in accordance with the provision of Sec. 188 of the IPC, and 

8. As the notice can not be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte. It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the notice board of the offices of all DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Stations concerned and offices of NDMC and MCD.

Accused went to Singapore and met with two persons namely Ram Tilesmin and Manoj Kr. Jena dealing in Kabooterbaazi particularly targeting gullible persons hailing from remote hill areas and Nepal aspiring to work in hotel industries in foreign countries.  He came back to India and worked as their agent and lured innocent victims by giving advertisements in National dailies for overseas employment. 





Accused possesses good knowledge in computer and forged all the relevant documents related to Work Permit  Visa, Insurance Bond required in Singapore, letter of Employment issued by Ministry of Manpower Singapore etc. with the help of computer.  On the basis of such documents, he got money approx. 2 lacs from each aspirant.  In the process, he collected details of 156 aspirants for employment and sent the details of all these persons to his counterparts working in Singapore so that relevant documents could be prepared and they could further be cheated.  He did not collect any Licence to deal in manpower business from any of the offices/departments in India and did all these things clandestinely using different names and different offices in posh localities.  








As it is very difficult to prepare duplicate key of luxury vehicle and to steal these vehicles without any authorized key, accused persons used to commit theft of luxury vehicles by adopting an unique modus-operandi. They used to move in posh locations in early morning hours posing themselves as morning walkers and keep a watch on the driver or servant washing the vehicle. As soon as, driver/ servant used to go inside the residence to get some water or any other object, leaving behind the key in the vehicle itself, they immediately used to get into the vehicle escape away with the vehicle.
