INCIDENT AND TEAM

On interrogation, it was revealed that they are juveniles and they had stolen this scooter from the area of P.S. Model Town. The records were checked and it was found that a case vide FIR No. 240/12 dated 10.09.12 u/s 379 IPC was registered in P.S. Model Town in this regard. On further interrogation, they disclosed that they had snatched one Nokia mobile phone from the area of P.S. Keshav Puram. Records were checked and it was found that a case vide FIR No. 266/12 dated 14.09.12 u/s 356/379/34 IPC was registered in P.S. Keshav Puram in this regard. Both the juveniles in conflict with law were apprehended by SI Ranjeet Singh and the snatched Nokia mobile phone was also recovered from their possession. 5. One gold chain with pendant purchased from cheated amount.

INCIDENT 

On 14.09.12, a complaint was received in Police station Janak Puri from one Neelam Rani w/o Lt. Sh. Mali Singh R/o A5A/174, Janta Flats, Janak Puri, New Delhi that one person namely Rakshit Kumar Gautam after introducing himself as an Investigation Officer, Vigilance, Delhi High Court, New Delhi had taken a sum of Rs. 1,80,000/- for Court Fees and Rs.1,85,000/- as his own fees for settling down a dispute regarding her property in Savitri Nagar, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi. Later on, he took Rs.1,50,000/- (out of Rs.2,50,000/-) as advance  from another lady namely Kusum Lata w/o Sh. Kishore Kumar R/o A5A/172, Janta Flats, Janak Puri, New Delhi similarly. On suspicion, her neighbourer Neelam Rani told the complainant that Rakshit Kumar Gautam has taken amount from her also for the same purpose but nothing has been done by him.  Immediately, on the same day Kusum Lata made a complaint against Rakshit Kumar Gautam to police station Janak Puri and stated that he will come tomorrow to collect remaining advance amount rupees one lac. The local police chalked out a plan to nab the accused. 

TEAM AND INVESTIGATION  

On the direction of ACP/Vikas Puri Sh. Prakash Chander Mann and under the leadership of Insp.Prabhu Dayal Insp. Investigation/ Janak Puri, a team comprising SI Ghanshyam Kishore, HC Sher Singh No. 559/W and Ct. Kapil No.1818/W was constituted and investigation was taken up. On 15.09.12, a trap was laid near the house of the complainant to nab the alleged accused. As and when Rakshit Kumar Gautam came to her house, he was surrounded by the police team and was apprehended.  During the course of investigation, he disclosed that he used to cheat the innocent/illiterate person who couldn’t understand the documents prepared by him. He has a forged ID Card of Delhi High Court and other forged documents relating thereto. On the complaint of Neelam Rani, a cheating case vide FIR No.231/12 u/s 419/420/468/471 IPC was registered at PS Janak Puri.

A team of officers of the Crime Branch led by Inspr. Kuldeep Singh consisting of SI Sunil Jain, HC Om Parkash, HC Mahesh, HC Rajesh Kumar, HC Yogesh Kumar, W/Ct. Rekha and Ct. Kheta Ram under the supervision of ACP Narcotics Shri Bir Singh and overall supervision of Shri Bhisham Singh, Addl. DCP/Crime has apprehended a woman involved in trafficking of drugs and has recovered 2.5 KGs of fine quality Heroin.  The Heroin recovered is worth Rs. 2.5 Crores (Approximately) in the International Market.  

Information was received on 16.09.2012 by SI Sunil Jain that a woman namely Fehmida who is a resident of JJ cluster, Seelam Pur, Delhi is indulging in sale and supply of Heroin in the area of Delhi.  She was arrested earlier also in cases of NDPS Act. The information was further developed and it was revealed that Fehmida would be coming near Kudsia Park, corner of ISBT-Seelam Pur flyover, Delhi in the evening after taking a consignment from someone and from there she would be going to her house with her son-in-law namely Motia. Acting upon this information, a trap was laid at the spot and at about 6:30 AM, a woman identified as Fehmida aged 45 years w/o Sabir Chaudhary r/o K-324 & K-315, E-16, New Seelam Pur, Delhi was apprehended. On her search, she was found in possession of 2.5 KGs fine quality Heroin. Accordingly, a case vide FIR No. 230/12 under appropriate sections of NDPS Act was registered at PS Crime Branch.

