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ECONOMIC OFFENCES WING, CRIME BRANCH  
FRAUDSTER ARRESTED INVOLVED IN MAKING FORGED AND FABRICATED DOCUMETNS
REQUIRED FOR OBTAINING LOAN AND ALSO TO SEEK CREDIT/DEBIT CARDS FROM
VARIOUS BANKS.

Economic Offences Wing, Crime Branch, Delhi Police has arrested Ajay
Dahiya (37 yrs) and Dharmesh Gajender Gala @ Akash Shah involved in
cheating banks by getting ATM Cards issued and loans sanctioned in
fictitious names with the help of forged documents.
Brief Facts:-
Barclays Bank had moved a complaint stating therein that some
employees of M/s BASP Chemical Ltd. and M/s Cellant Tech Ltd. were
sanctioned credit cards and personal loan. The accused persons with
fake names had submitted forged documents in support of their claims
and had induced the bank to sanction the loan and credit cards to
them. After causing pecuniary loss to the tune of Rs. 45,70,212/- the
accused had fled away. Accordingly, Case FIR No. 164/08, U/s
406/419/420/467/468/471/120-B IPC, PS EOW was registered and
investigation was taken up by EOW. During the course of investigation
a team comprising of SI Lokender Singh, ASI Samraj Singh, HC Bhupender
Singh, HC Suresh, Const. Sumit headed by A.C.P, Sh. Rajinder Singh
Manku was constituted under the overall supervision of Addl. D.C.P,
Sh. S.D. Misra.
Recovery:-
On specific information the team arrested above named accused persons
on 11.11.2011 and recovered laptop, a large number of forged
debit/credit cards of several banks, forged driving licenses, blank
blocks of ID cards with Magnetic Stripe, Magnetic Stripe Card
Reader/Writer, ID Card Printer and number of mobile phones from their
possession.
Background:-
The interrogation of accused Ajay Dahiya revealed that his family
hails from Sonipat, Haryana. He did his Intermediate from Central
School, Delhi Cantt and completed his graduation (B.A) from Shivaji
College. In his early days he used to work as Technician in B.L.
Kapoor Hospital at Rajindra Place, Delhi. Thereafter, he left Delhi
and shifted to Mumbai. He started small time business of computer
hardware by the name of Ajay Computer at Meera Road, Mumbai. At the
same time he had also carried out business of selling second hand
mobile phones. He had also carried out work of renting vehicles to
call centers.
While doing business in Mumbai he suffered losses of Rs. 35 lacs in a
property deal. To recover the losses he came in contact with a gang
led by one Shreyansh. This gang was expert in cheating banks with the
help of forged and fabricated documents. He actively participated in
the activities of the gang and cheated a number of banks by taking
personal loans, vehicle loans and using ATM Cards etc. with the help
of forged and fabricated documents. He also came in contact with one
Mehul Shah and his cousin Dharmesh Gajender Gala. Mehul Shah is an
expert in computer. Dharmesh was brought by Mehul shah to assist him
in his work.
Ajay Dahiya was earlier arrested in three cases along with Mehul Shah,
and others in Mumbai in the year 2006 and Dharmesh was arrested in one
case in Delhi on pervious occasion. Further investigation is going on
to unearth the dimensions of the racket.
Shifiting  base to NCR
After their arrest in Mumbai these persons had shifted their
operations all over India and had got scattered to several places in
India Ajay, Mehul  Dharmesh  shifted their base to Gurgaon and
Gaziabad. They thereafter shifted their base to other places after
cheating Barclays Bank before they could be apprehended.
Modus Operandi:-
On investigation, it was disclosed that the accused persons used to
collect documents such Income Tax Returns, Ration Card Copy, PAN
CARDS, electricity bills, telephone bills and driving license,
passport, photographs etc from innocent persons on the pretext of
getting them loans sanctioned from the bank. By transferring the
scanned image to the computer they used to make forged documents by
changing name, address, photographs etc. Thereafter, they used to
submit these forged documents to various bank for issue of credit
cards and for opening accounts with respective banks. On obtaining
credit cards and other cards in fraudulent manner they used to make
down payments of various kinds of loans they had applied for vehicles
and also to purchase articles from various shop in the market. They
also used to induce banks to sanction them personal loans, showing
themselves as employees of several companies. To ensure that the
financial institution and banks do not suspect their activities they
used to take flats/shops on rent at various places on fictitious
names. They managed to convince the banks and financial institution
that they were genuine businessmen and customers and got sanctioned
the applied loans. They used to show themselves as employees of
various bogus companies such as BASP Chemicals and Cellent
Technologies.
Their interrogation is on to identify their co-accused including the
technical support system/expert and to apprehend them in this case.

