GANG OF TANTRIK BABASAHZAD WHO HAD CHEATED MANY PEOPLE IN DELHI AND OTHER STATES BUSTED

· Tantrik Baba Shahzad and his two associates arrested. 

· One Indian Eagle Owl(a protected species  under Schedule IV of Wildlife protection Act), one Golden ring, one bottle Sodium Metal, One bottle Phosphorus Yellow, One Handi, One fine thread and other articles used in ‘Tantra’ recovered.

· Accused persons had cheated many male/female by opening offices in Delhi, Jaipur (Rajasthan), Hyderabad, UP and Mumbai. 

· Had executed more than 500 such cheating incidents in Delhi and other states. 


With the arrest of Tantrik Baba Shahzad s/o Alla Noor r/o Sanjay Colony, Arthala, Ghaziabad, UP and his associates, a notorious gang, which had cheated many innocent persons, has been busted.  

INCIDENT

A victim approached the local police of PS Geeta Colony. In her complaint she mentioned that she is having a discordial relationship with her husband. To get over this marital discord she contacted on a given mobile phone to one TANTRIK BABA whose advertisement she had seen on a T.V. channel in the name of “MIYAN MOINJI SAMRAT”.  She called him at his office in Kalkaji. On 4.1.2011 she had gone to the office of this BABA in Kalkaji as per discussion on phone. He asked her about her problems.  The Baba showed the victim an owl and told her that the owl will tell her about her problem as well as the solution.  After some time the Tantrik Baba intimidated her by saying that her husband is under the influence of a ‘kala Jin’ & if not treated this may result in his death too. The Tantrik also asked her Rs. 2100/- for Pooja and Rs 51,000/ (51 currency notes of Rs 1000/ each) & 5 gold coins (total weight 50 gms) along with some common herbs generally used to carry out Hindu Ritual/poojas to be kept in a pot for Pooja.  He told her that ritual should be done as soon as possible. The Tantrik baba promised her that this donation of Rs 51000/ & 50 gm gold (5 gold coins) will be given back to her after the pooja is over. 
Next day she called Baba and mentioned her inability to come to his office today as her husband is at home. Baba told him that he is sending someone near her house with the pot (handi) and asked her to put cash  Rs. 51,000/- and 5 Gold coins in that pot as they don’t touch the cash and other items of Pooja. She told Baba that she will meet him at the gate of Chacha Nehru Hospital, Geeta Colony.  On 16/01/2011 at about 05.45 PM two person Shahjad and Aashu reached Chacha Nehru Hospital, Geeta Colony, Delhi and called her that they are waiting for her. When she reached at the gate of hospital, both Aashu and Shahzad were standing there.  Shahzad told her to put the cash and coins in the pot. As demanded she placed 51 currency notes of Rs.1000/- each in the pot. Shahzad asked her for Gold coins stating that Pooja could not be completed without gold on this she placed two gold rings (from her fingers) in the pot. They told her that Pooja will continue for three days and after three days she may call them on mobile. But after the pooja, the tantrik & his associates stopped attending her calls & also denied her to pay back the promised sum and her gold rings, stating that the same has been accepted by “Kala Jin” as sacrifice and now no need for her to come to their office. They cheated her for sum of Rs. 53100/- and gold about one tola (10 grams).


On her complaint a case of cheating was registered vide FIR No. 37/11 against the Tantrik baba & his associates u/s 420/120B/34 IPC. Later on, section 9, 49, 50, 51 of Wild Life Protection Act were added in the case.

TEAM

Under the supervision of Sh. RomilBaaniya, IPS, ACP/ Sub-Division Gandhi Nagar, Delhi, a team led by  HC Rohtash Kumar, Const. Virender, Const.  Abodh Kumar, Const. Manoj Kumar and Const. Rajesh Kumar were constituted to bust the gang of Tantrik Baba involved in cheating. 
INVESTIGATION

The team started developing information regarding Tantrik and his associates.  The team conducted raids at several places and finally Shahzad was arrested from Apsara Border & later on at his instance his associates ‘Ikram’ & Akbar were also arrested from their office situated in kalkaji.

