From the Editor.

If your experience with your e-mail provider is anything like mine, you receive a lot of unwanted e-mail (also called spam).  Much of this e-mail is a harmless nuisance, but some has the potential of being dangerous.  As far as I can tell, the potentially harmful e-mail falls into five categories.  First there is the: “have a look at this incredible picture (of you) that is all over the Internet”.  Here the purpose is to allow your computer to open itself up to a harmful virus.  Second, there is the:  “you have won in the Lottery” email.  Third there are variations on the theme: “you don’t know me, but we can both benefit from your help with transferring a large sum of money out of my country”.  The purpose of the second and the third, rather crude scams is to obtain the details of your Bank account, including its number and password.   Fourth is a variation on the theme: “your bank account at [Name of a well-known Bank] is blocked and you must give your bank account details to get it re-opened”.   Fifth is an e-mail that tells you: ”your e-mail account has not been paid for and will be closed unless you give us your payment details”.  The fourth and the fifth varieties can be very convincing.  For example, I received an e-mail from an entity that called itself “The AOL Billing Center, Admin@aol.com”.  It directed me to a website that looked authentic with the right AOL logos and statements about the importance of security.  But the web-address window easily gave it away as a scam attempt. It read:        “http://www.forexprivate.ru/comdev/faqsupport/New-Aol-Scam/AOL%20new/”.  

The “forexprivate.ru” part of the address told me that the e-mail had originated in Russia, an unlikely place for an AOL Billing Center.  The pathetic part of the attempted scam was that the would-be-scammer had labeled an operational sub-directory on his or her web-site as  “New-Aol-Scam”!
