E-Tenders are invited through the E-Portal of the State Government (http://eproc.karnataka.gov.in) from the reputed Suppliers for Supply of Veneers for the year 2016-17 [upto 31.03.2018] as shown in the Schedule. 

Pre -Qualification Criteria : 

1. The Tenderer should have reputed Established Manufacturers /Registered Trader & Register in his/Firm/Company name as per Rules of VAT and shall furnish necessary documents along with Tender Form to that effect.

2. The Tenderer shall have valid VAT and CST Registration and shall furnish the TIN and PAN numbers. Tender shall furnish their Last year Performance Details. 

3. The Pre-qualification Bid will be opened first and only Tenders that satisfy the Pre-qualification criteria shall be eligible for opening of financial bid. 
4. The Tenderer shall furnish an EMD for Veneers of Rs. 50000.00. 

5. Undertaking by Tenderer to the effect that he/she has not been blacklisted by KSFIC or any other Government agency/ department shall be submitted at the time of participation in tender process.

Other Conditions:-

1. Time for receipt of E-Tenderers is upto 4.00 P.M of 20.03.2017 at the     e-procurement portal. 

2. The Technical Bid will be opened at 11.00 A.M on 23.03.2017 & Financial Bid will be opened at 11.30 A.M on 23.03.2017 by the competent Authority. 

3. Tenderer should upload Tender form along with Annexed Tender Chart –I and other documents. 

4. The Tenderer needs to enter some value in e-procurement wherein he does not want to quote rates (ex-o) which is not considered at the time of evaluation, since, no column should be kept blank. The evaluation of the Tender is done by the Corporation on the basis of Annexed Tender    Chart – I. 
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5. The Intending Tenderer shall pay Tender form Fee Rs. 2,500.00 for each Firm, as well Tender processing fee and “Earnest Money Deposit” (EMD), separately, through any of the following modes in e-procurement portal. 

a. Credit Card.

b. Debit Card

c. National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT)

d. Over the Counter (OTC) ICICI Bank

6. Telegraphic Tender/Conditional Tenders/Optional Tenders or Tenders sent other than in the manner laid down in these conditions, will not be considered and they shall be summarily rejected.

7. Participants who intend to Tender on behalf of another Firm/person should be a holder of duly executed power of attorney on a stamp paper of requisite value authorizing him to do so. 

8. All corrections, additions, deletions and alteration in the Tender should be attested using digital electronic signature within the time of submission of Tender. 

9. The Tenderers at the time of submitting Tenders shall furnish their registered office address to which all communication shall be made. The Karnataka State Forest Industries Corporation Ltd., will not be responsible for the consequences, if any of communication sent to such address and is not received by them. The responsibility to make adequate arrangements to receive in time all communications shall rest with the Tenderers only. 

6. The acceptance of Tenders is subject to confirmation by the competent authority of the Karnataka State Forest Industries Corporation Ltd., who may confirm or reject any Tender including the highest Tender without assigning any reason thereof. The decision of the competent authority shall be final.

7. The EMD of successful Bidder shall be converted into Security Deposit. The EMD of unsuccessful Tenderer shall be automatically refunded by the E-Governance Department. 

8. The Offer shall be kept open for 60 days from the date of Opening of Tender. If the Tender accepting authority does not communicate its decision within 60 days, the Tenderer is free to withdraw his bid and demand refund of his deposit. However, he may also agree in writing to keep the bid alive if so requested by the Tender accepting authority. 
9. The Tenderer shall quote rates in Tender chart-I of each item at “Rs._______________ per M2” for Veneers, respectively in words as well as figures, exclusive of taxes. Words such as “Taxes charged extra at the time of billing” and “Inclusive of Taxes” OR “Taxes as applicable” shall not be entertained. Taxes applicable, if any, shall be quoted separately in the space provided. 
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10. The rates quoted above shall be for delivery at “Timber yard Layout, # 45 A, New Timber yard Layout, Mysore Road, Bangalore – 560 026”, inclusive of stacking at the place indicated by the Regional Manager.

11. The successful Tenderer shall enter into an agreement with the Regional Manager, KSFIC, Timber yard Layout. The successful Tenderer after signing of the agreement shall be the supplier for the Tendered items. 

12. The Length, breadth and thickness of the Veneers with cutting margin shall be supplied as per indent placed by the Regional Manager. The acceptability criteria of the Veneers shall be based on colour, grain, structure etc., as determined by the Regional Manager and his decision on what is acceptable and what is not acceptable shall be final. No appeal against his decision in this regard shall be entertained. 

13. Defective material, if any, supplied shall be summarily rejected and the supplier shall remove it from the factory premises within 12 hours. Failure to do so will result in the material being kept outside the premises at the suppliers risk and cost. The Regional Manager shall accept no responsibility for loss or damage to such material. 

14. The Regional Manager shall accept Materials only the kinds specified in the schedule. 

15 Failure to supply within the time schedule will attract penalty of Rs.1000.00 per day for first time schedule. If the delay exceeds first time schedule and such delay is hampering the production schedule of the factory, the Regional Manager, without any further reminder, shall be at liberty to procure the indented material from the open market at the risk and cost of the Tenderer. The extra cost will be deductable from the bills pending payment or security deposit or from both or as arrears of land revenue. 

Terms of Payment:

a. The value of the material accepted will be paid on measurement basis after stacking and inspection of quality by the Regional Manager of  KSFIC Ltd, # 45 A, New Timber yard Layout, Mysore Road, Bangalore or his authorized officer within 15 days from the date of delivery. 5% of the value  of the supplied material  will be deducted from the bills towards Security Deposit after the EMD is exhausted. This will be refunded on satisfactory completion of contract. The security deposit will not carry any interest.
16 Any supplementary condition that may be found necessary will be added and any modification of the conditions stated herein that may be found necessary will also be incorporated at the time of entering into agreement, as decided by accepting authorities ie., Managing Director, KSFIC Ltd, Bangalore.
17 Tenderer shall not be allowed to sub-let or assign or divert part or whole of the Tendered quantity or indented material to any other supplier or agency without the written permission of the Regional Manager.
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18 Tenders offered by minors, defaulters or black  listed persons shall be rejected. If it comes to the notice of the authorities after the award of the tender that the tenderer has suppressed such information, the Regional Manager shall be at liberty to cancel the contract and forfeit the security Deposit, besides initiating such other action as may be necessary or expedient in this behalf. 

19 Submission of Tender shall amount to the Tenderer having accepted all the Terms and conditions of this tender. 

20 Violation of any of the conditions of this notification may entail cancellation of contract for supply of materials, if any awarded besides such other actions as may be necessary to protect the interests of the company. 

21 Wherever the defaulter has made good all the losses, if any, caused to KSFIC and no further default has been made during previous two financial years, such cases may be considered subject to production of additional 5% bank guarantee towards security deposit.
22 Force Majeure:

If the contracting parties are unable to carry out part or whole of their contractual obligations due to any Acts of God, Strike, War, etc, the parties shall limit their claims to the portion of the contract already fulfilled or executed or carried out and no claim shall lie against the other party for the portion of contractual obligation not carried out due solely to such conditions. 

23 In case of any dispute regarding interpretation of any word or words or clauses, the interpretation of the Managing Director, KSFIC shall be final and binding on both parties. 

24 For settlement of disputes/claims arrised out of this agreement, both the parties have agreed to settle the same through the Karnataka Arbitration centre [National International Rules 2012] by one or more Arbitrators.  

25 All disputes shall be subject to jurisdiction of Bangalore urban district.
