b) Rates for each item should be quoted in Indian currency only. The rates should be quoted in figures as well as in words.  Overwriting or any corrections are not allowed. Any correction should be duly attested.  
c) Validity of Rates: The rates quoted should hold good, in general for a period of 6 months from the last date fixed for receiving the tenders. 
d) The Tenderer shall upload only those documents that are required according to this tender document and redundant documents shall not be uploaded.
e) Documents uploaded shall be legible and of readable quality/resolution.  Illegible documents that are not readable will be rejected. No communication will be made to the tenderer in this connection.
7. Installation, commissioning and Application Training: After successful installation of the machine, free of cost training at site for minimum 5 working days for a group of technical staff must be provided to operate the instrument and complete structure determination /solution.
8.      No representation for enhancement of rates once accepted will be considered during the period of the contract.
9.      While quoting for the equipment, the supplier should quote the rates including all the standard accessories which are required to put the equipment into use immediately after installation. Failure to install the equipment for want of accessories etc. will invite confiscation of security deposit, EMD and the balance amount to be paid to the company.  It may also lead to the black listing of the company.  Only the equipment quoted in full will be considered by the authorities.  
10. The price should be quoted online through e-procurement portal.
11. The tenderer should submit a certificate from the concerned Head of Department of the hospital and Countersigned by the Head of Institutions for having Supplied, Installed, Commissioned and satisfactory performance.
12. The tenderer will have to arrange for live demonstration of the equipments/Instruments offered, at the cost of the tenderer, failing which their offer is liable to be rejected. The second cover will be opened only after the satisfactory demonstration of the Hospital Equipment. 
13. The EMD shall be paid as per the procedure mentioned in Section III of Serial No.4 
14. Tenderer should specify rates per unit in Indian currency only. Cost of the equipments should also include all charges such as packing, freight, coolie, hire, etc., and for free delivery at the institution / destination, which will be notified with supply orders.  The rates should be inclusive of all Taxes and other duties.
15. The tenderer will clearly mention the guarantee / warrantee period of each items specified in each items specification on a separate sheet duly signed and attached to the tender form. (Minimum 3 years)
16. SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The equipment should reach the institution within 30 days from the date of supply order. Failure to supply equipments/Instruments within 30 days, will attract a penalty of 5% (five percent) of the value of the equipment up to 30 days. Beyond 30 days the order stands cancelled automatically and the penalty will be deducted from the security deposit. Further supply order will be placed with the next tenderer selected by the tender committee and the difference of cost incurred in procuring the equipment will also be recovered from the Security deposit of the tenderer who had failed to supply the hospital equipment.
17. ELIGIBLITY CRITERIA 
  For the proper performance of the contract the tenderer should execute an agreement on stamp paper of the value of Rs. 200/- (Rs. Two Hundred only) and should furnish a security deposit of 7.5% (seven point five percent) of the contract value of the equipment in the form of irrevocable bank guarantee within 10 (Ten) days from the date of receipt of intimation of the acceptance of the tender.  The validity of the bank guarantee should be not less than 36 months. This will be refunded only after the expiry of Guarantee/Warrantee period. 
18. CONTRACT AGREEMENT
All orders should be promptly attended to, and failure to make supply as per the specifications furnished in the tender documents whether a portion of the equipments/Instruments or the entire quantity as per the terms of supply order or non-performance / non-supply in time, or supplying materials which do not conform to the specification, quality prescribed or which is found defective in one or the other way or break of any parts of the equipments, the following clause in addition to the penalty proposed at Para 23 above will be imposed/Instruments.
a. The defaulting firms shall be liable to pay the extra expenditure if any, incurred by the purchaser for having purchased the materials elsewhere because of the failure of the firm to supply in time.

22.   In the case of articles rejected for not being in accordance with the specifications or for having been received in damaged condition, the contractor should be prepared to take them back and replace them by correct material within a week without involving additional cost, failing which the penalty proposed at general condition at para14 will be levied to the manufacturer or the dealer as the case may be.
23. In matters of dispute regarding supply not being in conformity with the quality or the failure of performance of the terms of the contract, the decision of the tender accepting committee will be final.
24. Along with equipments/Instruments, the suppliers should furnish necessary circuit diagrams, schematic diagram and other literature connected with repairs and maintenance of the Equipment. 
25. The supplier should supply only original equipments and not a refurbished one, an undertaking has to be given in this regard.
26. If there are imported parts used in the equipment/Instruments quoted either by the manufacturers or by the authorized suppliers, they should produce a certificate to the effect that these imported parts will be available for a minimum period of 5 years and they should undertake to supply any spare parts required for a minimum period of 5 years from the date of supply, failing which action will be taken to black list the firm concerned.
27. Guarantee / warrantee clause starts from the date of commissioning of the equipment/Instruments with satisfactory working conditions and not from the date of supply.
28. If necessary, suitable training should be arranged by the firm to the users either locally or at recognized training centers.  Full expenses of the users such as TA and DA, boarding and lodging facilities should be borne by the tenderer.  This training facility should be provided to the minimum staff required to operate the equipment. 
29. The tenderer should arrange for the installation of the equipment/Instruments at the respective places within 15 (fifteen) days from the date of supply of the equipments, failing which the Security Deposit stands forfeited and the consequential damage should be borne by the suppliers.
