Terms & Conditions
1. The tenderers shall produce the scanned copy of the contractor’s registration in Bannerghatta National Park along with copy of Bank Guarantee or pledging of FDRs or NSCs. However willing party can get the registration done in Bannerghatta National Park before scheduled tender time. 

2. The process of Tender is taken through online as per above mentioned schedule of events.  Each unit should be in a separate schedule-A form accompanied by prescribed EMD. The amount of the EMD is given against the concerned unit number in the Schedule accompanying the tender. 

3. The total procurement value put to tender is as against the each item and which may be provisional and may fluctuate. The procedure of calling, scrutinizing and finalizing this tender is as per the provisions stipulated in Karnataka Transparency in Public Procurement Acts, 1999 and all other relevant procedure laid by the government of Karnataka from time to time.
4. The EMD should be paid through e-procurement portal.

5. Tenders Tenders received late, or that not in accordance with the terms and conditions of this tender, are liable for rejection.
6. Conditional or telegraphic tender or tenders sent otherwise than in the prescribed form will not be considered. All corrections, erasures and over-writing should be attested. No corrections, over-writing, white ink applied and corrected words is permissible. The rates offered should be clear and legible to the extent of rupees and paises both in the form of numerical and in words.
7. Tenders received late, or that not in accordance with the terms and conditions of this tender, are liable for rejection.
8. Tenderers should give full name, correct address and all information required in the form.
9. A Tender submitted/offered by more than one person shall not be accepted unless such persons are members of a registered company or firm and the tender submitted or made is on behalf of such company or firm. In case it is not possible for all the partners to sign the tender, there should be a power of attorney issued by the competent authority in favour of the person signing the tender and enclose to the tender form.
10. Tenders from persons who are convicted in a court of law for offences involving moral turpitude in relation to his business dealing or black listed or insolvent or who have failed to pay the Government of Karnataka dues or who are minors will not be accepted and the Earnest Money Deposited (EMD) kept by them with the tenders will be liable to be forfeited.
11. Each tender shall be accompanied by Income Tax and Sales clearance certificates. 
12. The tenderer/ contractor is liable to be disqualified at any stage of tender or contract if it is revealed that they have made false representation in forms, statements, affidavits and attachments submitted in proof of qualification required, and suitable action as deemed fit may be taken by the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore.  
13. If the day of tender notified is declared as a holiday, the tender shall be received at the same time and place on the next working day.
14. The total amount computed for all items of commodities in each unit at rates offered by individual tender will be considered for the acceptance as a unit of tender.
15. Tenderer should quote his rate for all items of the unit and if he fails to do so for any of the item the tender is liable to be rejected. Total amount of all the items also to be mentioned in the place provided in the tender form both in words and figures.
16. Tender accepting authority (Chief Conservator of Forests (Territorial), Bangalore) reserves the right to accept or reject any or all tenders without incurring any liability or obligation to inform the applicants of the reasons for such action.
17. The validity of the tender shall be for 60 days. The tenderer shall not withdraw the tender within the validity period. The result of tenders will be communicated as early as possible. If any lowest tender subsequently withdraws his tender, before the result of tender, the EMD will be forfeited. The contract may be offered to the second lowest tenderer or may be re-tendered, at the discretion of Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore.
18. The successful tenderer shall execute an agreement on bond paper of `. 200/- Within Seven days from the date of communication of the acceptance of the tender.

19. In the event of default by the contractor to carry out any of the tender or agreement conditions, the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore. may impose any penalty as deemed appropriate. It may even forfeit the EMD of the tenderer, or any other alternative arrangement may be made. The loss caused to Forest Department on account of re-tender if any shall be recoverable from the defaulting tenderer as an arrears to Forest Department as per existing rules. Defaulting tenderer, will however have no right to claim profit, if any, accruing due to the tender.
20. The period of contract shall be for a period of 2017-18 from the date of execution of agreement.

21. Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore. reserves the right to extend the duration of the contract beyond original contract period, up to a period not exceeding three months. The contractor have to supply the articles during the extended period at the same rates and conditions until such time the fresh contract for the succeeding year is finalized.
22. The quantities shown in the schedule is approximate. The requirement may increase or decrease depending upon the necessity. The tenderers are bound to supply the quantities at the accepted rates only.
23. The tenderer should supply the commodities as per regular indents placed by the Range Forest Officer or Assistant Director (Veterinary Service), BNP except under emergency conditions in which case only one day notice will be given. The commodities shall get weighted at BBP and deposited at the schedule place 1st day of every month in respect of unit no. 1 and every day as per the scheduled time i.e. 9:00 AM in respect of unit no. 1 The receipts in triplicate should be obtained then and there for the correct quantities delivered, as no complaints will be entertained later. Bills not supported by such receipt will not be paid.

24. For supplies made during the month, payment will be made as soon as possible, after tenth of the succeeding month on production of regular bills in triplicate and together with all connected vouchers and receipts with certificates from the concerned Range Forest Officer on bills for each month supply.
25. The supplies that may be rejected on quality ground and the supplies that may not be required as a result of late compliance of the requisition will have to be removed at once and such consignment will lie at risk of the suppliers.
26. The contractor should furnish the photo identity cards of the authorized agents who will physically give delivery of goods at the Bannerghatta National Park identity cards will be issued to them. Failing which they will not be admitted into the Bannerghatta National Park. The contractor will be held responsible for any of the irregularities that his authorized agents may commit during the period of contract.
27. The contract shall not be sublet or transferred. 
28. If due to infectious, disease, inferior quality of supply or due to short supply, there happens any death or ailment to any captive animal, the loss thereof shall be determined by the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore. and liable to be recovered from the contractor as per the Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 1954 and Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006, his agreement will be terminated and the EMD will be forfeited to KFD apart from initiating criminal proceedings.
29. For any infringement of the conditions laid down in the agreement, the contractor is liable to pay the penalty of suitable amount as determined by the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore. The penalty shall be paid by the contractor within seven days. In case of severe infringements, the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore. reserves the right to cancel the agreement.  In case of cancellation of the contract the security deposit is liable to be forfeited. Alternate arrangement will be made to get the supplies either in the open market or by calling fresh quotations at the risk and cost of the original tenderer.
30. The contractor should supply good and approved quality-feeding articles. He shall also replace the articles rejected due to inferior quality/infections the same day, failing which the Range Forest Officer will be at liberty to purchase them from elsewhere and debit the extra cost if any incurred thereby to the account of the contractor which may be recovered out of his bills and security deposit furnished by him, apart from the fine determined by the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore.
31. The contractor shall supply the full quantity of indent placed which will be check measured by the Range Forest Officer Assistant Director (Veterinary Service), BNP or any other officer authorized.
32. The rates should be quoted for all items as so much per K.G or number for each of items, as the case may be as detailed in the schedule. Rates should be quoted both in words and figures and initialed in the space provided for each item.
33. Income Tax, Surcharge on IT and other statutory taxes will be recovered from the bills of contractors as per rates applicable.
34. In case any dispute arises between the contractor and officers of the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Bannerghatta National Park, Bangalore the appeal lies with Chief Conservator of Forests (Territorial), Bengaluru and his decision will be final.
35. The contractor/firm shall liable to be disqualified if they have made false representation in forms, statements, affidavits and attachments submitted in proof of qualification required.
36. All these tender conditions, insofar as they are not detailed in the agreement, shall also form part and parcel of the agreement.
37. Besides the above conditions, any additional conditions found necessary will be added at the time of execution of agreement.
