DETAILED RE-TENDER NOTIFICATION
1. ELECTRONIC TENDERS for the supply of CONCENTRATED SULPHURIC ACID- MINIMUM CONCENTRATION OF 98%- COMMERCIAL GRADE” are invited and will be received by the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore – 575 005 up to 15.00 hours on 30.05.2018. The specification and other details are fully specified and shown in the SCHEDULE annexed to this notification.

2. The tenderer should remit the EMD of Rs.17300/- and tender processing fee as per e-procurement portal through any of the following modes only.
(a) Credit Card.

(b) Debit Card.

(c) National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT)

(d)  Over the Counter (OTC) (ICICI Bank)

3. Tender shall be accompanied by prescribed EMD. 
4. (i)The last date and time for uploading of tender: 30.05.2018 at 15.00
         hours.

      (ii) Date and time for opening tender: 01.06.2018 at 15.30 hours.

5. (a)The PRICE should be quoted and shall be FOR-destination including unloading as shown in the schedule. In case the rate of FOR-Destination is not quoted it will be presumed that the rate quoted is for FOR-Destination

(b) The supplier is required to supply the Concentrated Sulphuric Acid- Minimum Concentration 98% - Commercial grade within ten days from the date of indent placed by the Manager (Factories).
6.  (a) Tenderers shall offer their price inclusive of all taxes applicable.
7. The rates quoted by the tenderer will be valid for the period of contract as shown in the Schedule annexed to this notification.  No representation for enhancement of rate once accepted will be entertained during the currency of the contract. 
8. The quantities tendered are approximate and subject to variation.  The successful tenderer will be bound to supply such varied quantities if ordered within the contract period.
9. The acceptance of tender will be communicated to the successful tenderers as early as possible but not later than 90 days from the date of opening the tenders.  If any tenderer withdraws his offer before the expiry of this period, his Earnest Money Deposit will be forfeited to the Corporation, if it happens to be the lowest tender (which is normally accepted).  Besides forfeiture of Earnest Money Deposit, the item will be re-tendered or given to the next lowest tenderer, at the risk and cost of the original tenderer. If any profit accrues to the Corporation due to such re-tender the original tenderer is not entitled to it.
10. While deciding the tender offers, capacity of the tenderer to execute the present contract and his performance in respect of his previous contracts will be taken into consideration.
12. The authority competent to accept the tender reserves the right to reject any tender including the lowest tender without assigning any reason there for.

13. The EMD of the successful tenderer will be adjusted towards the Security Deposit and that of the unsuccessful tenderers will be refunded to them as early as possible.

14. All applications for the refund of EMD furnished with the tender should be addressed to the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore.

15. The successful tenderer, within 8 days from the date of receipt of the acceptance letter shall pay a Security Deposit of 5% of the value of the contract amount (inclusive of all taxes) through a crossed Demand Draft payable to Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore and execute an agreement with the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore on a Non-Judicial Stamp Paper of the value of Rs.500.00, purchased from the available sources at Mangalore. The money paid at the time of tender as Earnest Money Deposit will be adjusted towards this Security Deposit. Bank Guarantee valid for a period of 18 months from the date of execution of agreement is also acceptable as Security Deposit in lieu of Demand Drafts. In other words EMD shall be paid by way of various modes prescribed in condition No.3 and balance amount so as to make up the total payment to 5% of the value of the contract towards Security Deposit may be paid by way of Demand Drafts or Bank Guarantee as aforesaid.
16. If the successful tenderer happens to be a Firm or Company, a duly authorized person who holds the power of attorney or a partner duly producing a copy of the partnership deed should execute the agreement.
17. In exceptional cases, the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore may at his discretion, allow the successful tenderer to execute the agreement after the period allowed on imposing suitable penalty.  Such extended period shall not exceed 10 days.  If the successful tenderer fails to execute the agreement and furnish the Security Deposit as required, the Earnest Money Deposited by him will be forfeited to the Corporation without any prior notice.

18. The supplier is required to supply the Concentrated Sulphuric Acid- Minimum Concentration 98% - Commercial grade in Tanker Loads only and the tender offer must quote the prices per MT to be supplied in tanker loads.

19. The chemical should be delivered at the destination as shown in the schedule.  Quantity supplied more than the quantities specified in the schedule will not be paid for unless such excess quantity is indented for.

20. The supplier is required to supply the chemical from the date of execution of agreement in a phased manner to complete the supply within the time specified in the Schedule. If the contracted quantity is not supplied within the contract period the supplier shall be liable to supply on demand from the Corporation such shortfall even after the contract period is over
21. The price quoted in the tender shall be inclusive of all taxes, FOR destination and the cost of unloading the material and delivery at the Godowns.
22. The chemical should be supplied within the period/time specified in the schedule.  This time limit should be strictly adhered to.  However, the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore may at his discretion grant extension of time to a reasonable extent under extra-ordinary circumstances that are beyond the control of the supplier with reasonable extension fees.  Application requesting for the grant of extension of time should be sent to the Executive Director well in advance.

23. The Supplier shall obtain the acknowledgement for the chemical supplied from the Manager (Factories), including a certificate regarding the quality and physical conditions of the material and the bill will be paid through crossed Cheque/s by the Corporation on the basis of quantity and quality certificate issued by the Manager (Factories) on receipt of the bill.  

24. In the event of delay on the part of the supplier in completing the supply within the stipulated time, the supplier shall be liable to pay to the Corporation, liquidated damages, for such delay as determined by the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore.  The decision of the Executive Director is final and binding.

25. The supplier shall not claim any compensation if any loss is incurred by him during the course of the contract or on completion of the contract.

26. Any money payable to the Corporation either by way of fine or extra expenditure incurred for making of the supplies are deductible out of the bills.
27. Failure to make supply, whether of a portion of the material or the entire quantity as per the terms of contract or non-performance or non-supplying in time regularly, or supply of material which does not conform to the specification, quality prescribed or the samples approved or which is found defective in any other way or for breach of any of the condition stipulated will entail enforcement of one or more of the following:

(a) Cancellation of the contract.

(b) Imposition of penalty at a sum not exceeding 10% of the value of the order at the discretion of the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore. 

(c) Forfeiture of Security Deposit by the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore.

(d) Recovery of extra cost, if any, incurred by the Corporation in securing the materials from the other sources.

(e) Black listing for future supplies.

28. All the dues to the Corporation not covered by the Earnest Money Deposit/Security Deposit shall be recovered as arrears of land revenue as stipulated in Section 109 of Karnataka Forest Act and the Rules made there under
29. In matters of dispute, regarding the supply not being in conformity with the approved quality or the performance of the terms of the contract, the decision of the Managing Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Bangalore shall be final and binding on the supplier
30. It is agreed by both the parties that any dispute arising out of the contract/agreement or any claim for compensation shall be settled by both the parties by referring the dispute to one or more arbitrators under Karnataka Arbitration Centre (National, International) Rules 2012.
