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1.0    Invitation to the bidders:

1.1 Enquiry Number:     CEE-MZ/SEE(O)/EE(O)/AEE(O)/AE-1/2018-19/1030, Date:18.05.2018
1.2 Scope of the Tender:  
The successful bidders are required to Supply and Installation of Laptop and Desktop Computers as per the specifications and Quantity required as detailed in Annexure-3 & schedule-1 of the Bid document. Bids not covering the entire specified scope and quantity shall be treated as incomplete and hence shall be rejected.
2.0 Qualifying Requirements of Bidders:

2.1 Technical Requirements:
2.1.1 The bidder shall be a manufacturer OR dealer of Laptop and Desktop Computers of reputed make. If the bidder is a manufacturer, shall scan and upload   original valid documentary proof such as valid license issued by Commerce & Industries department or any other Government Statutory Authority. 

2.1.2 The OEM’s of the proposed equipments should have support and development centers in India. The OEM authorization for Laptop, Computers, Anti-virus software and networking tool needs to be uploaded.

2.1.3 Consortium is not allowed i.e., combination of many companies is not allowed in this tender.
2.1.4 Service centre must be in Karnataka. The tender must submit the product data sheet, broaches and compliance. 
2.1.5  All tenders shell provide the requested information accurately and in sufficient detail in section qualification information.

2.1.6 In case of authorized dealer quoting against this enquiry, the bidder shall scan and upload valid authorization certificate in original as on the date of opening of Techno commercial  bid issued by their manufacturer otherwise offer will be liable for rejection. 
2.1.7 The company should be an Authorized distributer/dealer for product. Authorized certificate for the same should be attached. 
2.1.8 The Authorized Dealer of the Manufacturer should participate in the tender. The bidder should be in business of IT &Electronic products for the last 5 years. 

2.1.9 The bidder shall scan and upload GST registration certificate in original to establish the claim that the bidder is a manufacturer/Authorized Dealer.

2.1.10 The bidder should have supplied Computer systems of reputed make of value not less than ​​​5.00 lakhs to any Government organizations in any one year of the last four years i.e. 2014-15, 2015-16, 2016-17 and 2017-18. Proof such as copy of purchase order shall be scanned and uploaded in original.

              - Relevant documents shall be uploaded.
2.1.11 The bidder shall scan and upload the order completion certificate in original for the above purchase order issued by competent authority not below the rank of Executive Engineer or equivalent of the utility.


 -Relevant documents shall be uploaded.
2.1.12 The bidder must not have defaulted in supplies against previous Purchase Orders placed by KPTCL/any ESCOM/Public utilities as on the date of submission of bid.


- Self-declaration in this regard shall be uploaded.
2.1.13 The bidder shall submit the self-declaration stating that the tendered goods will be supplied as per technical specifications of MESCOM only.

- Self-declaration in this regard shall be uploaded.
2.1.14 The bidders have to furnish “No Deviation Certificate” in the format enclosed as Annexure-2.
NOTE: Notarized copies of the documents as proof of evidence to prove that the bidder himself is technically qualified to participate in the bids in respect of QR conditions in 2.1.10 to 2.1.14, mentioned above, shall be furnished wherever applicable.
2.2 Financial Requirements:

2.2.1 Annual Turnover of the Bidders shall not be less than the amount of  10.00  Lakhs at least in any TWO Financial Year during the last Five Financial Years 2013-2014,     2014-2015, 2015-2016, 2016-2017 & 2017-18. The bidder shall submit the Annual Turnover data in Annexure-1 with the notarized copies of audited P&L Accounts and Balance Sheets for the financial years as indicated above.

2.3 The Bidder shall furnish notarised copy of solvency certificate for not less than Rs.3.00 Lakhs obtained during current financial year (2018-19). 
2.4 Earnest Money Deposit (EMD):
2.4.1 The bidder shall pay Earnest Money Deposit for an amount of Rs.25,000=00 through any of the four e-payment modes mentioned in the e-procurement portal as stated in clause No.4.1.
                           

