If the sample is not produced as required above, the tender is liable to be rejected.  The decision of the Executive Director in this regard is final.
(a)     Tender in respect of which the full EMD is not furnished as above shall be summarily rejected.

(b) The cost of unloading of the materials and delivery at destination shall be borne by the supplier himself.

7. The Executive Director reserves the right to vary the quantity tendered/indented according to the operational needs of the Plantations and the supplier is bound to supply such quantities only.

8.  The acceptance of tender will be communicated to the successful tenderers as early as possible but not later than 90 days from the date of opening the tenders.  If any tenderer withdraws his offer before the expiry of this period, his Earnest Money Deposit will be forfeited to the Corporation, if it happens to be the lowest tender (which is ordinarily accepted). 13.        The successful tenderer, within 8 days from the date of receipt of the acceptance letter shall pay a Security Deposit of 5% of the value of the contract amount (inclusive of all taxes) through a crossed Demand Draft payable to Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore and execute an agreement with the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore on a Non-Judicial Stamp Paper of Rs.500/- which the successful tenderer shall buy from the available sources in Karnataka. 14.       If the successful tenderer happens to be a Firm or Company, a duly authorized person who holds the power of attorney or a partner duly producing a copy of the partnership deed should execute the agreement.  

15. However in the case of Copper Oxychloride 56% and Rubber Spray Oil  and Rainguard  Adhesive Cold Applicant samples from each batch shall be drawn at the delivery point in the presence of representative of the purchaser and supplier for analysis of the quality of the product.  Both the purchaser and supplier shall keep one such counter sample each. It is the responsibility of the supplier or his representatives to be present at the time of drawing samples.  In case the supplier does not choose to be present, samples drawn by the Corporation will be presumed as the valid sample. No claim whatsoever will be entertained thereafter.   The sample drawn as above will be got analyzed by the purchaser at RRII, Kottayam and in case of  any dispute or discrepancy at any other laboratory at the discretion of the Executive Director and the result of analysis obtained therefrom shall be binding on both.  Any consignment or part of consignment found to be substandard in quality or of wrong weight shall be taken back by the supplier at his own cost and no payment shall be made for such material rejected.  The supplier should replace such rejected quantity of the material with good quality material immediately within the time limit.  In case of failure by the supplier to replace the rejected material as aforesaid, the material will be purchased by the Corporation at the risk and cost of the supplier and any excess expenditure incurred by the Corporation is recoverable from the contractor.  

19      For the supply of Polythene Sheet and Polythene Strips, the Executive Director on receipt of the bills for the supplies, will make payment as early as possible through crossed cheque based on quantity and quality certificate issued by the Divisional Managers.  However, for the supply of Rainguard Adhesive, Copper Oxychloride-56% and Rubber Spray Oil, bills will be paid through crossed cheque by the Executive Director on the basis of the quantity certificate issued by the Divisional Managers  and based on the quality certificate issued by the RRII Kottayam.
(a) Any money payable to the Corporation either by way of fine or extra expenditure incurred for making alternate arrangements for the supplies are deductible out of the bills payable to the supplier.

(b) If the bills do not cover such amounts, the money payable shall be recovered from the Security Deposit of the supplier.
20   Failure to make supply, whether of a portion of the material or the entire quantity as per the terms of contract or non-performance or non-supplying in time regularly, or supply material which does not conform to the specification, quality prescribed or the samples approved or which is found defective in any other way or for breach of any of the condition stipulated will entail enforcement of one or more of the following:

(a) Cancellation of the contract.

(b) Imposition of penalty at a sum not exceeding 10% of the value of the order at the discretion of the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited,                       Mangalore-575 005. 

(c) Forfeiture of Security Deposit by the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore –575 005.

(d) Recovery of extra cost, if any, incurred by the Corporation in securing the materials from the other sources.

(e) Black listing for future supplies
21     All the dues to the Corporation not covered by the Earnest Money Deposit/Security Deposit shall be recovered as arrears of land revenue as stipulated in Section 109 of Karnataka Forest Act and the Rules made thereunder.

22    In the event of delay on the part of the supplier in completing the supply within the stipulated time, the supplier shall be liable to pay to the Corporation, liquidated damages, for such delay as determined by the Executive Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Mangalore.  The decision of the Executive Director is final and binding.

23   The supplier shall not claim any compensation for any loss incurred by him during the course of the contract or on completion of the contract.

24    In matters of dispute, regarding the supply not being in conformity with the approved quality or the performance of the terms of the contract, the decision of the Managing Director, Karnataka Forest Development Corporation Limited, Bangalore shall be final and binding on the supplier.
25     The Law court situated at Mangalore only shall have jurisdiction for all purposes.
26    It is agreed by both the parties that any dispute arising out of the contract/agreement or any claim for compensation shall be settled by both the parties by referring the dispute to one or more arbitrators under Karnataka Arbitration Centre (National, International) Rules 2012.
