INTERNATIONAL GANG INVOLVED IN CLONING OF CREDIT CARDS BUSTED

With the arrest of Sahubar Maina Mohd, aged 43 years s/o Mohd Abdulla r/o 21, Lebuh Pudu, 50050, Kaulalumpur, Malaysia, Central District police has busted an international gang involved in cloning of credit cards and thereby cheating innocent people.
INCIDENT AND TEAM


On 18.8.10, an information from the owner of Spice Retails Ltd, N.S. Marg was received by SI Dharmender of PS Darya Ganj that a Spanish National had come to buy mobile phone who was having many credit cards with him and whose activities appeared to be suspicious.  


  On receiving this information, the team reached the place of information and found that one foreigner who claimed to be Spanish national whose name and address was later on revealed as Sahubar Maina Mohd s/o Mohd Abdulla r/o 21, Lebuh Pudu, 50050, Kaulalumpur, Malaysia was present in the shop.  It was further learnt that the Spanish passport he was holding was also a forged one.  Further, it was learnt that he had purchased a mobile phone for which he had opted to pay through credit card but on enquiry it was found that the said credit card was also a cloned one.  Hence, a case vide FIR No. 191/10 u/s 419/420/468/471 IPC was registered at PS Darya Ganj, Delhi and investigation was taken up.

A team consisting of Inspr. P. C. Khandoori, ATO/Darya Ganj, SI Dharmender, ASI Nirpal Singh, HC Rajnish and HC Amar Pal of PS Darya Ganj was formed under the supervision of Inspr. Yugraj, SHO/Darya Ganj and overall supervision of Sh. Jagbir Singh,  ACP/Darya Ganj, Central District, Delhi.

INVESTIGATION & INTERROGATION



During the investigation, it was learnt that the mother of the accused was an Indian National r/o Anandur, Tiruvalnai, Ramnathpuram who had married his father Mohd Abdullah, a Malasian National.  He was born in India but was brought up in Malasia where he had studied upto class 12th.  He got married and has one child out of the wedlock.  He engaged himself in part time jobs where his earnings were meager insufficient to meet his day to day expenditures and he became under debt.  Meanwhile he came in contact with one Kanchail, a Nigerian National who informed him that he had an access to credit card datas and he can prepare cloned credit cards.  He further offered him commission for using these cloned credit cards to which he readily agreed.  He had come to India on the instructions of Kanchail for using these cloned credit cards.



At his instance, 8 cloned credit cards of City Bank & Chase and 8 SIM cards ogf Airtel, Vodafone, Reliance, PIP, Hotlink, EWI as well as the recharge coupons have been recovered.  Further, branded articles worth thousands of rupees have also been recovered from his possession which he had purchased using these cloned credit cards.



Further investigation is in progress.

GANG OF ROBBERS BUSTED : LOOTED MONEY RECOVERED. 
  

INTRODUCTION 

                        With the arrest of three accused persons namely i) Nepal@Balle, aged 26 years S/o Roshan Lal r/o Jhuggi cluster of Jahangir Puri, Delhi, ii) Babua, aged 26 years, S/o Sardar r/o J Block, Jahangir Puri and iii) Puran @ Ajay, aged 25 years, S/o Gopal Ram r/o J Block, Jahangir Puri, Delhi, the  local police of PS Jahangir Puri, North West Distt.  has busted the gang of robbers who had robbed Rs. 250 from one Nirmala Devi w/o Malik Ram s/o G-976,Jahangirpuri, Delhi on the point of ‘CHHURRA’. 
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INCIDENT 

                        There was information about a gang who is involved in the incidents of robbery/snatching in the area of PS Jahangir puri during odd hours of morning/evening near isolated places.  The patrolling / pickets were deployed near such places to nab the gang. 

INTERROGATION : 
                        On 18/08/2010, at about 7.00 pm near Mangal Bazar chowk,  above mentioned three persons were present at a teashop run by Nirmala Devi.  In the meanwhile three boys namely Nepal @Balle, Babua and Puran,@ Ajay came there and looted Rs. 250/- on the point of knife from her.  In the meantime a PCR van having HC Rajender, I/C Van alongwith Ct. Sunil came there and chased the robbers on the pointing of complainant Nirmala and succeeded in apprehending one robber namely Pooran @ Ajay S/o gopalRam r/o Jahangir Puri, Delhi and produced him in the Police Station Jahangir Puri.  ASI Rajender Singh, PS Jahangir Puri recorded the statement of Nirmala Devi and accordingly a case FIR No. 291/10 u/s. 392/397/34-IPC dated 18.8.2010 was registered in the Police Station Jahangir Puri and investigation was taken up. 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BRAVE & PROMPT ACTION OF BEAT OFFICERS HELPED IN APREHENDING 2
DESPERADOS  INVOLVED IN CATTLE SLAUGHTERING

          South District Police has arrested two accused involved in
cattle slaughtering and solved a case of cattle slaughtering
registered at PS Vasant Kunj North vide FIR No. 266/10 u/s 379/429 IPC
and 4/12 Delhi Agriculture Cattle Preservation Act. 1994.

INCIDENT:

          On 11.08.2010 a PCR call vide DD No. 15-A regarding cattle
slaughtering at Cremation Ground, Near G.D. Goenka School, Vasant Kunj
was received at Police Station Vasant Kunj North. The police team
reached the spot and stomach waste and pieces of cattle were found at
the spot.  During enquiries, Surender Singh s/o Chotu Ram and Bijender
s/o Hari Ram both residents of Village Masoodpur, Delhi reported
thefts of their cattle. Accordingly a case vide FIR No. 266/10 dated
11.08.2010 u/s 379/429 IPC and 4/12 Delhi Agriculture Cattle
Preservation Act. 1994 was registered at PS Vasant Kunj North and
investigation taken up.

