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Operation Instructions

Prior to connecting the product to the mains supply, ensure that the mains voltage supply corresponds with the voltage indicated on the product rating plate.
1. Flick the power switch which is located on the back of the shredder to the on position.

2. Flick the auto/off/reverse control switch (3) to the auto position.  The shredder will now be ready to use.  Insert up to 12 sheets of paper (unfolded and with all staples, etc removed) into the paper shredder slot (5).  
Please note:  Do not shred more than 12 sheets/80g at a time as advised in the specification section in instruction manual.

3. The shredder has an overloading protection function.  When shredding more than 12 sheets of paper per time, the machine will be shut off automatically.  The motor and gears will be protected.  Please turn the switch to the REV position, the shredder will reverse the jammed paper automatically.  Then turn the

swith on the Auto position to continue shredding paper.
4. You can also shred a credit card or a CD in auto mode.  Insert only one card or CD at a time into the CD/credit card shredder slot (1).  Whilst shredding CD’s ensure that you do not load the CD while holding the centre ring of the disc.  Always load credit cards vertically through the centre of the CD/credit card shredder slot
5. Whilst paper, a CD or a credit card is being shredded the power on LED will light up green.  

6. If the shredder becomes blocked (paper only) you can switch the shredder into reverse mode.  Do this by flicking the auto/off/reverse control switch (3) to the rev position.  This will cause the shredder blades to turn the opposite direction.  

7. Once you have finished shredding, empty the CD/credit card collection tray (C) and the wastebasket (B).  If you have shredded credit cards, ensure that the card is sufficiently shredded prior to disposal.

8. Finally flick the auto/off/reverse control switch (3) to the off position.

9. The shredder is designed to be used for a maximum of 30 minutes at a time.  If you exceed this time the red overheating LED will switch on, and the unit will cut out.  If this occurs, switch the unit off for 30 minutes before proceeding with shredding.
Cleaning and Maintenance Instructions
To clean: 

1. Disconnect the power cord from the mains.  
2. Only use a soft dry cloth or towel to clean the shredder, do not use water or any flammable liquids.

3. For best results, lubricate the shredder blades with oil.  Do this by pouring a small quantity of vegetable oil or cooking oil on to a piece of paper and feed it through the paper shredder slot (5).  
WARNING:  Unplug the product from the electrical supply before cleaning.  

Troubleshooting

The shredder does not work at all.

a) Make sure the unit is plugged in and that the power switch on the back of the shredder is in the on position.

b) Make sure the shredder (A) is correctly seated onto the included wastebasket (B).   The unit is equipped with a safety interlocking mechanism, which prevents the shredder from working when the head unit is lifted, removed.
c)  The activation sensor of the shredder is located near the centre of the feed slots.  Be sure to feed directly into the centre to activate the machine (this especially applies to smaller pieces of paper or credit cards).

The shredder runs automatically in rev (reverse) mode but not in auto (on) mode.  Or the shredder is constantly running while in auto (on) mode.

If you feed more paper than advised in the specification section on page 10, the machine may be jammed

a) Then you should place the switch on the REV position to reverse the jammed paper.

b) Or you should stop the machine, take out off some jammed paper with your hands, then place the switch on AUTO position to clear the jammed paper.

How to clear a paper jam in the shredder.

a) Switch the shredder over into reverse (rev) mode.   While in reverse, the shredder blades will spin the opposite way, and loosen the jammed paper.  If required, you may need to tug and remove several sheets to effectively clear the machine.  When jammed paper is loosened or removed, switch back to the auto (on) mode to continue shredding.  Repeat steps if needed.

b) With stubborn situations where the reverse function does not help, you may loosen the jammed paper with shredder oil (cooking oil is acceptable).  Start by pouring oil into the blades where the paper is jammed.  Let it soak for about 30 minutes to completely saturate the jammed paper.  Return the shredder back to auto (on) mode.  If required, a rigid sheet of cardboard can be fed into the shredder to help push the jammed paper through.
