TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES
· Crew and Coxswain Training PART2.  February 02, 2013.  All interested in becoming boat crew qualified read on.  I am very pleased to announce this session will be devoted to First Aid and CPR/AED since I was able to acquire the professional services of certified hospital staff.  The CPR/AED portion of training usually has a cost associated with it; this was waved by the staff leader so you will not receive an American Red Cross CPR/AED card.  This training unit will be held in the Education Center located on the 2nd floor of the Chester River Hospital in Chestertown, MD from 9AM till 2 PM.  Because the hospital is supplying the CPR/AED clone, registration is required, please Email me in advance of your attendance.  I must have a head count so everyone attending receives a CPR clone.  We will complete these sessions in time for the spring boating season 2013.  The sessions timing and locations will be at the class discretion, however the sessions will alternate between the Library in Chesapeake City, MD, the hospital in Chestertown, MD and a location in Cambridge, MD (carpooling is suggested for all classes).

Auxiliary Boat Crew Qualification Guide, Volume I: Crewman, COMDTINST M16794.52 (series) and your sign off sheets.

Coxswain:

Auxiliary Boat Crew Qualification Guide, Volume II: Coxswain, COMDTINST M16794.53 (series) and your sign off sheets.

The Boat Crew Seamanship Manual, COMDTINST M16114.5 (series) will be available for reference (hardcopy and electronic).

All sessions will be open forum topic discussion.  However a member candidate may challenge any topic and have it signed that day (Mentor discretion).

Example topics to be covered:

First Aid, Communications, Marlinspike Seamanship, using nautical charts and other subjects as required.  If time permits and if you missed the first session on Navigation Rules and charts I will try to repeat that session.

Other requirements of the boat crew include TCT and FEMA ICS completions.  The FEMA ICS can be done online; TCT must be done in a classroom environment and facilitated by a qualified instructor.  As last year Division 21 will offer the 1 day 8 hour TCT program sometime in the spring.

If you have a tablet or laptop a good idea would be to download the Boat Crew Seamanship Manual for quick electronic reference.  So bring your tablet or laptop.  But the guide must be a hard copy so it may be signed by a mentor.  QE check off is possible but will not be done the same day the task is discussed or possibly signed by a mentor.  Rob F.
