Since 1995 ICCN was initiator of the first post-war dialogue programs with the Abkhaz (in partnership with International Alert, UK) and the Ossets (in partnership with Conflict Management Group, USA, and NRC). In 2001 ICCN co-funded the Georgian Coalition Against Violence. In February 2003 ICCN initiated the Movement Against Religious Intolerance in Georgia (MARIG) which received a substantial support in the following period from Cordaid (the Netherlands). From 2003 ICCN actively participates in the Global Partnership for the Prevention of Armed Conflict (GPPAC), as the Caucasus Regional Secretariat. And since 2008 it facilitates the Georgian –Russian dialogue of political experts within GPPAC process. From 2007 ICCN actively cooperates with EED (Germany) who since then is the main core funder of ICCN.

“Women for Development” NGO (WFD), Armenia (supported by EED)
 WFD was established in 1997 in Gyumri, Armenia. The founders set a goal to help women in Shirak Region overcome psychological and economic hardships after the earthquake 1988.  The mission is to contribute to the implementation of democratic reforms, poverty reduction and development processes in Armenia by encouraging better education of citizens, promoting their participation in different spheres, protection of human rights and establishment of peace in the region. Main directions of the activities are Education, healthcare, human rights. 
As the result of the activities implemented over the past years, Peace Education Centers were established in 10 schools and Gyumri State Pedagogical Institute; more than 660 schoolchildren, 250 in-service and 125 pre-service teachers were directly trained on the issues of peace and conflict resolution; more than 3000 pupils from 18 schools became involved in a peer-to-peer education process; more than 3200 parents became aware of the main principles of the project. The organization established collaboration with the National Institute of Education of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Armenia (RA) with the goal of integrating Peace Education in the school curriculum. “Peace and Conflict Resolution Education in Schools” handbook for teachers was published. Since 2000-2007 “Healthy family” centers established in 70 villages of Shirak region Armenia.   In 2008-2010 Rural Community Centers are established in 5 rural communities. Talks and meetings on healthy lifestyle, reproductive health, STDs, HIV/AIDS and Conflict Management issues are being conducted here. 

Women’s Organization of Lagodekhi Region (WOLR), Georgia (supported by EED)
WOLR was founded in 1999. The mission of the organization is to increase women’s role in public, political, economic and cultural life; protect their dignity and rights. Our organization works as crisis centre for women living in Lagodekhi region. Psychologist, attorney and doctors advice women in the office of organization according their time-table. Members of the organization and volunteers work very intensively among the population in the villages. They carry out lecture-discussions, seminars and mini-trainings on the actual topics for women. Some of  these topics are” HIV/AIDS and how to be prevented”, “Infections transferred by sexual way and means of the prevention”, “Drugs influence on the human’s organism”, “Women’s rights in Georgia”,” Convention of the elimination of the all kinds of violence above the women” and etc.

Women’s Union RHEA, Georgia, (supported by BfdW)
Main activity of RHEA  is psycho-social rehabilitation and integration of youngsters with mental disabilities.  In 2002-2005 RHEA worked on the volunteer basis. In this period it maintained cooperation with German initiative group “Menschen in Not” and distributed custom-made wheelchairs to disabled children in Tbilisi and Lagodekhi (Kakheti Region). RHEA also arranged seminars with participation of German specialists for the parents of disabled children, psychologists, social workers and teachers (supporters - Robert Bosch Foundation and Georgian Patriarchy). From 2006 RHEA is involved in project activities, supported by program “Brot fur die Welt” run by Diakonisches Werk. The goal of these projects is development of Curative Pedagogics and Professional Education Amoung Disabled Adolescents in Tbilisi and the regions

RHEA operates two integration centers in Tbilisi and Arali Village (Samtskhe-Javakheti Region). The latter was established in close cooperation with local Akhaltsikhe and Tao-Klarjeti Diocese. The Centers contribute to development of livehood and professional (polygraphy) skills as well as creative abilities among the disabled teenagers. Union is actively involved in capacity-building and awareness-raising activities, intended for social workers, teachers and parents of local disabled children. At the time being, RHEA also implements a coalition project (funded by the European Union and US Embassy), which aims at development of young leaders supporting integration process among the youngsters of Tbilisi and the multiethnic Samtskhe-Javakheti Region, and their supplying with basic knowledge, e.g. on social welfare and the problems of mentally disabled children. In implementation of the current projects RHEA intensively applies the “multi-integration” model it has developed.

“Young Leaders” Education-Training and Development  Public Union, Azerbaijan (supported by EED)
Azerbaijan Young Leaders Association was established by group of ecologists, students and lawyers in November 1999. During 8 years of activity the organization has realized different projects in 10 districts of Azerbaijan. About 30 projects were realized as a result of cooperation with local and international organizations. The organization started its activity with planting trees in Ganja city, delivering food to poor families’ children free of charge, holding ecological meetings on protecting environment. Our members participated in some international training, assisted new established NGOs in Ganja city and other nearby districts with giving technical support and advice and were the coordinators of seminars for leaders of local NGOs. The direction of the activities of the organization is different that’s why there are four departments activating in our organization: media, law, youth and women.
