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DNA Architectural Salvage

A for many, unknown secret in the Drake Neighborhood Association is our “treasure chest” of salvage material that has been collected and stored over the last few years. Members of the DNA have had an opportunity to purchase salvage material deeply discounted when compared to local salvage outlets. We currently sell exterior doors for $50, interior doors for $25. Other items that are or have been available include trimboards, stairpieces and bathroom sinks and tubs. We have been fortunate to be able to take advantage of free storage space, but this arrangement is unfortunately coming to an end. 


To continue this program we will in the near future have to rent storage space. The revenue currently generated does not make the salvage program self-sustainable. The DNA board sees the opportunity to continue this program, but not without the input and help from the general membership. We want to investigate the possibility of gathering a salvaging crew responsible for running this program. Duties could include identifying and maintaining relationships within the local business community (read Drake University) in order to take advantage of salvaging opportunities. Collection maintenance and sales of material would also be a part of this groups’ responsibility.  The possibilities here are endless, limited by imagination and time.


Possible advantages to participating in this could be the chance to get “dibs” on salvage material or convert worked hours into “salvage bucks”. The fact that you also would contribute to securing valuable architectural salvage to the benefit of our neighborhood and housing stock, as well as reducing waste, is a given. Again – possibilities are unlimited, and the DNA board is certainly open for any and all suggestions and ideas.

DNA Meeting Minutes: December 14, 2005

Board members present: Dean Blum, David Courard-Hauri, Trisha Davis, Joachim Jonassen, Bill LaHay, , Patti McKee, Dolph Pulliam, Jennifer Sayers, Marty Schmitt, Heidi Wessels.

1: Discussion of minutes from November board meeting. Heidi moves to approve; seconded by Dolph P; minutes approved.  

2: Treasurer’s Report: Trisha Davis reported a general account balance of $3,963.50.

3: NBSD Report/related topics:

• DMPD officer Deb Richardson present; introduced Shawn Green, new manager of the Kum&Go station/store at 22nd and University. Both discussed recent enforcement efforts to reduce/prevent drug trafficking and other illegal activities by individuals loitering on the premises.

• Other neighborhood crime issues discussed involved robbery/attempted robbery at the Subway sandwich shop on Forest Ave., next to the university bookstore, and reports of prostitution activity at 30th and Forest.

• Discussion of a problem property (1005 28th); Ed Leedom has met with the landlord (Mike Link) and explained the city’s concerns and consequences; a DNA letter will be drafted and sent to the landlord.

• Ed Leedom also discussed city efforts to address problems at properties in the Ingleside Hills area (@1512 23rd Street, and at 23rd and University); the city will be sending a request to review, and may seek a court order if property owners do not cooperate.

• Rich Emery, owner of a 10-unit rental property at 2841 Kingman, attended the meeting to speak about the issue of vehicles with expired registration tags and the city’s enforcement policies. Under current DM city law, the property owner rather than the vehicle owner  is subject to fines.  Emery indicated that this ongoing problem is a factor in his decision to sell the property, and is a disincentive for DM landlords to maintain and invest in their property.

4: New Business:

• Waveland Park Neighborhood Association member Bob Gernes attended , along with a representative of the Iowa Dept of Transportation (DOT); topic of discussion was the rebuilding/relocation of a pedestrian walkway on the north side of I-235, adjacent to the new pedestrian bridge recently completed just east of 42nd Street. Rebuilding the walkway in its previous position will create a narrow concealed corridor that creates security/safety issues, especially for school children who would use the walkway en route to Hubbell Elementary. The DOT has agreed to explore other design options for the pedestrian walkway, including re-routing it along adjacent neighborhood streets. They are seeking input from the DNA on how best to replace the walkway with a new or modified design. Heidi volunteered to be the DNA liaison and coordinate efforts to resolve in time for a public meeting in January.

• The Thresholds Festival 2006 has come to the DNA requesting a donation of $750 for this year’s event; the DNA would get ad space in the event program. There was discussion about appropriate levels of funding the DNA should offer to sponsor local events; we will discuss further at the 2006 planning meeting in January.  Trisha offered a motion to pledge $250 for now and consider the request again after we have a chance to evaluate our 2006 budget; motion seconded by Bill; motion carries with aye vote.

• Discussion of quarterly meetings and ideas to increase member participation. Some ideas included changing the current Saturday evening slot to a different day or time, offering incentives such as door prizes, and the possibility of offering babysitting services on site. Board will continue discussion at 2006 Planning meeting in January.

• Patti McKee and her husband John Krieg expressed their concerns about the newly expanded activities schedule for the Drake stadium, including an arrangement to host Roosevelt High School home football games. They were concerned that this and other decisions were made by the university without explicit discussion at meetings of the Drake Neighborhood Advisory Council. Dolph said such issues have been and will continue to be included in DNAC meetings. Patti offered a motion for a DNA letter to Drake University asking that we be allowed prior input to decisions involving use of the stadium. Carl seconded; motion carried.

• Patti also informed the board that she will be out of the country for three months in 2006, and as such must resign her board member position on the DNA. She asked that the DNA allow her husband, John Krieg, to serve the remainder of her term. Jennifer Sayers motioned to accept the request; Heidi seconded; motion carried with aye vote.

