RULES & REGULATIONS of the 7-a-side Tournament (the “Tournament”)

Team managers should pay special attention towards the particularly strong penalties for players who receive yellow or red cards, as requested by the School Authority.

1. Two groups of seven teams each will play in a round robin format:- three points for a win, one for a draw and zero for a loss.  An extra point will be awarded to the winning team if they win the game with a three goals or above difference (net amount).

2. Each team can register to a maximum of 15 players, with three guest players at most.  No players are allowed to play for more than one team for any reason whatsoever.

3. Games will have two halves, 15 minutes each.  Five minutes rest time will be provided between two halves.  The time keeping for each game will be the sole discretion of the referee in charge for that particular game.

4. The referee will start the match sharply at the required time.  Times shown on the draw are indicative only.  The Tournament normally runs ahead of schedule, sometimes up to ten minutes ahead.  Team managers and captains are advised to be available at all times and to check with Tournament officials on the next scheduled game.

5. Team officials are responsible for getting their team on the field by the time shown on the draw or as advised by the Tournament officials.  Three minutes grace for late arrivals may be permitted at the discretion of the Tournament officials but after this time has elapsed the team, which is on the field ready to play, will receive a walk-over win with three match points and three goals FOR.  Teams failed to assign seven players will be declared as walkover, with a maximum of two guest players can play at any one time in a match.

6. Seven players will play on field; ONLY the GK is allowed to use “hand” to touch the ball in its GK zone.  The GK zone will be limited to seven yards before the bottom side-line.  Each team can have a maximum of two guests be playing together at any time.

7. There will be no limit to the number of changes of players, but the referee should be notified before making substitution.

8. If two or more teams tie for a place in the league tables, the team with the highest goal difference will be placed higher in the table.  Should there still be a tie after applying this rule, the team with the highest number of goals FOR will be placed higher in the table.  Should there still be a tie after applying this rule, the team who win in the opposing match will be placed higher in the table.  Should there still be a tie after applying this rule then the team placing in any league will be decided by sudden-death play-off between four players as described in Rule 9 (below).  The sudden-death play-off will be played at the end of Day 1, immediately after all the matches.

9. In the event of a tie at the final whistle of any playoff game, extra time will be played.  The extra time played will be a sudden-death play-off between four players (with at most one guest player) from each of the two teams with up to a maximum of four minutes with the “golden goal” rule applying, i.e. the first team to score will be declared the winner.  The kick-off in a sudden-death playoff will be by way of a “drop-ball” at the centre line.  If there is no score at the end of the four minutes, the winner will be decided by sudden-death 9-yard penalty kicks, i.e. the first team to miss a penalty after both teams have taken an equal number of penalty kicks shall lose and the other team will be declared the winner (check below for details of 9-yard penalty kicks).

10. For 9-yard penalty kicks, the player taking the kick can only take at most 3 steps.  The GK should be standing on the goal line.

11. For serious offences, including handball, tackling from behind, a 9-yard penalty kick may be awarded.  The referee reserves the rights to send out the offending player(s).

12. "Side-outs" will be kicked in, not thrown in.  Side out kick-ins can score goals directly.

13. "Corners kicks" will be served measuring 10 yards from the corner spot along the goal line towards the goal mouth.  This give advantage over side out kick-ins.   GK should be standing on the goal line during the corner kick.
14. A goal can be scored anywhere from the playing area, including via corners, side out kick-ins and free kicks.  Opposing team must be at least five yards away.

15. Offside rules will NOT apply.

16. Goal kicks should be placed on the bottom side-line.

17. If a player is shown a red card by the referee, he will be suspended from the subsequent game in which his team plays.  Any player accumulating two red cards will be banned from the Tournament.  Any player accumulating two yellow cards will be suspended for the next game.  Thereafter, any player who has already received two yellow cards and a match suspension will receive a match suspension for any other yellow card shown to him during the day’s play.

18. The Tournament will be completed in two Sundays.  However if weather does not allow play, the remaining arrangements of matches will be postponed one week accordingly.  The Soccer Sub-committee reserves the right to alter the format of the Tournament due to inclement weather conditions.

19. Sized 5 balls are used.  In case of the lost of a ball during play, that caused team shall pay HK$300 to the Soccer Sub-committee immediately.

20. All Rules and Regulations relating to discipline and conduct of the LSCOBA Soccer Events shall apply to this Tournament, unless specifically stated in these Regulations.

21. All disputes, protests, queries or objections not covered by the above rules shall be referred to the Soccer Sub-committee, whose decisions shall be final and binding.  Further appeal should be addressed to the Sports Sub-committee of LSCOBA.

22. Identity checking must be done BEFORE the match starts.  The Soccer Sub-committee will not deal with any cases regarding identity checking after the referee’s whistle is blown.

23. The Directors, officials, employees and Soccer Sub-committee of the La Salle College and La Salle College Old Boys’ Association Limited accept no responsibility for any damage or loss or injury caused to participant players or spectators during the duration of the Tournament.

24. Teams are strongly advised to ensure that their players are adequately insured.

25. Team Jerseys:-


25.1
Participating teams shall supply their team colour (including Home and Away) to the Soccer Sub-committee.  No team will be allowed to play with jerseys or with unnumbered jerseys.


25.2
Teams should wear the colour as indicated in the team colour list; otherwise they will be responsible in the event of clash of colour.


25.3
The away team of a match must check the colour of the home team.  In case of a clash of colour, it is the responsibility for the away team to change.  Failing to change will lead to a walkover, in which the home team will receive a walkover with three match points and three goals FOR.  In the case when a team is not wearing the colour indicated in the team colour list and subsequently leading to a clash of colour, the team who is responsible to change and fails to comply may lead to a walkover.
