To Wales In Search of Glydrw and Gucci

“Bin on the website and found the bunkhouse” says Wayne of Flanders, “where is that, it sounds a bit basic” I retort.

But Glddwr Forest bit first. This is the Marin trail, which starts three miles outside Bewtys Coed. 

One of the great things about Snowdonia is that when you arrive there, you do feel that you are on holiday, which is unlike Afan MTB centre in South Wales whereby you gain sight of the ghastly Port Talbot belching steelworks.

 If you are a mountain biker and have never tried Wales then shame on you. The Marin is one of the seven main mountain bike centres within Wales but there are four additional centres on the MTB Wales website.

You have a choice of one route in Gyddwr, which is the Marin trail and starts with a long long single-track climb before the fun descents begin. I have reported in this column about this place before, suffice to say that it has at the end of it one of the best descents that I know in the Country but when we get to the beginning of it, forestry logging workers have barred the route. This is a shame as we have come all this way but we still have Llangella and a little Gucci to come.

The Bunkhouse, just a short walk from Betwys Coed centre doesn’t disappoint in the sense that budget accommodation doesn’t disappoint as long as the beds are clean, there aren’t  sixty-five away Millwall supporters parking up, or that the proprietor looks like an extra from the Adams family with personal hygiene problems and fingernails that look like he’s worked on a peloton of oily bikes.
