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1. INTRODUCTION

The Nagasawa Art Park Artist-in-Residence Program in Japanese Woodblock Printmaking has been held annually in Awaji City (ex-Tsuna Town) since 1997.  The organizer, Nagasawa Art Park Committee, has provided studio and residence, giving water based printmaking opportunities to over 70 artists from around the world and Japan.  It is now well known as a self-development program among international artists. The Program is run at both Nagasawa village and Umihira-no-sato area in Awaji city.

*Note: In this document, artists invited to participate in the program are referred to as the ‘THE ARTIST’; the organizer of the program –the Nagasawa Art Park Committee – is referred to as ‘THE ORGANIZER’; and the printmaking program itself is referred to as ‘THE PROGRAM’.  

2. PROGRAM NAME

The name of the program is: Nagasawa Art Park Artist-in-Residence, the 2008 program for Water Based Woodblock Printmaking.
Herein after the Nagasawa Art Park is referred to as NAP.

3. THE PERIOD OF THE PROGRAM

Aug. 25, 2008 – December 12, 2008

Class 1:  August 25, 2008 – October 18, 2008 (eight weeks)

Class 2:  October 20, 2008 – December 12, 2008 (eight weeks)

4. NUMBER OF ARTISTS

Class 1:  4 artists

Class 2:  4 artists

5. ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to apply for THE PROGRAM, applicants must:
A. be working in the field of contemporary art or art education.

B. understand that the purpose of their visit to Nagasawa is to learn the techniques of Japanese woodblock printmaking and promote the use of those techniques in an  art practice.
C. be eager to communicate in good spirit with the other participating artists and local people and thereby contribute to mutual understanding and goodwill between Japan and other countries.

D. be preferably between 30 – 50 years of age.

E. be in good health and have this fact attested to in a medical statement from a doctor issued between one and two months prior to arrival.

F. understand English or Japanese at a level to allow meaningful participation in the training program.

Experience with woodblock printmaking: While applications will be accepted from artists of all levels of experience with woodblock printmaking, it is important to keep in mind that the program consists of fundamental training in traditional Japanese techniques of woodblock printmaking (i.e. Using watercolor ink). For this reason, it may not prove satisfying to artists who have had extensive experience in this field. We ask also that applicants describe the level of their experience in detail on the application form.

6. PARTIAL PAY PROGRAM 
THE PROGRAM is a partial pay program. THE ARTIST on this program is to pay \150,000, (this is 1/4 of THE PROGRAM expenses per ARTIST) to THE ORGANIZER.  THE ORGANIZER supports the remaining 3/4 of THE PROGRAM expenses per ARTIST. These fees cover the expenses of basic training in THE PROGRAM, such as instructors, interpreters, tools and materials. It also includes fees for the use of the studio and residence for about 8 weeks of THE PROGRAM.  Please study the following obligations of THE ORGANIZER and THE ARTIST. 

KAWASHIMA GRANT PROGRAM 

THE ORGANIZER is honored to receive patronage from Mr. Sadao Kawashima to promote THE PROGRAM.  THE ORGANIZER provides the KAWASHIMA GRANT to support the full cost of THE PROGRAM and a normal return air ticket for one young talented artist from East Asia.

	Woodblock instructors
	THE ORGANIZER provides a basic training teacher, a professional carver and a professional printer, as instructors in THE PROGRAM.

	Japanese-

English interpreter 
	THE ORGANIZER provides a Japanese-English interpreter during the printmaking instruction. 

	Materials
	THE ORGANIZER provides necessary printmaking materials for training use.

	Tools
	THE ORGANIZER provides necessary carving and printing tools for training use.

	Lending extra tools
	THE ORGANIZER provides communal extra tools that can be borrowed in the studio.

	Purchase of additional tools and materials
	THE ORGANIZER provides a technical adviser for additional problem solving and advice on making prints. 

	Studio
	THE ORGANIZER provides a studio facility with communal work area, kitchen and toilet.

	Computer access
	THE ORGANIZER provides internet-connected computers. The usage is free to THE ARTIST 24 hours a day.

	Accommodation 
	THE ORGANIZER provides a room to reside in from August 25, 2008 to October 18, 2008, the duration of the Class-1, and from October 20, 2008 to December 12, 2008, the Class-2.  The residence will not open before August 25, 2008, and after December 12, 2008.

