Agreement. This agreement shall be governed by these Terms, Conditions, Rules, and Regulations, as well as the terms of the Application issued by the Property Loss Research Bureau (PLRB).  The term of this agreement shall be one year as listed on the Application.  Sponsor shall mean the sponsor listed on the Application.

Consideration for Curriculum Sponsorship.  In consideration for the Curriculum Sponsorship, the Sponsor is enclosing payment based on the fee schedule on page one of this application and agreement.

a. The post card will have two sides.  
b. The front of the card will convey the title of the module and CE and CLE information as well as graphics.
c. The flipside of the card will contain a link to the module.
d. Sponsors will be listed as a sponsor on the front of the card in a font size and style selected by PLRB.
e. Sponsors will be listed on the flipside of card using Sponsor's logo or name if no logo is available to PLRB; size and placement of the logos will be determined by PLRB.  
f. The card will NOT contain links to Sponsors' web sites.
g. The card will contain other information as required by law and as selected by PLRB to achieve a design that conveys a promotional message regarding the Module.
4. Electronic-Newsletter for PLRB Online CE Modules.  A semiannual newsletter designed by PLRB, its agents, and contractors will be sent to PLRB's traditional conference mailing list of those interested in PLRB educational materials.  In 2009, the list includes at least 35,000 recipients including members and non-members.  PLRB cannot guarantee the number of recipients in future years. a. The newsletter will contain links to PLRB distance learning modules and information pages.
b. The newsletter will contain CE and CLE information.
c. The newsletter will list online CE and CLE modules that are approved and available and upcoming module information.
d. Sponsors will be listed as a sponsor of the Distance Learning Curriculum; the listing will be in a font-size and style selected by PLRB.
e. The newsletter will NOT contain Sponsor logos or links to Sponsors' web-sites.
f. Sponsors of specific modules may be listed in the newsletter in association with the modules they sponsored.
g. The card will contain other information as required by law and as selected by PLRB to achieve a design that conveys a positive message regarding Distance Learning Modules and educational programs.
5. Assignment of Sponsorship.  Sponsors may not assign its contract or allow any other person or organization to use any part of the sponsorship without written permission from PLRB.

6. Impossibility.  The performance of this agreement by either party is subject to acts of God, war, terrorism, government regulation, disaster, fire, strikes, civil disorder, curtailment of transportation facilities, or other similar cause beyond the control of the parties making it inadvisable, illegal, impractical or impossible to perform.  This agreement may be terminated without penalty for any one or more such reasons by written notice from one party to the other.
7. Cancellation by PLRB.  If PLRB cancels the contract at any time, the sponsor will be refunded 100% of its sponsor fee.  PLRB will not be liable for any other expenses the sponsor might incur.

Severability.  Should any provision of this Agreement prove to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable.

Term.  The term of this sponsorship expires December 31, 2010.  At the end of the term, PLRB has the right to remove Sponsor's name and logo from the modules and other materials referencing the modules, including any promotional publications.  At the end of the term, Sponsor may not hold itself out as a sponsor of the Module.  At the end of the term, PLRB has the right to sell new sponsorships.
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
