
Position: Athletic Trainer Graduate Assistant

Description:

The Division of Athletic Training at University of Northern Iowa is seeking athletic trainers or certified eligible persons to fill Graduate Assistant Athletic Trainer positions at local high school and on campus positions.  This is a 10-month (August 2011– May 2013) renewable appointment combined with the 2-year, non-Thesis or Thesis, Post-Professional Master’s of Science in Athletic Training Program.  The positions may also include Field Experience Supervisor duties within our Entry-Level Athletic Training Education Program.  Based on previous years compensation is paid over 10 months and includes a Graduate Full-Tuition Scholarship (~$7100) that covers 9 or more graduate-level course credits for each Fall and Spring semester, as well as a Graduate Full-Assistantship Stipend (~$8700) rewarding an average of 20 hrs/ wk of sports medicine coverage.  Additional employment opportunities throughout the summer and other yearly events hosted by the university and community are also available.

The Division of Athletic Training, which is within the School of Health, Physical Education and Leisure Services in the College of Education, offers BA and MS degrees in Athletic Training, and an EdD degree with intensive study in rehabilitation.  Currently there are >80 ATEP, 12 MS, and 2 EdD students enrolled in the programs.  The ATEP is accredited through 2013, while the MS post-professional program will be seeking GRC accreditation in the near future.  The MS program is built on coursework or research in evidence-based rehabilitation practice, human cadaver dissection, manual therapy techniques and skills, modalities, and psychological applications, all related to athletic injuries. 

In January of 2008, the Athletic Training Division moved into the newly constructed Human Performance Center that has dedicated classroom, research laboratory, athletic training room, conference room, faculty offices, graduate student office suites, and reception areas.  In addition, the Human Performance Center includes orthopedic, diagnostic, hydrotherapy, and rehabilitation services.
