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2012 Youth Sleepover Program Information
Program

Heritage Park invites you to step back in time and spend the night in a bunkhouse with your youth group! Experience a sleepover in our newly restored Burn’s Barn, home of the Talisman Heritage Education Centre. In the evening, let one of our Educational Interpreters lead your group through several hands-on and engaging historical activities, like making ice cream the old-fashioned way! When it’s time for bed, your group will hit the hay in one of our twenty-two bunks. In the morning, enjoy breakfast, an interactive scavenger hunt in our historical village, and free time to explore our renowned Gasoline Alley Museum. Your group will love spending the night in this unique, historical setting!

Arrival and Departure 

Arrival Time: 

· 5:30pm (with dinner option)

· 6:30pm (without dinner option)

Departure Time:

· Groups must be packed up and ready to leave the Barn by 9:30am the next day.
· Groups will be dropped off by their Educational Interpreter at Gasoline Alley Museum at 10:00am and are free to leave the museum any time after that. 

Capacity

The Talisman Heritage Education Centre can accommodate groups of 25 or less (22 bunks and 3 cots). We require a minimum of 15 participants (not including group leaders/adult supervisors) for our sleepover program.

Youth Participant Cost

$45.00 + G.S.T. /person – Includes:

· One night in the Barn

· Evening snack

· Continental breakfast

· Next day admission to Gasoline Alley Museum

· Choice of 4 interactive activities + morning scavenger hunt

$60.00 + G.S.T. /person – Includes:

· Dinner on the evening of your arrival

· One night in the Barn

Supervision Ratios

Under 7 years – 1 adult : 5 youth

7 to 10 years – 1 adult : 8 youth

10+ years  – 1 adult : 10 youth

Leaders or adults attending the sleepover within these ratios (depending on the age of your group) are not required to pay the youth participant cost, as they will be required to participate and assist the Educational Interpreter (sleepover facilitator) with activities and programming. However, there is a $10.00 food charge per adult for evening snack and breakfast costs. If the group is having dinner, there is a $25.00 food charge per adult for dinner, evening snack, and breakfast costs.

Any adults outside of the supervision ratio attending the sleepover will pay the youth participant cost. 

Activities

Every sleepover consists of:

· An evening walk at the beginning of the program to orient groups to the Park. (weather permitting)

· Directed activities in the evening: 

· Choice of 4 historical activities in addition to an ice breaker game at the beginning of the program and time to play with our collection of old-fashioned toys and games.

· Next morning scavenger hunt in our Historical Village.

· Next morning admission for self-directed exploration time in our Gasoline Alley Museum.

Evening Activity Options, choice of 1 from each group (A,B,C,D) = 4 activities:

A – Heritage Fibre Arts or Historical Crafts/Skills

B – Log Cabin Building or Mystery Artifact Game or NWMP Drill Training Activity

C – Ice Cream Making or Butter Churning
D – Historical Storytelling or Ghost Stories (outdoor village ghost walk available, weather permitting, may also be done indoors.)

Dinner, Evening Snack and Breakfast

· Your final payment may be made over the phone by credit card or in person by cheque.

Confirmation

You will receive a telephone confirmation call within a week of faxing in your registration form and deposit payment. An electronic invoice and confirmation package will then be sent to you by email. If you do not receive a call confirming your booking, or if you have any questions regarding your sleepover, please call the Education Program Specialist. 

Cancellations, Change of Date and Refunds
The option to change the date of your program is possible if the request is made more than two (2) weeks before the existing confirmed sleepover date, subject to availability. 

Group cancellations received by telephone must also be confirmed in writing, either by fax or by email, two (2) weeks or more prior to the confirmed date of the sleepover. These groups will receive a refund of the total amount paid minus their $200.00 non-refundable deposit.

Groups arriving on the day of the sleepover with fewer participants than their final confirmed numbers will be charged for the missing participants’ costs. 

Heritage Park, through the Education Program Specialist, reserves the right to cancel a booked or confirmed program. If the Park deems it necessary to cancel a booked or confirmed Sleepover Program, the group will be given the option of an alternate date or a full refund of monies paid.
