Autumn Semester (starts first week of September): 1 April 2012
Spring Semester (starts first week of February): 1 October 2012
Please note: The faculty will evaluate your application and determine your acceptability for admission as an exchange student within 8 weeks after the application deadline. Incomplete applications or applications received after the deadline will not be considered.


	Restrictions
Faculties generally accept exchange students for one or two semesters; the Faculty of Architecture accepts exchange students for only one semester.



	Administrative status exchange student, student  job allowance and payment of fees
Exchange students will be enrolled as full-time non-degree students. They can be registered at TU Delft for an uninterrupted period of no more than 12 months (6 months in the case of the Faculty of Architecture). Please note that it is obligatory to remain registered as a regular student at the home university. Upon registration with TU Delft, exchange students must provide a certificate of registration at the home university. Any exchange student wishing to continue their studies after the exchange period of 12 months must register as either a regular student if their objective is to obtain a degree at TU Delft, or as a free mover (who cannot obtain degrees). Both will be required to pay tuition fees. Free movers may be registered at TU Delft for an uninterrupted period of up to 12 months.

During the exchange period at TU Delft, exchange students are not allowed to engage in part-time employment, either paid or unpaid, without the approval of their coordinator for international exchange.

Exchange students pay tuition fees to their home university and are exempt from paying tuition at TU Delft. Exchange students are responsible for paying all their personal expenses such as accommodation, living and travel expenses, textbooks, clothing and medical expenses, passport and visa costs and non-compulsory incidental expenses. 


	Previous studies 

Certified English translations of all your documents should be included in this application. The transcripts must show all subjects taken, grades received, stages reached and qualifications gained. These documents must be certified by your home university.

	ECTS Credits & Courses and course availability
TU Delft uses the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) employed by all universities in the European Union. One academic year consists of 60 ECTS credits.  One ECTS credit is equal to a study load of 28 hours (including lectures and laboratory courses); 60 ECTS credits represent one year of full-time study. All Bachelor’s programmes at TU Delft consist of 180 ECTS and all Master’s programmes, 120 ECTS. Exchange students should earn a minimum of 24 credits per semester at TU Delft. At least 70% of the ECTS credits of the courses should be obtained at the faculty in which they are enrolled. 

In the course catalogue (www.studyguide.tudelft.nl) you will find all the courses given in 2011-2012. Students should base their study plan on the current version of the course catalogue, bearing in mind that changes may occur next year. The course catalogue will be updated in May 2012. You will find a manual to the study guide via this link: studyguide manual . Some of our faculties have Bachelor-level minor programmes that are taught in English. A list is available on our website: thematical minors . TU Delft cannot guarantee places on individual courses as they are subject to fulfilment of certain preconditions, availability and timetabling factors. Exchange students should therefore be flexible about courses they will be able to register for. We advise students to have alternative courses approved by their home institution academic advisors before their arrival at TU Delft. If you have any questions about courses you can send an e-mail to the coordinator for international exchange concerned.


	English language proficiency 2012/2013 (language test results older than two years are not accepted).

The language of instruction in the Bachelor’s programmes is Dutch, with the exception of the Aerospace Bachelor’s which is English. All Master courses are given in English. Students coming to TU Delft are therefore required to have a good command of the English language prior to their arrival. If your English-language skills are weak, we strongly advise you to improve them before coming to Delft. 

For admission to TU Delft the requirements, you must have:

· a TOEFL** (Test of English as a Foreign Language; internet-based) score of at least 90 (internet-based test). Please note that we only accept the TOEFL internet based test or:

· an IELTS** (academic version) overall Band score of at least 6.5 or:

· passed the University of Cambridge 'Certificate of Proficiency in English' or University of Cambridge 'Certificate in Advanced English'.  

Please note:
- the language test results should not be older than two years before the start of the academic year; 

- Nationals of the USA, the UK, Ireland, Australia, New Zealand and Canada are exempted from the English test requirement; 

- Nationals of the People's Republic of China need to have a Nuffic certificate  for TU Delft’s exchange programmes.


	Voluntary Introduction Programme in August 2012

From 16 August to 30 August 2012, TU Delft will be organising an Introduction Programme for all its new international students. During this programme the International Office, your faculty and your fellow students will welcome you to TU Delft, introduce you to its educational system and organise plenty of activities to help you find your way around Delft and the Netherlands. Participation is obligatory for all two-year Master’s students. Exchange students may participate on a voluntary basis. The costs are 250 euros. More information about the programme and the payment deadline can be found on our website http://home.tudelft.nl/en/study/exchange-and-free-mover/exchange/services-for-exchange-students/ If you want to participate in the Introduction Programme please indicate this on the exchange acceptance document, which will be sent to you after you have been admitted. There are 100 places available for exchange students. The places will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.



	Visa/residence permit requirements

TU Delft will provide assistance to non-EU students in arranging visas and residence permits. Students will be required to meet any visa or residence permit requirements that pertain to studying in the Netherlands. Non-EU students coming to TU Delft must provide documentary evidence of having sufficient financial means for the period of stay. Students will receive more information about this after they have been admitted.

	Accommodation

TU Delft offers mediation between international students and housing corporation DUWO. General information about accommodation is available via exchange accommodation. If you want to make a reservation for accommodation please indicate this on the exchange acceptance document, which will be sent to you after you have been admitted. Students will receive more information about the application procedure after they have been admitted. 


	Health Insurance

TU Delft requires all students who have to apply for a Dutch residence permit to take out Dutch health and liability insurance through TU Delft.  The premium is approximately  40,00 Euros a month. Students who do not have to apply for a Dutch residence permit should arrange health and liability insurance themselves.
