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Dear  Participant of the Workshop
As you know, we have received the formal letter sent by you  regarding  you have confirmed  to join for International Training Workshop on Irrigation and Fertilization Management for Cotton Growth, 24-28 September 2012, Diyarbakır, Turkey. 
Now, we would like to give some general information in case these could be useful for you. 
In Turkey, all shopping can be done by only Turkish Lira (TL) or a credit card. The credit card could be used for almost all shopping and transportation etc. 1 USD is equal approximately to  1.74 TL  and 1 Euro is equal to 2.15 TL.  Thus, when you enter to Turkey, you have to use Turkish  Lira or a credit card for any shopping and transportation expenses.  The use of credit card in anywhere is common.
For the telephone, there are two different alternatives in terms of domestic and international usage.  One is that you can register to the telephone operator in your country to use  your mobile telephone in any country. This way could be expensive. The other alternative is to buy a telephone card in Turkey. You can call everywhere using this card for domestic or international use.  This is cheaper  compared to your mobile telephone.
Concerning the transportation, there are some big cities which have international airports in Turkey. These are  Istanbul, Ankara, Izmir and Antalya. Thus, if your flight has connection with these cities, you can use one of these airports to come to Diyarbakir. There are  only 2 different big airports in Istanbul. Thus, please consider your connection flight if you use via Istanbul. There are some domestic and/or international flights from Istanbul, Ankara, Izmir and Antalya to Diyarbakir if you use one of these cities. These airlines are Turkish airlines (www.thy.com),  Onur Air (www.onurair.com.tr), Sun Express (www.sunexpress.com), and  Pegasus airlines (www.flypgs.com).  

Second alternative is to use buses and train. However, Diyarbakir is far from Ankara and Istanbul. It takes more than 12-14 hours. If you want to use buses or train, these could be boring for you although the buses are comfortable and luxury. 

The climatic conditions in September are generally  warm and dry. Average temperature is 20-25 oC   there is no rainfall in general. Thus, you do not need to bring an umbrella. The other thing, only light clothes and dresses are enough. For instance, it may be enough a coat or jacket which it is not thick. 
We expect that the participants give a presentation concerning the workshop topic at the last day of the workshop. The presentation duration will be maximum 10 minutes. If there is one more the participant from the same country, someone can give  only one presentation.  However, the presentation topic could be other topics such as, general agronomy of cotton, irrigation, climate change, fertigation, some problems of the country on agriculture or irrigation etc. regardless of cotton. 
If it is possible, I would like to ask you bring your own laptops or notebooks in case you want to install AquaCrop in your own machine and record the input and output files they have or generate.

This is not compulsory, if it is possible it will be very useful for you.  
After these information, you must do your reservation for the flight. We expect that you inform us about your travel scheduling up to 25 June, 2012. Because, we need to do some  arrangements to meet you in Airport in Diyarbakir and to make reservation for your  accommodation. Of course, we need to  know in case you may have any difficulties during your transportation. Thus, send us all details regarding your transportation (flight date, time, connection flights etc). If you have any problem in Turkey before coming Diyarbakır, you call us directly using below telephone numbers. Please, save the address and telephone numbers given below during your travelling to Diyarbakir in case you need any help 
In normally, we will do reservation for your accommodation for before 1 day and after 1 day of the workshop date. If you come or leave Diyarbakir except this dates, of course, we will lodge you, don’t worry.
The workshop program is sent as enclosed folder. Some small modifications or changes for the lecture program may be depending on lecturers’ conditions. 
If you need more information, don’t hesitate to ask please.

After we receive your travel scheduling, we will meet you at the airport in Diyarbakir.
