COMPETITION SPECIFICS:

1.
The format will include Senior and Junior races for most events only (details below). All athletes should consult the 2012 National Team Selection Policies, posted on the CKC website for more details.

This competition is open to all athletes: 


i. 
Who hold Canadian citizenship or "Permanent Residency status"; 



and / or


ii.
Whose participation is approved by the High Performance Director, a National Team or Provincial Team Coach, or Club Head Coach who holds full Level 3 NCCP or Comp Dev certification. 

3.
In order to participate, all entrants must be registered with a CKC (SRD) member club for the 2012 SEASON AND MUST BE “GOOD STANDING” WITH CKC AND THEIR MEMBER CLUB. 

4. 
All payments for any outstanding accounts must be made by cheque or cash prior to competing. Athletes who do not settle their account with CKC risk being disqualified from the Trials event. 
Note: Credit cards will not be accepted.   

5. 
There will be No Semi Finals  for the K-2 and C-2 races 
(advancements will be Heats to Finals) 


The advancements for these races will be as follows:


2 heats = Top 3 from Heat 1 / Top 3 from Heat 2 + next 3 Best Times advance to  FINAL

A copy of the ICF racing rules can be found on the ICF website www.canoeicf.com   and the modified rules will be reviewed with the coaches at the pre-competition meeting on Friday evening @ 7:00pm. Boat Numbers: The Organizing Committees will not be responsible for providing boat numbers. Participating clubs and athletes will be responsible for providing their own regulation size boat numbers for National Team Trials. 

9.
Anti-doping controls will be conducted on a random basis in accordance with the CanoeKayak Canada Anti-Doping Policy and Doping Control Program. 
In the 14-day period prior to this competition, athletes and coaches are advised to seek medical counsel prior to utilizing ANY medications, ointments, drops, nutritional supplements, etc which may be used for acute or chronic medical conditions.  Such advice should be provided by physicians familiar with the International Olympic Committee's "banned list of drugs" which can be found on the Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport's Drug Classification at www.cces.ca.

REGISTRATION DETAILS:

1.
The registration deadline for this competition is Friday June 15th   

Registrations are to be done through the PADTRAC E ONLINE ENTRY SYSTEM  no later than 5:00pm EST.  After this date any entries that are accepted will be considered a "post-entry" and a $20.00 post-entry fee will be levied for each event entered. 

A “post entry” will only be included if a lane is available, as no additional heats will be added for post-entries. Your cooperation is appreciated, as it is necessary to allocate lanes, seed the heats and prepare the program for the event in advance. 

FAXED, MAILED OR EMAILED ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  

2.
As outlined above, ALL ATHLETES must be in good standing with a SRD club i.e. registered for the 2012 racing season in order to be eligible for Trials #2.
The specifics for Trials entries are as follows:


a) SINGLES EVENTS (K1 / C1): all athletes must ONLY be entered by athletes’ club head coach / registrar. No CKC staff or National coach will enter athletes in singles events. This is the sole responsibility of the member club.


b) TEAM BOAT EVENTS (K2 / C2 /): Any crew boat with 1 National Team athlete must ONLY be entered by CKC staff or National Team discipline coach. Club coaches are responsible may enter other participating crews. 


3.      The entry fee for 2012 National Team / Olympic Trials #1 is $ 150.00 per athlete.  


This fee is inclusive of the GST. Payment must be by cheque or cash prior to the athlete’s first race. Cheques may be mailed to CKC office or paid to Christine Bain at the event. Please Note: Credit cards will not be accepted.
4. 
Online registration will be the only method of entering the National Team Trials.  Only coaches and club registrars can enter athletes for National Team Trials on Padtrac.
