2. Drugs, chemicals or similar preparations used in the treatment of disease or medical publications that contain advertisements of such drugs, which do not conform to the rules of the Council or Clinical Pharmacology and Therapeutics of the American Medical Association, cannot be exhibited.
3. Sound devices above conversation level will not be permitted in any booth.
4. Representatives are welcome to attend and participate in the meeting (company nametags cannot be worn in the meeting room where the physician educational sessions are held but nametags can be worn in the exhibit hall).  Exhibits should be set up by 3:30 pm on Friday, February 1, 2013.
5. Distribution of literature, samples, etc., in the Exhibit Hall by firms, which are not participating in the exhibit, is prohibited.  Evidence of violation of this rule should be reported immediately to a member of the SCPA staff.
6. Unethical conduct or infraction of rules on the part of the exhibitor, his representative, or both, will subject the exhibitor or his representatives to dismissal from the Exhibit Hall, in which event it is understood that no refund will be made by the SCPA.
