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Phoenix Public Market Vendor Selection Criteria

Thank you for your interest in the Phoenix Public Market!  We are pleased to solicit applications for additional vendors for our Wednesday and Saturday markets.  Below are our vendor selection criteria, priorities and legal requirements.  Please read these carefully and ensure that your application reflects these requirements.

Vendor Selection Criteria
Prospective vendors will complete an application that is reviewed by a volunteer Vendor Selection Jury to ensure that all applicants meet the criteria outlined below.  
1.  Local
· Does the applicant grow, produce or make the product they are selling?

· How much of the item is made from local grown or produced products?

2.  Unique
· Does the market already sell the same or similar product?

· What would be the impact if another vendor were added?

· What qualities or ingredients set this vendor apart from similar vendors?

3.  Diverse
· Does the vendor represent the diverse population and culture of Phoenix and Arizona?

· Would adding this vendor improve the cultural and ethnic diversity of the Market?

4.  Availability
· How often will the vendor be present at the Market?

· Is the vendor committing to attend on both Saturday and Wednesday?

Current Priorities
The Phoenix Public Market is an ever-evolving Market.  Based on our current vendor roster, space availability and customer feedback, we have identified the following priorities:

· We will prioritize food vendors (especially fresh fruits, vegetables and unique offerings).

· Due to space constraints, we prioritize vendor booths over additional food trucks.

· We prioritize vendors who are able to attend the Wednesday Market.

Based on priorities and criteria, the Market welcomes the following types of items:

1.  Agricultural
From farmers who raise, cultivate and harvest their produce, herbs, flowers and nursery crops to sell at the market.  Also included are items from beekeepers, egg, dairy and meat producers and fisherman and farmers who process their own raw product into “value-added” items.

2.  Prepared/Processed Food Vendors
From those who offer fresh food products they have processed themselves into products for sale. These are ready-to-eat or pre-packaged items.  Priority will be given to vendors who use locally-grown ingredients in their value-added food products.

3.  Crafts
From people who craft with their own hands the products they offer for sale at the market.  Priority will be given to crafts using a minimum of 50% of its materials native to Arizona or the Southwest as a major ingredient.
Regulations Checklist

1.  All vendors must document that they have a City Resale Tax number (Peddler’s Permit) from the city of Phoenix (602-262-6785, press 4;  or visit http://phoenix.gov/PLT/licsvcs.html).

2.  Food and value-added food vendors must document that they have a  current health permit from the Maricopa County Health Department (602-506-6872).

3.  Food vendors must document that they have proof of liability insurance with a Liability Insurance Certificate.

4.  If selected, vendor will sign a market agreement and submit an annual fee (see below).

Fee Structure
Saturday Market:

· Annual fee is $72 for the first 10’ x 10’ space requested and $40 for each space thereafter.

· A vendor fee of 10% of gross sales from every market will be tracked and collected.
Wednesday Market:
· Annual fee is $72 for the first 10’ x 10’ space requested and $40 for each space thereafter.

· A vendor fee of 10% of gross sales from every market will be tracked and collected.
Phoenix Public Market General Information
Location

The Phoenix Public Market is located in the vacant lot on the southeast corner of McKinley Street and Central Avenue in Phoenix, Arizona.

Set-Up

The Phoenix Public Market is an open air market with a minimum of shade structures.  Vendors furnish their own tents and tables.  Air coolers and misters are provided by the Market.  Electricity and occasionally some equipment can be paid for/rented upon request.

Days and Times
The Phoenix Public Market runs year-round, rain, shine and heat!

· Wednesday Market:  5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. year-round

· Saturday Market:  8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. (October – May);  8:00 a.m to Noon (May - October)
