Once again we would like to invite you to join the Wisconsin delegation as we travel to “The Alamo City” for this exciting event.  Enclosed you will find registration forms and information regarding the convention program.

Transportation: Transportation arrangements to San Antonio are the responsibility of the individual(s) attending.  WFBF will arrange air transportation for award winners and delegates.
Hotel Arrangements: During the convention, the WFBF delegation will be staying at the headquarters hotel for the convention, the Marriott San Antonio Rivercenter – 101 Bowie Street, San Antonio, TX 78205;  Phone: (210) 223-1000.  Room rates are $179. per night plus 16.75% tax ($208.98).  The hotel is located on the famous San Antonio Riverwalk, adjacent to the Henry B. Gonzalez Convention Center, site of the AFBF Annual Convention.
