Sophia thanked Russ for all his efforts for this year’s conference. Sophia also thanked Abe Mantell, Jacob Amidon and Ida Klikovac, who will be retiring from the executive board, for their service.
2. Approval of Minutes – April 13, 2013 (Michael Riedinger)
Printed copies of the meeting minutes from last year’s business meeting were made available. The meeting minutes were also distributed electronically directly following the March board meeting.
(Motion) A motion to approve the 2013 Business Meeting minutes was made byMaryAnn Justinger, 2nd by Ernie Danforth. The minutes were unanimously approved.
3. Treasurer’s Report (Rich Moscatelli)
Rich stated that our financial position is essentially the same as last year at this point. Total cash is currently $66,000, which is held in the PayPal account and a CD. Last year at this point, total cash was about $1,000 less, but there is currently a $1,000 deposit due for the Rochester conference. We have 120 attendees this year at the conference. NYSMATYC currently has 324 registered members, with an additional 10 sign-ups at the conference so far. We are down by about 20 members compared to last year; Rich will reach out to recent members for renewals over the next several weeks.

The conference did well last year, benefitting from more than $6,500 in scholarship donations from the Past Presidents Push. This was higher than the typical $2,500 in scholarship contributions. 

Rich mentioned that we have just started taking credit card payments via Paypal for conference registrations.

Michael Helinger suggested that membership may be down because many schools are reducing or not replacing full time faculty in recent years.

(Motion) Jane-Marie Wright moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report; 2nd by Mary Beth Orrange; the motion was approved unanimously.

The audit was completed at the March board meeting.  Everything was found to be in order and very well organized. Rich is to be commended.
c. Awards (Abe Mantell)
There were no nominations this year.
d. Curriculum (Larry Danforth)
This year’s survey will be distributed on Tuesday, April 8. The survey will address proctored exams in online classes. We will be comparing processes that schools have in place across the state. Campus reps should be on the lookout for the report in the next couple of weeks.
e. Legislative (Josh Hammond)
(Motion) Josh made a motion to move his report to the New Business portion of the meeting, 2nd by Jake; the motion was approved unanimously.
f. Member at Large (Jacob Amidon)
The newsletter was sent out; hopefully everyone has received their copy.
g. Professional Development (Brian Milleville)

We had our Ignite event last night; it seemed to go well. Also in one of the sessions this afternoon, we will have five-minute presentations using the same format.

h. Scholarship (Julie Croteau)
This year we are giving out 10 scholarship awards, totaling $7,000. The applicant pool this year nearly doubled in size, compared to last year. There were 15 schools represented this year vs. 13 last year and we had a total of 35 applicants. Of the 35 received, 25 applications had a completed packet and were eligible for an award. We pushed the deadline a week later this year, and this seems to have helped increase participation. We will repeat the slightly later deadline next year as well.
The question arose as to why we had five $1,000 scholarships this year when we only have three named awards. Julie responded that the five in the top group were very close to a five-way tie, and that on this basis, the committee decided to increase the top level awards to a total of five. It was suggested that it might be better to have the smaller scholarships amount to more than the $400 awarded this year.

Abe suggested that it makes sense to give the scholarship committee the latitude to create a named award in addition to the top three when this type of situation arises. MaryAnn Justinger felt that the prestige of receiving the scholarship should be sufficient, and that the committee need not create new named awards.
