General North Shore Dance Academy Information

 The academy will NOT close during Monday and public school holidays.  We will only close during the specified holidays listed on our calendar.  Please refer to your NSDA calendar for more information.

The academy will NOT make up classes missed due to inclement weather or student absenteeism for any reason.   Inclement weather cancellations will be made on a storm by storm basis.  When a class is cancelled due to bad weather there will be an email sent, a message left on the studio phone and listen on the recent news tab of our website and an announcement on our Facebook page.    It is your responsibility to call the studio when your child will be absent.  For the well-being of your child’s dance education and the team loyalty to his/her class, excessive absenteeism will not be tolerated.  Please register for classes that are convenient for your child to attend.

Registration Fee

There is a $30.00 non-refundable registration fee per student per year.  This is fee is due upon registration

Tuition prices set in 2012 for a minimum of two years.
Tuition is a yearly fee based on 32 weeks of instruction.  For your convenience we break this yearly fee into 9 monthly installments. The amount of weeks in each month does not determine the monthly fee, the yearly amount is divided evenly among the 9 months.

             NSDA Family cap               $330 per month 
All  tuition will be electronically deducted from the account of your choice (checking or credit card) on the 1st of every month **September- May(9 months)**.  If you prefer to pay by cash or check you can do so by paying the year in full at the time of registration.  There is a $75.00 per child discount if you pay in full at the time of registration.  No monthly payments for tuition will be accepted by cash or check at the desk.   Students are responsible to attend all classes.  Class tuition must be paid for whether or not attended.  No discounts or allowances will be made for vacations or other reasons.  Comparable make-up classes are available.  
Ages 3-7:

Students at this age and level are offered a 1 hour combination tap and ballet class.  Students in this program wear a leotard and tights of any style or color, white tap shoes and pink ballet slippers.   Hair should be pulled back for all classes.   Students this age perform 2 routines in the show with the purchase of one costume required. 

Ages 7-12:

In addition to the required ballet class, students are now offered tap, and jazz as well, each meeting for 30 minutes.  Students in this program wear a leotard and tights of any style or color, tan tap shoes and pink ballet slippers and tan slip on jazz shoes. Hair should be pulled back for all classes.   Students this age perform 3 routines in the show with the purchase of two costumes required.

Ages 13 and Over:

To insure the proper progression of technique class times are extended according to the ability of the class.  Form fitting jazz pants or shorts with a leotard and tights may be worn for tap and jazz classes.  No extra shirts will be allowed.  Ballet students are required to wear a leotard with pink tights and their hair in a bun.  The students will wear a different shoe for each discipline, which will be determined to match the performance costumes.  Students should wear the previous years shoes until that time.  Students this age will perform three routines in the show with the purchase of three costumes required.  

Hip Hop Program

Due to the growing interest we now offer Hip hop of different levels at NSDA starting at age 3.  The age of the child determines which class they should be place in.  Please do not register for a class that is not your child’s age.   Attire is comfortable work out clothing and clean sneakers that the students carry in with them.  No street shoes please.  We try to keep the dance floors clean from street dirt.
NSDA Etiquette

Etiquette inside and outside the classroom is important for our teachers, dancers and parents.  NSDA has a no tolerance policy for inappropriate language in any area of the studio or performance centers, gossiping in any area of the studio or performance areas or negative social media behavior referring to NSDA, dance class in general or the dancers in the school.  Please make your children aware of this policy.  If we are made aware of an issue we will ask for a discussion with the parent and student.  If after that discussion there is an additional problem that we are made aware of, we will dismiss the child from the program and the parent will be responsible the remaining month's tuition and no reimbursements for ordered costumes will be made.  Thank you for your cooperation on this to keep a healthy atmosphere in the dance studio and with our dancers in general.
