1. Eligibility: To be considered by Student Sport Ireland to represent Ireland at the 2016 World University Championships students are required to :
1.1. Meet the FISU Eligibility regulations as set out below
1.2. Meet the Student Sport Ireland’s Eligibility Criteria as set out below
1.3. Hold an Irish passport or in the case of Northern Ireland students hold an Irish or British passport
2. Registration: Only students that have been nominated to Student Sport Ireland by their respective National Governing Body of Sport will be considered for selection by SSI
To register, students are required to submit the following documentation in hard back original form to the SSI office:
2.1.  Student Nomination Form (see below)
a. The form must be submitted completed in typed format
b. Signed by the student
c. Signed and stamped by the Sports Officer/Athletic Union President of their University/College/Institute

2.2.  FISU Academic Eligibility Form
a. “Section 1” to be completed by the student
b. “Section 2” to be signed and stamped by the University/College/Institute Registrar’s Office
c. “Section 3” of the FISU Certificate of Academic Eligibility to be left BLANK for completion by the Student Sport Ireland office
2.3. Two coloured official passport photos 
2.4. Passport Page: A photocopy of the main page of the student’s passport page
3. Incomplete nominations will be returned
4. Submitting a nomination form to Student Sport Ireland for consideration does not guarantee that a student athlete shall be ratified to compete at the Championships
5. Student Sport Ireland shall ratify only those deemed suitably qualified to compete at the Championships
6. Student Sport Ireland’s decision on all ratification issues is final
7. Each student ratified by Student Sport Ireland to compete at the World University Championships may be asked to make a personal contribution (amount to be determined) towards the cost of his or her participation at the Championships 
8. All outstanding student balances MUST be paid in full to Student Sport Ireland one week BEFORE departure to the event.  Non-payment of any outstanding balance will result in the student athlete’s entry to participate at the Championship being withdrawn
9. Please retain copies of all forms for your own reference
10. FISU Eligibility Criteria
As set out in Section 5.2 (Participation) of the FISU Certificate of Academic Eligibility  
5.2.1 Only the following may participate as competitors in a FISU Event:
(a) students who are officially registered for and pursuing a full-time course of study at a University or similar Institute whose status as a University is recognised by the appropriate national academic authority of their country
(b) former students of the Institutions mentioned in (a) who have obtained their academic degree or diploma in the year preceding the event
5.2.2 All competitors must satisfy the following conditions:
(a) be a national of the country they represent
(b) be at least 17 and less that 28 years of age on January 1st in the year of the event.
11. Student Sport Ireland International Competition Eligibility Criteria

Student Sport Ireland currently applies the following criteria (in addition to the FISU regulations) when selecting representative teams and individuals to participate in FISU competitions. The criteria below is correct as of April 2016. Please refer to the International tab on the Student Sport Ireland web site for the most up to date Eligibility Criteria
i. A student must be fully registered and hold a student card for the institution with which they are internally registered
ii. Students must be a national of the country they represent
iii. Students must be at least 17 years and less than 28 years of age on January 1st in the year of the event
iv. Students must be pursuing a course of study that is equivalent to 60 ECTS (European Credit Transfer System) credits per annum in Ireland and that leads to an award ranked at a minimum of Level 6 on the NQAI Framework (National Qualification Authority of Ireland), or 120 UK Academic credits per annum in Northern Ireland
v. The academic year shall be defined as October to September. Students in any institution with an academic calendar not running concurrently with this will be eligible for the academic year during which they enter and any subsequent academic years depending on the ECTs value of their course
vi. Students will be eligible for competition under the year of grace rule if they have obtained their academic qualification in the year (calendar year) preceding the event.

The Student Sport Ireland High Performance Committee makes an appropriate recommendation based on satisfying the above eligibility criteria for ratification of students for international competitions. The decision is communicated to the student and their institution. An appeal of the decision is submitted as per the SSI appeals procedure (Student Sport Ireland Appeals Procedure) and is dealt with by the Eligibility Committee.