She was subjected to intensive interrogation in which she disclosed that she never went to school due to poor financial condition of the family.  When she was 10 years old, her father passed away due to cancer.  Femida and her mother started selling vegetables in the area of Seelam Pur.  At the age of 15 years, she was married to one Salim who later died due to alcoholic habits.  Akram, brother of Femida was a drug/smack addict and he used to procure the smack from one Laloo Pehalwan. Femida too started selling Purias of smack after procuring the same from Laloo Pehalwan. In 1995, she again got married to one Sabir Chaudhary. Sabir and his brothers were also criminals. One of his brothers namely Shamim @ Bhagat was shot down by a criminal who in turn was killed by Sabir and his associates. Fehmida was also arrested in this murder case.  On 16.09.12, she had procured the consignment of Heroin from one Rehana, wife of Laloo Pehalwan and she was going to her house to sell it in ‘purias’ to her customers.

Whereas, there is mushrooming of BPOs (Business Process Outsourcing Centers) prominently known as Call Centers, Corporate and Media Houses  in Delhi and other parts of the NCR offering employment opportunity for the youths. 

2.
And whereas, the employees including young women from across the country have been staying in various parts of Delhi while their work place may be in the NCR region and their employers are providing cab services for the purpose of picking up and dropping them from their place of stay to office and back. As these organizations are functioning round-the-clock, the cabs are ferrying employees even at late night hours. Such employers are reported to have hired cabs on contract basis and have not been able to properly monitor these cab operators and their drivers for ensuring safe and secure transportation of the employees resulting in grave danger to human life,  safety and security of the employees, especially of women employees.   

3.
and whereas, it has come to notice that certain criminal and anti-social elements look for soft targets, particularly during the odd hours and the women employees who travel during late nigh hours are vulnerable to crime and criminal acts by such elements, if they are not dropped securely and safely at their places of stay.  

1. And whereas it is rendered imperative to put some regulatory checks on organizations having such service of picking and dropping their employees and the transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards involved in the same so that anti-social and criminal elements may not cause danger to human life & safety and their property and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard. 

2. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by the virtue of Sec.144 Cr. P.C, 1973 (No.2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/(i)UTL dated 09.09.2010, I, Ved Prakash, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub-Division Rohini, Outer District, Delhi do hereby make this written order that all such organizations like BPOs, Corporate & and Media Houses having the system of picking up and dropping their employees and the concerned transporters, security agencies, drivers and security guards in the jurisdiction of Sub-Division Rohini, Outer Distt. Delhi shall:- 

a) Maintain a data base of all employees, security personnel, cab drivers and contractual workers working with them, for access by the police as and when required. 

b) Hire the security personnel and other contractual personnel as far as possible from licensed agencies only. 

c) Ensure verification of antecedents of all their employees including contractual employees. 

d) Ensure that women employees are not made to travel alone with the cab driver and a duly verified security guard or a male colleague (regular employees of the company) is invariably deployed in each cab carrying women staff during night hours i.e. 8PM to 7AM. 

e) Choose the route in such manner that as far as possible a women employees is not the first one to be picked up or the last to be dropped. 

f) Ensure that during the night hours the cab involved in transportation of women employees drops such employees right at their houses, remains halted at the point where a women employee has been dropped till she confirms about her arrival/reaching at her residence/place of stay through a telephone call. 

g) Ensure that, whenever the house of a woman employee is so located that the approach road is not motor able, the duly verified security guard or the male colleague, during night hours, accompanies the employee on foot up to her house and takes a confirmation about her safe arrival. 

h) Exercise effective check and control on the vehicle’s movement in order to check any unwarranted activities of the cab drivers, such as picking up strangers, straying away from the designated route etc. 

i) Get GPS system installed in the cabs used in the transportation of employees, especially of women employees.      