 Abduction( and brutal murder of a transporter worked out.
 One person arrested.(
( After murder Transporter’s body dumped in Bawana canal, near Village
Kailana, Distt. Sonepat, Haryana.

A team led by Insp. Richhpal Singh and consisting of SI Sanjay Neolia,
HC Ajit Singh, HC Sandeep, HC Sushil Kumar, HC Jag Mohan, Ct Nitya
Nand and Ct. Bijender under the supervision of ACP Bir Singh and
overall supervision of Addl. DCP/Crime Sanjay Bhatia have worked out
an abduction and murder of a transporter that had taken in the
jurisdiction of Police Station Mundka, Delhi.

         Information was received on 16/11/2011 by HC Sushil Kumar that a
transporter involved in the kidnapping and brutal murder of his fellow
transporter would be coming to ISBT, Kashmere Gate.  A trap was laid
and a person was apprehended.  He was identified as Pawan Kumar
Phougat (aged 27 years) s/o Ram Karan Phougat r/o Village & Post
Kailana, PS Gannaur, Distt. Sonepat, Haryana.

                 Pawan Kumar Phougat was subjected to intensive interrogation.  It
was revealed that he owned a Tata Magic vehicle and plied it from
Nangloi to Bahadurgarh and back under Gramin Sewa scheme. Trilok @
Chikki (aged 35 years) r/o Bahadur Garh Sadar, Distt, Jhajjar, Haryana
was his fellow transporter. He also owned two Tata Magic vehicles and
the both the vehicles were also plying under the Gramin Sewa Scheme
from Nangloi to Bahadur Garh and back.  Pawan Kumar Phougat developed
business rivalry with Trilok @ Chikki over carrying of passengers.
Several altercations took place between him and Trilok @ Chikki over
this issue. Pawan Kumar Phougat along with his elder brother Anil then
decided to take revenge. They contacted Shakti, Dalbir and Munish r/o
Village Kailana, Haryana, Devender r/o Mui Mazra, Haryana, Ashok r/o
Nizampur, Haryana and Pradeep r/o Sundana, Haryana and joined them in
their plan. On 12/11/2011, Pawan Kumar Phougat along with Munish and
Dalbir in a Alto Car, Shakti and Ashok in a Maruti Van and Anil,
Pradeep and Devender in a Tata Magic Gramin Sewa followed the Santro
car of Trilok @ Chikki. They intercepted Trilok @ Chikki near
Hirankudna more, Mundka and took him to Metro Depot Mundka where they
thrashed him.  Then Pawan Kumar Phougat and his brother Anil, Munish
and Pradeep took Trilok @ Chikki to the fields near Village Kailana
where they again thrashed him and then killed him by suffocating him.
They then dumped his dead body in Bawana Canal near village Kailana.
Sonepat, Haryana.  Pawan Kumar Phougat has also been found earlier
involved in a case of Arms Act of PS Nangloi, Delhi.  Efforts are on
to apprehend the remaining accused persons.

Concerned police station of Mundka has been informed about the arrest.