INTERROGATION 

During the interrogation he disclosed that he has been carrying out such business with his other family members. They are having offices in Delhi and other states. They advertise on TV Channels for Tantrik solution of every type of personal and family problems.  He disclosed that 15 years back his uncle (Mama) Shamim went to Mumbai and started Tantrik work there. When he found better income in this job his elder brother Sharif left for Mumbai to learn this art of Tantra Vidya from his uncle. Later on, they opened their own offices separately at Hyderabad with other associates namely Aas Mohd. @ Aashu, Ida @ Danny, Mohd. Akbar, Ikram, Azad and Bona. They worked there for an year and got income of huge amount after duping lot of innocent people.  He disclosed that a victim, who is a computer science graduate from Hyderabad university, came there and they had taken Rs. 2,50,000/- cash and 70 tola gold  from her in a pot to remove her grievances. When she started visiting their office demanding back her money and gold then they took the usual excuse that the same was accepted by “Kala Jin” as sacrifice. Later on they closed their office at Hyderabad and moved to Delhi. She had forwarded a complaint in this regard to the Commissioner of Police, Hyderabad.  They later opened offices in Delhi at Darya Ganj and Lajpat Nagar. He had also cheated taking Rs. 5,51,000/-  and 50 gram gold from one Delhi resident and in this regard a case was registered at Police Station Lajpat Nagar vide FIR No. 241/10 u/s 420 IPC.  Javed was arrested in this case and other associates succeeded in running away. They have paid the money to the complainant and got the case cancelled after comprise. They closed the said office and opened new offices at Ghaziabad, Jaipur (Rajasthan), Munirka and in front of Kalkaji Depot, Delhi. They have cheated as many 500 persons so far in the area of Delhi and other states.

With the arrest of Mujahir S/o Farvi R/o Village karwa mani, Post – Kharuda, P.S. Paua Khali, Kishan Ganj, Bihar, staff of PS Geeta Colony have busted a gang of robbers who used to rob their passengers in TSR.

INCIDENT

On  01.01.11 Shri Durga Rao, who is an army man posted with 5th Armed Regiment c/o 56 APO, Patiala was going from his posting area i.e. Patiala to his native village in Andhra Pradesh via Delhi. He came from Patiala to Delhi by bus and then hired a TSR from ISBT Kasmeri Gate for New Delhi Railway Station. The TSR after moving about 200 mts, from ISBT Kasmeri Gate took two more passengers for New Delhi Railway Station. Instead of taking the passengers to New Delhi Railway Station the driver took a detour toward Geeta Colony bridge & near Shamshan Ghat (Geeta Colony) one of the co-passenger attempted to strangulate Durga Rao with a rope. As he resisted the other co-passenger stabbed him first in the neck & then in the mouth. On finding that Durga Rao had become unconscious they dumped him at Shamshan Ghat & fled away with all his belongings. A case vide FIR No. 3/11, U/s 392/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Geeta Colony and the investigation of the case was entrusted to S.I. Ram Niranjan Pathak.

TEAM


Under the supervision of Shri Romil Baaniya, ACP/Gandhi Nagar a team under the leadership of Inspr. Ranbir Singh Khatri, SHO/Geeta Colony and S.I. Ram Niranjan Pathak, Geeta Colony along with staff Ct Tarun Kumar No. 1383/E and Ct Deepak No. 1451/E was constituted to solve the case of robbery vide FIR No. 03/11 P.S. Geeta Colony.