OR

2.4.2 Bids without furnishing the requisite EMD will be liable for rejection.
2.4.3 The EMD will be refunded to all the unsuccessful bidders immediately after selection of the successful bidder. The EMD will be refunded to the successful Bidder after executing the required contract agreement within the specified time.
2.4.4 The EMD carries no interest.
2.4.5 EMD so deposited will be liable for forfeiture:

a) If the tender which it covers is withdrawn before or after the bidder receives formal intimation as to the MESCOM’s decision in regard to his tender within the validity of the tender.

b) If the bidder fails to deposit contract performance security. 

c) If the contractor fails to supply the materials within the specified time.
3.0 General Terms & Conditions:

3.1 Validity of Bids:

3.1.1 Bids shall be kept valid for acceptance for a period of 180 days from the date    of opening of bids, excluding the date of bid opening. A bid valid for a shorter period will be rejected by the MESCOM as non-responsive.

3.1.2 In exceptional circumstances the MESCOM may solicit the bidder’s consent to an extension of the period of the validity. The request and the response there to shall be made in writing (including Email). A bidder may refuse the request, but while granting the request for extension of validity the bidder will not be permitted to modify his bid.

3.1.3 In exceptional circumstances, the MESCOM may solicit the Bidder’s consent in writing for extension of the period of the validity.  
3.2 Type of Tender and calendar of events:

3.2.1 The tenders are invited in Two Part bids   (both through e-procurement portal only)

3.2.2 The tender documents will be available in the e-procurement portal on or after ​​25.05.2018 16.00Hrs.

3.2.3 The last date for submission of bids is on 25.06.2018, 16.00Hrs.

3.2.4 The date of opening of Techno Commercial bid is on 27.06.2018, 16.00Hrs at the office of the Chief Engineer (Elecy.), MESCOM, Mangalore.
3.2.5 Opening of Price Bids:  The date of opening of price bid of the technically qualified bidders will be indicated at a later date after evaluation of techno commercial bids.
3.2.6 If the date of opening of the bids happens to be a Government holiday or for any reasons the office remains closed, the bids will be opened on the next working day at the same place and time.  In such cases, all efforts will be made to communicate the same to the bidders. 
3.2.7 All the documents required to be furnished along with the tender shall be scanned and uploaded through e-procurement portal. The hard copy of the same in original shall be submitted on or before the date of opening of techno commercial bids for verification and evaluation purpose.
3.2.8 The bidder in order to provide additional information and data in the Bid as deemed necessary by the bidder may use standard Catalogue pages and other documents. As regards, the provision of the bidding documents other than those listed in the Bid document, in case the “Proposed information contradicts the Specification requirements”, specifications requirements shall govern, unless otherwise brought clearly in the technical/commercial deviation schedule in the bid.

3.2.9 MESCOM reserves the right to reject any or all the bids without assigning any reasons thereof and shall bear no liability whatsoever consequent to such a decision.
3.2.10 Any bid not containing sufficient descriptive material to describe accurately the equipment proposed may be treated as incomplete and hence rejected. Such descriptive materials and drawings submitted by the bidder will be retained and used by the MESCOM. Any difference from these drawings and descriptive material submitted will not be permitted during the execution of the contract without the specific written permission of the MESCOM.
3.2.11 MESCOM will not be responsible for not getting internet connection while downloading the electronic bid sheets/documents or while uploading their offers.
3.2.12 If the documents furnished by the successful Bidders are found to be incorrect or false or fake, the contract will be liable for termination forthwith apart from initiating legal action.
3.2.13 No Deviation whatsoever, in the following conditions of the bidding documents is permitted.

i. Validity of offer.

ii. EMD.

iii. Contract Performance Security.

iv. Payment terms.

v. Guarantee.