TEAM & ARREST:

          A number of times law and order situation in various parts
of Delhi got affected due to incidents of cattle slaughtering. In
order to prevent these incidents and to apprehend criminals involved
in such incidents, several police teams were formed in South District.

          In the night intervening 15/16.08.2010, the Beat Officers of
Police Station Vasant Kunj South HC Shamsher Singh and Constable Amit
Kumar who were patrolling on Mehrauli-Mahipur Road noticed one
Mahindra Pick-up vehicle near CNG Station carrying two cows.  Both the
beat officers, without caring for their lives, chased the said vehicle
and tried to stop the above said vehicle on NH-8 by blocking traffic.
Finding themselves to be trapped in traffic jam on NH-8, two persons
got down from the vehicle and started running. Both of them were
chased and apprehended by the beat officers, whereas the other accused
managed to escape in the vehicle.

INTERROGATION:

          During interrogation of the accused, it was revealed that
they in association with their other accomplices have been involved in
cattle slaughtering in various parts of Delhi, Gurgaon etc. for the
last one year.    They have been arrested for the first time.  Raids
are being conducted at possible hideouts to arrest their absconding
accomplices.

          Further investigation of the case is in progress.

 ROBBER   INVOLVED  IN  SENSATIONAL  ROBBERY  CASE   ARRESTED.
A team under the supervision of Sh. Bhisham Singh ACP led by
Inspr.Vivek Tyagi has arrested a wanted robber namely Kamal Kishore (
aged 28 years ) r/o Harijan Basti, Khanpur involved in  a sensational
case of  robbery  vide FIR No.288/10 u/s 392/397/34 IPC & 25-27 Arms
Act of PS Dwarka North, South-West Distt Delhi
  INCIDENT & OPERATION: On 10-8-10 late evening the gang of robbers
trailed a mobile phone shopkeeper from Madhu Vihar. When he reached
Sector 1-2 Chowk, Dwarka, the robbers waylaid the victim and robbed
him at gun point of Rs 32,000 and four mobile phones. Local Police
could apprehend one of them while others including Kamal Kishore could
managed to escape and he has been evading arrest since then. On
18-8-10,  an input was received that Kamal Kishore  would be coming to
Lodhi Garden on a motorcycle to meet one of his associates.
Accordingly, a trap was laid and accused Kamal Kishore was apprehended
and was arrested u/s 41.1 Cr.P.C .
During interrogation it was revealed that Kamal Kishore has a long
criminal history. He began his criminal career in the year 1998 when
he murdered his wife and was  sentenced to life imprisonment. After
this crime he did not look back. He was released on bail from High
Court in the year 2003. In the year 2005 he alongwith associates
drugged the servant of a house in Punjabi Bagh and decamped with Cash
and jewellery. In the same year they hired a tempo from Chiraag Delhi,
and drugged the driver of the tempo, dumped him on the way and sold
the tempo in Punjab. In the year 2009 he was involved in a murderous
attack on the police  party of  PS Ambedkar Nagar.
Further investigation is in progress.

A team of Special Cell under the supervision of Sh Bhisham Singh led
by Insp Subhash Vats apprehended a robber namely Javed aged 25 years
r/o New Usman Pur Delhi and worked out a sensational robbery case of
PS Karawal Nagar Delhi in which a tempo laden with almonds worth Rs.
14 lacs was robbed on 2nd July 2010. A case FIR No 167 dated
02/07/2010 U/S 407 IPC was registered in this regard. The robbed goods
have been recovered.
  The facts of the case are that one Mata din r/o Rama Garden, a
merchant in Khari Baoli Delhi had sent a tempo laden with almonds from
his godown in Karawal Nagar Delhi to the buyer in Khari Baoli on
2/7/2010. The tempo was driven by one Ramu and assisted by helper
Ramesh Yadav.  The tempo started from Karawal Nagar in the morning at
7.30 AM but did not reach its destination. A case  FIR No 167 dated
02/07/2010 U/S 407 IPC PS Karawal Nagar North East Distt Delhi was
registered against the driver and helper of the tempo.
Local police of PS Karawal Nagar started the investigation of the
case.  On 03/07/2010 driver   Ramu was located and questioned. During
interrogation he revealed that on the 02/07/2010 he had been drugged
by helper Ramesh Yadav.  He started from Karawal Nagar with almonds
laden tempo and when the tempo reached near New Usman Pur  another
associate of Ramesh namely Javed joined him and threatened Ramesh to
stop the tempo. When Ramu objected Ramesh pointed a gun at him. Due to
the effect of the sedatives, he could not oppose the duo  and they
forced Ramu out of the tempo.  Driver gained consciousness on 3/7/2010
and informed the owner in this regard.  The empty tempo was found
abandoned in the area of PS New Usman Pur. After the information
provided by driver, the section of law was amended from 407 IPC to
392/328 IPC. During interrogation no complicity of driver Ramu came to
notice.
Later on, the investigation of the case was transferred to a Special
Cell. On 18/8/2010, on receipt of secret information above said
accused Javed was apprehended and arrested in this case. On his
pointing out the robbed almonds have been recovered from a rented
premises in Loni, Ghaziabad as the accused were not able to sell the
same. During the investigation it was revealed that the actual name of
helper Ramesh Yadav was Safeeq Ahmed.
 Further investigation is in progress.