5: Old Business: DNA Membership brochure/mailer.  Discussion of recruitment efforts for 2006; Dean offered a motion to accept Jennifer Sayers’ proposal for designing/producing the mailer; seconded by Bill; motion carried with aye vote.

6: Organization reports:

• Drake University—Dolph announced that the stadium renovation (Phase 1) is currently on schedule and will likely be completed on time for the Drake Relays in April. Phase 2 plans are not finalized.

• Drake Area Business Association – held its annual planning meeting on December 7. Jennifer Sayers was elected new DABA president; Larry James will serve as VP; the board is currently full. 

• Membership Committee – Dean mentioned that past due notices for membership renewal have been mailed.

• Signage – Bill reported some progress in locating options for signage; waiting for word on regulations from the city.

• Marketing – Heidi mentioned three new area businesses are open -- the Cookery (an African-cuisine restaurant) and Planet Sub on University Ave, and the Village KnitWit in the Shops at Roosevelt.

• Michael garden – Marty reported progress on getting bricks, stone capitals, and other materials placed in the garden; completion will have to wait until spring.

• 2006 House Tour – Marty said 10 houses are confirmed for this year’s tour. She said the tour committee will be working this year to coordinate efforts and support of area businesses and local media.

Map the History of Your House!

Library web site now features old property maps

Researching the history of your Drake Neighborhood house has just gotten easier! A rich historical resource is now available online -- maps that show the footprints of houses and outbuildings.  Savvy homeowners use these maps to help date the construction of houses and outbuildings -- and determine the exact footprints of original porches to be reconstructed, torn-down carriage houses/garages to be rebuilt, and inappropriate additions that need to be removed.  The timing of these maps being available digitally is perfect, now that the housing market in the Drake Neighborhood has demonstrated that careful restoration fetches top dollar. For instance, the beautifully restored Colonial Revival foursquare on the southeast corner of 28th and Cottage Grove includes all original windows, repainted original wood siding, the original garage, original interior woodwork -- and sold this year for $230,000. 

Back to the maps -- the digital Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps are available to all Des Moines Public Library card holders. (The downtown library also has these maps on microfilm.) The Sanborn company produced these detailed plans for use by fire insurance companies and fire departments during a time when fires were a common hazard. Maps of Des Moines were drawn in 1884, 1891, 1901, and 1920, with updates made through 1956.  Each map shows the most developed areas of the city, where the threat of fire was greatest. The maps detail the footprints (outlines) buildings and their placement on the lot (labeled by address), noting construction materials and number of stories/floors. This allows today's homeowners to see where porches and garages that have been removed once stood.

Houses are marked "D" for dwelling. The mark "S" indicates a store. Public buildings and important businesses and institutions -- such as Drake University and various churches -- are labeled. Unless marked as brick or stucco, buildings shown are frame (clad in wood).

1901 Sanborn citywide map: Within each Sanborn map, use the citywide map to find the area of town you want to research. Note the number for the area.

Only the most developed areas are included, so it's possible you may not find your address on every map.

Porches are indicated by dotted lines. Additions, such as the common 1-story rear kitchens, show a doorway leading from the main structure to the addition. 

Outbuildings can include carriage houses, garages, outhouses, and barns.

For example, the 1901 map shows that the house at 1155 26th St. was a 1-1/2-story frame (wooden) house with a front porch.

Development in the Drake Neighborhood didn't begin until the 1880s, with most houses being built around the turn of the 20th century. That means the

1901 map is the first that shows most of the neighborhood.  Be aware that some street names and numbers (addresses) have changed over the years. In addition, construction of I-235 and university expansion have destroyed many houses, so it can be a bit disorienting to look at pre-1950 maps.  Also keep in mind that these maps were drawn by hand -- so even though they are highly accurate, some minor errors were made.  Those caveats aside, the Sanborn maps are a key resource for unlocking the history of your house.
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Page 43 of 1901 Sanborn map: Locate your portion of the neighborhood using the page numbering system.

How to Find Your House on the Online Sanborn Maps

Here's how to look up your house on the Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps located online at the Des Moines Public Library:

Start with the 1950 or 1956 map and work backward until you find a map that doesn't feature your house. Then compare the maps to see how your house has changed -- or remained the same -- over the years.

1. Go to the Des Moines Public Library web site (http://www.pldminfo.org/) 2. At the top of the home page, select "Databases."

3. Scroll down to the listing for "Digital Sanborn Maps for Iowa."

4. The next page asks for your barcode number (on your library card) and a PIN number (often the last four digits of your telephone number).

5. Select the state (Iowa), then the city (Des Moines), and the year of the map.

6. Select the year -- 1884, 1891, 1901, 1906 (downtown only), 1920, 1920-1950 (shows changes made between these years), or 1956 reprint of 1920 (I haven't had time to compare to see how this differs).

7. Then look at the citywide map located in the first few pages and search for the section of the city or specific street you're looking for. The maps are sorted into page numbers, so once you find your street, look to see what number it's assigned.

8. Then search for the page number (located on the upper left or right corner of each page).

9. Enlarge the page up to 560 percent, print off copies, and/or make digital images of the map.

Tips: If you have problems accessing the maps, make sure your computer is set to accept cookies. Otherwise, refer to the technical help page on the library site for more information
(http://www.desmoineslibrary.com/MyLibrary/tech.htm#databases)
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1155-26th St. in 1901: Study the map of your house to see the the number of stories of the house, location of porches, and types of outbuildings.