	Print exhibition
	THE ORGANIZER curates print exhibitions in Awaji and other cities with donated prints from THE ARTISTS.

	Support of fundraising activities
	Where possible, THE ORGANIZER will assist THE ARTIST in raising funds to meet the necessary costs for participation in THE PROGRAM (e.g. providing letters, documentation, etc.)

	Support of shopping and driving
	THE ORGANIZER provides voluntary car driver who will assist in food shopping by car once a week for THE ARTIST.

	PAY PROGRAM

tuition fee
	THE ARTIST must pay the tuition fee of \150,000 to the ORGANIZER upon the arrival   *Credit cards and traveler’s checks are not accepted.
(This excludes the Kawashima Grant artist).

	Visa
	THE ARTIST must arrange for his/her own visa. (For some countries no visa is necessary. Please enquire at the Japanese Embassy in your country).

	Airfare and transport
	THE ARTIST must pay for their own international airfare fees and any transportation fees in Japan.
(This excludes the Kawashima Grant artist).

	Insurance
	THE ARTIST must take out an insurance policy covering injury and sickness for the duration of THE PROGRAM (a copy of the insurance policy must be sent to THE ORGANIZER before arrival).

	Extra printmaking materials
	THE ARTIST must order additional materials and tools by themselves. THE ORGANIZER will assist with the order making, and also provide stock of blocks, printing papers etc at 20 - 30% less than market price. 

	Sharing accommodation
	THE ARTIST must share their allocated residence in a cooperative and harmonious spirit with the other artists and program staff and keep their own allocated residence clean.

	Living costs
	THE ARTIST must pay for their own general living costs (food, etc.) (Estimated at \50,000 - \60,000 for the period of the program.)

	Telephone and facsimile 
	THE ARTIST must pay for their own telephone and facsimile use.

	Donation of Prints
	THE ARTIST must make at least three different image prints during THE PROGRAM, and donate nine prints (3 editions of each image) to THE ORGANIZER.  
This must take place before THE ARTIST leaves the residence. Ownership rights of the donated prints will lie with THE ORGANIZER. Of course, THE ARTIST will be free to take home their other prints and all printing blocks, from which he/she may print further editions.

	Shipping luggage
	THE ARTIST must cover the costs of sending their own woodblocks and other materials to their own country.

	Absence from Awaji
	On weekends where there is no official event planned, THE ARTIST is free to do as they please. However, if THE ARTIST intends to travel outside of Awaji City they must submit a ‘Notice of Intention to be Absent’ stating their intended destination and estimated time of return.

	Studio attendance
	THE ARTIST must be present in the studio on all weekdays during THE PROGRAM. Also, on some weekends there will be events in which THE ARTIST will be required to participate. These will be indicated in THE PROGRAM schedule – to be provided at a later date. Absence from the studio on weekdays is acceptable in extraordinary circumstances if THE ARTIST submits a ‘Notice of Intention to be Absent’ to THE ORGANIZER the day before their intended absence. Activities done outside of the official program are at THE ARTIST’s own risk.

	Cooperation with Survey / Report
	THE ARTIST must fill out a questionnaire and write a report on their residence and studio life before their departure from Awaji.

	Using the residence
	THE ARTIST must reside in their allocated accommodation for the entire program (except in the case of temporary absence, as described in ‘Absence from Awaji’). Requests for change of residence cannot be accommodated.

	Other activities
	THE ARTIST must refrain from activities that are not directly related to THE PROGRAM during THE PROGRAM, in particular activities of a commercial or improper nature. THE ORGANIZER will take no responsibility for such activities or their consequences.

	Guests
	THE ARTIST MUST ask permission of the ORGANIZER if they would like to welcome personal guests at the residence/studio. No guests (including spouses / partners) may stay with THE ARTIST in his/her room.


7. APPLICATION PROCEDURE:
a. Applications should be sent to THE COMMITTEE by January 25 2008.

b. Applicants will be notified of first selection results by February 25 2008 by e-mail or facsimile by THE COMMITTEE.

c. The final selection results and an invitation letter will be sent to THE ARTIST from THE COMMITTEE on March 20 2008.