4. These orders shall come into force with effect from 18.09.2012 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. up to 16.11.2012(both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

Whereas a large number of complaints are being received that people purchasing liquor from liquor vends often start consuming the same it in front of the liquor vend itself or at other public places. Vendors selling eatables and juices, at times, also station themselves unauthorizedly outside liquor vends which further facilitates this undesirable activity. Some time, Baraties of marriage possession also openly drink liquor etc. on the roads while the Barats are moving. Drinking in public is a nuisance with a serious potential to result in brawls and quarrels causing serious injuries/death and damage to public and private property. This affects the peace and tranquility of the area and creates problems in maintaining law and order. It is also a punishable offence under section 40 of the Delhi Excise Act, 2009 (Delhi Act 10 of 2012).
 2.
And where it is necessary to take speedy measures in this regard to prevent danger to human life of safety and to thwart/prevent un-toward incidents which may affect the peace and tranquility of the area.

3
Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. F-11.36/1/2010-UTL dated 09.09.10, I, Ved Prakash, Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Sub Division Rohini of Outer District, Delhi do hereby make this written order to do the following for strict compliance by the owners of such liquor vends in the area of Sub Division Rohini of Outer District, Delhi:-

a) Install CCTV with sufficient number of cameras and recording system with play back facility, to cover upto 50 meters area in front of the shop. The CCTV should monitor anyone consuming liquor or facilitating consumption of liquor or any unauthorized vendor stationed in the coverage area.
b) The recording system shall preserve a digital record of CCTV coverage for not less than 10 days.

c) The vend owner or his agent shall cause to copy the CCTV coverage on a CD on a daily basis which shall then be handed over to the Beat Constable of the area, against proper receipt in a register to be maintained at the liquor vend.

d) Before starting sales for the day, the Manager of the liquor vend should ensure that the CCTV system is in proper working order and in case any defect is noticed, immediate action to get it rectified should be taken. An entry should be made in the register and intimation in writing should be sent to the Police Station simultaneously to be got duly received from the Duty Officer of the Police Station mentioning Daily Dairy Number on the intimation.

e) During the course of monitoring of the CCTV System, the Manager or anyone specifically designated by the Manager for real time monitoring of the CCTV shall immediately inform the Police Control Room at telephone No. 100 and also the nearest Police Station in case any illegal drinking in public or unauthorized vendor is noticed in the CCTV coverage area.

f) The vend owner shall display prominently at least two bilingual sign boards mentioning that drinking in public places is an offence and standing of unauthorized vendors outside the liquor shop is strictly prohibited. Telephone number of nearest Police Station shall also be mentioned on the sign boards.

Where as, a large number of people sell and purchase Second Hand Vehicles including Motor Cycles, Scooters and Cars in Delhi through dealers engaged in this profession. 

2. And whereas, it has been noticed that the Second Hand Vehicles are commonly sold without filling all the columns especially date of transaction of Form No. 29 and Form No. 30 ( part-I-II) thereby resulting in transfer of vehicle to number of purchasers before the actual transfer of the vehicle in the records of Transport Authority. This is to circumvent the requirement of section-50 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988, that the fact of transfer of vehicle should be reported to the Transport Authority within 14 days for local transfer and 45 days for inter-district transfer.

3. And whereas, it has been noticed that the stolen vehicles involved in crime are sold to several purchasers through dealers/agents of Second Hand Vehicles. Such second hand vehicles are likely to be used for commission of various type of crime like robbery etc. and may be used even in terrorist activity. 

4. And whereas, it has also been observed that the record of seller and purchaser are not kept by the dealers or agents engaged in the business of facilitating sale and purchase of Second Hand Vehicles making it difficult for the investigation agencies to identify the criminals involved in such crimes. 