 270 Gms OF FINE QUALITY HEROIN( SEIZED.
 PRICE OF HEROIN IN INTERNATIONAL MARKET APPROXIMATELY RS. 27( LACS.
A team of officers of Crime Branch led by Inspr. Vivek Pathak and
consisting of ASI Devender Singh, HC Laxman Parsad, HC Charan Singh,
HC Rajesh Kumar, Const. Jai Parkash and W/Ct. Janeeta Meena under the
supervision of ACP Bir Singh and overall supervision of Addl.
DCP/Crime  Sanjay Bhatia have apprehended a lady involved in
trafficking of drugs and have recovered 270 Gms of Heroin.  The Heroin
recovered is worth Rs. 27 Lacs (Approximately) in the International
Market.
Information was received on 16/11/2011 by ASI Devender Singh that a
lady involved in supplying of drugs is residing in the area of Pahar
Ganj, Central District.  The information was further developed and on
specific information a lady was apprehended from the corner of Gali
No. 4, Bagichi Allauddin, Motia Khan, Pahar Ganj, Delhi.  She was
identified as Kiran (aged 50 years) w/o Daya Ram r/o Bagichi
Allauddin, Motia Khan, Pahar Ganj, Delhi. 270 Gms of Heroin was
recovered from her possession. A case under the appropriate sections
of the NDPS Act was registered.
Kiran was subjected to intensive interrogation.  It was revealed that
her husband Daya Ram was an addict of smack and alcohol and died due
to his addiction.  Kiran in order to meet the expenses of her family
started peddling heroin.
Further investigation of the case is in progress.