INVESTIGATION
To solve this case a multi point trap was layed, with different teams at ISBT Kashmiri Gate, Geeta Colony Bridge, Shamshan Ghat (Pushta Road Geeta Colony) & Y-Point Gandhi Nagar. The team at ISBT spotted a TSR with multiple passangers which later on took a detour towards Geeta Colony Bridge. When intercepted near CNG pump (Geeta Colony Pushta) three persons including the driver managed to fled away leaving behind the TSR and the passanger. On interrogation the passanger revealed that he hired this TSR for Old Delhi Railway station. Enquiry from Transport Authorities revealed that the TSR belonged to one Firoz Alam S/o Mohd. Israiel R/o B – 274, Nand Nagar.  On enquiry Firoz Alam disclosed that he is the owner of this TSR & he had given it to Azad on rent during night time. This TSR was rightly identified by Shri Durga Rao based on the peculiar dent marks on the back of TSR & the torned plastic overhead cover. Further interrogation reveled that Azad along with his associates Samed & Mujjahid @ Moja are generally seen on this TSR at ISBT Kashmiri Gate. All the accused were on the run since then. Based on credible information & sustained questioning of their relatives & associates and raids at their possible hideouts one of the accused Mujahir @ Moja was arrested on 17.02.2011, who disclosed that he along with other gang members were operating from ISBT kashmeri gate and Old/New Delhi Railway station and generally targets persons moving alone with a relatively low profile. 

Further efforts are being made to arrest the remaining two accused.  Further involvement of the accused persons in other cases is also being probed.

BOOTY RECOVERED

With the arrest of (1) Suab Malik, aged 23 years s/o Mohd Irshad r/o H. No. 1101, Rakab Ganj, Delite Cinema, Delhi, (2) Shahzad Danish, aged 22 years s/o Late Mohd Yasin r/o 2495, Churi Walan, Gali Kashmir, Chandni Mahal, Delhi and (3) Shahzad Atif, aged 21 years s/o Yasin r/o 1154, Gali Sayad Wali, Katra Dhobian, Chandni Mahal, Delhi, Central District police has busted a gang of robbers involved in an incident of crime in committed Delhi. Cash Rs 600/- & photo ID card robbed during the incident, 4 mobile phones and knife & a motorcycle used in commission of crime have been recovered.   

TEAM AND INCIDENT


On the night intervening 17/18-02-2011, HC Amar Pal and Ct. Sidharth of PS Darya Ganj were on patrolling duty under the supervision of Inspr. Shree Krishan (Inspr/Inv Darya Ganj) in the area near Kajiwada, NS Marg, Darya Ganj when they heard someone shouting for help and they immediately responded to it.  Three assailants on a motorcycle were learnt to have robbed one Javed Ahmad r/o Darya Ganj of his cash and some documents at the point of a knife.  The assailants were ready to flee away on the motorcycle when they were intercepted by the police staff and all three of them were overpowered in assistance with the public.  The identity of the assailants was revealed as Suab Malik, Shahzad Danish and Shahzad Atif.  Robbed booty i.e. cash Rs. 600/- and ID card as well as the knife used in commission of crime were recovered from their possession.  A case vide FIR No. 39/11 u/s 392/411/34 IPC was registered at PS Darya Ganj, Delhi and the investigation was taken up.  

INTERROGATION
All three of them were arrested in this case and were subjected to sustained interrogation during which they revealed that their area of operation is JLN Marg, Delhi Gate, Asaf Ali Road and NS Marg and they operate between 10 PM to 1 AM in the night when the movement of traffic is very less.  They generally target pedestrians and the people singly riding the two-wheelers.  They also confessed having committed similar other incidents too which are being verified.  At their instance, four mobile phones were also recovered.

Rajesh @ Bhure S/o Late Sh Babu Singh is an illiterate and never went to school. He got married to Anita in year 2003. To earn a living Rajesh @ Bhure used to driver TSR & Tractor on contract basis in Trans Yamuna area. He was not earning enough money to cater to his family needs due to which Rajesh got in contact with the D.M Gang who used to abduct people and demand ransom money from their family members. Rajesh @ Bhure is also wanted in Gangster Act and many other crimes in PS Nawabganj, Farukhabad, Uttar Pradesh. 


Concerned I.O. of P.S. Khajoori Khas has been informed. The accused is being produced in the Court. Investigation of the case is under progress.