4.2 CREDIT  CARD  PAYMENT  METHOD:

If the card is not valid you will receive alert about it and system will wait for you to correct any errors in the card details provided by you.

A successful transaction message will be displayed.
4.3 DIRECT  DEBIT  METHOD:

Click on “Direct Debit Using Internet Banking (Online Payment)” option to pay from your bank account through Internet Banking facility.
Click on “Pay” to proceed or “Back” to change the payment method on the Payment details screen.

Click on “OK” on the confirmation window to effect the payment. Click on “Cancel” and then on “Back” to change the payment method.
You will receive information on your screen about successful completion of payment process.
4.4 OTC  PAYMENT  PROCEDURE:

If a contractor/supplier chooses to make payment of EMD/tender processing fees Over The Counter (OTC) in any of the designated Axis Bank branches listed in the e-Procurement web-site (https://www.eproc.karnataka.gov.in) the contractor/supplier will need to log into e-Procurement system, access the tender for which bid is being created and then select the OTC option under the payment section and print the Challan shown in that section. The printed challan will have the unique bid reference number and the amount to be remitted. Along with the challan, contractor can choose to make the payment either in the form of cash or in the form of Demand Draft. Cheque payments will not be accepted. The contractor is requested to specifically inform the bank officer to input the unique bid reference number printed in the challan in the banking software. Upon successful receipt of the payment, the bank will provide a 16-digit reference number acknowledging the receipt of payment. This 16-digit reference number has to be inputted by contractor in the payment section of its bid as payment confirmation before the bid is submitted (i.e.) as a pre-requisite for bid submission. 
4.5 NEFT  PAYMENT  PROCEDURE:

If a contractor/supplier chooses to make payment of EMD/tender processing fees using Reserve Bank of India's (RBI) National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT) system, the contractor/supplier will need to log into e-Procurement system, access the tender for which bid is being created and then select the NEFT option under the payment section and print the Challan shown in that section. The printed challan will have the unique bid reference number, account details of Government of Karnataka and the amount to be remitted. The contractor has to submit the printed challan to its bank-branch (NEFT-enabled) and request for an account-to-account transfer, wherein the money will get transferred from the contractors' bank account to GoK's bank account. The contractor should ensure that NEFT transfer instructions are executed and the funds are wired to the Government of Karnataka's principal account before the last date for bid submission and preferably 24 hours before the last date for bid submission. If the contractor's bank transfers/wires the money after the last date for bid submission, the contractor's bid will be liable for rejection. Upon executing the transfer, the contractor's bank will provide a reference number generated by NEFT software as confirmation of transfer which has to be inputted by contractor in the payment section of its bid as payment confirmation before the bid is submitted (i.e.) as a pre-requisite for bid submission. Also, the account number from which the funds were transferred have to be inputted in the e-Procurement system as part of its bid.