5. And whereas, it is rendered imperative to put regulatory check on the vehicle dealers who deal in sale and purchase of Second Hand Vehicles so that the anti social elements may not use them to sell the stolen vehicles through them and it is felt that immediate action is necessary in this regard. 

6. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by virtue of Sec. 144 Cr. P.C., 1973 (No. 2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi’s Notification No. U-11036/(i) UTL, dated 09.09.2010, I, Ved Prakash, Asstt. e) Inform the nearby police station if the seller or buyer is found suspicious. 

7. These orders shall come into force with effect from 29.09.2012 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days up to 27.11.2012 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier. 

8. Any person dealing in business of sale and purchase of second hand vehicles as dealer or agent who contravenes this order shall be liable to be punished in accordance with the provision of Section 188 of the I.P.C.

Team:

Staff of PS Fatehpur Beri, South District have arrested four persons namely Yogesh (22 years) s/o Amresh R/o H. No. 53, Main Market Sultanpur New Delhi, Pankaj (22 years) s/o Satish Tanwar R/o H. No. 92, Mandi Village, New Delhi, Karan @ Kiran Nepali (24 years) s/o Dilip Singh R/o Chhatarpur Village, Mehrauli, New Delhi and Gufran @ Pappu (26 years) S/o Khurshid R/o H. No. 173, Takiya Mohalla, Khalapur, PS Kotwali, Muzaffar Nagar, UP who were involved in snatching and M.V. thefts in various parts of South and South-West Delhi.  Two stolen motorcycles, one snatched mobile phones, One Maruti 800 Car, 38 RCs of stolen cars and 9 unique metallic chassis number plates of cars which were dismantled and disposed off by the receiver have been recovered.

BRIEF FACTS :


On 12/09/12, a complaint was received at P.S. Fatehpur Beri regarding snatching of expensive mobile phone by two boys on Black Pulsar motor cycle at Mandi Road, New Delhi.  In this regard, a case vide FIR No. 237/12 dated 12/09/12 u/s 356/379/34 IPC PS Fatehpur Beri was registered.  On the basis of descriptions and information provided by the complainant, the beat staff HC Sukender and HC Rajender gear up their sources and developed the information regarding accused persons involved in such criminal activities.  Finally, they apprehended one person namely Yogesh s/o Amresh Singh and recovered a snatched mobile phone from his possession.  During interrogation, accused Yogesh disclosed the names of co-accused Pankaj and Karan @ Kiran Nepali (gang leader).  He also disclosed that their gang has committed various M.V. thefts and snatchings in South Delhi.  In order to recover the stolen property and to nab gang leader and other accused, a team consisting of SI Vijay Kaushik, SI Karamvir Singh, HC Sukender No. 1686/SD, HC Rajender No. 342/SD, HC Gulab No. 1812/SD, HC Sanjeev No. 999/SD, HC Ramesh No. 3158/SD, HC Yudhveer, Ct. Jaspal 815/SD, Ct. Manoj No. 1099/SD, Ct. Zile Singh No. 1500/SD, Ct. Harbhajan No. 1626/SD and Ct. Prashant No. 2170/SD was formed under the close supervision of Inspr. Ved Parkash, SHO/Fatehpur Beri and overall supervision of Sh. Rajender Singh ACP/Mehrauli.  During the course of investigation, accused Pankaj was arrested from Mandi Village on the instance of accused Yogesh and motor cycle used in crime was also recovered which was stolen from P.S. Dwarka North.  During further course of investigation, the gang leader Karan @ Kiran Nepali was arrested from Chhattarpur Metro Station on the instance of accused Yogesh.  