RACKET OF CREDIT CARD CHEATS BUSTED : SIX ACCUSED ARRESTED AND FAKE
ACCOUNT DOCUMENTS, DRIVING LICENSES, ATM CARDS, LAPTOPS, MOBILE
PHONES, SIM CARDS ETC RECOVERED.
Staff of PS Mehrauli, South District have arrested six youths who have
cheated various innocent people on the pretext of issuing them free
credit cards, procuring loan on lower interest and assuring placement
in Gigolo Club.
ACCUSED ARRESTED:
1. Rajiv Arora (26 years) s/o Munish Kumar r/o H. No. 1119, Sector-13,
Hissar, Haryana and presently staying at A-2/119, IInd Floor, Paschim
Vihar, Delhi.
2. Sumit Arora (23 years) s/o Ashok Kumar r/o H. No. 69/18, Subhash
Nagar, Hansi, Hissar, Haryana and presently staying at E-1/145, 1st
floor, Sector-16, Rohini Delhi.
3. Aman Kumar (26 years) s/o Vijay Shankar Sinha r/o Sipahi Tola,
Chunapur Road, PS Khajanchi Haat, District Purnia Bihar and presently
staying at H. No. 189A, IIIrd Floor, Arjun Nagar, Safdarjang, New
Delhi.
4. Ashish Upadhyay (26 years) s/o Vinay Kumar Upadhyay r/o Sipahi
Tola, Dollar House Chowk, PS Khajanchi Haat, District Purnia, Bihar.
5. Ankit Tandon (27 years) s/o Anil Tandon r/o 24/4, Shiv Puri,
Mujjaffar Nagar, UP and presently staying at C-76, Daya Nand Colony,
Lajpat Nagar, Delhi.
6. Yogesh Kumar Sharma (30 years) s/o Late. Ram Gopal Sharma r/o
RZ-243, B-1, Raj Nagar (Part-II), Palam Colony, New Delhi and
presently staying at D-158/2, Gali Ashramwali, Gurudwara Road, Palam,
New Delhi.
BRIEF FACTS :
Sh. Kamal Yadav r/o 63, Saidullajab, Kehar Singh Estate, Westend
Marg, New Delhi visited PS Mehrauli and filed a complaint wherein it
was alleged that he is holder of Credit Card of ICICI Bank. Someone
had contacted him telephonically and introduced himself as an
executive of ICICI Bank and asked him for to get a new credit card
with enhanced credit facility without any cost.  Next day, an
executive met him and he gave him his documents pertaining to his 3
credit cards, address proof, I/D proof, etc. After few days, he was
informed by his bank that his telephone number and mail I/D has been
changed in his bank record.  He also came to know that two
transactions for Rs. 23,345/- and Rs. 1124.11/- had also been made
from his credit card at Make My Trip and Merchandise by someone.
After verifying the fact, a case vide FIR No. 492/11 u/s 420/34 IPC PS
Mehrauli was registered and investigation taken up.  Later, during
investigation, Sections of law 467/468/471/120B IPC were added in the
present case.
INVESTIGATION :
A team comprising Inspr. Dalip Kumar, SIs Parveen Kumar and Shiv Dev,
HC Naresh No. 575/SD and Ct. Shodan No. 2944/SD, Ct. Manoj No.
3523/SD, Ct. Dinesh No. 3575/SD under the supervision of Inspr. Pankaj
Singh, SHO/Mehrauli and Sh. Rajender Singh, ACP/Mehrauli was
constituted to develop the criminal intelligence and gear up their
resources to have any clue about the accused persons.
During the course of investigation, the team focused the investigation
on one Rajiv Arora and finally on 15-11-11 arrested him from his
rented house at Paschim Vihar, Delhi where he was residing with his
family.  At his instance, accused Sumit Tandon was also arrested from
his house in Rohini, Delhi on 15-11-11 itself. Both the accused were
produced before the Hon’ble Court and obtained their police custody
remand. On 16-11-11, at the instance of both accused, their associates
Ankit, Yogesh, Aman and Ashish were also arrested from their houses.
INTERROGATION / MODUS OPERANDI: 
On sustained interrogation, accused persons revealed that accused
Sumit Arora and Aman are sacked employees of reputed private banks and
are well aware of the banking work.  They are well aware about the
documents required for opening a new bank account, PAN Card, MTNL
telephone connection, etc.  Accused persons used to procure booklets
of empty Driving License of Patna Transport Department, which are
easily available there on stationary shops. They used to prepare fake
stamps and forged Driving Licenses on fake names and addresses by
affixing their own photographs. On the basis of these Driving
Licenses, they used to manage to take rented accommodations in Delhi
and procure rent agreements from the different landlords and use the
same as address proof to procure MTNL connections, PAN Cards etc.  On
the basis of these documents, they manage to get the several bank
accounts opened in different banks by changing their names and
addresses and affixing their own photographs.  To avoid being
detected, they used to prepare their own photographs in different
styles by changing their hair style, mustaches, beard,
goggles/spectacles etc.
Accused further disclosed that they also obtained a number of SIM
cards on fake identities. Through tele-calling, they used to collect
documents/particulars of victims on the pretext of providing new
credit cards to be issued free of cost or to give loan on lower
interest rates. After that they used to book air tickets by using the
credit card details of the victims and give them to different travel
agents and receive money in their bank accounts opened on fake
identities.  Thereafter, they used to get the phone numbers and e-mail
IDs of the victims changed in their own numbers/mails in the bank
records to avoid alerts being passed on to the victim.
Accused Sumit has also created a Blog on Google in the name of Male
Escort Agency.  On the pretext of giving placement in Gigolo Club, he
demands membership fees from the interested persons and get it
deposited in their fake accounts. They also charge processing fees
from the loan seekers and deposit the same in fake accounts. To deal
with the travel agents, they have also created Firms duly registered
in the name of Global Enterprises and Universal Trip and also opened
current accounts and websites in the name of these firms.
Around 3 years back, accused Sumit and Rajiv came in contact with Aman
and formed a syndicate to cheat people in such manner by involving
Ashish, Ankit and Yogesh.  Sumit, Rajiv and Ankit used to act as
tele-caller and also used to get fake firms registered and handle the
travel agencies etc. Aman and Ashish used to get opened fake accounts.
 Yogesh used to act like a field executive and collect documents from
the victims.  Accused Aman and Rajeev used to pay salaries /
incentives to Ashish, Ankit and Yogesh and set their targets as is
being done in the private companies to enhance the performance of
their staff.  So far 35 fake accounts opened in different banks have
been identified in the name of accused persons.
PROFILE OF ACCUSED PERSONS :
Sumit Arora and Aman are ex-employees of a reputed private bank and
have worked in the area of procuring bank accounts etc to the
customers.  Sumit, Aman, Ashish and Ashish have studied up to 12th
class.  Ankit has studied up to 12th class and has also passed IRDA
test for insurance agents and is a diploma holder of FTDC. Yogesh
originally hails from Bhairod (Rajasthan) and has studied upto 10th
class.
ADVISORIES FOR GENERAL PUBLIC :
1. People should avoid giving their bank account / ATM card details to
unknown persons.
2. People should prefer contacting to the bank themselves, if any
other service of the bank is required by them.
3. If anyone is giving lucrative offer such as procuring loan on lower
interest rate than what is prevailing in the market, authenticity of
such person must be properly verified.
4. People should avoid giving advance payment to unknown persons.  If
any such instance comes to notice, police be informed at the earliest.