On this information, team of AATS/SW laid a trap near Dwarka Underpass on way to NH-08. During checking on the pointing out of informer, two persons riding on motorcycle were stopped for checking. They were asked to produce documents of the motor cycle. However, they could not provide any documents. On enquiry, it was found that this motorcycle was stolen from the area of PS Najafgarh recently. They were apprehended and interrogated. During interrogation they disclosed their names as Loknath @ Monu s/o Shri Kamal Prasad and Ramniwas @ Ballan s/o Shri Dau Dayal.  It was revealed that Loknath had stolen this motor cycle few days earlier from Najafgarh area and he had called Ballan from UP and they were heading towards Mathura for selling the motor cycle.This motor cycle was connected to FIR No.21/11 u/s 379 IPC PS Najafgarh. During sustained interrogation, Loknath disclosed that he alongwith one Rajesh and Mahender @ Chela commit theft of motor cycles in various parts of Delhi and sell these motor cycles to Ram Niwas @ Ballan of Mathura and one Pramod of Agra. It was further revealed that Loknath had stolen a motor cycle about 45 days earlier from Sector-06 Dwarka DDA Flat parking and had disposed it off in Gwalior. This motor cycle was found to be linked to FIR No. 3/11 u/s 379 IPC PS Dwarka South. On this, both of the apprehended accused persons were produced in court on next day and three days Police Custody remand was sought. A joint team of AATS and PS Dwarka South was constituted and further raids were conducted in Mathura, Agra and other places in UP. During these raids one Pramod s/o Rambabu r/o Village Lakhan Pur Shastripuram PS- Sikndra Distt- Agra UP, aged-30 years was apprehended and four stolen motor cycles were recovered from him. On the instance of Ramniwas @ Ballan four stolen motorcycles were recovered from Mathura and on the instance of Loknath one more stolen motor cycle was recovered from Chhawla area.  Recovery of 10 motor cycles has been affected from this gang. Teams have been sent to various places in UP and MP in search of absconding Auto lifters namely Rajesh and Mahender @ Chela and the remaining motor cycles as well as other receiver.


Accused Parmod is a History Sheeter of Sikandara Police Station of Agra District. He is involved in a number of cases of Dacoity, Robbery, One Murder and Thefts. He was absent B.C of Police station Sikandara, UP. Absconding Auto lifter Rajesh @ Jala is previously involved in a number of cases of Auto lifting in Delhi.

h). Use of loudspeakers.

INCIDENT TEAM AND ARREST


A complaint was received from HDFC Bank, J Block, Ansal Bhawan, Rajouri Garden regarding misuse of many Credit Cards by some unknown person and withdrawal of approximately Rs. 09 lacs from the different cards.


A team comprising of Inspr. Maninder Singh, I/C AATS, West District SI Naveen Kumar, HC Dilbagh Singh, HC Rishi, HC Naresh, HC Rajiv, HC Sanjiv, Ct. Sandeep, Ct. Maninder, Ct. Tirkey and Ct. Ranbir was constituted under the direct supervision of Sh. Sumer Singh, ACP/DIU/West District. As this was a challenging task, the team worked relentlessly and collected details of several criminals with similar modus operandi and activated their informers to develop the information about the gangs. Enquiries were conducted from the Banks officials and the addresses where these cards were delivered through Blue Dart Courier verified/checked.  On enquiry, it came to notice that all the cards were delivered only in a particular area of Faridabad District.  Another strange and peculiar fact which emerged during enquiry was that the original addresses of all these card holders were residing out of Delhi like Karnataka, Mumbai, Bangalore etc. and these cards were used occasionally. The bank records indicated that the addresses of these cards were changed to that of Faridabad and were subsequently intercepted by accused Arvind & Anand, through their accomplices in the courier company. Since the cards were very infrequently used by the bonafide customers, hence they remained blissfully unaware about the changes in address and issue of new cards. Few customers made complaints to the bank when their cards were found to be inactive.

  
The team started checking and compiling bank data as well as addresses of customers whose addresses have recently been got changed specially at Faridabad. Some Courier boys were discretely followed and intelligence developed on their activities.  Finally the suspects were identified and apprehended.