5.0  PLACING OF PURCHASE ORDER & SECURITY DEPOSIT:  The Chief Engineer (Electy.,), MESCOM, Mangalore will place purchase order on the successful Bidder. On receipt of purchase order by the successful bidder, he shall acknowledged the same with a return acceptance letter to be addressed to the Chief Engineer (Electy.,), MESCOM, Mangalore along with a Security Deposit Rs 5% of the amount of the purchase order in the form of Bank Guarantee issued by any Nationalized / Schedule Bank.
6.0 DELIVERY SCHEDULE / DISPATCH INSTRUCTIONS &  PAYMENT OF BILLS:
6.1 The purchase order will be issued by the Chief Engineer (Ele.,), MESCOM, Mangalore Zone. The supplier has to supply and install the related softwares for laptops and desktops at concerned MESCOM Offices with extent of quantity indicated in the purchase order as per the specifications mentioned in Annexure-3.  
6.2 The materials shall be supplied within 30 days from the date of purchase order.  
6.3 Consignee (FOR): Concerned MESCOM, O&M Divisional Stores as shown in  Schedule -1. 
6.4  After satisfying the terms and conditions of the Purchase order and receipt of Material Acknowledgement Statement from the concerned MESCOM Divisional Stores, and Certificates from the concerned MESCOM officers as mentioned in Schedule-1 for having the Laptops/Desktops installed at the site, the Company will arrange payment of 100% at the office of the Chief Engineer (Elec), O&M Zone, MESCOM, Mangalore. 
6.5 The following documents will have to be furnished by the supplier for 100% payment:
6.5.1 Invoice in duplicate, stamped and pre-receipted.
6.5.2 The payment will be arranged against clear acknowledgment duly signed by the consignee.
6.5.3 Material Acknowledgment Statement (to be furnished by Consignee).
6.5.4 Details of contract performance security i.e. Bank Guarantee certificate shall be verified.
6.5.5 Guarantee certificate.
6.5.6 For payment of GST the original invoice, (buyers copy) duly authenticated by the Proprietor / Director or the Company Secretary of the Supplier Company shall be submitted.
6.5.7 The supplier shall raise the “Tax invoice” comprising of GSTIN of the supplier and Mescom (29AADCM7029H1ZA) duly indicating the SGST&CGST separately.
6.5.8 The arrangement for payment of “Tax Amount” will be made only after the invoice details of the respective month are uploaded in GSTR-1 by the supplier.
6.5.9 The triplicate and quadruplicate copies of the invoices may be sent to the respective consignees for submission of Material Acknowledgement Statement.
6.5.10 Certificates from the concerned MESCOM officers as mentioned in Schedule-1 for having the Laptops/Desktops installed at the site,
7.0 PACKING: 
7.1 The contractor shall provide such packing of the goods as is required to   

 prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to final destination as well as   storage till  its layout and testing as indicated in the contract. The packing shall be sufficient to   withstand, without limitations, rough handling during transit by road, and/or rail and exposure of rain, humidity, extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during   transit and open storage for long durations till the time of laying. Packing case size and weights shall be determined taking into consideration where appropriate,   the remoteness of the goods final destination and the transit and the availability of handling facility at all points, availability of the various trucks/trailers for transportation. The MESCOM shall not entertain any claim whatsoever, in this regard.

7.2 In case of damage to the equipment and materials due to improper packing, the supplier shall be held responsible for the same and the supplier shall replace the material by a new one without any extra cost to MESCOM.
8.0 GUARANTEE: In the event of tender being accepted, the bidder shall guarantee the material for satisfactory operation and against failure due to bad workmanship and inherent defects in design or materials for a period of 24 months from the date of supply. The supplier shall make good by replacing with new material, at his own cost that fail during the guarantee period.  
9.0 Cost of Repairs: Loss or damage to the Goods/works or Materials to be incorporated in the Goods/works between the Start Date and the end of the Defects Correction periods shall be remedied by the Supplier at the Supplier’s cost if the loss or damage arises from the Supplier’s acts or omissions.
10.0 CANCELLATION OF PURCHASE ORDER: In case the supplier fails to supply the goods within the schedule period of delivery or in case the goods supplied are found not in accordance with prescribed specifications and/or approved sample or in case the supplier has supplied any part consignment and failed to supply the balance within the scheduled delivery period or if found to have furnished misleading or false representations in statements and attachments submitted as proof of the qualifying requirement at a later date or in case the supplied material inspected at manufacturers site and that supplied varies, the Company shall exercise its discretionary powers to cancel the purchase order besides reserving its right to initiate one or all of the  following actions.
a. To recover from the supplier liquidated damages or penalty.

b. To forfeit the EMD amount.

c. To forfeit the security deposit if it has been furnished and in case of permanent Security Deposit to forfeit the amount equivalent to the Security Deposit in the particular purchase order from out of the permanent Security Deposit.