INTERROGATION :

During sustained interrogation, accused Karan @ Kiran Nepali revealed that he is involved in more than 6 cases of M.V thefts in the area of P.S. Vasant Kunj South, P.S. R.K. Puram and P.S. Vasant Vihar.  During further investigation, a Red colour Pulsar motorcycle without Number plate was recovered at the instance of accused Karan which was stolen from P.S. Vasant Kunj South.  Accused Karan @ Kiran Nepali disclosed that he disposed off all the stolen vehicles to his associate namely Imran and Gufran at Murad Nagar, Modi Nagar, Ghaziabad and Muzaffar Nagar, UP.  On the instance of accused Karan Nepali, the receiver of stolen vehicles Gufran @ Pappu S/o Khurshid R/o H. No. 173, Takiya Mohalla, Khala Par, PS Kotwali, Muzaffar Nagar UP was arrested from Car Market, Milan Bazar, Muzaffar Nagar, UP and 38 Registration Certificates of cars and 9 unique metallic plates of Engine / Chassis Number of cars along with one Maruti car were recovered from his possession.  Accused Gufran @ Pappu disclosed that he had dismantled and disposed off more than 100 cars so far and these are some of the RCs of the cars he dismantled and disposed off uptill now.  Search of the co-accused Imran and further investigation of the case is under process.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS :

1. Karan @ Kiran Nepali (24 years) R/o Chhatarpur, New Delhi is gang leader.  He is a school dropout.  He is married and has one daughter.  He is previously involved in more than 28 cases of M.V. theft.   He was released from Tihar Jail on 22.08.12 and changed his residence and started committing auto lifting.  Since last 20 days, he has stolen 8 vehicles in the area of South and South-West Districts.

2. Yogesh (24 years) s/o Amresh R/o H. No. 53, Main Market, Sultan Pur, New Delhi has studied up to 10th class.  He is married and supplies milk on demand.  He is previously involved in 2 cases of M.V. thefts and snatching.  He had been living with his maternal uncle in Haryana since one and half of year and recently he came back to his own house at Sultanpur Village, New Delhi where he met with old accomplices Karan and Pankaj and started committing snatching and M.V. theft.

3. Pankaj (22 years) s/o Satish Tanwar R/o H.No- 92, Mandi Village, New Delhi is pursuing BCA from a prestigious institution in Delhi.  In order to fulfill the requirements of his girl friends and other day to day expenses, he was in dire need of money.  During this period, he came in contact with Yogesh and Karan and started committing snatching and M.V. theft.

4. Gufran @ Pappu (26 years) S/o Khurshid, R/o H. No-173, Takiya Mohalla, Khala Par, PS Kotwali, Muzaffar Nagar UP is receiver of stolen vehicles.  He is running a Car Shop in Milan Market, Muzaffar Nagar, UP and used to dismantle old cars and sell the old spare parts of the cars. He also used to purchase the stolen cars form Delhi, NCR and Western UP and dismantle and dispose off them further. He was arrested previously by UP Police in similar kind of offence.

With the arrest of accused Imran s/o Dilshad r/o Village Malakpur-Fatehpur, District Moradabad (U.P) and Ajim @ Shahdat S/o Bhura R/o Village Thamla, PS Belari, District Moradabad (U.P), staff of PS K.M. Pur, South District have recovered 1 country made pistol with 2 live cartridges, one knife, 1 stolen Scooter and worked out 2 cases of M.V. thefts. 

BRIEF FACTS :    


On 15.09.11 at around 12.30 p.m., during area patrolling and checking by a police team comprising of SI Sanjeev, HC Charan Jeet Singh, Cts Narender Malik, Kultrun, Anuj, Mahesh and Jagdish noticed that two persons were coming towards Sewa Nagar, Kotla Mubarakpur from Defence Colony side. Both the persons were riding a bike without helmet and number plate. When they reached under Sewa Nagar flyover, police team tried to stop them for checking but the motor cyclists tried to escape from the spot. The police patrol team nabbed them under Sewa Nagar flyover after a chase.  During enquiry, they were identified as Imran s/o Dilshad R/o Village Malakpur-Fatehpur, District Moradabad (U.P) and Ajim @ Shahdat S/o Bhura R/o Village Thamla, PS Belari, District Moradabad (U.P). During enquiry, both the suspected persons could not give any satisfactory reply regarding their movement in that area.   On their personal search, a country made pistol and two live cartridges were recovered from the possession of Imran and a button actuated knife was recovered from the possession of Azim @ Shahdat. Accordingly, a case FIR No. 203/12 dated 14.09.12 u/s 25 Arms Act was registered at PS K.M. Pur. 