INTERROGATION, DISCLOSURE AND MODUS OPERANDI

  
The Courier boys Sube Singh, Dharamvir and Rajender Kumar were arrested and on their interrogation Vishnu, another Courier boy/ mediator was arrested.  During sustained interrogation, they revealed that they used to deliver the cards at different addresses of Faridabad where Arvind and Dara Anand used to intercept the same, instead of delivering them to new changed addresses.  Courier boys used to take Rs. 10,000/- per card.  Courier boys also disclosed that they came into the contact of Arvind and Dara Anand through Vishnu. After sustained interrogation, Vishnu disclosed about the residential addresses and hideouts of Arvind and Dara Anand.  Both the accused were also arrested who disclosed that they got the Credit Cards, Data and information through one Sangeet Anand who is working as Assistant Manager (Collection) in the HDFC Bank at Naraina. At the instance of these accused, Sangeet Anand has been apprehended at HDFC Bank Naraina.

  
Under sustained interrogation, Sangeet Anand disclosed that he provided 8 Credit Cards of different HDFC customers living outside Delhi. Sangeet Anand had identified 65 other accounts which were inactive for past few months whose details he had obtained by misusing his official position as Assistant Manager (Collections), HDFC Branch, Naraina and had plans to use them for cheating. Sangeet Anand used to randomly access the card details of various cards holders by entering any name.  He used to look for those cards belonging to customers who were residents of other States especially down South and had not transected through their cards for more than three months.  After obtaining the key information of such cards he used to pass on this information to his associates Arvind & Dara Anand.  One of these duos posed himself as the bonafide customer and got the delivery addresses changed by using the key information details of original customer.  These details were changed by the fraudster by calling up the Customer Service Deptt. of HDFC Bank located at Ansal Classique Tower, Rajouri Garden Office on Bank’s Helpline #011 41514332.  Later the reissued cards were got delivered to the change addresses and used illegally.  Sangeet Anand used to get 40% of the ill gotten money, while Arvind and Dara Anand kept 60%.

• BIG HAUL OF COUNTERFEIT SILVERTONE ELECTRIC FANS WORTH LAKHS OF RUPEES.
• ONE PERSON ARRESTED.

      With the arrest of Anil Kumar, aged -52 years, s/o Sh.Amar Nath
r/o 83 D Jhang Apartment, Sector-13, Rohini Delhi,  proprietor of Shop
No-2159 Chaha Indara, Bhagirath Place, Delhi, the IPR section of
Economic Offences Wing has unearthed a racket of manufacturing,
stocking, packaging  and sale of counterfeit electric ceiling fans and
heating elements of “SILVERTONE” brand,  which is a registered Trade
Mark and Copy Right of M/s Advance Appliances(India).

  On 17/02/11, an information was received in IPR Section of EOW  that one shopkeeper of Bhagirath Place Market, Anil Kumar  is engaged  in stocking, distributing and selling of counterfeit “Silvertone” brand Elecctric appliances.   Immediately a team consisting of SI Subeer Ojaswi, SI Vinod Kumar,SI Ashwini, HC Sanjeev, HC Naresh, HC Dinesh and Ct. Z.H.Zaidi, was constituted and raid was  conducted at Shop No-2159 Ground Floor, Chaha Indara, Bhagirath Palace, Delhi.  Accused Anil Mehdiratta was found in possession of   186 counterfeit fans of “Silvertone” Trade mark and he was arrested. He disclosed that he supplied the fans to another shopkeeper namely Sriram, who has been running shop at 2152/1, Chaha Indara, Bhagirath Place, Delhi. Further search was conducted at the said shop and 200 packs of counterfeit heating elements and twelve counterfeit fans bearing falsified trade mark of “Silvertone” were recovered from the shop.  Accused Sriram, the shop owner, was not available at the shop at the time of raid and efforts are going on to apprehend him.
      A case FIR No. 81/10 u/s 103/104 TM Act was registered at Police
Station EOW in this regard.  So far in this case 198 counterfeit
electric fans and 200 heating elements have been recovered.

      The approx. market value of the above recovered counterfeit
electric appliances is Rs. three lacs.  By indulging in the said
illegal activities, the accused persons have been causing risk and
threat to the life of general public, and huge loss to the Govt. 
exchequer as well as to the complainant company.  Accused is being
taken on police custody remand to find out their other associates
indulging in such illegal activities. Further investigation of the
case is in progress.
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