d. To black list or not to consider future offers for a specified period.
11.0 Demurrage, Wharf age, etc:  All demurrage and other expenses incurred after the equipment and materials reaches the site, due to delayed furnishing of dispatch documents or any other reason attributable to the eligible bidder shall be to the account of the eligible bidder only.
12.0 DISPUTE: In the event of any dispute or differences arising under this contract or that which may arise in future will be solved by taking recourse to mutual settlement failing which the same shall be referred to the Managing Director, MESCOM, Mangalore whose decision shall be final and binding on both the parties to this contract.   Further, any unsettled dispute will be subject to appropriate Courts of Law in Mangalore jurisdiction. 
13.0 PENALTY: For delayed supplies within the period stipulated in the order a penalty @ ½ % per week subject to maximum of 10% of the total invoice amount will be imposed. 
[
14.0 Instructions to Bidders(General):

14.1 The bid document is meant for the information & guidance of the bidder and as such it shall not be enclosed along with the bid to be submitted.
14.2 Study the bid form carefully & upload in e-procurement portal.
14.3 The Earnest Money Deposit shall be paid within the due date. The mode of   payment of EMD shall be payable through any of the four e-payment modes mentioned in the e-procurement portal.
14.4 The bid forms are not transferable.
14.5 It may be noted that Telegraphic/Fax quotation offer will not be accepted.
15.0 COST OF BIDDING: The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the                                       preparation & submission of their bid including post-bid discussions, technical and other presentations etc., and MESCOM will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or out-come of the bidding process.
16.0 THE BIDDDING DOCUMENTS:  The services required, bidding procedures & contract terms are prescribed in the Bidding documents.
17.0 UNDERSTANDING OF BID DOCUMENTS: The prospective bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bidding documents and fully conform himself as to all the conditions and matters which may in any way affect the scope of work or the cost thereof. Failure to furnish all information required in the bidding documents or submission of a bid not substantially responsive to the bidding documents in every respect will be at the Bidder’s risk & may result in the rejection of the bid.
18.0 CLARIFICATION ON BIDDING DOCUMENTS :

18.1 A bidder requiring any clarification regarding Bidding documents may notify to the Chief Engineer (Elecy.), Mangalore Zone, MESCOM in writing or by Fax at MESCOM e-mail address indicated in the Bidding documents within 15.06.2018 The Chief Engineer (Elecy.,) MESCOM will respond to any of the requests for clarification of the Bidding documents which he receives not later than prior to the deadline given.
18.2 The bidder is required to carefully examine the specifications and documents and fully confirm himself as to all the conditions and matters which may in any way, affect supplies and services to be provided and/or the cost thereof. If the bidder finds discrepancies or omissions in the specifications and documents or is in doubt as to the true meaning of any part, he shall at once make a request for an interpretation/ clarification.
18.3 Verbal clarifications and information given by MESCOM or its employees or its representatives shall not in any way be binding on MESCOM.
19.0 AMENDMENTS OF BIDDING DOCUMENT:

19.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, MESCOM may for any reason, whether at his own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, modify the Bidding document by amendment(s).

19.2 The amendment will be issued in e-procurement portal and such amendment will be binding on them.

19.3 In order to afford prospective bidders reasonable time to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, MESCOM may at his discretion extend the deadline for submission of the Bids.

19.4 In the event of information furnished by the bidder found to be false at any stage of tendering, MESCOM at its discretion may take action against such bidders and may forfeit the bid EMD and disqualify the offer of such bidder and black list the firm. In the event of information furnished by bidder is found to be false during the execution stage then MESCOM is at its liberty to cancel the works awarded apart from forfeiting the performance guarantee executed against the contract and may blacklist the firm and recover losses and levy liquidated damages.
​​​​​
20.0 LANGUAGE OF BID: The Bid prepared by the Bidder and all correspondences & documents relating to the bid, exchanged by the Bidder & the owner shall be written in English language.  If the bidder furnishes any document other than English, Hindi or Kannada then such document shall be translated to English duly certified by Notary.
​​​
21.0 PRICES: 
21.1 The Ex-works prices shall be inclusive of GST & F&I charges.