INTERROGATION :

During investigation, both the accused persons disclosed to have committed many sensational crimes including major robberies and dacoities in the various parts of U.P.  Recently, they started operating in Delhi.  They further disclosed that on the day of apprehension by police team, they had come to Delhi in a pre-planned manner to commit a robbery in South Delhi.   During interrogation, it was also revealed that accused Imran used to find his target on highways in UP.  He visits highways in his car by using a sticker of PRESS’ on his car and strikes vehicles. 
PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS :
1. Accused Imran s/o Dilshad R/o Village Malakpur-Fatehpur Distt Moradabad (U.P) is illiterate. He is married and has two children. He got associated with the bad elements and started committing major crimes in U.P.  He is involved in 20 sensational cases in different part of U.P. and Delhi. He was arrested three times in Gangster Act in U.P. He is very desperate to commit sensational crimes and used to attack on police personnel. In the recent past, he along with his associates committed a highway robbery in which he robbed a tourist Innova and a bus while coming from Delhi.  He is previously involved in the following criminal cases :

· NOTORIOUS SNATCHER OPERATING IN WEST DISTRICT ARRESTED 

· SNATCHED MOBILE PHONE AND MOTOR CYCLES USED IN COMMISSION OF CRIME RECOVERED

With the arrest of accused Navin Kumar @ Manjeet (32 years) S/o Late Kewal Ram R/o Gali No. 4, Wazirabad Village, staff of PS Vasant Vihar, South District have recovered snatched expensive mobile phone and motor cycle used in commission of crime. 

BRIEF FACTS :


In order to prevent bag and chain snatching in South Delhi,  teams were constituted with specific tasks to verify old and new snatchers, whether in jail or outside and to track their present activities.  In order to serve this purpose, sources were mobilized by the team members. The hard work of team yielded results when an information was received with regard to current activities of an old snatcher who was earlier arrested in 2008.  The team of SI Amit Tyagi, HC Kavinder and Ct. Prem Prakash further developed information and it was revealed that a snatcher would come at Katwaria Sarai Village to sell stolen mobiles.  Accordingly, a trap was laid down and the team arrested accused Navin Kumar @ Manjeet and recovered stolen mobile phone wanted in case FIR No. 270/12 u/s 379/356/34 IPC PS Rajauri Garden and seized Motorcycle No SL 5 SS 4241 used in commission of crime.  

INTERROGATION :

 
On sustained interrogation, it was revealed that Navin Kumar @ Manjeet originally belongs to Village Chhapauli, District Neem Ka Thana, Rajasthan.  He has studied upto 10th in Govt. School in Mukharjee Nagar, Delhi.  Thereafter, he did diploma in Computer Hardware from a prestigious institute in Delhi.  After that, he started working in NDPL Ltd.  Later, he came in contact with one Mintu r/o Mandawali and started committing theft.  Initially, he was arrested at PS Model Town in 2008 in case FIR No. 248/08 U/s 379411 IPC.  He confessed of committing 8 incidents of bag snatching at Rajouri Garden Market and nearby areas in last 6 months.  He is so desperate that once chased by the beat staff, he managed to escape despite heavy downpour.  He further confessed of snatching a bag from an old aged woman from Rajauri Garden Market thereby got booty of Rs. 25,000/- and a mobile phone.  After spending, all the cash amount received in the snatching bid, today, he visited Katwaria Sarai Village to sell the stolen mobile phone.