21.2 MESCOM reserves the right to place orders for partial quantity out of the total tendered quantity.
21.3 Any alteration in the rates etc, will not be allowed on any ground, such as mistake, misunderstanding etc., after the Bid has been submitted. 
21.4 The Bidder shall quote the rates only in Indian Rupees.
21.5 Vendors have to make their own arrangements for obtaining road permits wherever needed.

22.0 Quality Control: 
22.1 Identifying defects: The MESCOM shall check the Supplier’s work and notify the Supplier of any Defects that are found. Such checking shall not affect the Supplier’s responsibilities. The MESCOM may instruct the Supplier to search for a Defect and to uncover and test any work that the MESCOM considers may have a Defect.
22.2 Tests: If the MESCOM instructs the Supplier to carry out a test not specified in the Specification to check whether any work has a Defect and the test shows that it does, the Supplier shall pay for the test and any samples. If there is no Defect the test shall be a Compensation Event.

22.3 Correction of defects: The MESCOM shall give notice to the Supplier of any Defects before the end of the Defects Liability Period, Which begins at Completion and is defined in the Contract Data. The defects Liability Period shall be extended for as long as Defects remain to be corrected. Every time notice of a Defect is given, the Supplier shall correct the notified Defect within the length of time specified by the MESCOM notice.

22.4 Uncorrected defects: If the Supplier has not corrected a Defect within the time specified in the MESCOM notice, the MESCOM will assess the cost of having the Defect corrected, and the Supplier will pay this amount.

23.0 FORMAT OF BIDS :
23.1 The Bidder shall upload all the documentary evidences in e-procurement portal website.
23.2 The Bid must contain the name, designation and places of business of the person or persons making the Bid. The name(s) of person(s) signing should also be typed or printed below the signature(s).
23.3 MESCOM will not be responsible for not getting Internet connection or any other web site problem while down loading the electronic bids or during uploading / submitting the bids.

23.4 The bid shall contain no interlineations, erasures or over writing except as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder. Such erasures or other changes in the bid including the proposal documents shall be over the initials of the persons(s) signing the bid.

23.5 All the documents in support of qualifying requirements shall be scanned and uploaded in the E-procurement portal.
24.0 SUBMISSION OF BIDS :
24.1 The Bid shall be submitted in electronic form only.

24.2 Any Bid received after the dead line prescribed for submission of Bids will be rejected.
24.3 Each tender shall submit only one tender for one package. A tender submits or participates in more than one tender (other than as sub-contractor or in cases of alternatives that have been permitted or requested) will cause all the proposals with the tenders participation to be disqualified.   
25.0 MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS:
25.1 In exceptional circumstances, the MESCOM may solicit the Bidder’s consent. The Bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after the bid’s submission, provided that written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by MESCOM prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.
25.2 No bid may be modified subsequent to the deadline for submission of bids.
25.3 No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form.  Withdrawal/modification of a bid during this interval may result in the Bidder’s forfeiture of its bid security.
26.0 OPENING OF THE BIDS & PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION:

26.1 The Bids will be opened on the specified date & time.

26.2 The Bidder's representatives who are present shall sign in a Bid opening register.
26.3 Tender Evaluation Committee will examine the Bids to determine whether they are complete, whether the Bidder satisfies the eligibility criteria, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed and whether the Bids are generally in order etc.
27.0 EVALUATION OF THE BIDS:

27.1 Techno-Commercial Bid Evaluation: 
27.2 For purpose of these clauses, a substantially responsive Bid is one which conforms basically to all the terms and conditions of the Bidding Documents without material deviation & confirming to technical specifications.
27.3 The Techno-commercial Bids will be evaluated generally on the  following points but not restricted to the same:
a. Payment of the EMD.

b. Qualifying Requirements.

c. Completeness of the offer to carry out all the works as per requirement.

d. Acceptance for payment terms & confirming to all terms and other commercial conditions etc., as specified in the terms and conditions of the Bid.

28.0 Opening of the Price Bids & Price Comparison:
26.1 The price Bids of all the  "Techno-Commercial" responsive Bids will be opened in the presence of representatives (up to 2 persons per firm) of such Bidders who choose to be present.
26.2 The date and time of opening the price Bid will be intimated to all such qualified Bidders in the e-mode only.

26.3 The Bidders name, lump sum Bid price, and any such other details will be announced in the price Bid opening.

26.4 The Rates in the Schedule of Prices (All the Schedules) shall also be entered in Figures.
26.5 Conditional tenders and tenders with alterations in the schedule of quantities or description of items are liable to be rejected at the discretion of the accepting authority.
29.0 EVALUATION OF THE PRICE BID: The Tender Evaluation Committee will evaluate and compare the Bids after determination of the substantial responsiveness of the Bids. The comparison shall be done on the basis of all inclusive unit prices. All evaluated prices of all the bidders shall be compared among themselves to determine the lowest evaluated bid. As result of this comparison the lowest bid will be selected for placing purchase order.  
30.0 DEVIATION IN TERMS OF PAYMENT: No deviation in the clauses of the terms of the payment shall be accepted. Bids offered with different terms of payment are liable for rejection.
31.0 FORCE MAJEURE:  
27.1 For the purpose of this contract ‘Force Majeure’ means, an event which could not reasonably, have been avoided by a diligent party in the circumstances, which is beyond the reasonable control of a party and which makes a party’s performance of its responsibilities hereunder impossible or so impractical as reasonably to be considered impossible in the circumstances and includes, but is not limited to war risks, civil disorder, earthquake, strikes, lockouts or other industrial action, electrical failure confiscation or any other action by Government Agencies.
27.2 Force Majeure shall not include any event, which is caused by the negligence or intentional action of a party or such party’s sub-contractors or agents or employees or by a failure to observe good Engineering practices. 
27.3 Force Majeure shall not include insufficiency of funds or failure to make any payment required hereunder.
33.0 NEGOTIATIONS: It is absolutely essential for the bidders to quote the lowest price at the time of making the offer in their own interest, as MESCOM will not enter into any price negotiations, except with the lowest quoting bidder, whose offer is found to be fully technically compliant.
34.0 INSURANCE: As the prices tendered are on F.O.R. Destination basis, the Supplier shall arrange for the Transit Insurance of the goods with their own underwrites and include the same in the price quoted by them. The Policy shall be taken out in the name of the Supplier and claims with the insurance, shall be pursued by the Supplier themselves, in case of shortages/ breakages/damages or other claims. The Supplier shall arrange for immediate replacement of materials received short/damaged/broken etc., without waiting for settlement of their insurance claims.

35.0 AWARD CRITERIA:  MESCOM will place the purchase order on the successful Bidder whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined as the lowest evaluated bid, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the Contract satisfactorily. MESCOM shall be the sole judge in this regard.
36.0 Schedule of requirements: The material shall be offered for inspection within 15 days from the date of placing P.O. and shall complete as per delivery schedule mentioned in the P.O.
37.0 RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS: MESCOM reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the grounds for owner’s action. 
38.0 NO COMMITMENT TO ACCEPT LOWEST OR ANY TENDER: MESCOM shall be under no obligation to accept the lowest or any other offer received in response to this tender notice and shall be entitled to reject any or all offers including those received late or incomplete offers without assigning any reason whatsoever. MESCOM will not be obliged to meet and have discussions with any bidders and or to listen to any representations.
39.0 NOTIFICATION OF AWARD:  Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity and extended validity period, if any, MESCOM will notify the successful Bidder in writing or fax, to be confirmed in writing that its bid has been accepted.
